A ocording lo the latest figures 
^ iro ra  the State Comptroller’s 

Office, reta il sales receipts in 
Texas are not growing as rapidly as 
in the recent past. And retail sales 
in this region are off, compared to 
last year’s numbers.

“Despite another month of 
record employment, local sales tax 
payments to Texas cities and coun­
tie s  <cooled> som ew hat la st 
month,” sajd State Comptroller 
John Sharp. According to sharp, 
Texas businesses created nearly 
300,000 new jobs for the year en­
ding M arch 31, with statewide 
employment of more than 7.9 mil­
lion working Texans. As a result, 
employment in Texas has reached 
its sixth all-time high in as many 
months.

Sales tax rebates to Texas 
cities totaled $176.7 million, 1.5 
percent above the the $174 million 
for May 1994. These rebates to 
Texas cities include taxes collected 
on March sales by businesses filing 
monthly returns and reported to 
the C om ptroller in A pril, and 
those businesses filing quarterly 
returns for January, February and 
March.

R e ta il sales figu res for 
Clarendon and Donley County 
were disappointing. Clarendon’s 
sales were off by -8.14 percent for 
the month (compared to the pre­
vious year) and down - 9.80 for the 
year-to-date (compared to the pre­
vious year). Medley’s sales sagged 
-25.99 for the month, but were up 
7.8 p e rce n t fo r th e  YTD. 
Howardwicks figures were both 
negative -29.12and -12.39 percent. 
Donley County also hit the minus 
colum ns, w ith -10.85 percent, 
March, and -9,25 percent, YTD.

Area cities did not perform 
much better. Armstrong County 
(Claude) lacked considerable in 
reaching last years sales, with a - 
55.39 for the month and -2837 
percent YTD. Briscoe’s economy 
turned in mixed signals, -4.53 and 
+4.66, respectively. So it Carson 
county: -15.48 and +10.40 per­
cent, although there was some

Loan Applications Being Accepted
applications for emergency farm loans for losses caused by drought, 

^w hich  occurred from May 1,1994 to September 20,1994 are being 
accepted at the Rural Economic and Community Development (REC)of- 
fice located in Clarendon.

Collingsworth and Donley Counties are two of eight in Texas recently 
named by Secretary of Agriculture Dan Glickman eligible for loans to cover 
part of actual production losses resulting from the drought.

Farmers may be eligible for loans of up to 80 percent of their actual 
losses or the operating loan needed to continue in business or $500/100, 
whichever is less. For farmers unable to obtain credit from private com­
mercial lenders, the interest is 3.75 percent.

A farmer must have suffered at least a 30 percent loss of production 
to be eligible for an RECD emergency loan. Farthers participating in the 
PIK or Federal Crop Insurance program will have to figure in proceeds 
from those programs in determining their loss. Applications will be ac­
cepted until September 26, 1995, but farmers should apply as soon as 
possible. Delays in applying could create backlogs in processing and 
possibly over into the new farming season.

Plan
nrhe House Budget Committee on Wednesday began deliberating a 

historic budget plan to eliminate the federal deficit in seven years 
without raising taxes or touching Social Security.

U.S. Rep. Mac Thorn berry said he supports the Republican proposal 
to balance the budget, which “is our best hope to stop raiding our children’s 
futures to pay for excessive spending today.”

The Budget Committee is considering a plan released Wednesday by 
House Republicans to achieve a balanced federal budget by the year 2002. 
The budget proposal focuses on eliminating government bureaucracies, 
reducing the rate of increase in spending and improving federal programs 
to deliver higher quality services at a more efficient cost.

Thorn berry compared the GOP plan to President Clinton’s proposed 
Budget, which adds more than $1 trillion to the national debt over the next 
five years. Under the GOP budget, overall spending continues to increase, 
but at a rate slow enough to gradually eliminated the annual federal deficits.

“The cost of doing nothing is simply to high,” Thomberry said. “A 
child bora this year will pay $187,000 over his or her lifetime just to pay 
interest on the debt wc have borrowed. I refuse to {mss along this crushing 
burden to my children and I believe my constituents in the 13th District feel 
the same way,” Thomberry said. “Slowing down the rate of growth in 
government spending won’t be easy, bu* t is necessary if we are to get the 
federal government back in control.”

