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Wholesale and Retail Firms Warned to 
Comply With OPA Ceiling Price 
Measures or Face Penalty

According to information re­
ceived by J. R. Gillham, secretary 
o f the Clarendon Chamber of 
Commerce, from the Office of 
Price Administration, a number 
o f Clarendon business men are 
faced with the possible loss of 
their licenses or right to do busi­
ness for failure to comply with 
the “Ceiling Price” regulations. 
In addition to the suspension of 
license to do business, the viola­
tors are subject to criminal pen­
alties.

The War Price and Rationing 
board with whom the statement 
of Maximum prices must be filed 
is the County Rationing rsoard 
composed of J. R. Bulls, Ed Kins- 
low, and C. E. Lindsey. The list 
of cost of living commodities is 
available free of charge to any 
and all merchants at the local 
chamber of commerce office.

Ceiling price regulations apply 
to all articles sold except 16 types 
of commodities, the major portion 
of which are farm commodities. A 
list of these is available at the 
chamber of commerce or war ra­
tioning board.

A number of questions regard­
ing interpretation and application 
of the General Maximum price 
regulations have been officially 
answered by the OPA Board. A 
number of the more important 
appear below.

Q. What merchandise must car­
ry a posted maximum price in a 
retail store?

A. On and after May 18, the 
maximum prices of all items list­
ed as “cost of living commodities” 
must be publicly and prominently 
posted or marked in every retail 
establishment.

Q. What about those items that 
come under the ceilings but are 
not contained in tha “cost of liv­
ing lis t” ?

A. While the retailer is required 
to determine his maximum prices 
for these items and to charge no 
more, he does not have to post his 
ceiling prices.

Q. What statement of maximum 
prices must be filed with the 
OPA?

A. Each retailer must submit 
to the War Price and Rationing 
Board in his area a list of his 
maximum prices for all dbst of 
living commodities which he of­
fers for sale. This list must be 
submitted by June 1. It must con­
tain every article on which the 
retailer Is required to post or 
mark his ceiling prices and must 
include an identifying description 
for each item.

Q. Does the statement of maxi­
mum prices for “cost of living” 
items to be filed with the OPA 
have to be on any particular 
form?

A. No particular method is re­
quired. but the statement should 
be typewritten or neatly prepared 
in ink on paper supplied by the 
Tetailer. Also, he must be sure to 
identify each cost of living item 
clearly on the list he submits.

Q. What records of prices dur­
ing the March base period should 
the retailer keep?

A. There are three require­
ments:

1. The retailer must preserve 
for OPA examination all reconk 
or documents relating to his 
March selling prices on all items 
of merchandise.

2. He must prepare by July 1, 
1942, a complete statement show­
ing his highest selling price (or if 
he did not make a sale, his high­
est offering prices) for each item 
of merchandise delivered during

March. Each item must be clearly 
described and identified. -  

3. He must also prepare by 
July 1, 1942, a statement of any 
customary allowances, discounts 
or price differentials, which were 
available in his store during 
March to any classes of customers.

Clarendon F.F.A. Members Do Their 
Part In Food For Victory Program

The forty-five members o f the 
Clarendon F.F.A. Chapter did 
their part in the “Food For Vic­
t o r y ”  production during the 
school project year from July 1, 
1941 to May 25, 1942. They pro­
vided through their projects 
enough food to provide beef, 
pork, eggs, clothing, mutton, 
dairy products, and the trimmings 
for thousands of soldiers.

In pork projects alone, they 
produced and marketed over 
152,000 pounds of top swine. 
Forty-five boys fed out 582 pigs 
to reach this totoL Fourteen boys 
produced a total of 17,000 pounds 
o f beet seven boys produced 
twenty-two bales of cotton, four­
teen produced 31,000 gallons of

milk from 33 registered Jersey 
cows; thirty-two produced 208 
tons of grain sorghum, from 210 
acres; fifteen produced 90,000 
eggs from 528 pullets; twelve boys 
produced and marketed 2,950 
pounds of mutton from 33 lambs. 
Forty-five members produced 882 
weaner pigs from 68 registered 
sows; two produced 210 pounds of 
wool and 31 lambs from 18 ewes, 
and in addition twenty-seven are 
now in charge of a “victory” gar­
den on their home farm. Chapter 
members also paid for and pro­
vided six registered boars and 
three registered Jersey bulls for 
use by their members and the 
community patrons in building up 
livestock production.

