‘“The depositors have asked for a
bank guarantee law,not a bond law,
with ouly the right to bring suit
Such a plan as is proposed is, I be
lieve, a shame and a fraud.”

Criticises Sunday Session of
Legislature.

The Austin reporter for the Dal-
las News says there has been much
criticism of the legislature in Aus-
tin because it worked on Sunday,
Easter Sunday, at that. Indeed,
many members of the body serious
ly objected to what they termed
desecration of the Sabbath. Oth
ers salved their conscience with talk
about ‘‘the better the day the better
the deed, and about ‘‘the ox in the
ditch.”

The fact, however, is that if the
ox was in the ditch the legislature
put it there. It was well knowno
when the first called session opened
that it would expire by limitation
of the constitution on Sunday. The
legislature could liave determined
to avoid Sunday work by adopting
a resolution to adjourn sine die on
the 29th day of the session, and
could have adjourned on that day
with matters in just as good shape
as it did by continuing the session
one day longer. In that event, the
grand rush would have begun one
day earlier. It is true there were
important bills passed the last day.
There always will be important bills
to pass on the last day of a session,
whether it be the tenth or the thir-
tieth day.

In the senate, Senator Weinert,
who was particularly anxious to at
tend the Kaster services at his
church, suggested that since the
legislature was violating the Sab-
bath it ought to repeal all Sunday
laws; that it ought not to restrain
other people from doing that which
it was itself doing.

Want Permanent Exhibit
Building at State Fair.

The following letter is being sent
out by Mayor Lon D. Marrs to the
secretaries of the various commer
cial organizations in the Panhandle
counties:

My Dear Sir—The secretary of
the state fair at Dallas has written
and asked e to submit the follow-
ing proposition to the Panhandle
counties that had an exhibit at
Dillas during the fair of 1908, and
some other counties; that the fair
would furnish a site for the Pan-
handle people to erect and construct
a building upon, that the Panhan-
dle organization might have a per
manent place to make their annual
exhibit at the Dallas fair.,

The site suggested is the identi-
cal place that the ‘‘Panhandle Ex-
hibit’’ had in use last fall, and it is
a very suitable place The fair
people also suggest that they will
assist in any way possible in the
establishment of this matter, and
will also establish within this build-
ing, their fishery, fountain, etc.,
ind will beautify and help in any
other way possible to make a suc
cess of this enterprise.

Now if we can get about 10 Pan-
handle counties to go into this mat
ter and contribute three or four
hudred dollars towards the erection
of the building, or the site offered
us, we can do quite a lot of good
for this country, and the cost after
the first year will be nominal,

I would like to know if ycur
county would agree to go into an
organization and enterprise of this
character. I believe such a build-
ing would cost us about $4,000, in
addition'to what the fair people
wonld donate and prepare for us,

Please take this matter up at once
and ascertain if you think we can
get an organization of this character.
We must act at once if we desire to
secure this site for the purpose
mentioned.

If this enterprise meets with ap
proval, the following counties have
been suggested to be considered in
the enterprise:

Lubbock, Floyd, Hale, Briscoe,
Swisher, Armstrong, Donley,Gray,
Roberts, Carson, Potter, Dallam,
Moore, Randall and Deaf Smith
counties, and others may be sug
gested.

I am endeavoring to have printed
in the catalogue of the state fair of
Texas for 1909, tae exhibits made
by all the counties of the ““Panhan
dle Exhibit,”’ of 1908, at the Dallas
fair.
