W e echo the sentments of every 
citizen in the section we speak of 
when we state that the mail facili­
ties for extreme Northwest Texas— 
especially, the Panhandle counties 
are shamefully inadequate. It takes 
from twenty to thirty days for a let­
ter to be conveyed from Austin to 
Clarendon a distance of a little over 
five hundred miles. Mail directed 
to interior points of this northwestern 
section is sometimes a month old 
when it reaches its distination. There 
is no excuse for this as sombody is 
getting pay to carry a try-weekly 
mail from Wichita Falls to Claren­
don a distance of only about two 
hundred miles, even as the route 
winds about. From Clarendon a re­
gular stage line runs to Mobeetie and 
from there to T&scosa and other 
points. Mail ought not to be over 
four or five days reaching Mobeetie 
and Clarendon ftom Ft, Worth and. 
yet it is often fifteen day3 in going 
that distance. It is said that after 
taking the mail from the terming of 
the railroad, that huge stacks of mat­
ter are left stocked up at the inland 
stations for days and even weeks 
until the carrier finds it convenient to 
transfer them to their destination.

A  small amount of investigation by 
government agents might cause the 
citizens of this northwestern country 
to enjoy the mail facilities for which 
they pay very liberally, most all 
them being heavy tax payers.—(Liye 
Stock Journal.
