Best China Clay
Found In Texas

AUSTIN—Within the next few
years Texans can set their tables
with china made of clays right
out of their backyards, a Univer-
sity of Texas chemist promised
today.

Back from a field survey of
processing plants, F. K. Pence,
University associate ceramics re-
search director, announced that
all-Texas china has already prov-
ed successful and should provide

a healthy new industry for the
state.

Materials and manufacturing
processes for the new “home-

grown' tableware were all dis-
covered at the University under
Pence’s direction.

Clay for the new Texas dishes
comes from East Texas, felspar!

and silica from the central part of
the state, and Kaolin from West
Texas, Pence said.

He pointed out that concerns
going into the new industry will
have all their materials right at
home and can process the raw
materials for chinamaking in
their own plants, At present there
are no finished product plants in
Texas or the Southwest.

There has already been quite a
show of interest in the new in-
dustry, Pence said, naming the
Gulf Coast and West Texas as
regions with bids in for plants.

He listed several other uses for
the hitherto-scorned Texas clays,
including utilization in art pot-
tery, structural materials, and
glass manufacture,

“There are enough material de-
posits in the state to set every
Texas table with all-Texas china,”
Pence said, “and in addition fur-
nish native artists with materials
they have long needed.”

Texas china will compare fav-
orably with other American and
imported tableware in looks,
price, and utility, he said. Most of
the raw materials, he pointed out,
may be had for easy open-mining.

Pence, working with six gradu-
ate chemistry students, has anal-
yzed and reported on hundreds of
clay and other samples sent in
from all parts of the state.
