A bill currently before the Texas Legisla-
ture would slightly broaden the powers of the
Donley County Hospital District and assist the
district with meeting its long-term goals.

House Bill 2488, introduced last week by
Rep. Warren Chisum, would amend the dis-
trict’s enabling legislation to allow the hospital
board to issue revenue bonds to restructure debt
and to permit the district to lease office space to
the Texas Department of Human Services.

The bill was being considered by the House
County Affairs Committee at press time.

“When we got the vote of the people in
August 1998, it was a mandate to provide ser-
vices to the people of Donley County,” said dis-
trict administrator Alan Graham, referring to an
election in which local citizens voted 348 to
216 to prevent the hospital board from selling

the Medical Center Nursing Home.

Since that vote, the district has paid off
the bonds issued in 1971 to build the Medical
Center and has undertaken a $1.4 million reno-
vation of the 30-year-old facility.

Graham said the district had planned to
pay for the renovation with revenue from the
state’s tobacco settlement, which was expected
to be more than $200,000 per year. But the dis-
trict only received approximately $20,000 from
the tobacco fund last year, and that amount may
be lower this year.

With the renovation nearing completion
this month, the district’s construction note is up
for renewal on June 30, 2001. The district is
paying interest of one under prime on the note,
which was 8.5 percent a couple of weeks ago,
Graham said. By restructuring the debt with

general obligation tax revenue notes, the dis-
trict could get a lower interest rate — perhaps
less than five percent. The bonds would be set
up on a 15-year payout.

“This will give us a way to manage the
debt now that we don’t have the resources we
had anticipated,” he said.

Graham said the hospital district has kept
the same tax rate for three years, and he does
not foresee any changes in that rate. The ten
new beds added to the nursing home through
the renovation are expected to generate a gross
income of $240,000 per year with the district
netting half of that.

“We've been able to update a 30-year-old
facility, which was in need of a facelift and
facing mounting infrastructure problems. And
with the 10 beds, we will generate the revenue

to pay for it without effecting John Q. Public’s
tax bill.”

The new beds will be certified this month,
and there is already a waiting list of potential
new residents, Graham said.

Next on the hospital district’s agenda is a
plan that would centralize all health services
in Donley County in one location by creating
a complex on the grounds near the Medical
Center. The plan calls for three new buildings to
be constructed on three acres south of the nurs-
ing home. These would include a new clinic,
an EMS building, and a community services
building, which would be available for lease to
health service providers, the Texas Department
of Health (TDH), and the Texas Department of
Human Services (TDHS).

$1,267 for student performance

The awards are based on the
spring 2000 performance on the
TAAS test, which measures perfor-
mance in reading, writing, and math-
ematics. Schools also had to meet
performance standards for dropout
and attendance rates.

Cash awards ranging from $500
to $5,000 per school were given,
depending on the number of students
served at the school.

In the exemplary -category,
schools had at least 90 percent of all
students and students in each student
population group (White, African

American, Hispanic, and Econom-
ically Disadvantaged) passing each
section of the TAAS, a 1998-99 drop-
out rate of one percent or less for all
students and each student group, and
an attendance rate of at 94 percent or
greater. Clarendon High School falls
in this category.

TSSAS award recipients had to
rank in the top 25 percent of all cam-
puses that are in the same unique
comparison group statewide, with
respect to their growth in student
performance in reading and math.
Campus categories are based on sev-

eral factors including the percent of
students identified as African Ameri-
can, Hispanic, White, Economically
Disadvantaged, Limited English Pro-
ficient, and Mobile.

In addition, if the campus exemp-
tion rate in any subject area of
the TAAS test was greater than the
exemption rates of 75 percent of all
campuses 1n a least one subject area,
the campus was eliminated from the
list of possible winners.

A total of $2.5 million is being
awarded to schools this year under
TSSAS.

Health fair screenings prove to be
important for local area residents

Just ask Brenda Swinney of
Hedley if taking advantage of the
health screenings at the Health and
Wealth Fair on the Clarendon Col-
lege campus can make a big differ-
ence in a person’s life.

She knew she didn’t have a great
deal of energy several months prior
to last year's Health and Wealth Fair,
but she had no idea that a simple
hemoglobin test could identify the
source of the problem. Vicky Rob-
ertson, R.N., related that she re-ran
the test on Ms. Swinney because she
couldn’t believe the initial results.
Only after a second test did she
inform Brenda Swinney that it was
important to see a doctor immedi-
ately, which Brenda did that day.

