Once entrance was ob­
tained. the burglar stole one 
$60 00 sheep skin vest with 
approximately $20 00 of 
dimes and quarters The 
burglar then proceeded to 
leave by breaking out the 
front door

Tommye and Lucy Saye. 
owners of Save's, could not 
be notified until late Mon­
day. The Sayes were in 
Dallas marketing for 
merchandise. His son. Tim 
Saye. was notified and was 
on the crime scene Sunday 
afternoon

Tommye Saye indicated 
that the burglar damaged the 
store's ceiling when enter 
ing

"This was the third time in 
36 years my store has been 
broken into. The previous 
time was 10 years ago." 
stated Mr Saye

On Monday, April 30, all 
those interested in having 
their pre-school age children 
fingerpinted for purposes of 
identification are urged to do 
so at the Sheriff  s office ai 
9 00 a m Sheriff Thompson 
will be available for printing 
at the Elementary School 
(grades K 6) on Tuesday. 
May I . beginning at 8:30 
a m

Mr Floyd Guinn will see 
that permission forms are 
sent home with the elemen 
tarv students The perm is­
sion form MUST BE SIGNED 
by parent or guardian and 
returned to the school before 
the child can be printed 
The school will keep the 
permission forms

Only one set of prints will 
be maoe and that set will be 
the property of the parent 
Under Texas law the police 
department CANNOT keep 
the prints These prints need 
to be kept in a safe place in a 
mamlla envelope, as they 
will smudge A recent pic­
ture should be placed on the 
fingerprint card and updated 
every year Pictures of 
infants need to be changed 
every 6 months

U n fo r tu n a te ly ,  m iss in g  
children are a reality a 
possibility that we are forced 
to face Please consider 
seriously what could be one 
of the most important of 
community efforts IDEN­
TIFICATION FOR CHILD 
REN

Reasons for fingerprinting 
vour child:

•In recent years a greal 
many civil disputes across 
the country have resulted tn 
one parent taking the child 
and leaving town. Par 
ticularly in cases where 
children are taken at a verv 
young age and are gone for 
a number of years, they 
might be difficult to recog­
nize.

•There are rings that go 
around the country kidnap 
ping children for sexual pur 
poses. Many people never 
find out what happened to

their child
•Child Find, which works 

to recover missing children, 
said na t io n w id e  about
150.000 children are reported 
missing annually Roughly
50.000 of those cases are 
n ev e r  so lved ,  e s t im a te s  
Child Find

•In the cases of verv voung 
children fingerprints mav be 
the only way of identifying 
them if thev are missing for 
extended periods of time 
Infants mav change physical 
ly so that even parents mac 
not be able to furnish pose 
tive identification

•Children who are finger 
printed at a verv young age 
sh o u ld  be f i n g e rp r in te d  
again when thev are around 
10 years old because prints of 
older children are easier to 
read

•It is fingerprints that 
provide positive identifies 
tion in manv cases.

UNEXPLAINED PACTS
All around us are facts that 

we certainly accept as facts, 
but that we cannot under­
stand. William Jennings 
Bryan used to say, "I cannot 
understand how a red cow 
can eat green grass and 
make white milk and yellow 
butter. But I can drink the 
milk and enjoy it, and I like 
butter on hot biscuits.” Mil­
lions of people listen to the 
radio, though they could not 
make one and cannot explain 
one. All of us use electricity, 
and yet can’t explain it.

Once a Christian doctor 
and an unconverted doctor 
were talking together, and 
the unconverted physician 
said to his friend, “How can

you expect me to be a 
Christian? I am a rational* 
educated man with a scien­
tific mind. I cannot believe 
that which I do not under­
stand. And I cannot under­
stand the new birth that 
people talk about. Therefore 
I cannot be a Christian.”

But the wise Christian 
physician simply said, “ Doc­
tor, you have delivered 
hundreds of babies, and yet 
you cannot explain the first 
birth.
