Balley voted against final
passage of the House Bill 20 in
the first called session. The Abl-

lene Reporter-News carried this

“You will re-
call that HB 20 as finally pass-
ed Is the present sales tax, and
it also raised the fee on our
driver's license and a number
of other things that are too
lengthy to mention,” he sald.

“I voted “for legislation tha
would call for the removal of
the unfair provisions of the ‘so
called’ merit rating plan in the
auto Insurance law. I supported
and worked for the passage of
the school improvement bills,
The past Legislature has done
more to help the Independent
and common school district
than has been done in the last
ten years,” Balley sald. “I also
supported legislation to improve
the status of our Senlor Citizens
and to ald unfortunate people
who must have help from the
State, I recelved recognition as
a leader in the field of veterans
legislation and I have always
voted to give Women Equal
Rights.” >

In making his announcement,
Balley sald, “This office that I
hold belongs to you, the people.
