Agricultural Extension Service

A select group of farmers
from the Texas Panhandle were
honored here Tuesday, Oct. 31,
in observance of Farm Demon-
stration Month.

Honored from Donley County
was Ronnie McAnear.

The program at the Texas
A&M University Agricultural
Research and Extension Center
here commemorated the 75th
anniversary of the first suc-
cessful farm demonstration in
which a volunteer producer
applied new scientific methods
to improve local production.

The introduction of this
teaching method in 1903 on the
Walter C. Porter farm near
Terrell, east of Dallas, led to the
formation of the nation’s Co-
operative Extension Service. It
has been credited with making
America’s agriculture the most
bountiful in the world and has
been adopted by countries
around the globe.

Honored by the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service Tues-
day were farmers in each of the
20 counties of Extension District
1. They have been leaders in
conducting agricultural demon-
strations to introduce new
methods to their communities.

Ronnie has cooperated with
County Agent Ronald Gooch for
the last nine years in conducting
demonstrations on his farm. He
has conducted farm demonstra-
tions on soil fertility, cotton
varieties and weed control. He
currently has an irrigated cotton
‘'variety demonstration on his
farm south of Clarendon.
