1322 permits to the landowners 
with huntable populations o f 
antelope on their property.

865 permits were issued in 
the Trans-Pecos. 21 in the 
Possum Kingdom and 436 in the 
Panhandle. Last year, 700 
permits were issued in the 
Trans-Pecos with 408 prong­
horns bagged by hunters.

The state-wide season is Sept. 
30-Oct. 8 and hunters must 
obtain the permit from the 
landowner prior to hunting 
antelope. Lists of permit holders 
are located at most of the 
P4W D  offices in West Texas. 
Hunters can also call the local 
Texas game warden for 
information on available permits 
in his district.

Only buck antelope will be 
legal during - the nine-day 
season.

1978 
where they were given a written 
test, skills test, and were 
interviewed by the Paramedic 
Selection Comm ittee to de­
termine eligibility for enroll­
ment in the class. The 
Paramedic course is divided into 
three parts or "modules'', each 
module being approximately 
ninety hours long The first 
module is IV (intravenous) 
fluids therapy, the second is 
Airway Intubation', and the third 
is Cardiac Care. Only after 
successful completion o f all 
modules is an E.M T. certified 
as a Paramedic.

The two were certified by the 
Texas Department of Health in 
May 1978 as Emergency 
Medical Technicians. The 
E.M.T. class consisted of ninety 
hours off intensive classroom 
instruction in various aspects of 
emergency medical care, two 
em ergency ambulance calls, 
sixteen hours of observation in 
the Intensive Care and Cardiac 
Care Units at Northwest Texas 
Hospital in Am arillo, and 
twenty four hour* at the 
Amarillo Emergeno Receiving 
Center. Clarendon Ambulat 
Service has seven E .M .T .i 
staff at present

The Paramedics are relatively 
new to this area. The first class 
was comprised of approximately 
thirty student*. The second 
class will contain approximately 
twenty students from the

%

Panhandle area. Paramedics are 
probably most familiar to the 
general public through the 
television series ''Emergency’ ’ . 
Paramedics work only under a 
doctor's orders through radio 
contact with him. In reality. 
Paramedics are a doctor's hands 
and eyes in the field. Both o f the 
Clarendon Ambulances have 
constant radio contact with 
every hospital and ambulance in 
the twenty five counties of the 
Texas Panhandle. They have 
direcl contact with the Amarillo 
Emergency Receiving Center 
and the physician on duty there

The first module is IV fluid 
therapy. Many people seriously 
ill or injured suffer much 
damage or even death before 
reaching the hospital doe to 
inadequate blood supply to vital 
organs and tissues. This is 
caused by lowered blood 
pressure due to blood loss or 
several other factors This 
condition is most quickly and 
easily corrected by prompt 
administration of IV fluids. In a 
severe burn patient, this 
immediate administration o f IV 
fluids is a great factor in his 
chances for survival. The first 
module will consist o f forty eight 
hours of classroom instruction, 
sixteen hours ui the Emergency 
Receiving Center, eight hours in 
ICU and CCU. eight hours on 
the IV team, and eight hours in 
the psychiatric unit. The classes 
for the first module will begin on 
Saturday. October 7 and run 
through Saturday. December 2.

Enrollment in this course is 
another effort of the members of 
Clarendon Emergency Ambu­
lance Service to upgrade the 
qualm of the medical care to the 
patients they serve Dr. B.L- 
Gilkey will be serving as the 
Physician Sponsor for these two

Collis Stocking. 78. retired 
economist and author died 
Saturday, September 23, 1978. 
at Fairfax Hospital. Virginia. 
After a long Illness. Mr. 
Stocking had come to Washing- 
on during the early days of the 
New Dealg era. and remained

He was born August 25, 1900. 
in Clarendon, the seventh son 
and eighth child o f pioneers Dr.

He was educated at Clar­
endon College, the Universities

in France, at Dijon and the 
Sorbonnc. He received hii M.A. 
degree from Columbia Uni­
versity. New York, in 1926.

In 1929. he married Gaudia 
Edith Roberts of Ogden. Utah.

Between 1927 and 1935, Mr. 
Stocking taught economics at 
the University of Vermont. New 
York University and the 
University of Newark.

He joined the federal 
government in 1934 as a special 
investigator for the National 
Recovery Administration. In 
1935. he was Assistant Chief of 
the Division o f Foreign Trade of 
the Department o f Commerce 
From l936to 194!, he was Chief 
o f Research and Statistics and 
Assistant Director o f the Bureau 
o f Employment Security with 
the Social Security Borad 

. During World War II. Mr 
Stocking was Assistant Director 
o f the W*r Manpower Com­
mission In the late 1940'*. he

scrvrd^as Assistant Division 
□.rector for the Nstional 
Security Resources Board, then 
„  Division Director for the 
Defense Products Admuiistrs-

'T n  1951. he joined the staff of 
the President's Council o f 
Economic Advisors. There, 
under Presidents Trum snr 
Eisenhower and Kennedy, he 
serv ed as Senior Economist and 
Administrative Officer ’until his 
retirement from federal gov­
ernment serv ice in 1961L

Before finsl retirement in 
1965. he lived abroad as t 
special economic advisor to the 
governments of South Korea 
and India where he was 
associated writh the Ford 
Foundation.

lust what is a cold? Well 
is one o f many adeno-

|spiratory tract. It starts 
th sneezing, a runny nose, a 
ef sore throat for a day or 

and eventually a rough. 
Iiese symptoms may vary, but 
»st colds follow this pattern. It 

I important to note that the sore 
^roat only lasts a day or a day 
id one half. The cough 
[immences about the third day. 
What can be done for a cold 

you get one? Well Dristan, 
liqu id. Contas and other

remedies do help. My favorite is 
Chei-it, which is a good 
decongestant and helps the 
cough. Usually a good cough 
syrup like Robitussin helps.

The only time an antibiotic 
will help a cold is when 
secondary infection develops. 
This occurs the third or fourth 
day or later. You can tell when 
this infection develops, because 
you will suddenly become 
worse, your fever will go over 
100. and you will start coughing 
more. What you rough up will 
no longer be clear mucous, but 
colored yellow or green. That is 
the time Penicillin and other 
antibiotics help, but not before. 
The one eiception is that person 
with chronic lung disease, such 
as emphysema. Those persons

are placed on antibiotics when 
the cold starts.

For children with colds, the 
symptoms are the same. The 
temperature may go up to 100.5, 
but is easily controlled with 
aspirin. For them the best over 
the counter drug is a 
decongestant like Triaminic 
Expectorant. There are many 
such preparations for colds and 
your pharmacist will help you 
select one. As with adults, the 
third and fourth day or later is 
when complications can d e­
velop. In children this is a high 
fever that aspirin won't control. 
Children more than adults need 
to be treated conservatively. 
They shouldn't have antibiotics 
for a cold unless they really 
need them. An infant or child

needs to build their immunity to 
the germs they meet in 
everyday life. We adults have 
already developed that im ­
munity.

You may have good immunity 
to colds, but remember that 
colds are related to the number 
o f the germs you receive. Stay 
away from someone with a 
severe cough, sore throat and 
runny nose. If you do get a cold, 
treat it properly, with rest, 
liquids and simple over the 
counter remedies. See your 
doctor only for the complications 
which he can help. He can’t cure 
your cold. #
