USDA War Board Chairman Urges
That Egg Crates and Feed Bags Be
Utilized And Handled With Care

Egg crates are the latest item to
be listed as a vital war material.
Handle them gently and don't
hoard.

According to Nolie Simmons,
chairman of the Donley County
USDA war board, the increased
production of eggs in the nationi
has strained the egg crate capac- |
ity, as the board has been asked‘i
to urge careful handling and rapid
movement of all used egg crates. l

Chairman Simmons listed sixl
suggestions for helping to keep
egg crates from becoming a bot-
tleneck: |

1. Open Cases Carefully—take |
care of the lid so that it will bc;
available to protect the eggs on|
the next trip. A strip of wood is |
not enough. |

2. Use Care in Removing Fillers |
—they can be used again. By be-
ing careful when you take ¢hem |
out, you are preventing egg|
breakage. l

3. Replace Flats and Fillers in |
emptied cases. They are hard to |
obtain. Otherwise put them into
a clean, dry place. A wet, dirty
filler may damage your next lot
of fresh eggs.

4. Don't Drop Cases—they take
nails and extra time to repair.

5. Make Every Case Go Another
Trip—if care could make every
case go to ‘'market and back just
one more trip, it would help over-
come the shortage.

6. Don’'t Hoard Cases—remem-
ber there are poultry producers
who have eggs to move with
nothing to put them in. Let that
extra casé go back into circula-
tion and there will be enough for
everyone,

Donley County farmers, farm
organizations, grain, feed, and
seed dealers were asked today by
Mr. Simmons to aid in the nation-
wide bag conservation program,
Jaunched recently by Secretary of
Agriculture Claude R. Wickard.

“Every farmer and dealer in|
this county,” Mr. Simmons said,
“has an important part to take in
the conservation of fabric bags
(burlap and cotton) needed for
agricultural commodities this
year. There is a shortage of bags
now, but if we take care of those
we have and keep them in use we
will be doing much to offset the
shortage and a great deal to pre-
vent it from becoming a serious
one.

“Wartime expansion in Ameri-
can agriculture - means that ap-
proximately two billion bags will
be needed for packaging farm
commodities in 1942, That is
roughly 500 million more bags
than would be used under normal
conditions. :

“Our part in the conservation
program is to see that every bag
now on hand and in use does its
full job and a great deal more.
War has cut deeply into the im-
ports of burlap from India and
the stocks of this material now on
hand must be shared with our
military forces. We have plenty of
cotton in the raw state, but mills
having the facilities to making
bagging materials are operating
to capacity to turn out war or-
ders.”

Sinfmons pointed out that farm-
ers can take the first step in bag
conservation by taking stock of
the bags they have on hand, by
sorting them for size, type and
condition and storing them where
they will be dry and safe, Farm-
ers are urged to sell the bags they
will not need.

County War Boards of the United States Department of
Agriculture will cooperate with the War Production
Board in handling applications for authorization to be- 1
gin construction work on farms, the War Production
Board announced May 4th.

The following highlight the important phases of the order and the attached
interpretation concerning Farmers and Ranchers:

1. Farm residential construction or remodeling costing less than $500.00
per farm during a twelve month period may procged without authorization.
There is no cost limit or authorization needed for repair and maintenance
for the farm residence.

Farm homes destroyed by fire, flood, earthquake, tornado or enemy action after
December 31, 1941 may be rebuilt without permission.

2. $1000.00 may be spent without permission on each farm for production
buildings during a twelve month period. There is no restriction on the
ordinary maintenance and repair of these buildings such as re-roofing,
painting, structural repairs, etc.

3. If a farmer does a building or remodeling job himself, or if the labor is
supplied at no cost by his family or neighbors he does not have to figure
labor costs into the total cost of the building.

4. For all farm buliding projects exceeding the cost limitations outlined
herein, the farmer should consult his County United States Department of
Agriculture War Board and follow its instructions to obtain authorization
for the work. Application forms PD-200 will be furnished by County Boards.

The order defines Maintenance as “the upkeep of a building, structure, or project in
sound working condition.”

Where listed articles are con-
sidered essential-—such as cul-
verts, corn cribs, or feed troughs
—those articles should be made
out of wood or non-metallic ma-
terials hereafter, the WPB offic-
ial said.

Relatively
few communities have as yet de-
veloped adequate fire prevention
and fire-fighting forces. The im-
properly prepared community is
wide open to tragedy and utter
disaster.

There is no time to lose. In
every town, no matter how small,
fire-fighting training should be
given to civilian groups. Addition-
al equipment should be purchased
as fast as possible. German fire
raids on English cities have slow-
ed to a standstill for just one rea-
son: The British have learned to
cope with them and rob them of
their terrors. An enemy does not
waste materials and energy when
it becomes obvious that the re-
sults obtained are not worth the
price paid.

