Of course. a product may 

have a combination of full 
warranty on some parts. a 

limited one on others. 
Then there's the "implied" 

warranty consumers get with 
every product. whether or not 
it's stated in writing. This type 
of warranty means that the 
item purchased must do the 
job it's purchased for--an 
example would be that a stove 
must cook. Only if the seller' 
expressly disclaims such 
implied warranties are they 

inoperable. 
Our lawyers say that one 

important right all consumers 
have, and which they should 
take advantage of, is the right 
to examine the warranty on a 
product before buying. 
Warranties must be displayed 
so the consumer can read them 
and use them for comparison 
shopping. They must also be 
.written in language that is 
easy to understand. not in 
legal jargon the average 
consumer would find confus-

ing. 
But the very best warranty 

is only as good as the merchant 
behind it. according to 
experts. So pick a seller with a 
reputation for prompt. 
courteous service on warranty 
complaints. And if you have 
questions about your rights 
regarding warranties. get in 
touch with the Attorney 
General's Consumer Protec- 
tion and Antitrust Division in 
Austin.

AUSTIN—If the new 
product you 	bought conies 
with an impressive and 
official-looking warranty you 
may feel that you have also 
bought complete protection 
should problems develop. 

But that warranty could be 
essentially worthless, accord-
ing to our Consumer 
Protection and Antitrust 
Division attorneys. 

For instance. a consumer 
who buys a hair dryer with a 
lot of plastic parts might 
discover when trying to have'it 
serviced under warranty that 
plastic parts are excluded 
from coverage. 

While consumers have 

certain rights regarding 
warranties under both federal 
and state laws. our attorneys 
point out that it's always far 
better to avoid potential 
problem, L;  knowing exactly 
what kind of coverage you'll 
get lxfore you buy a product. 

They suggest, too, that you 
shop as carefully for 
warranties on a product as you 
do for a good price. In the long 
run, you might save money by 
buying a more expensive item 
with a "full" warranty than a 
less expensive one with a 
"limited" warranty. 

What's the difference? 
A "full" warranty means 

complete coverage. 'A 
defective product will be fixed 
or replaced at no charge: the 
product will be repaired or 
replaced within a reasonable 
amount of time: the warranty-
covers anyone who owns the 
product during its life: and if 
the product cannot be fixed 
after reasonable attempts it 
will be replaced or the 
purchaser's money refunded. 

A "limited" warranty means 
one with restricted coverage. 
For instance. it may mean that

The U.S. House of Repre-
sentatives is expected to receive 
its committee's report with 
regard to agricultural appro-
priations for the fiscal year 
ending on September 30, 1980, 
in late June. The House 
Agricultural Appropriations 
subcommittee is proposing a 
total budget of $18.5 billion, 
which is about $1.5 billion below 
what the administration re-
quested.

The subcommittee has placed 
the research budget at $363 
million for the fiscal year ending 
on September 30, 1980, up from 
last year's $338 million and 
above the administration re-
quest of $344 million.

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Veterans who used 6,1 loan 
entitlement to purchase Mobile 
homes prior to October 1, 1978, 
have additional entitlement 
availabel and may not know 
about it according to Jack 
Coker, Director of the Waco 
Veterans Administration Re-
gional Office. Prior to enact-
ment of this legislation veterans 
who obtained a GI mobile home 
loan used their full entitlement 
and their Certificate of Eligi-
bility was marked "NO EN 
TITLMENT AVAILABLE FOR 
USE." 

"The Veterans' Housing Be-
nefits Act of 1978 (Public Law 
95-476) effective October I, 1978, 
liberalized mobile home loan 
entitlement and the restricted 
use notation on eligibility 
certificates no longer applies," 
Coker said. Veterans are now 
entitled to the difference be-
tween the amount of entitlement 
they actually used and the 
statutory limit of $17,500. Some 
may even qualify for restoration 
of previously used entitlement if 
the mobile home loan has been 
repaid in full and the unit 
securing the loan has been 
disposed of. 

