natural disaster should file a
disaster claim before destroying
evidence of the crop.

WHEAT LOW YIELD: Wheat
averaging less than60% of.the
farm yiéld" could qualify for
disaster payments. The claim
must be filed within 15 days
from the date harvest 1is
completed on that farm.

WHEAT PRODUCTION: Pro-
ducers who might want to prove
wheat yields for 1980 or furture
years should turn in 1979
production records now. We
will need settlement sheets or
warehouse listings showing dis-
position of wheat for all farms in
which you have an interest.
Also, farm stored wheat must be
measured by a representative of
this office at the expense of the
producer. The rate is $10.00 per
visit plus $5.00 for each bin over
one.

WHEAT LOANS: Loans are
available on 1979 crop wheat.
The loan rate is $2.3S per bushel
for No. 1 wheat.

Bullock said the declaration of
no tax due from Class A
beneficiaries will replace the
additional step of filing a more
complicated return and having
the Comptroller’s Office issue a
no tax declaration.

A CA beneficiary is defined as
a person most closely related to
the deceased person, including
the surviving spouse, children
grandchildren, and great gra-
ndchildren. Sons-in-law, dau-
ghters-in-law, parents and gra-
ndparents of deceased person
are also included in the defin-
ition.

““The new form is an effort to
cut down on the amount of
paperwork for small estates on
which no Texas inheritance
taxes are due and make our
inheritance tax division a little
more efficient .1nd responsive at
the same time,”’ Bullock said.

Estates which have a gross
value of less than $200.000 are
exempt by law from state
inheritance taxes for Class A
beneficiaries. Beginning, Sept-
ember 1, 198S.

Preliminary estimates show
that nearly 80 percent of the
more than S0,000 inheritance
tax returns sent to the Comp-
troller’s Office each year could
be handled with the one-page
declaration of no tax due.

The new form is being made
available in all county court-
houses and through Texas
attorneys.

It is also available from the
Comptroller's Inheritance Tax
Division as well as the Comp-
troller’s field offices located
throughout the state.

Inheritance taxes paid to the
Comptroller during the last
fiscal year amounted to $77.9
billion.

Inflation has become a sad
fact of our economic lives, both
on a national and personal
level.

Division and other law
enforcement agencies caused
most of the fraudulent
companies to go out of business
or leave the State.

Investment and distributor-
ship frauds, however, continue
to flourish despite repeated
prosecutions.

An investment distributor-
ship means that you are asked
to invest money into someone
else’s business. You contribute
the money, the promoter and
his employees do the work, and
the profits, if any, are shared.

Personal Protection — A Defense Against Injury

Don't Tow Into Trouble!

like rubber bands: They stretch
under tension, storing
amounts of energy. This energy
1s useful when towing a mired
tractor. but it can come back at
you like a jet-propelled boom-
crang 1if a chain or hook breaks
whilc the tow rope is under ten-
sion. The National Safety Coun
cil reports numerous cases of
serious injury and death, plus
ominous “‘near misses.”

In most reported to
date, the tow rope itself had not
fatled. However, hooks. clevises,
and chains used in hitching have
snapped when the towing ve-
hicle made a running start trying
to free a stuck vcehicle or dis-
lodge an object. To take advan-
tage of the cnergy-storing fea-
ture of the nylon tow rope,
manufacturers suggest that you
start with a slack rope and move
ahead until the towing vehicle is
ready to “spin out"; then quickly
set the brakes and use the stored
power in the stretched rope to
yank out the stuck or lodged ob-
ject. To do this safely, any
hooks, clevises, or chains used
