If the request is granted, the 
company would realize 
additional $40.9 million 
revenue annually. 

"The increase is necessary," 
says Douglas W. Williams, 
senior vice president of Lone 
Star, " because of the sharply 
higher costs of buying gas in the 
field and the increase in the 
general costs associated with 
operating any business." 

The city gate rate is the 
amount Lone Star Transmission 
Division charges the company's 
Distribution Division for gas 
delivered to residential and 
commercial customers and for 
distribution company-used and 
unaccounted-for gas. 	Trans- 
mission is the segment of the 
company that buys, cleans, 
stores, and delivers gas to the 
cities. 

The increase, based on the 
city gate rate in effect last 
December, is 29 cents per Mcf. 
The average residential custo-
mer's bill would increase ap-
proximately $28 per year. - 

Lone Star's current city gate 
rate, established by the Railroad 
Commission in 1977 and based 
on a test year ending December 
1975, allows Lone Star to 
recover only 85 percent of the 
increase in gas costs above 
$1.1802.

However, for the 1980 tax year, 
the taxing entities will comply 
with the intent of the Bill 
concerning agricultural use 
value. 

The central appraisal office 
will have a hired chief apprais-
ing officer who will assume the 
responsibilities and follow the 
guidelines mandated in Senate 
Bill 621. This salaried indivi-
dual will be under the supervi-
sion of a five (5) member board, 
called the "central appraisal 
board." The board will be 
chosen by the governing bodies 
of the various taxing units in the 
county. Each taxing unit in the 
county will be eligible to vote on 
the candidates nominated, with 
each taxing unit's number of 
votes based on its percent of tax 
revenue to total taxes of all 
entities in the county. 

By October 15, 1979, the 
various districts and city must 
nominate people to serve on the 
central appraisal board. Each 
taxing authority may nominate 
five candidates. Then, by 
October 30, the county clerk 
must prepare a ballot with all 
the nominees listed and pre-
sent it to the governing bodies 
of each taxing entity for their 
consideration. The boards must 
submit their votes by November 
15, and the county clerk will 
declare the results by December 
1, 1979. 

To be eligible to serve on the 
central appraisal board, an 
individual must be a resident of 
the district and must have 
resided in the district for at least 
two years. Each member will 
serve a two-year term, begin-
ning on January 1 of even-num-
bered years. Members of the 
central appraisal board may not 
receive any compensation for 
service on the board.

The passage of Senate Bill 
621 will bring big changes for 
Donley County in the system 
used to appraise property for 
school, city, hospital, junior 
college, and possibly, county tax 
purposes. Senate Bill 621, the 
"Peveto" bill, was passed by 
the legislature during the last 
session and signed by the 
governor in June. The legisla-
tion is to take effect September 
1 and is to be fully implemented 
by 1982. 

All property in the county will 
be revalued by a central 
appraisal office at 100% of 
value. The school, college and 
hospital districts, city and 
county will use the new value 
and set tax rates based on.that 
valuation. 

The county has the option to 
use the new valuation system, 
but is not required to do so at 
the present time. There will be a 
referendum put before the 
people in 1980 for a constitu-
tional amendment which, if 
passed, would require all coun-
ties to join the central appraisal 
office. 

None of the existing taxing 
entities in Donley County are 
assessing at 100% value except 
the city. The school district 
assessment ratio through the 
1978 tax year was 40% but will 
increase to 60% for the 1979 tax 
year. Although the school 
district is increasing the assess- 
ment ratio, the tax rate will be 
lowered so there will not be a 
tax increase on real property 
unless there are improvements 
that would increase the value of 
the property. The junior college 
district assessment ratio has 
been 40% and it will remain that 
until the legislative change is 
required. 

The new appraisal office will 
have all valuations set at 100% 
on all taxable property. 
Agricultural land will be valued 
at 100 % of fair market value or 
agricultural use value based on 
a formula set by the legislature. 
The land owner will have the 
option to choose by which 
method he prefers to be taxed. 
Most of the districts chose to 
waive the agricultural use value 
method for the 1979 tax year

Grasshoppers are stripping 
and severely damagiang range-
land and crops in the Texas 
Panhandle, and may have their 
eye on high-value windbreak 
trees. 

"When grasshoppers exhaust 
their food supply of grass and 
small plants, they feed on the 
tender foliage of trees. In the 
Panhandle, this means the trees 
in windbreaks and shelter-
belts," said Robert Fewin, 
windbreak silviculturist with the 
Texas Forest Service.• 

The most susceptable species 
to grasshopper damage are 
conifers and evergreens, es-
pecially ponderosa pines. 
During epidemic outbreaks. 
grasshoppers eat all green 
foliage within reach, which 
weakens the tree. Since pines 
cannot replace their leaves as 
rapidly as deciduous trees, they 
are more seriously injuried by 
defoliation than hardwoods. 
One year of complete defoliation 
may be enough to kill a tree, 
especially during a dry summer, 
according to Fewin. 

Last year, grasshopper defol-
iation killed numerous pondero-
sa pines in newly established 
windbreaks. Heavy damage 
also was reported in 15-20-year-
old windbreaks near Spearman 
and Perryton, killing 25.30 foot 
trees. 

