The search for alternate energy 
sources has led Texas A&M

Scraggly shrubs like guayule, 
jojoba and euphorbia contain a 
rubber-like latex which scien-
tists hope to convert into such 
commodities as rubber, lubri-
cant and ethanol. 

Such plants, which require 
little water and are among na-
ture's most efficient solar col-
lectors, are a key to any renew-
able resource money, say Texas 
A&M scientists.

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Q: My six-year-old child was 

born out of wedlock. Her father 

is married to another woman. I 

have various proof that he is the 

father including pictures, letters, 

and witnesses. Can I legally make 

him pay child support' I've never 

tried before. 

A: The United States Supreme 

Court has ruled that fathers have 

a legal duty to support their chil-

dren whether those children are 

legitimate or not. It the father 

denies paternity, you must prove, 

through a paternity suit, that he is 

the father. The Texas Family 

Code, however, requires the pa-

ternity suit be filed before the 

child is one year old. The one year 

statute of limitations does not, 
however, apply to a child born 

prior to September I, 1979. 

Q: I feel my attorney has been 

negligent in handling a legal mat-

ter for me. Where do I go to com-

plain and get something done 

about this? 

A: If you feel that your at-

torney is not properly handling 

your affairs, you can contact the 
local Grievance Committee in the 
area where you live. To find out 
whom to contact and how to file a 
complaint, call the State Bar of 
Texas in Austin. They will supply 
you with the name of the chair-

man of the grievance committee 

in your area.

At a State Capitol news 
conference at 10 a.m. Tues-
day, September 2, 1980, the 
executive director of the 
State Property Tax Board 
(SPTB) released preliminary 
findings of the agency's 
just-completed study of 1979 
market and index values of 
school districts. 

Kenneth E. Graeber, head 
of the state's property tax 
administration agency, said 
the study provides the basis 
on which state funding will 
be allocated to public schools 
throughout Texas in the 
1982-83 biennium. The 
study, mandated by Sec. 
11.86 of the Texas Education 
Code, is conducted every two 
years to afford greater equity 
in the funding distribution. 

"Our results are prelimin-
ary and school districts have 
a right to appeal the find-
ings," Graeber said. Appeal 
petitions, which must be 
filed before October 1, will 
be reviewed by an impartial 
appeals panel and the panel 
will hold a hearing for any 
school district upon request. 

One of th study's key 
findings was that taxable 
property values statewide 
increased 41 percent from 
1977 until 1979. 

"We found property val-
ues on January I, 1979, of 
$418.4 billion as compared to 
5297.5 billion at the same 
time in 1977," Graeber said. 
Both figures exclude intan-
gibles and household goods, 
property categories exemp-
ted from taxation by the 
legislature. 

Actual values reported on 
school district tax rolls as of 
January 1, 1979, were 5254.3 
billion according to data 
compiled by SPTB. 

Graeber said it is presently 
impossible to determine how 
study results will impact 
individual school districts 
due to the fact that the 
legislature will use the study 
in conjunction with a new 
school finance bill. 

"The ultimate local fund 
assignment for a given 
district will depend on costs 
of the Foundation School 
Program, the amount of the 
costs the state will pay, and 
the formula selected for 
allocation of funds to dis-
tricts," he noted. 

The SPTB executive direc-
tor said key questions which 
must be addressed by the 
legislature related to the 
study include: 

1. How to handle vehicle 
values? While the study 
includes estimates of vehicle 
values with a statewide total 
of $14.8 billion, local districts 
have an option as to whether 
to tax vehicles or not. 

Graeber said there arc 
several alternatives for han-
dling the vehicle value ques-
tion, with the final determi- 

nation to be made by 
legislators. 

2. How should productivity 
values of open space land be 
handled? Graeber noted that 
the law specifically required 
that an index value be 
calculated for each district 
which gives consideration to 
productivity valuation on 
land. 

The problem, however. 
was that productivity valua-
tion was not mandatory in 
1979. "Therefore," Graeber 
said, "Two methods were 
utilized by the study to 
provide the legislature more 
complete information." 

One method, identified as 
"Index 1," gives credit only 
for land which was actually 
qualified by school districts 
in 1979. "Index 2" gives 
credit for land which could 
have been qualified had the 
system been fully implemen-
ted.

The Senate Finance Com-
mittee, working with unpre-
cedented speed and in un-
precedented harmony, has 
finished work on a tax cut. 

The committee completed 
in one week a process that 
usually takes over a month, 
approving a tax reduction 
that will amount to $39 
billion in 1981 and rise to $75 
billion a year by 1985. 

Many people are amazed 
that committee Democrats 
and Republicans would 
cooperate on a politically 
volatile issue like a tax cut, 
especially in the middle of a 
national election campaign. 

Recently we saw Demo-
crats and Republicans on the 
Senate Finance Committee 
work hand-in-hand to craft 
just the kind of tax cut that 
Democrats and Republicans 
on the Joint Economic Com-
mittee have been advocating 
for several years. 

I believe this indicates a 
broad agreement in this 
country on the need to 
stabilize our economy 
through bold, innovative ac-
tion.

The committee also in-
cluded in this tax legislation 
the Bentsen bill to encourage 
investment by allowing ac-
celerated depreciation on 
equipment and machinery 
and on commercial struc-
tures. 

This bill permits investors 
to depreciate equipment and 
machinery roughly 40 per-
cent faster than they now can 
and should go a long way in 
helping to lift our country's 
sagging rate of productivity. 

And the bill would in-
crease the capital gains tax 
exclusion for individuals 
from 60 to 70 percent. Back 
in 1978, I sponsored legisla-
tion which was enacted to 
raise this exclusion from SO 
to 60 percent. 

In short, the Senate Fin-
ance Committee has approv- 
ed a carefully targeted, 
non-inflationary tax reduc-
tion designed to help restore 
prosperity and stability to 
our economy.

Perhaps no passage is 
more familiar than the so-
called Lord's Prayer.

ON THE INCREASE 

It has been called a "disease of the 
twentieth century" . . . a problem that is 
increasing in virtually all economically 
developed countries. The disease is called 
diverticulosis. 

Diverticulosis is a disease of the intestine. 
In weak areas, small sacs or pouches form. 
The condition is common in people over age 
40. Past age 70, as many as half of the 
population will have some degree of 
diverticulosis. 

In diverticulosis, the sacs or pouches 
formed may become inflammed or infected 
or both. When this occurs, the condition is 
known as diverticulitis. These words, 
diverticulosis and diverticulitis, are very 
similar but have different meanings. 

With the formation of sacs, there may be 
no symtoms of disease. With inflamation 
and/or infection, however, stomach pain 
may occur. Diarrhea, constipation, or rectal 
bleeding are also not uncommon. Since these 
symptoms are seen in many other diseases, 
x-rays and other tests are required to 
determine if any individual has diverticulo-
sis, diveticulitis, or another problem. 

Diets high in vegetable fiber are 
universally acceptable in the treatment or 
prevention of diverticulitis. Wheat bread, 
certain cereals, and many raw vegetables are 
excellent sources of fiber. In some instances, 
antibiotics and even surgery are required to 
control inflammation and infection. 

This health is on the increase. An 
improved diet...high in fiber...may be the 
key to preventing serious problems. 
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