The first-term Congressman said he doesn’t necessarily agree with all 
of the proposals contained in the House and Senate Budget drafts. For 
example, sharp cuts to agriculture concern him. However, several months 
of debate will occur before a budget is finalized by October 1.

“The important thing to remember is that this budget plans helps us 
stop piling up debt on top of debt,” Thomberry said.

Check It Out

¥s photography one of your main interests? If so, you will appreciate 
the 200 photos in Burton Memorial Library’s recently received Pictur­

ing Texas published by the Texas Historical Association. This documentary 
photography collection includes some of the most famous photographs ever 
taken of rural poverty during the Dust Bowl days. Among the photog­
raphers, Russell Lee, who came to Texas in 1939, and died in 1986.

According to a Dallas Morning News article, April 9,1995, to which 
I was alerted by my husband (Thanks, Cotton!), Russell Lee was a “leading 
recorder of Americans’ struggle with the Great Depression, an done of the 
most admired photographers.” He photographed more scenes, more than 
5000 in Texas alone, than any other FSA (Farm Security Administration) 
and. OWI (office, of War Information) photographer. He "pioneered the 
use of flashbulbs, enabling him to go inside houses, and photograph the way 
people lived.” Because of attention to detail and Mr. Lee’s photographic 
■skills in capturing naturalness in his subjects, there is no suggestion of 
“posing.” The pictures depict poverty and anguish of Depression years. 
The student of photography would note that Robert Lee ,169was able to 
preserve the essential dignity of his subjects despite the desperate condi­
tions surrounding them.” For example, when he took a picture of a man 
with hoes in his shoes, even though the holes are evident, details in the photo 
enable one to see there’s a lot more to that man than just holes in his shoes.

This "pictorial essay” continues beyond Depression years as 
Americans gradually moved out of those trying times into wartime 
economy. The photographs are arranged around a written text of eleven 
different these interestingly related by Robert L. Reid. The Dust Bowl, 
cotton, livestock, oil, recreation, towns, South Texas migratory workers, 
pecan shelters of San Antonio, St Augustine, and World War n  are docu­
mented to show what much of Texas was like during the Great Depression 
and World War II years.

Russell Lee’s wife, Jean, a former Dallas Times Herald newspaper­
woman, now 86, traveled with her husband, assisting him in caption writing 
and keeping field notes during his photography career.

On the cover of Picturing Texas is a 1940 shot of cattlemen bidding 
for prize steers at a San Angelo Fat Stock Show. The Historical Association 
still receives mail from Texans who recognize the faces of older or decease 
kinfolks in these exceptional photographs of sympathy, honest, and humane 
dignity.

Container Gardens Grow In Popularity
cjmall or awkward spaces, poor soil and unsightly objects are common problems that can easily be transformed
^ in to  assets through rnn |«'nrr prHwiing A windowsill, patio, balcony, or doorstep can provide a productive 

garden site when you use containers. .
Wherever you have space for a container you have a spot for a garden. Though it may not be as ideal as a 

backyard, a container garden can be every bit as striking as a full-sized suburban spread.
Current lifestyles have greatly increased the popularity of raising plaints in containers. Container gardening 

is adaptable and small scale. Practically all Texas grown annuals, including vegetables and many perennial, are 
perfectly suited for life in a planter, as are many shrubs and small trees.

The elderly and physically challenged can also enjoy container gardening. Gardening fosters an interest and 
raihiiiiatm  for the future and improves confidence and self-esteem. Positioning pots on shelves and elevated 
structures makes plants accessible to those in wheelchairs. With proper modification, the benefits of gardening 
can be available to everyone.

Your container garden may consist of one container or a duster o pots. Place containers of varying size and 
shape in groupings around the area, in windowsills, edging a bleak stairway, in tight corners and along the tops of 
walls. Strategically locate attractive container groupings near your front door. This creates interest and visually 
guides visitors toward the entrance.