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Here’s How Dalhart 
Got Big War Project

EDITOR'S NOTE:—Every town 
in the Panhandle wants to know 
how "to get a government war 
project." Most citixens erroneoui- 
ly think Congressman Gene Wor-j 
lay "tella" tha army and navy 
what he want* for his district and 
in what town he wants it located. 
Ed Bishop, publisher of the Dal- | 
hart Texan, was of the same opin­
ion until a group of government 
engineers dropped in at Dalhart 
a few weeks ago. Recently official 
announcement was made that 
Dalhart would get an air corps 
project costing more than $3,000.- 
000. In the following column Pub­
lisher Bishop gives the low-down 
on how Dalhart got its big war 
project.

Well it’s here! The thing we’ve 
been talking about. The thing 
we’ve been wondering about, has 
at last been confirmed. Senator 
Tom Connally and Congressman 
Eugene Worley's office authorized 
the public confirmation of the lo­
cation of an air school near Dal­
hart, to cost in excess of $3,000,- 
000!

Now that we know definitely 
th e  s ch o o l is to  b e  lo ca ted  h ere , 
th e  past h istory  m ay b e  o f  In terest
to many, who of a necessity, nev­
er heard a great deal about it. 
Perhaps some think that politics 
brought it about Others may feel 
that some of our big friends 
brought it about. Both assump­
tions are incorrect.

In the basement of the Central 
Methodist church, following a 
banquet in his honor. Gene Wor­
ley told several interested citizens 
that government army projects

were in no way connected with 
politics. “All I can do for you is 
to present your brief, showing the 
location, etc., of Dalhart” was the 
way he put it. I was first to dis­
agree with him. I firmly believed 
that the "big shots” decided the 
location, etc., of these projects. 
Today, I am just as firm in my 
opinion that if the politicians 
have had no more to do with 
other projects than the one locat­
ed in Dalhart, Gene was 100 per 
cent correct!

Out of a clear sky, nine govern­
ment army officials dropped into 
Dalhart one Sunday night. For al­
most a week they kept Herbert 
Peoples, Elmer Elliott, Herman 
Steele, L. L. Swim, and perhaps a 
few other local citizens busy. 
They investigated and when I say 
investigated. I mean it in all that 
it implies. They said very little. 
In fact hardly anyone knew what 
they were particular interested in 
until they had been here several 
days. Every courtesy was shown 
them. They wanted no publicity 
and they received none. They 
neither asked for nor sought en­
tertainment. any recognition — 
nothing except the cooperation of 
local citizens in getting the infor­
m a tion  th ey  w an ted . T h is  waa 
g iv en  th em  aa n ear 100 p e r  ce n t  aa 
possible.

When they left they said neith 
er “yea' nor “nay.” Then anxious 
days of waiting took place. We 
had specific instructions not to 
take it up with Washington, yet 
every friend in nearby towns said 
we were foolish not to follow it 
up. When the committee went to 
Chicago to see Rock Island of­
ficials several of them thought it 
might be well to go on to Wash­

ington, but Worley’s office advis­
ed against it.

In the meantime Herb Peoples’ 
telephone kept busy. Calls from 
various government officers in 
numerous towns and cities came 
in day and night, asking more in­
formation, seeking title to land, 
wanting briefs, statistics and still 
more information. They got it as 
promptly as Herb could deliver.

Then silence! Not a word from 
anyone. A lot of local talk. The 
news reached other communities. 
They sent committees to Wash­
ington and were told the school 
would be located at Dalhart. Still 
no confirmation. We called Wash­
ington. Still no soap. We were 
told to be patient, but it was a 
trying job.

The confirmation came in a 
confidential call to the mayor. But 
no public announcement was per­
mitted. In the meantime an­
nouncements came from Del Rio, 
Childress, Pampa, Ardmore, Okla­
homa, and other towns. We felt 
safe, but not quite safe enough. 
Then yesterday the public an­
nouncement came, and despite the 
“I-knew-it-all-the-time” f o l k s ,  
there was a sigh of relief.

The above is written so the 
public may understand that poli­
tics played no part in securing 
this project for Dalhart, and that 
no matter what is told you on the 
contrary, that is the truth. Gene 
Worley's office did everything it 
could in keeping us posted and to 
Mrs. Altavene Clark, secretary, 
we are deeply grateful. Senator 
Connally wired confirmation, 
which was appreciated. Several 
local parties inform us that the 
same announcement was received 
from Senator W. Lee O'Daniel.