Her 5.0 hemoglobin count was
cause for grave concern as the ideal

range i1s 12-16. Even one year later,
Brenda reports that her energy level
1s not where it should be, but it has
improved dramatically. She is taking
prescribed iron supplements and can
tell a world of difference 1n her cur-
rent condition.

Each year several men have been
referred to their physicians as a result
of abnormal PSA readings at the
health fair. In 1999, a CISD employee
learned of her diabetic condition fol-
lowing a glucose test at the Health
and Wealth Fair.

Another attendee at last year's
fair found it advisable to follow
up with her physician regarding the
results from her bone density test.

These are just a few of the
reported outcomes and benefits of the
tests at this annual event while dthers
have not been documented. In any

event, the Health and Wealth Fair pro-
vides immeasurable value to the lives
of area residents.

The “Be a Champion of Your
Health and Wealth I'V”" will take place
Wednesday, March 21, at the Claren-
don College Bairfield Activity Center
from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.

Except for breast mammograms
and immunizations, all health screens
offered at the fair will be free of
charge. They will include glucose,
cholesterol, PSA, blood pressure,
hemoglobin glaucoma, bone density,
and hearing tests. Supporting the
sponsorship of these health screens
will be the Donley County Hospital
District, which includes the Associ-
ated Ambulance Authority and the
Medical Center Nursing Home; the
Clarendon Family Medical Center;

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Atghanistan a
lesson 1n danger
of state religion

The line between church and state is often a blurry
one in America. On the one hand you have folks who
think religion is best kept in a closet, and on the other
you have fanatics who would toforce feed their religion
to anyone. For most part, however, we have a happy
medium — one that recognizes God and acknowledges
that our natural rights are bestowed by Him but still
leaves individuals with room to worship as they please.

The Founding Fathers showed great wisdom by pro-
hibiting the establishment of a state religion. Contrary
to current judicial opinion, the establishment clause of
the Constitution was not written to keep religion out of
government. It was designed to keep government out of
religion. The distinction is important because it allows
a deeply religious person like George W. Bush to be
president, but i1t prevents him from using his official
powers to carry out an overtly religious agenda that
might trample the rights of people of differing faiths.

What happens when there is no line between state
and religion? The Founders had a pretty good idea since
they had just recently broken away from Great Britain
where the monarch was both the head of the state and
the head of the church. But if you want a more modern
example, check out Afghanistan.

In recent weeks, the religious militia which runs that
country — the Taliban — has been hell bent on destroying
some of the world’s oldest statues and carvings of
Buddha. The Taliban’s head honcho, Mullah Mohammed
Omar, apparently got a wild hair and declared the statues
to be 1dolatrous and contrary to the tenets of Islam.

According to the Associated Press, many of the stat-
ues pre-date Islam, and some are as much as 700 years
old. A few of them were carved into the solid rock of
cliffs or mountains. One report says museums as far
away as New York have offered to take the Buddhas off
the Taliban’s hands in order to preserve them. Taliban
leaders would have none of that. “Why should we give
them to anyone?” the Taliban’s Foreign Minister Wakil
Ahmed Muttawakil asked. “They are against our beliefs.
- We have museums here, and we will keep our cultural
- and historical artifacts there.”

That’s an example of revisionist history at ifs worst —
eradicate everything that doesn’t agree with your outlook
on the world. People like that scare me. Just imagine a
radical Christian going ape and firing a missile at the
Goddess of Liberty which stands atop the State Capitol.

Fortunately, the majority of Islamic people are not
radicals.

Social workers not subject to Constitution?

There’s stunning news out of North
Carolina for all parents of young children.
This story hit really close to home, as I'm
the mother of a child who loves to run in
the buff, especially since she has figured
out how to change her own clothes.

Parents of a preschool girl are in court
this week fighting for their right to privacy,
and protection from unwarranted searches
and seizures. The whole fiasco began when
the couple’s youngest daughter, who was at
the time only 2-years-old, managed to open
their front door, and streaked through the
yard in hot pursuit of the family cat. Seeing
the situation, the child’s older brother,
quickly rounded-up his naked sibling and
promptly returned into the family home.

Someone saw the situation and called
the local Human Services department.
Thus, a social worker appeared and
demanded to interview the two-year-old
child. The family refused, stating that the
Constitution’s 4th amendment protected
them from the social worker’s nosy sleuth-
ing. They claimed that the inquiry was
unwarranted since the child was simply
being a toddler who likes to add and
remove clothes on a whim.

Some of the most pleasant family trips
by car can take a wrong turn when an argu-
ment arises over interpretation of the road
map. While the final destination is not in
question, the way to get there often is.

And so it is with Texas in the year
2001. There is little dispute that the Lone
Star State is in dire need of better roads.
The question that evokes the most bicker-
ing is how to finance the remedy for this
nightmare and where to begin.