In short, fire—whether it comes
from within or without-—can be
licked. It need hold no terrors for
an informed, prepared, equipped
people. Let's get ready!

OPA Studies
Plans to Buy
Excess Tires

DALLAS, May 20—Correcting

erroneous reports that have been
published, Max L. McCullough,
region OPA administrator, said
today that local rationing boards
will not be asked to take in or re-
sell tires under any plan by which
the OPA may offer to purchase
consumers’ excess supplies.

“The OPA is studying plans to
offer to buy excess tires in con-

sumers’ hands, but the details are
not completed as yet,” Mr. Mec-
Cullough said. “Regardless of
what mechanism is provided for
the purchase of excess tires, the
boards will not be requested to
take in or resell tires as part of
their function.”

Local boards, however, probab-
ly will be called upon to ration
any new tires and serviceable
tires that might be collected un-
der the contemplated voluntary
sale plan, Mr. McCullough said,
adding that this, however, would
be no departure from their ordi-
nary duties.

With over-all price control be-
coming a reality in the Southwest
this week, the regional OPA ad-
ministrator, Max L. McCullough
announced that its administration
would be on a Home Front basis.

Each state will have a state of-
fice and director working under
the region OPA office at Dallas,
and in each state there’ will be
OPA field offices in certain key
cities. In addition, the local ra-
tioning boards are taking on
greater importance and will func-
tion as “War Price and Ration
Boards,” to handle all OPA mat-
ters on a local basis.

With consumers and retailers
cooperating in the battle against
the cost of living, this program of
decentralized administration of
both priee control and rationing
will make the problem easier for
all, Mr. McCullough said.

Whle consumers and business
men were getting used to such
terms as ceiling prices, cost-of-
living commodities, and services
sold at retail, rationing took on
greater importance as war neces-
sity.

At first glance, Southwestern-
ers might think the newly order-
ed gasoline ratoining is strictly a
headache along the East Coast
and in the states of Washington
and Oregon, but actually it is only
one aspect of a national transpor-
tation problem, It's true that there
is plenty of crude and gasoline
available from the Texas, Louis-
iana and Oklahoma fields—where
holding down production is a
problem. The difficulty, however,
lies in getting it from the South-
west to the shortage areas.

In addition to the gasoline
problem, all of us—and the South-
west is included—must save all of
our transportation facilities for

essential uses, just as we must
save our rubber, our materials,

¢ | terials must stream

machinery and manpower.

Without transportation, the
whole war effort would fail. Men
and munitions must be moved to
embarkaiton points and raw ma-
toward the
factories. That's why it may even
be necessary to ration travel by
civilians. :

The war necessity of stretching
our goods to make them last and
to distribute them equally dipped
further into Southwestern kitch-
ens during the week. The War
Production Board cut the flow of
cocoa products to retail outlets on
top of similar action on green cof-
fee and spices—black and white
pepper, allspice, cinnamon, cloves,
ginger, nutmeg and mace. These
reductions resulted from lack of
transportation and enemy action.

The OPA Consumer Division is
asking cooperation in this pro-
gram to save and conserve. The
latest request is an appeal for
women to buy practical outfits of
clothing, to mix them up for va-
riety, and to make them last as
long as possible. There will be
plenty of attractive clothes—but
none to waste.

MEMPHIS, May 17—Funeral
rites for George M. Thompson, 77,
pioneer Memphis business man
were conducted Saturday morn-
ing at 10:30 o’clock from the First
Baptist Church by Rev. Sid F.

. Death came suddenly late
Thursday afternoon as Mr.
Thompson was working in the

flower beds at his home here.

Mr. Thompson first came to the
Panhandle-Plains area in 1884
and was employed as a cowhand
on the LX Ranch near Amarillo.
He was one of 16 hands making a
drive of cattle for that ranch on
the long overland trail to Dodge
City, Kan.,, when that roaring
frontier town was the cattle mar-
ket and shipping point for a vast
territory.

He first came to Hall County in
1901, purchasing land near Mem-
phis and engaging in farming.
Disliking farming, he returned to
his former home town, Alvord,
and opened a drug store. He sold
the store in 1906 and loading his
family and possessions in a cov-

ered wagon, again set out for
Memphis.

Shortly after his arrival he
opened a hardware store in a

building constructed of native
stone and located on the north-
east corner of ihe public sguare.
The store has been in the same
location since and is now operated
as Thompson Brothers by his
sons. In 1927, Mr. Thompson and
associates erected a modern three
story building, which now houses
the hardware store and the Mem-
phis Hotel.