Veterans who wish to have 
their "NO ENTITLEMENT 
AVAILABLE FOR USE" certi-
ficates updated should obtain 
VA Form 26-1880, Request for 
Determination of Eligibility.

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Brucellols in Coyotes 
A survey in the following 13 

counties reveals that 24% of the 
126 coyotes collected had bru-
cellosis using blood tests and 
18% when tissue tests were 
used: Houston, Madison, Gri-
mes, Brazos, Chambers, Wil-
liamson, Travis, Bastyrop, Bex-
ar, Goliad, Refugio, Aransas 
and Jim Wells Counties. Results 
indicate a relation between the 
disease in cattle and coyotes of 1 
to 10 that is if 17 cows per 1,000 
react to the brucellosis test, it 
follows that 17 coyotes per 100 
reacted in the same county. 

MEAT TENDERIZERS

World Meat Production 
The second forecast of meat 

production in the key com-
mercial markets of the world c 
ontinues to indicate another 
record year for meat output in 
1979. Substantial gains in pork 
and poultry output are expected 
to outweigh a 6 percent decline 
in beef production. The re-
duction of beef supplies is 
expected to result in higher net 
imports into these markets. 

While total supplies of meat 
appear plentiful, growing popu-
lations and increasing incomes 
are fueling increases in con-
sumer requirements. Prices for 
all meats in these major markets 
have continued to rise, pari-
cularly for beef. 

In the major beef exporting 
countries, production is forecast 
to drop by over 8 percent. Rising 
prices in these countries are 
encouraging producers to begin 
rebuilding hers after recent 
years of relatively low prices 
and high slaughter rates. Firm 
export prices continue to draw 
:supplies from domestic mar-
kets. In many cases this will 
cause declines in domestic beef 
consumption in these exporting 
countries. 

Revised estimates of 1978 
beef production in major ex-
porting countries indicate that 
cattle slaughter remained 
somewhat higher during the 

The U.S. News and World 
Report of June II, 1979, reported 
some very interesting inform-
ation headlined "Just How Big 
Is The Federal Government?" 
The following are a few of the 
interesting facts revealed: 

(I) The number of U.S. 
Government civilian employees 
has remained below the 1969 
peak of 3,076,000, but the 
civilian payroll of the U.S. 
government has more than 
doubled during the period of 
1969 to 1978, reaching $53.7 
billion in 1978. 

(2) The federal government 
occupies enough building space 
to fill 613 Sears Towers and more 
is being added every month. 
The Chicago Sears Tower is 
1,454 feet high with 110 floors. 

(3) The U.S. Government 
employed a total of 2,866,657 in 
1978, divided as follows: exe-
cutive branch, 2,814,879; legis-
lative branch, 38,609; judicial 
branch, 13,169. 

(4) In the twelve months 
ending last September 30, the 
General Service Administration, 
the Government Printing Office, 
and the Bureau of Engraving 
and Printing bought 330,752 
tons of paper for use by federal 
agencies. This represents 66

PREACHED AND HEARD 
calling on the name of the Lord."(Acts 22:15-16). 
It was this baptism that brought him into Christ 
for salvation. "Know ye not that so many of us 
as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized 
into his death? Therefore we are buried with him 
by baptism into death: that like as Christ was 
raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, 
even so we also should walk in newness of life." 
(Rom. 6:3-4). Here Paul obtained a new relation-
ship - IN CHRIST! Why walk in newness of life? 
"Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new 
creature: old things are passed away; behold, all 
things are become new." (2 Cor. 5:17). There is no 
new life until one is in Christ, and one is not in 
Christ until put there by baptism! If there is any 
other one item of faith or obedience that puts one 
into Christ, why hasn't someone informed me? 
I have been pleading for that Scripture for years! 

Paul explained this plainly in Gal. 3:26-27: 
"For ye are all the children of God by faith in 
Christ Jesus. For as many of you as have been 
baptized into Christ have put on Christ." No one 
puts on Christ apart from baptism, for Paul says 
the number who put Christ on, and those baptized 
into Christ are identical! 