Many countries in the Pan-
handle are currently under an 
aerial spraying program using 
the insecticide malathion under 
a cost-share program between 
landowners and several govern- 
mental agencies. 	Malathion 
and other currently registered 
insecticides are effective in 
controlling grasshoppers. How 
ever, Chemicals must be ap-
plied directly to the insect, 
requiring repeated applications 
to control migrating grasshop-
pers. 

"Unfortunately, we don't 
know of any inexpensive control 
methods," Fewin said. "Other 
than spraying, there's not much 
that can be done to save the 
trees. Protective wire mesh 
cages can be placed around

State Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock Thursday said more than 
200 state employees who de-
faulted on student loans they 
got in college may not get state 
paychecks this month. 

Bullock said the former stu-
dents were identified in a 
computer cross-check of loan 
defaults against the July pay-
rolls submitted by state 'agen- 
cies. 

State law prohibits a person 
owing the state a debt from 
receiving state payments of any 
kind. 

Bullock said he's written the 
former students telling them 
their paychecks will not be 
released until the debts have 
been resolved. 

"This is the first time we've 
worked overdue student loans 
and it's safe to say it won't be 
the last," Bullock said. 

The 200 employees in ques-
tion are part of 24,685 named by 
the Texas College and Univer-
sity Coordinating Board as 
being in default on education 
loans worth $39.6 million under 
the Hinson-Hazelwood 
program. 

The 200 state employees 
collectively owe the state some 
$327,000, in amounts ranging 
from $48.32 to $7,781. according 
to Bullock.

Q--I'll be 65 later this year. I 
need to know what I have to do 
to sign up for my Social 
Security? When do I need to get 
started and what do I need to 
furnish to get my benefits set 
up?

Q--I am over 72 years old and 
receiving full Social Security 
Benefits even though I am still 
working full-time.

The other issue is 
earning under the annual earn-
ings test for determining Social 
Security Benefits payable for 
those who work after becoming 
eligible. You are right. Under 
the Social Security Annual 
Earnings Test, earnings after 
age 72 do not count so you are 
entitled to full benefits.

Q--If a serviceperson is totally 
disabled at time of discharge or 
release from military service, 
what kind of coverage is he 
entitled to under the Service-
men's Group Life Insurance 
(SGLI)? 

A--SGLI coverage will contin-
ue for one year or until the 
serviceperson's disability 
ceases to be total in degree, 
whichever occurs first. 	The 
insured may apply for Veterans' 
Group Life Insurance at any 
time during the one-year period 
SGLI is in effect. 

Q--I plan to submit new and 
material evicence to my service 
connected condition for consid-
eration by a regional office 
rating board. I have already 
filed notice of appeal. Must I 
first withdraw the appeal before 
I submit the new evidence? 

A--No. New and .  material 
evidence may be submitted for 
consideration by the regional 
office rating board at any time 
prior to certification Of the 
appeal and transfer of the 
claims file to the Board of 
Veterans Appeals. 

Q-- Does a widow or widower 
permanently lose entitlement to 
VA benefits if he or she 
remarries? 

A--No. A widow or widower 
may reclaim eligibility for 
Veterans Administration bene- 
fits if the 	remarriage is 
terminated by death, divorce, or 
annulment. 

Q.--I am paid death pension 
benefits by the Veterans Ad-
ministration as the helpless 
child of a Civil War veteran. 
May I also receive aid and 
attendance benefits? 

A--You can not receive aid 
and attendance benefits. There 
are no provisions for payment of 
additional benefits to a helpless 
child receiving death pension. 

Q--I am a Vietnam Era 
veteran with 120 days active 
duty. 	I applied for a VA 
guaranteed home loan two years 
ago but was denied because of a 
lack of qualifying service. 	I 
heard that the law has changed. 
Am I now eligible for the loan 
guaranty? 

A--You may now be eligible. 
The Veterans housing Benefits 
Act of 1978 requires only 90 
days of active duty for home 
loan entitlement for Vietnam 
Era veterans. 	Service must 
have been performed between 
Aug. 5, 1964 through May 7, 
1975. 

From the architectural design 
of the building, to the utilization 
of the newest concepts in 
treatment of cancer patients, 
the Don and Sybil Harrington 
Cancer Center will be "one of a 
kind" for the State of Texas.

Madison, Wisconsin, Sacramen-
to, California, and M.D. Ander-
son Hospital, representing 
many different types of cancer 
programs were brought to 
Amarillo. 

The result of this consultation 
was the formation of the 
Panhandle Area Cancer Council 
which is responsible for the 
Center. 

The Don and Sybil Harrington 
Cancer Center is designed to 
support and work with existing 
cancer programs and activities 
at St. Anthony's Hospital, High 
Plains Baptist Hospital and 
Northwest Texas Hospital. 

Because only about 10% of 
cancer patients actually need 
hospitalization, the Don and 
Sybil Harrington Cancer Cen-
ter's approach to treating cancer 
will be ambulatory. Patients-
can live at home in familiar 
suroundings with family and 
friends while coming to the 
Center for treatment. 