Be creative when selecting planters. Anything capable of holding soil and providing adequate water drainage 
is up for grabs, brass and clay pots, buckets, halved whiskey barrels, old wagons, tin tubs, even an old kitchen sink. 
Use large containers when possible to achieve a strong visual impact and decrease the frequency of watering.

Mobility is the greatest advantage of container gardens, you can move them at t whim, rearranging the garden 
to fit your decorating scheme. Proper placement of container plants furnishes an effective disguise for unpleasant 
rights likr drains, electrical boxes and untidy work areas. Grouping three or four sizable containers planted with 
A m f ly grow ing  sfimhs fash ions an rp y  l l rn ; visual an d  physical sc reen  C lim bing  vines in containers offer coverage 
for bare walls and fences, obtrusive columns and open overhead structures.

Plants in containers also can be moved indoors during cold spells so go ahead and indulge in those tropical 
favorites.

Select containers large enough to accommodate the and growth habit of the Texas grown plants you 
choose. Use a lightweight, porous commercial soil mix. Soilless potting mix allows you to keep the soil moist 
without drowning the roots. Yard dirt often contains soil-borne diseases and drains poorly.

Water and fertilize your container garden regularly. Slow-release fertilizers provide continuous feeding for 
several months. Diluted liquid fertilizer applications during the active growing season also are beneficial.

With a little planning and careful attention, splendid flowers and foliage will fill your surroundings year- 
round. _________________ ____________

Buying Healthy Flowers
Creating a beautiful flower garden really 

begins at your local greenhouse or garden 
center because healthy and colorful beds start 
with healthy plants. Gardeners should 
carefully inspect annuals and perennials 
before purchase to minimize potential 
problems with pests and disease later on. 
Remember, healthy, unstressed plants will 

grow stronger with bigger, brighter blooms.
To spot quality plants, look for ones that 

exhibit deep green leaves and bushy, compact 
growth. Healthy looking shoots are also a 
good indication a plant is strong and 
unstressed. Whenever possible, try to avoid 
plants that have yellowed foliage or a  loss of 
leaves, overly dry soil and scraggly stems.

As a general rule, it's also best to buy 
flowers that have yet to bloom as plants 
should spend the first few weeks developing 
their root systems after being transplanted. 
If you're buying pot-grown perennials, the 
root ball should hold together when the plant 
is tipped out. And always look carefully for 
signs of insect infestation and disease, such 
as aphids, spider mites, spotted stems and 
webby foliage.

The Planting Site
Even though you've purchased your plants, 

you're still not ready to put roots to soil. First 
you've got to prepare the planting site so 
transplanted flowers will have an easier time 
adjusting to their new home.

Generally, most flowers will thrive in well- 
drained, airy soil that is rich in organic 
matter. Whether your soil is sandy or clayey, 
adding compost, mulch and a balanced 
fertilizer, applied in recommended amounts, 
is the best way to condition soil with the 
nutrients flowers need to thrive Compost 
also improves drainage and increases the 
soil's water- and nutrient-holding capacity.

Gardeners also know that great soil is 
almost completely weed-free. This is 
important because weeds are more than just 
an eyesore, they challenge plant roots for 
available water and nutrients, and usually 
win. To help prevent these unsightly garden 
pests from growing wild in your flower beds, 
install a landscape fabric, such as 
WeedBlock, atop conditioned soil before 
planting.

Unlike traditional black plastic, which can 
cause soil souring, W eedBlock is 
m anufactured w ith thousands of tiny 
“microfunnels'' that allow water and air to 
reach the soil and plant roots, while blocking 
out most of the light that broadleaf weeds 
need to grow.

To install WeedBlock, simply lay down the 
fabric in overlapping strips and secure them 
with plastic garden pegs or heavy stones. 
Using scissors or a garden knife cut x’s into 
the material and place plants directly through 
into the soil. Cover the fabric with a two to 
four-inch layer of decorative mulch such as 
wood chips or colored stone. Applying a 
mulch will also prolong the life of the fabric

Watering

Watering new and established plants is 
crucial to their survival. But how much 
watering should be done has many gardeners 
perplexed. As a general rule, annuals and 
perennials should be watered deeply but not 
too often, taking into consideration the needs 
or the particular plant, its age. the season, the 
weather and the nature of the soil. If flowers 
begin to wilt, water immediately, thoroughly 
soaking the entire root zone During hot 
spells, check soil more frequently to guard 
against plant drought.