Dalhart was selected for this 
school due to its geographical lo­
cation, available transportation 
facilities, etc., and I feel that the 
friendly attitude of local citizens 
and the splendid cooperation giv­
en officials had some bearing up­
on the final decision.

AID FOR DEPENDENT 
CHILDREN CONTINUES 
SERIOUS PROBLEM

The great number of dependent 
children applying for aid con­
tinues to be the most serious 
problem facing the State Depart­
ment of Public Welfare, an analy­
sis of pending applications reveal­
ed this week. State Office instruc­
tions to field workers this month 
directed that they continue to 
concentrate on clearing applica­
tions for Aid to Dependent Child­
ren. Instructions took account, 
however, of the fact that many 
Old Age Assiiilance recipients 
h a v e  h ad  a ch a n g e  tn c ir c u m ­
stances since last Investigated 
and, in areas where the children's 
program does not require the 
whole time of the staff, wbrkers 
will devote all available time to 
reviewing the situation of aged 
recipients and adjusting grunts in 
accordance with current needs. 
Emergency need among new ap­
plicants is to be given priority at 
all times, it was stated.

The United States Npvy Thurs­
day opened its V-7 training pro­
gram leading to commissions as 
deck or engineering officers, to 
married qualified college gradu­
ates between the ages of 19 and 
27.

It marked the first time that 
the Bureau of Naval Personnel, 
seeking 10,000 additional men for 
duty on ships coming rapidly off 
the ways, had allowed married 
men to enlist as appentice sea­
men and begin a 120 day rigid 
training schedule that would fit 
them for duty afloat.

Lieut, (j.g.) L. S. Poer, officer- 
in-charge of the Dallas Naval Of­
fice of Officer Procurement, said 
recruiting would begin immed­
iately throughout Texas. Enlist­
ments will be made both by the 
Dallas Office of Naval Officer 
Procurement and other Navy Re­
cruiting services.

When acceptable college gradu­
ates in the V-7 age group are en­
listed, they will be sent to Notre 
Dame University for a thorough 
30-day physical hardening pro­
gram, serving as apprentice sea­
men at $21 a month. Once this 
course is completed, they will be 
assigned to one of three officer 
training schools with the rank o f 
Midshipman, paying $65 a month.

There is no authority for pay­
ment of allowances for Midship­
men’s dependents in the Naval 
Reserve. Each married candidate, 
therefore, must furnish a state­
ment signed jointly by himself 
and his wife that his dependents 
will be adequately provided for 
while he is in training.

Unmarried college graduates 
who enlist in V-7 will be required 
to remain unmarried until com­
pletion of Reserve Midshipman 
training.

; d o w n  IN TEXAS *
+ By Edmunds Travis ♦

Voters of Texas will decide at the 
general election in November the 
fate of one of the most important 
proposals of constitutional change 
to be submitted in many years. 
The measure in question is H.J.R. 
No. 1 submitted by the legislature 
at its most recent regular session.

If adopted, H.J.R. 1 will add to 
Article III of the State constitu­
tion a new section to be known as 
Section 49a, for the purpose of 
holding appropriations within 
revenue and funding whatever 
deficit in the general revenue 
fund may accrue by September 1, 
1943.

Under this section, the comp­
troller will be directed, in ad­
vance of each regular legislative 
session to report to the governor 
and legislature the condition of 
the State treasury at the end of 
the last preceding fiscal year, and 
to estimate probable receipts and 
disbursements for the current 
fiscal year. He shall also submit 
an itemized estimate of anticipat­
ed revenue, showing the several 
funds to which it will be credited. 
After January 1, 1945, the legis­
lature shall make no appropria­
tion in excess of anticipated rev­
enue, save in case of emergency 
and by a four-fifths vote of the 
total membership of each House. 
No appropriation bill shall be con­
sidered passed unless it bears the 
comptroller's certificate showing 
that the amount appropriated is 
within the estimate of available 
funds.

The deficit is to be retired by 
issuing serial bonds in the sum of 
the total outstanding on Septem­
ber 1, 1943, the bonds to draw in­
terest of two per cent or less and 
to mature within 20 years from 
their date.

It would be difficult, if not im­
possible, to draw an amendment 
better calculated to put the State 
on a cash basis and keep it there. 
The language with respect to an 
“emergency" might be thought to 
offer a loophole, but, without it, 
the amendment would be too 
rigid. It is obvious that circum­
stances may arise in which it 
would be unwise to delay an ap­
propriation until revenue is pro­
vided.