It doesn’t take a professional engineer
to know that our highway system 1s burst-
ing at the seams. Rush hour traffic all
across Texas tests the patience of the most
laid-back drivers. Farm to market roads in
rural areas are in poor condition, and traffic
in border towns moves at a snail’s pace.
These facts don’t stir debate, but the mech-
anism to deal with them certainly does.

One funding vehicle for highway con-
struction is raising the gasoline tax by five
cents per gallon, which has sparked some
debate around the Capitol 1n recent weeks.

Another proposal is by Senator Flor-
ence Shapiro (R-Plano), who chairs the
Senate State Affairs Committee. Her solu-
tion is the creation of the Texas Mobility

Fund, which would be established to guar-
antee highway construction bonds. The
Fund would have to receive an initial
start-up state appropriation of several hun-
dred million dollars.

A third possibility is the i1ssuance
of GARVEE (Grant Anticipation Revenue
Vehicle) bonds which implement a start-
now-pay-later plan, whereby the state bor-
rows against future anticipated federal
highway revenues, allowing for immediate
construction. This option 1s being pro-
moted by Senator Eddie Lucio (D-Bron-
wnsville).

Another method under review is that
of building more public toll roads, which
end up paying for themselves over time.

Both the Shapiro plan and the
GARVEE program are more palatable to
Governor Perry, who has publicly stated
his opposition to tax increases. And with
election 2002 looming, many lawmakers in
Austin are not inclined to consider a tax,
either.

But even if we reach accord on the
highway funding mechanism, there’s sull
the geographical skirmish. The rural and
border members are afraid the big highway
money will go to the metro areas whose
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with Christi Ross
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lately, in her bathing suit. But, she’s just

two. Two-year-olds do things like that, and

heck, mine even likes to eat food off the
floor. Even though she may not eat any-
thing on her plate, as soon as it is acciden-
tally dropped on the floor, it immediately
goes straight to her mouth. Or, what about
last night when I caught her feeding the
dog ice cream, and yes, they were sharing
the same spoon!

that building new roads and improving
existing ones are tantamount to a humming
economy. Transportation needs must be
given a high priority.

Many of TABCC’s members operate
businesses where borrowing money 1s a
valuable tool for expanding and updating.
That is how our Association believes that
the bonding mechanisms proposed by Sen-
ator Shapiro and Senator Lucio, or some
hybrid of the two should be given serious
consideration.

It would be an injustice if Texas were
passed over by industry scouts because of
inadequate or outdated road system.

And better highways just might make
the family trip more enjoyable.

“These plans are nothing new,”
Graham said. “We've been talking
about doing this since 1998.”

The proposed new rural health
clinic will be built by Dr. John
Howard, whose current facility is not
adequate to meet the growing needs
of the people of Donley County. The
district will either sell land or lease it
on a long-term basis to Dr. Howard,
who will construct a building between
3,500 and 4,000 square feet.

An adjoining facility would
house the Associated Ambulance
Authority and EMS personnel, which
are now located in a temporary rented
facility across from the fire station.
Co-locating the EMS with the rural
health clinic and new advances in
telemedicine will offer the oppor-
tunity to provide expanded emer-
gency medical services, Graham said.
The EMS building will encompass
approximately 3,000 square feet.

The proposed community ser-
vices building would house Depart-
ment of Health offices and
immunization clinics, physical ther-
apy services currently provided
through an agreement with Colling-
sworth General Hospital, and Depart-
ment of Human Services offices.

By law the district can lease
space to provide medical services, but
since TDHS - which operates Med-
icaid and food stamp programs for
the state — 1sn’t a medical service per
se, leasing space to that agency may
have been called into question. HB
2488 will specifically allow the dis-
trict to lease space to TDHS.

Graham said the EMS and com-

munity services facilities will be built
with a grant from the Amarillo Area
Foundation and with other funds on
hand.
"~ “We want to be able to provide
adequate services to the people and
visitors of Donley County,” Graham
said. “That’s our commitment, and
the time is right to do this.”

Dr. Howard has expressed sat-
isfaction with the hospital district’s
plans, calling them “forward thinking
and planning at its best.”

Groundbreaking on the new
buildings could take place this
summer. An open house of the reno-
vated Medical Center Nursing Home
i1s slated for May.

The Donley County Hospital
District was created by an act of the
61st Legislature in 1969.

Local banker Vic Jeter was back
at the top of the flock this week,
having pushed ahead of popular Clar-
endon Mayor Tex Selvidge by a
margin of $4.55, a move that sur-
prised local analysts who thought the
mayor would be a more formidable
candidate.