They Who Believe Shall Be Saved! 
Do you really believe Jesus Christ? He said, 

"He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved" 
;Mk. 16:16). Now that is either true, or it is false! 
Jesus plainly said it; and it is either true, or else 
we can't really believe Jesus at all! How about it? 
This verse says to be saved you must believe and 
be baptized! The last part of the verse says, "He 
that believeth not shall be damned." If you want 
to be saved, believe and be baptized. If you want 
to be damned, just rnfuse to br nve! If you can't 
understand this message, get a fifth-grader to 
explain it to you' 

When men asked Peter on Pentecost, "What 
shall we do?" Peter replied, "Repent and be bap-
tized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ 
for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the 
gift of the Holy Ghost." (Acts 2:37-38). Analyze 
that carefully. Those folk had heard the gospel, 
had believed it (else the question would not have 
been asked), and were then told to repent and be 
baptized for remission of sins (salvation). Those 
were the identical steps found in Christ's commis-
sion! (1) They heard the Word; (2) They believed; 
(3) They repented; (4) They were baptized; and 
(5) They were saved. Notice this: "Then they that 
gladly received his word were baptized: and the 
same day there were added unto them about three 
thousand souls. . . And the Lord added to the 
church daily such as should be saved." (Acts 2: 
41, 47). Those were the items in the commission 
that promised salvation: those are the items on 
Pentecost where remission of sins was obtained-
and folk were saved! Do you want to argue with 
Jesus Christ, or the inspired apostle, Peter? 

Search the Scriptures! 
From this point you can start your journey 

through the book of Acts, studying each case of 
conversion. In each and every one you will find 
the convert (1) heard the word; (2) had faith in 
Christ; (3) repented of sin; (4) was baptized; and 
(5) rejoiced in salvation. To be sure, not each item 
is mentioned in every case; but where not they are 
implied. But notice that item four [BAPTISM] is to 
found in each instance, and is expressly stated! 
God allows no confusion on this vital item, for it 
is the one that inducts into Christ! One is lost out 
of Christ, and only when baptized into Christ! 

Friend, have you wondered why so many are 
fighting so hard against baptism? The devil is 
still as conniving and cunning, as wily and as 
devious, as he was in Eden. He knows every man 
is in his power until he enters into Christ; so he 
musters all his strength at That point. Jesus says 
believing and being baptized saves: but the devil 
says differently! Which one are you going to 
trii-It and obey? Review the five items carefully, 
and resolve to obey Christ! -DILLARD THURMAN 

CHURCH OF CHRIST 

THE GOSPEL MUST BE 
It is by preaching of the gospel that the world 

is saved! After stating that Christ sent him to 
preach the gospel, Paul said, "For the preaching 
of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but 
unto us which are saved it is' the power of God.. . 
It pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to 
save them that believe." (1 Cor. 1:18, 21). There 
must be preaching: "For whosoever shall call 
upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. How 
then shall they call on him in whom they have not 
believed? and how shall they believe in him of 
whom they have not heard? and how shall they 
hear without a preacher? . . . So then faith cometh 
by hearing, and hearing by the word of the Lord." 
(Rom. 10:13-14, 17). It was not by chance that in 
the first gospel sermon Peter said, "Hearken to 
my words" and "Hear these words." (Acts 2:14, 
22). And we read, "Now when they heard this, 
they were pricked in their heart." (v. 37). Hearing 
produced faith that prompted the vital question. 
To those in Christ, Paul said, "In whom ye also 
trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the 
gospel of your salvation" (Eph. 1:13). Without the 
hearing of the gospel, there could be no saving 
faith. The Gospel must be proclaimed and heard! 

One Must Have Faith: Believe 
Faith is a paramount requisite to salvation. 