A group of small independent 
clinics will be created to provide 
the patient immediate access to 
the full range of specialists 
necessary for modern cancer 
treatment. The emphasis will 
be on "small" to insure a 
personal relationship between 
the patient, his family and the 
professionals treating him. 

Before a patient with cancer is 
treated at the Don and Sybil 
Harrington Cancer Center, he or 
she will be evaluated by a team 
of specialists such as surgeons, 
radiation oncologists, medical 
oncologists and others. (An 
oncologist is one who specializes 
in the treatment of cancer.) 

For example, in breast can-
cer, it is important to decide if 
pre-or post-operative radiation 
therapy is necessary. It must 
also be determined if chemo-
therapy should begin following 
surgery or be delayed until a 
recurrence is evident. 

In the design of the building, 
architects Paul Rudolph of New 
York and Wilson/Doche of 
Amarillo have made an effort to 
create an environment of sup-
port, concern and indeed love. 
They have conceived the Don 
and Sybil Harrington Cancer 
Center as a large home with a 
protective roof overhanging a 
sheltered porch courtyard. 

The Don and Sybil Harrington 
Cancer Center will contain the 
latest in cancer treatment and 
diagnostic facilities. A radiation 
therapy section, which will 
house two linear accelerators, a 
pharmacy and laboratory, are 
planned. 

A treatment planning module 
will be instituted at the Center 
will be shared with St. Antho-
ny's Hospital.

began to be depleted. Irrigation 
wells powered by diesel motors 
have been shut down in areas 
from South Texas where they 
were watering peanuts to the 
High Plains where half-grown 
corn crops are already begin-
ning to burn." 

"Thousands of farmers can-
not plow land for winter wheat 
planting in August and Septem-
ber. Harvest is underway in 
South TExas and local distribu-
tors often cannot furnish a 
farmer enough to run his tractor 
for a full day's plowing," 
Hightower continued. 

"We are asking that the 
winter stockpile of home heating 
oil deadline be moved back 15 
days in order that fall harvest 
can be assured without being 
detrimental to our winter heat-
ing supply," Hightower ex-
plained. 

"If corn or peanuts or any 
other crops are not irrigated 
now, there will not be a crop to 
harvest. There will be no crop 
until next fall. If wheat land is 
not plowed and planted whew 
the time is right, there will be no 
wheat crop until June of 1981. 
Diesel must be made available 

during August and continue into 
the fall, next winter will be too 
late. 

In an additional development 
today, Congressman Hightower 
stated, "The announcement by 
the Department of Agriculture 
today was truly 'good news and 
bad news'." 

"Although I am very pleased 
the Department of Agriculture 
has told the Russians that an 
additional 10 million metric tons 
of wheat will be available over 
the next 14 months, I wish the 
announcement could have been 
made three weeks ago. The 
Russians will have available an 
additional 2 million metric tons 
this marketing year and the 
additional eight during the 1980 
marketing year." 

"I urged the President to 
make additional wheat available 
on July 12 but I am grateful the 
action was finally taken. 

"The disapointment of the 
day was the announcement that 
we would not have any set-aside 
requirement in the 1980 wheat 
program. That will mean that in 
addition to fence to fence 
planting, producers will have 
target price protection of only 

for but a 15 cent increase is 
bette than nothing. I am afraid 
there is not enough in the 
program to protect our produc-
ers. 

to assure farmers that adequate 
diesel supplies will be made 
available. 

"We want action and we want 
it now," Hightower proclaimed 
to the President. "This is of 
serious concern to all Ameri-
cans. Shortages of diesel could 
effect not only the supply of our 
food and cause serious short-
ages, but also create a stalemate 
in our export commodities and 
jeopardize trade abroad. Diesel 
shortages in rural America have 
international ramifications." 

"The problem of diesel short-
ages has continually troubled 
the farming community since 
spring planting begain in 
March. Producers and those of 
us in the Congress who serve 
agri-business and have large 
rural areas within our districts 
breathed a collective--but short-
lived--sigh of relief when the 
promise of 100 percent of fuel 
was made and delivered 
through Special Rule No. 9," 
Hightower noted in a letter to 
President Carter. 

"Many of us protested when 
the rule was withdrawn in June 
and our warning became fact by 
mid-July when diesel allocations 

"There should be a similar 
microvertebrate record from 
Lake Theo," she said, "and 
discovery of this would be 
important to the environmental 
record of the pleistocene epoch.

Johnson said that evidence of 
ancient fauna discovered at the 
Lubbock Lake Site indicate that 
it at one time was a biotic 
extension of the Rolling Plains 
onto the Llano Estacado.

Dr. Eileen Johnson, director 
of the Lubbock Lake Site Project 
which operates through The 
Museum of Texas Tech Univer-
sity, and four others were 
interested particularly in the 
soils and the microvertebrate 
record of Caprock Canyon. 

Gathering samples with her at 
the park were: Dr. B. L. Allen, 
soils specialist and member of 
the plant and soil sciences 
faculty at Texas Tech Univer-
sity; Vance Holliday, field 
supervisor for the Lubbock Lake