From asters to zinnias, dressing up the 
landscape with beautiful annuals and 
perennials is easy for novice and expert 
gardeners alike. This spring, harness the 
power of flowers and be the envy of your 
neighborhood

TYade shows, conventions and 
*  business exhib itions can 

offer great opportunities to find 
new custom ers, meet new sup­
pliers, locate manufacturers and 
distributors and build your busi­
ness. The best part is they also 
provide opportunities for con­
ducting cost effective market re­
search, analyzing your competi­
tion, learning about merchandis­
ing and displaying and making 
solid business connections.

There are two methods you 
can use to take advantage of these 
opportunities. First, you can be­
com e an attendee and visit a 
variety of shows and conventions. 
Second, you may want to become 
an exhibitor, set up a booth to sell 
your wares and promote your busi­
ness.

The purpose of this article is 
to give you some tips for using 
both methods to build your busi­
ness. Here are some helpful sug­
gestions for exhibiting at trade 
shows and fairs. We’ll also offer 
several tips for attending shows 
and exhibits and for “learning by 
walking around.”

Becoming an exhlbitor

There are several steps you 
should take before you spend the 
time and money to become an ex­
hibitor at a show or convention. 
First, attend any show you may 
consider as a potential target to 
ensure the customer types you 
wish to reach are there. Next, 
make a list of what you want to 
accomplish. This list may include 
making sales, getting leads, boost­
ing your visibility, demonstrating 
your product or service to a certain 
number of prospects, etc.

The next step is to count the 
costs. Consider direct costs such 
as space, booth or display rental 
and services. You should also con­
sider the indirect costs such as, 
time to set up and tear down, fol­
low up and the time away from 
your normal activities. Finally, 
start early. Plan a year or more in 
advance, if possible. Consider 
your displays, product samples and 
handouts carefully. Get copies of 
the show rules and contracts to 
avoid surprises.

Here are some additional 
tips that successful exhibitors have 
shared with us:

Be visual. Have something 
unusual to catch the attention of 
th o se  passin g  by. W orking 
m odels, p ro d u c t d isp lays or 
photographs may do the trick.

Have a single, central theme 
in yopr booth or exhibit. What you 
offer should be obvious.

Keep your booth open and 
uncluttered. Stand up, make eye 
contact and greet everyone you 
can. Make it easy for attendees to 
interact with you.

Wear comfortable shoes. I 
take two pairs and change during 
the day.

Have relief help to cover the 
booth when you have to be away. 
Never leave your booth unat­
tended.

Successful mingling

It pays to be prepared when 
you visit shows and conventions. 
Take a good supply of business 
cards, a pen and a small note pad. 
When you see a useful idea, write 
it down. Don’t trust your memory.

Plan ahead. Have an idea of 
what you wish to accomplish and 
who you want to see. Many shows 
produce 'pre-show* brochures 
which detail exhibitors and their 
booth locations. Mark those you 
really want to visit, and go to those 
aisles first

D on’t allow  pushy 
salespeople to waste your time. 
Learn how to end conversations 
gracefully. Good exit lines in­
clude, “Thank you for the informa­
tion” or “I enjoyed visiting with 
you, but I need to visit several 
other booths.” Then, move on.

If someone has something 
you’re interested in, don’t hesitate 
to in itia te the approach. Ask 
questions to start a conversation. 
Even your competitors may share 
information with you if you appear 
genuinely interested.

Ask for a business card when 
you want to learn more or stay in 
touch with someone. Make notes

on the back o f the card to remind 
yourself of the discussion or the 
person.

Have specific objectives in 
mind when you go. To “meet 10 
potential customers,” “find three 
new potential suppliers” or “find a 
new widget line” would be good 
goals.

Always be on the lookout for 
great signs, good brochures and 
clever logos. Collect samples and 
make notes on how you might use 
something like it.

Look for good merchandis­
ing ideas in exhibitor's displays. 
Remember, they want to grab your 
attention as you’re going by. If it 
works at the show, you may find it 
useful later.