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At the present time, there are 
slightly more than 2,000,000 men 
in the American Army. There are 
1,000,000 more men in the Navy, 
and about 500,000 in the Air 
Force. That marks an immense 
change from a few years ago, 
when the Army was down to a- 
round 150,000 men, and the other 
military branches were also neg­
ligible so far as numbers are con­
cerned. But the change that will 
take place in the future, accord­
ing to current plans, will be in­
finitely greater—and will have 
an infinitely greater effect on the 
normal ways of the nation.

T o p  m ilita ry  m e n  b e lie v e  th a t 
the A rm y  w il l  h a v e  to  b e  in crea s­
ed to 8,000,000 men and perhaps 
still more?—that the Navy will 
have a personnel of around 2,000,- 
000—and that the Air Force will 
also reach the 2,000,000 mark. In 
short, if this war continues, be­
tween 12,000,000 and 13.000,000 
men will be required for military 
service.

Not all of these men, by any 
means, will be combat troops. A 
major Army is a world of its 
own. requiring every kind of skill, 
talent, craft and prdfession. For 
each man in the fighting lines, 
there must be several men behind 
the lines in the departments of 
supply, communication, transport, 
etc. The same thing is true of the, 
Navy and Air Force. But all of 
these men, whether they serve 
with guns or with tools, will be 
wearing uniforms, and all of them 
will be out of civilian life.

The reasons for planning so 
vart a military establishment are 
obvious. We must figure on a long 
war whose end will be the actual 
land invasion of Axis countries. 
All hope that will not be neces­
sary and that Germany and Japan 
will collapse. But it would be the 
height of folly to plan on that. We 
must, Instead, plan on doing it 
the hard way.

Thk Country is at last winning 
“ the battle of production.” We 
haven’t lived up to all our hopes 
and forecasts. But the instruments 
of war are rolling out of the 
plants in a steadily gaining 
stream. That stream will soon 
reach flood proportions.

The next job is to win "the bat­
tle of ocean transportation.” 
We're trying to keep the actual 
combat fronts away from this 
continent, but we Can't do that 
unless we can produce the vast 
amount of shipping that is needed 
to transport and serve and supply 
United Nations' troops on all the 
far-flung warfronts of the world.

This isn’t simply a matter of 
producing enough ships to offset 
losses. Our rate of production 
must be far greater than our loss 
rate, especially in the matter of 
tankers. So far, ship production 
has been under the schedules 
previously laid down. Strenuous 
efforts are being made to bring it 
up to the necessary level. The 
work done in our shipyards will 
have a tremendous bearing on the 
length of time it will take to win 
this war.

HEARING WAIVED BY COUPLE 
IN SHOOTING OF PHYSICIAN

LITTLEFIELD. May 23— Dr 
W. R. Newton of Cameron and his 
wife, Mrs. Ruth Newton, jointly 
charged here with assault with 
intent to murder, waived exam­
ining trial Saturday afternoon be­
fore Justice of Peace S. J. Far- 
quhar.

The couple, charged in connec­
tion with the shooting early 
Thursday morning of Dr. Roy E. 
Hunt, Littlefield physician, were 
held for action of the August 
grand jury. Farquhar set Dr. 
Newton’s bond at $15,000 and that 
of his wife at $10,000.

Drs. Hunt and Newton were 
classmates at the medical school 
in Galveston of the University of 
Texas, where they were graduat­
ed in 1933. Mrs. Newton is the 
former Miss Ruth Nichols of 
Clarendon.

The two doctors were also in­
ternes « t  the same hospital at 
Houston. Mrs. Newton was a 
nurse at the hospital. Dr. Ewell 
Hunt, Lubbock, brother of the 
wounded man, said.

No motive for the shooting, 
which resulted in critical intes­
tinal wounds for Dr. Hunt, has 
been developed. Dr. Hunt was 
shot at a point on the Lubbock- 
Littlefield highway where he 
went in response to a mid-night 
telephone call, thinking there had 
been a wreck. He said he had 
been fired upon five times with­
out warning. Despite his wounds 
he drove his own car to a hospital 
here, where he was given blood 
transfusions. His condition Satur­
day was reported improved.

Dr. Newton, son of the late 
State Senator W. R. Newton, has 
been practicing medicine at Cam­
eron since he completed his medi­
cal education. Dr. Hunt, member 
of a prominent Lubbock family, 
has been practicing here since 
1937.