But Jeter’s return to number one
was not without controversy. Cham-
ber of Commerce Executive Director
Judy Burlin hurled the accusation that
Jeter had been involved with voter
fraud by trying to redistribute money
from his voting jar to the jars of other
candidates.

Election judge Linda Gray denied
Burlin's charges and said the employ-
ees of Duckwall’s are keeping a close
eye on the jars, which are emptied and

In case you
forgot, to get to the Control Panel,
you can double-click on the “My
Computer Icon,” then double-click on
“Control Panel.”

Double-click on “Display.” Look
at the tabs across the top of that
window. Make sure the “Background”
page is showing. This area 1s primar-
ily for making your desktop “pretty.”
Here, you can choose wallpapers to
dress up the boring background you
may already have. Simply scroll
through the list single clicking on
each entry. A sample of the wallpa-
per will show up in the little computer
display on that window. If you want
to see how it will REALLY look, hit
the “Apply” button at the bottom.

If you have Windows 98 or
higher, you will see a “Display” drop-
down list in the bottom right hand
side of the window. If the picture is
smaller than your desktop, you can
choose to Center, Stretch, or Tile it to
fit.

As an aside, my background
automatically changes every day, but
this i1s not accomplished through any
options 1n the Display area. I down-
loaded a program called Webshots
from, appropriately enough: http:/
webshots.com. This program sits in
my System tray, and automatically, on
whatever schedule I choose, changes
my background.

The next tab i1s “Screensaver.”
If you've read many of my previous
columns, you know that I DESPISE
screensavers. Before I tell you why,
let me explain what they are.

few years ago, if you ever left a
computer monitor showing the same
image for a long period of time, it
could “burn” the image permanently
into the screen. A screensaver IS
a program that is constantly watch-
ing you as you type. If you haven’t
moved the mouse or hit a key 1n the
last 10 minutes or so, it will blank
the screen or show some kind of
animated picture, to prevent screen-
burn.

It sounds like a great idea. How-
ever, the screensaver industry has a
little secret they don’t want you to
know. If you bought your monitor in
the last three or four years, you don’t
ever need to worry about screenburn.
That’s because they CAN'T burn!
So, why in the heck would you need
a screensaver? Basically, I've only
found two reasons: basic security and,
well, they’re just plain cute.

If you want to play around with
screensavers, click on the appropri-
ate tab in the Display window. You'll
see a drop-down list of all the screen-
savers you can choose from. Click-
ing on any of them will show you a
sample in the little monitor display
in the window. My favorite (if I had
to pick one) is 3D Flower Box. You
can set the “Wait” time down and to
the right. In other words, this is how
long it will wait before coming on by
itself.

You'll remember that I men-
tioned something about Screensavers
offering basic security. If you check
the “Password Protected” box, 1t will
ask for a password before allowing
someone to turn off your screen-
saver. Hitting the “Change™ button
will allow you to set the password.

I call this “basic” security because
if someone really wanted into your
system, all they would really have to
do 1s reboot!

My advice: Don’t use screen-
savers. Here’s why: In my expen-
ence, screensavers cause upwards of
90% of all computer freeze-ups. The
reason is simple. Think about what
a screensaver does. It's constantly
counting down from the last time you
hit a key or moved the mouse. If it
reaches the magical “wait” number,
it barges in and does it’s little song
and dance. The problem arises in that
“barging in” behavior. Some pro-
grams don’t like to be interrupted.
They conflict with the screensaver
causing a nice freeze-up.

Whenever someone calls me
complaining of constant freeze-ups,
the first thing I recommend is to turn
off their screensaver. You'd be sur-
prised at how often that fixes their
problem. Does that mean you should
leave your computer monitor “on” 24
hours a day, seven days a week? No.
My monitor turns itself off after ten
minutes of non-use.

“Wait,” you ask. “I thought you
just said not to use screensavers!™
Well, I'm not using one. Instead, I
am using the “Energy Saving Fea-
tures of the Monitor.” You'll see that
option just below the screensaver por-
tion of the Display window. Click
on “settings.” If you have a newer
monitor, you'll be able to set 1t to

turn itself off after a preset number of
minutes. This is NOT a screensaver.
I've never seen a freeze-up from this
process.

The next tab in the Display
window, is called “Appearance.” This
section allows you to change the basic
colors of Windows. You can either
change each object yourself, or apply
“schemes.” Try some of them out
and you'll see what I mean. The
only reason I would ever see someone
doing this is if they wanted to match
their computer’s colors to the drapes
or the walls. In other words, only
“Martha Stewart types” will probably
mess with this option.