One must have a deep, abiding faith in God as the 
omnipotent, omnipresent and omniscient Creator 
of the universe! One must "trust in the living God, 
who is the Saviour of all men, specially of those 
that believe." (1Tim. 4:10). There can be no salva-
tion with out it: "But without faith it is impossible 
to please him: for he that cometh to God must be-
lieve that he is, and that he is the rewarder of them 
that diligently seek him." (Heb. 11:6). A cold, pas-
sive faith lacking obedience can never save. "He 
that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his com-
mandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him." 
(1 Jno. 2:4). Now those are not my words: they are 
the words of God! 

But we must also have faith in Jesus Christ as 
the only begotten Son of God! "For God so loved 
the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but 
have everlasting life." (Jno. 3:16). Jesus warned, 
"For if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall die in 
your sins."(Jno. 8:24). This trusting faith must be 
active in doing what He commands. He asked, 
"Why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things 
which I say?" (Lk. 6:46). It is sheer hypocrisy or 
self-deception to say, "I believe in Jesus and love 
Him," while refusing to do what He teaches! He 
said, "If ye love me, keep my commandments." 
(Jno. 14:15). You can't follow Jesus without obed-
ience: "Though he were a Son, yet learned he obed-
ience by the things which he suffered; and being 
made perfect. he became the author of eternal sal-
vation unto all them that obey him." (Heb. 5:8-9). 
If we have sufficient faith Ny e will trust Him com-
pletely and obey Him implicitly! A shallow, super-
ficial belief without obedience will never save! 
"Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest 
well: the devils also believe, and tremble." (Jas. 
2:19). Yes, one must have trusting, obedient faith! 

There Must Also Be Repentance! 
God's entire dealing with man, from first to 

last, shows that sinful man must repent toward 
God! "Or despiseth thou the riches of his goodness 
and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing 
that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repent-
ance?" (Rom. 2:4). If one remains impenitent, it is 
no fault of God's! "The Lord is not slack concern-
ing his promise, as some men count slackness: but 
is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any 
should perish, but that all should come to repent- 
ance." (2 Pet. 3:9). God surer 	s done His part 
to promote repentance among sinners! 

But Jesus spake as openly on this, saying, I 
tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all 
likewise perish." (Lk. 13:3,5). This was the theme 
of His personal ministry: "From that time Jesus 
began to preach, and to say, Repent: for the king-
dom of heaven is at hand. "(Mt. 4:17). His commis-
sion was "that repentance and remission of sins 
should be preached in his name." These two are 
joined inseparably. When men asked on Pentecost 
what they should do, Peter's first word was, "Re 
pent."(Acts 2:38). This was often repeated by the 
apostles in preaching (Acts 3:19; 8:22; 17:30; 26:20). 

What is repentance? It is the change of heart 
that is subsequently seen in a changed life. It is 
not godly sorrow, for that works repentance (2 Cor. 
7:10). It is not reformation, but rather produces 
reformation. Jesus clearly illustrated this: "But 
what think ye? A certain man had two sons; and 
he came to the first, and said, Son, go work to day 
in my vineyard. He answered and said. I will not: 
but afterward he repented, and went.-  (Mt. 21:28-
29). The son first changed his mind, and then he 
changed his life! 

Baptism Inducts Into Christ! 
Hearing, believing and repenting does not 

bring one into Christ. It is baptism that occupies 
that pivotal position! Baptism always precedes 
salvation, and is so stated in every passage where 
the two are together. Jesus clearly stated: "He 
that believeth and is baptized SHALL BE saved." 
That puts baptism squarely before salvation, and 
one must be baptized before becoming a Chris-
tian! Christ appeared unto Saul of Tarsus, but it 
was not to make him a Christian, for Christ said, 
"For I have appeared unto thee for this purpose, 
to make thee a minister and a witness" (Acts 26: 
16). Later Ananias came to tell him, "For thou 
shalt be his witness unto all men of what thou 
hast seen and heard. And now why tarriest 4hou? 
arise,. and be baptized, and wash away thy sins,