Develop and use a 10 second 
com mercial for your business. 
Use it when you are introducing 
yourself. If you can describe your 
business qukdtly and clearly, it will 
help you spend your time more 
wisely. Those with whom you are 
networking will know what you do 
and can see how you can help 
them, or vice versa.

Don’t spend too much time 
talking to people you already 
know. Unless there is a specific 
reason to carry on a detailed dis­
cussion, keep moving. Be cour­
teous and friendly , exchange 
pleasantries, but keep moving.

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Arrive early and work your 
contact list as quickly as possible. 
Often the early birds avoid the 
busy aisles and people jams that 
may occur later.

Don’t spend all of your time 
going to shows and conventions to 
network. Remember this is only 
one of the ways you can grow your 
business. Don’t overdo it.

Don’t go to shows looking 
for more business unless you’re 
taking good care of present cus­
tomers. If you’re not keeping up 
with your present workload, the 
last thing you need is more busi­
ness. U se show s to  g a th e r 
prospects and grow your business 
when times are slow.

Minding Your 
Own Business

“If I Were In Charge...”

FJuring the last few years I’ve 
^ s ta y e d  in enough hotels and 

motels, driven enough rental cars 
and traversed enough airports to 
qualify as an experienced judge. 
Perhaps, with a few more frequent 
flyer miles I might even qualify as 
an expert

One of the most interesting 
differences I’ve observed is in the 
area of hotel/motel accommoda­
tions. There are significant dif­
ferences in price, with precious lit­
tle difference in the actual value of 
the product I’ve slept soundly in 
Super 8*s at under $40 per night 
I’ve been kept awake by the snor­
ing of a "next-room neighbor" at 
the R itz-C arlton at more than 
$200 per night

I can find little correlation 
between price and the quality of an 
overnight stay. Remember, that 
value is the perceived balance of 
price compared to quality. There­
fore, it is pretty hard to equate a 
$200 sleepless night to real value.

All the rooms I’ve stayed in 
have had beds, tables, chairs, 
desks, lamps, a television and a 
bathroom. Nearly all mattresses 
a re  m ed io cre . U sually , th e  
bathrooms are adequate. The fur­
niture varies from poor to fair. 
There is certainly room for im­
provement

xx /ith  age, the esophagus, the swallowing tube that leads from the 
mouth to the stomach, undergoes changes that impair coordination. 

When the esophagus is functioning normally swallowed food moves by a 
muscular wave, called a peristaltic wave, rapidly from the throat to the 
stomach. In adults, even Mien hanging upside down, it takes at most 11 
seconds for the swallowed food to make the trip to the stomach.

Aging changes impair this smooth coordination. A peristaltic wave 
may no longer follow every swallow. When this happens, the patient often, 
but not always, is aware of difficulty swallowing. Patients describe a feeling 
of food sticking somewhere down in the chest. Usually this sticking occurs 
with liquids as well as solids. It is often painless, but chest discomfort can 
occur. What as occurred is a spasm, a sort of charley horse, that involves 
the muscles in the esophagus. This slows the food, which actually does stick 
for a time instead of progressing smoothly down into the stomach.

Treatment of esophageal spasm includes the use of drugs to decrease 
inflammation and to prevent reflux, a backward or return flow, of stomach 
contents or add  into the esophagus. Medication also can be given to relax 
or prevent a spasm in the esophageal muscle. Rarely, tight areas in the 
esophagus may need stretching, and even more rarely, surgery is necessary.

Second, be factual Do your 
homework. Facts are much more 
persuasive than opinion.

Third, sign your letter. Un­
signed letters will not be published. 
The person who is too cowardly to 
sign his or her name is not worth 
anyone’s attention.

Finally, be timely. If your let­
ter comes in after the deadline, it 
will not appear until a week later— 
or it may be too late to be relevant.

The Clarendon News pub­
lishes most letters that come in, 
regardless of the writer’s position. 
Publication does not mean that the

newspaper agrees or disagrees with
the writer. It does not even mean 
that the paper considers the issoe 
im portant Letters to the editor are 
a public forum.