New Pre-Flight 
Training Hardens 
Air Cadets

Applications requesting the 
new pre-flight training school an­
nounced last week by Lieut. 
Comdr. Barry Holton, of the 
Naval Aviation Cadet Selection 
Board in the Allen Building, are 
coming in rapidly and the first 
class of men slated to leave Dallas 
in June, is expected to be filled 
within a short time.

These men will undergo a vig­
orous physical training program 
at the University of Georgia that 
is intended to make American 
naval air fighters harder and 
tougher than anything the axis 
powers can produce.

While in training, the men will 
receive along with regular daily 
drills, instructions on how to 
swim five miles under full pack, 
how to swim in oil burning water, 
how to kill or cripple a foe with 
bare hands, and how to use knees, 
arms, and feet as well as brains, 
to overcome the enemy.

Commander Holton pointed out 
that the new physical program is 
exactly what is needed to harden 
our flyers to withstand the hard­
ships of war. He also pointed out 
that each flyer forced down be­
hind enemy lines, who was even­
tually able to return to his own 
unit, represented a savings of ap-1

proximately $12,000, the coat of
his training.

“This step is necessary," Hol­
ton stated, “ In order that our 
naval aviators may be able to 
withstand the gaff of rugh fight­
ing. Many of our men have grown 
soft in the last 20 years due to 
the easy American way of living 
and this program will definitely 
make fighters that will push for­
ward to battle and not veer away 
from any encounter with the 
enemy. This sort of action is what 
it takes to win wars.”

Furbearing 
Animals Are 
Important

AUSTIN. May 27 — Without 
furbearing animals ».peration of 
the Nation’s heavy bombers at 
extremely high altitudes would 
be difficult if not impossible, the 
Executive Secretary of the Game 
Department said today in com­
menting on the vital part wildlife, 
as well as every other natural re­
source, is and must continue to 
play in the war for freedom.

The Army and Navy air units 
use the pelts of fur-bearers in the 
manufacture of heavy flying suits 
which aviators wear on bombing 
expeditions that range up to ap­
proximately 18,000 or 20,000 feet, 
it was pointed out. The fur-lined 
suits literally make these high- 
a ltitu d e  f lig h ts  p o ss ib le  in  th e 
(r ig id  sk y  zone.

The Executive Secretary urged 
all Texans on whose lands wild­
life, and especially fur-bearers, 
occur to redouble their protection 
of the animals in view of their 
importance to aviation. Under 
general law in Texas, the pelts of 
fur-bearers may be taken only 
during the months of December 
and January, but there are many 
special county laws on the subject 
which trappers should consult 
and these may be obtained free of 
charge upon request to the Game 
Department. Austin.

Also, trappers must have licen­
ses. A resident trapper’s license 
costs $1. A non-resident trapper’s 
license costs $200.00. These may 
be obtained from any Game War­
den. County Clerk, most sporting 
goods stores, or direct from the 
Austin office of the Game De­
partment.

blind person must not only be in 
need but he must be examined by 
a physician who is skilled in dis­
eases of the eye and determined 
to have less than one-tenth nor­
mal vision. Economic blindness 
includes not only those who are 
totally blind but those who may 
require assistance because their 
vision may be so poor they cannot 
work and support themselves. To 
be eligible a blind person must be 
a citizen of the United States and 
must have lived in the state at 
least one year just before apply­
ing for aid, and four more in the 
last nine. Grants vary according 
to the amount needed in each in­
dividual situation to provide the 
b a s ic  n ecess it ie s  an d  n ecessary  
treatm en t.

The Welfare Department at­

tempts to render services to the 
blind such as securing Braille edi­
tions and talking book equipment. 
Sometimes they can be assisted 
toward securing employment or 
operating vending stands which, 
even though it may pay very lit­
tle, frequently has a wholesome 
effect on their lives. In some cases 
state financed surgical treatment 
may bring back sight, especially 
when blindness is due to cata­
racts, or medical treatment may 
avert complete loss of vision.

A total of 2,675 blind persons 
received $61,366 through the Aid 
to the Needy Blind program in 
T exas in M arch.

State Assumes 
Support Of 
Needy Blind

Have you been missing the 
blind beggars who once were 
familiar sights upon the streets of 
Texas cities? ,

Texas is now providing blind 
persons with regular monthly 
support in their own homes thru 
the Aid to the Needy Blind pro­
gram of the State Department of 
Public Welfare. Those who con­
tinue to solicit alms either do so 
because they do not meet the resi­
dence or citizenship requirements, 
or prefer to make their living by 
begging because it is more profit­
able or because they have learned 
to love the daily contacts with 
passers-by and the hubbub of 
street life.