The next two tabs, “Effects,” and
“Web,” will only show up if you are
running Windows 98 or higher. In
my opinion they are completely use-
less options. “Effects™ allows you to
change certain system icons to some
other picture. For instance, you could
change the Recycle Bin to look like
a dumpster. One option I do like,
however, 1s “Show Window contents
while dragging.” Check this box to
see what I mean.

The “Web" tab allows you to see
your desktop as a web page. Don’tdo
this! It will slow down your system a
good 20%! Just trust me on this one.

As you've probably noticed, I
did not make it through every option
in the Control Panel. Next week,
[ do want to get into some specific
ways you can speed your system up.
To that end, I'll review a piece of
software I think every computer user
ought to have. The week after that,
['ll pick up once again on my Control
Panel explanation.

WTU files request with PUC
to recover uncollected costs

AUSTIN - American Electric
Power’s (AEP) West Texas Utilities
(WTU) subsidiary has filed a request
with the Public Utility Commission
of Texas (PUCT) for permission to
recover in customer bills approxi-
mately $59.5 million in under-col-
lected costs for fuel used to generate
electricity.

A WTU press release says the
filing is the result of the continuing
increase in natural gas costs through-
out the entire country. These costs
have exceeded significantly the
amount charged to customers.

If approved as requested, the sur-
charge would begin with the May
billing cycle and continue through
December. Residential customers
using 1,000 kilowatt hours of elec-
tricity will see an increase of $17.40
a month during this seven-month
period.

WTU customers this month
began seeing the impact of an interim
increase in the fuel factors used to
determine the fuel charge portion of
the bill to more currently refiect the
market price of natural gas. How-
ever, this interim increase in fuel fac-
tors, which still must receive final
approval from the PUCT, did not
address the approximately $59.5 mil-
lion in uncollected fuel costs for the
period from July 2000 to January

2001.

Natural gas prices from July 2000
through January 2001 were up to four
times higher than prices during the
same period of the prior year. Despite
the fact that 43 percent of WTU's
generation 1s fueled by low-cost
coal, the sheer magnitude of the
continued increases in the price of
natural gas that began last summer
prompted WTU to request the fuel
factor increase in January and now
the surcharge.

Fuel costs are an expense of gen-
erating electricity, which WTU must
pay to fuel suppliers. WTU does not
make any profit on fuel costs as the
PUCT requires that these costs be
passed through to customers at the
price paid by WTU.

Investor-owned electric utilities
in Texas, like WTU, are required by
the PUCT to use fuel factors based on
cost estimates to collect the projected
cost of fuel used to generate elec-
tricity at their power plants. When
the actual cost of fuel is significantly
more than the amount customers paid
in their monthly bills, then PUCT
rules require that the utility file a
request for permission to recover
these amounts through a surcharge.

“The American Angus ASSOCI-
ation has the most complete the
comprehensive cattle database in the
world,” says John Crouch, American
Angus Association director of perfor-
mance programs. “‘Of the sires listed
in the main report, 65 percent have

expected progeny differences (EPDs)
for carcass traits, which should assist
cattlemen in choosing genetics that
will produce a more consistent, higher
quality beef product.”

Traits in which EPDs are avail-
able include birth weight, weaning
weight, mik, yearling weight and
height, mature daughter weight and
height, and scrotal circumference, as
well as carcass traits including car-
cass weight, marbling, rib eye area,
external fat thickness, and percent
retail product.

Exemptions may lower property taxes

A homestead exemption lowers
the school property taxes on your
home by lowering its taxable value.
If your home is valued at $50,000
and you receive a $15,000 homestead
exemption, your home will be taxed
as if it were worth $35,000 .

Anyone who owned a home on
January 1 (and used it as a primary
residence on that date) is entitled to
a $15,000 homestead exemption to
lower his school taxes this year.

If you became 65 or disabled
during 2000 you may qualify for an
additional $10,000 school property
tax exemption on your homestead.
And if you qualify for the over-65
exemption, you are also entitled to a
permanent, locked-in “ceiling” on the

school property taxes on your home.

If you had a homestead exemp-
tion on your home in 2000, you will
not need to reapply for 2001. How-
ever, if you have not received an
exemption on your present home, or
if you have moved to a new home -
you will need to file for a new exemp-
tion. Applications should be filed
by April 30 and are available at the
Appraisal Office at 307 S. Sully.

Further details about the prop-
erty tax system in Texas are contained
in a pamphlet by the Property Tax
Division of the Comptroller’s office
called “Texas Property Taxes: Tax-
payers’ Rights, Remedies & Respon-
sibilities.