Welfare statistics reveal that 
2,999 blind persons are now re­
ceiving a total of $68,661 per 
month in average grants of $22.89. 
The Texas law specifies that no 
person who publicly solicits alms 
shall be eligible for blind aid. Of 
course, only a small percentage of 
recipients of state aid previously 
lived by soliciting alms. The great 
majority of the blind population 
disdained this mode of livelihood.

Welfare Department statistics 
have not classified prior support 
so as to reveal the number who 
previously lived by soliciting 
alms. Of the 2,857 cases tabulated, 
809 previously lived on their own 
earnings or resources; 1,437 had 
been supported by relatives or 
friends; 586 were being supported 
by public or private relief; and 
the prior Support of 25 was not 
ascertained.

OF DONLEY COUNTY:

Donley county has a new aerial 
survey, which means new maps 
from one end of the county to the 
other.

We are very proud of these new 
maps in the county office because 
it is complete coverage over the 
whole county. Heretofore we have 
only had partial coverage, that is 
only the maps which were to be 
used in the farm programs were 
issued to us, and it was hard to 
connect, or to find some of the 
farms, sometimes. They also in­
clude a lot of land which has been 
contoured since 1937 in these pic­
tures.

There will be some difficulty in 
measuring in 1942, due to these 
new maps. The farm boundaries 
will have to be located on aerial 
maps. On most of the maps there 
is shown a broad fence row, some­
times os much as one-half chain 
wide, which makes it very diffi­
cult to tell exactly where the farm 
boundary does come, unless it is 
measured out.

Permanent fields will have to 
be located. By permanent fields 
we mean, any part of the culti­
vated which is sufficiently separ­
ate from other land to be called a 
separate field, which is divided 
by a road, ditch, terrace, fence 
line, etc.

Then after farm boundaries, 
and permanent fields are located, 
plot lines and soil building prac-

tices must be checked.
I have told you the above in or­

der that I might tell you this: In 
order that these lines may be lo­
cated properly on the aerial maps 
the Operators should be there to 
help, and instruct the Reporter. 
If these lines, especially farm 
boundaries, and permanent fields 
are not located properly this year, 
it may be a year or two before the 
error is caught thus changing the 
farm measurements in the years 
to come. Since one of the most 
prevalent complaints to this office 
among Operators, is the changing 
of the size of the farm from one 
year to the next, the County 
Committee and I feel that this is 
a very important item, and the 
time to give all assistance possible 
to Reporters to get the measure­
ments right the first time it is put 
on a map, then only the inside 
measurements can be wrong af­
terward.

In all new work, especially an 
undertaking as large as this, 
there are bound to be errors of 
one kind or another. This office’s 
one ai rriis to get measurements 
and classifications right, and the 
only one who can help us is the 
Operator, so if we have an error 
in your measurements or classifi­
cations, we appreciate our atten­
tion being called to the fact and 
the correction will be made.

NO TIME TO WASTE
The cost of war has come home 

to many an American for the first 
time. The income taxes due in 
mid-March were the highest in 
our history. A new tax bill is be­
ing debated which will double the 
tax load. It has been necessary to 
raise the debt limit past the $100,- 
000,000 point. Every American, no 
matter how small his income, 
must and will help pay for war in 
one fashion or another.

Congress must do more than 
raise taxes. It must take two defi­
nite steps to protect the people 
and the national economy.

First, something drastic must be 
done to pare non-defense spend­
ing. So far, there has been much 
talk and practically no action. Ab­
normal peacetime extravagance 
goes on “as usual.” Congress must 
be told that the American people 
demand maximum retrenchment 
in every non-defense field. This 
should save a minimum of $2,000,- 
000,000 a year.

Second, there must be an end 
to the idea that the government 
can pay for everything and fi­
nance everything. Government fi­
nancial agencies’ proper job is to 
pay for military necessities which 
are outside the sphere of private 
enterprise. Only the government 
can build barracks, buy ships, 
planes, munitions, pay for the 
maintenance of troops, etc.

In other fields, private banking 
and o th er  fin a n cia l in stitu tions 
can do tHb job. They have the 
money. They have the personnel. 
They are prepared to go the limit. 
Yet government, at the expense 
of all the people, has usurped a 
hundred and one fields of bank­
ing activity which properly be­
long in the field of private, self- 
sustaining enterprise.

The government will act In 
these matters when, and only 
when, the1 people demand it. And 
there’s no time to waste in mak­
ing the demand.
