Following the Clarendon 
Broncos 15-0 win over Welling-
ton, the football office phone 
rang. On the other end was a 
Memphis coach who proudly 
announced that his team had 
just beaten Shamrock. 14-13 in 
the last 20 seconds of the game. 
The already jubilant Bronco 
dressing room sprang into a 
wild scene of excited football 
players. This meant that all the 
Broncs had to do was beat 
Memphis and Panhandle to go 
to the playoffs. It seemed as 
though the Memphis coach who 
called had a hidden warning 
concealed in his announcement. 
The Cyclones full intended to 
knock the Broncos off. It was 
not an easy game. but they got 
the job done. If it is possible, 
the Broncs might have over-
looked the Cyclones. Memphis 
however, played probably their 
best game of the • season. 
Clarendon killed themselves 
with turnovers and penalties. 
No less than six times Claren-
don nullified tong gains with a 
key turnover. Now the Aroncs 
arc out of the district throne-
room for 1979. However, there 
is one game left. It is a big one. 
Clarendon wants to beat Pan-
handle in a bad way, and that 
one will be tomorrow at 7:30 in 
Bronco Stadium. 

The Broncos, for a few 
fleeting minutes, looked un-
beatable. On the opening 
kickoff Tommy Lane turned and 
kicked onside. 	Alpo Gaines 
waited for the ball to travel the 
required ten yards, then recov-
ered it for a first down. On the 
third play from scrimmage, 
quarterback Lynn Thompson 
scampered 48 yards for a quick 
touchdown. He then booted the 
extra point for a 7-0 lead. 
Memphis rode the driving legs 
of tailback Ricky Evans to the

The Broncs were 
rolling moving the ball on the 
ground until another Weather-
ton fumble gave Memphis the 
ball at the 50. Clarendon held 
again, though, with linebackers 
Tim Brown and Hatchet Ful-
ghant leading the defense 
surge. The Broncos, leading 7-0 
had a fine chance to add some 
more. 	But on third down 
Thompson's pass was picked off 
by Cyclone safety Rickey Mac- 
key at the 40. 	Immediatly 
Memphis opened up, with Scott 
Lockhart hitting slotback Larry 
Watson in the seam to the 15 
yard line. Again, however, the 
defense stiffened and Evans 
was halted short of the goalline. 

Once again Jack rolled, this 
time for 15 yards to the 17. At 
that point, safety Wesley John-
son of the Cyclones nabbed a 
Thompson aeral, breathing life 
into Memphis. The Cyclones 
were thwarted completely. itn 
fourth down, Johnson nailed a 
37 yard field goal which was 
within a centimeter of being 
blocked by Terry Cole.

287 construction 
approved 

Work in Donley County on U. 
S. Highway 287 is included on a 
program approved by the State 
Highway and Transportation 
Commission. 

The northbound lane of U.S. 
287 on the 11.5 mile stretch 
between Clarendon and the 
Armstrong County line .is 
scheduled for reconditioning 
and resurfacing, according to 
District Engineer Lewis H. 
White of Childress. 

White said that plans are to 
reconstruct only the outside 
driving lane which carries the 
majority of the traffic. 

"The inside lane is in pretty 
good condition," said White, 
"so we can save a substantial 
amount of money by not tearing 
it up." 

White added that the outside 
lane rehabilitation would in-
clude removino and recycling 

4" of the asphalt paving and 
stabilizing 8" of the existing 
base material with lime. 

"After improvements in the 
outside lane are completed we 
will resurface both driving lanes 
and shoulders," White added. 

The work is expected to be 
completed in 1980. 

Estimated cost of the im-
provements is $1,835,000. 

Resident Engineer O.V. 
Johnson will be in direct charge 
of the project with White 
exercising overall supervision. 

Statewide the program will 

provide rehabilitation for 
1,040.3 miles of U.S. and 
State-numbered highways and 
206.5 miles of Farm to Market 
Roads most affected by age, 
weather and traffic. A total of 
210 separate projects are in-
volved in the program.

handle Economic Program and 
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service. 

The agronomic value of 
feedlot manure and recommen-
ded application rates will be 
discussed by Dr. H. Dale 
Pennington of Lubbock and Dr.

Texas Farm Bureau is affilia-
ted nationally with the Ameri-
can Farm Bureau Federation 
which has some 3.1 million 
member families organized in 
all states except Alaska.

Chaloupka explained that 
only farmers and ranchers who 
receive at least 50 percent of 
their income from agricultural 
production can vote on organi-
zation policies or hold office. 

"Other members -- landow-
ners, those involved in agri-
business, and others who live in 
rural areas -- are strong 
supporters of agriculture in our 
dealings with the Legislature 
and with Congress," he said. 

He added that the TFB is in 
the process of identifying mem-
bers' commodity interests in an 
effort to strengthen service, 
legislative, and commodity 
programs.

American Embassy in Iran PRESENTED BY THE

Fewer things cause more 
discomfort than the prospect of 
an Internal Revenue Service 
examination of your tax return. 
One of the most unsettling 
apprehensions is that the IRS 
holds all the cards - that you can 
only agree with the findings or 
make an ineffectual protest. 

Of course, if your examination 
ends with no change or a refund 
to you (about 30.3S°/o of audits 
are in this category), you'll 
probably think no more of it. 
But what if the IRS examiner 
proposes additional tax due and 
you disagree? 	Writing the 
check is not your only alterna-
tive; you have the right to 
appeal the examiner's finding 
within IRS and even through the 
federal courts, or both. 

Suppose your examination 
takes place in an IRS office. You 
may be able to settle the 
disagreement immediately by 
explaining your position to the 
examiner's supervisor. But if 
you and the IRS still can't agree, 
you have the choice of continu-
ing your appeal through the IRS 
and, if needed, the federal 
courts, or you can go directly to 
the courts. Most taxpayers use 
the IRS system first. In 1977, 
for example, 54,000 out of 
62,000 disagreements were 
appealed through the IRS and 
most were settled there. 

Starting an appeal is not 
difficult. When you and the IRS 
disagree, the IRS will mail you a 
copy of the examination report 

explaining the proposed 
adjustments in your tax, ann 
include a letter telling you of 
your right to appeal within 30 
days and providing you with 
instructions on how to appeal. 

What happens if the IRS 
appeals system does not work 
out? Your next step is the 
federal courts. 

You have the choice of taking 
your appeal to the U.S. Tax 
Court, the U.S. Court of Claims 
or a U.S. District Court. If you 
don't want to pay the tax before 
going to court use the Tax 
Court, since it hears only cases 
where taxes have not been 
assessed. Once you decide to go

You can obtain more detailed 
information about filing a suit 
from the Clerk of your District 
Court, or from the Clerk of the 
Court of Claims, 717 Madison 
Place, N.W., Washington DC 
20005. The IRS has a free 
publication explaining its ap-
peals process and your rights. 

Ask your local IRS office for 
Publication 556, "Examination 
of Returns, Appeal Rights and 
Claims for Refund." 

Remember that at any IRS 
proceeding during this appeals 
process, you have the right to 
represent yourself, or be repre-
sented by an attorney, a 
certified public accountant or an 
individual enrolled to practice 
before the IRS. 
An agreement form and a copy 
of IRS Publication 5, "Appeals 
Rights and Preparation of 
Protests for Unagreed Cases" 
also will be provided. 

If a written protest is required 
(not necessary if the amount in 
dispute does not exceed 52,500 
or if the examination is conduc-
ted as part of the Individual 
Office Examination program or 
by correspondence), you must 
make it within the 30-day period 
granted in the letter. 	And 
remember that you may, at any 
time, decide to agree with the 
examiner's findings by signing 
the waiver form provided. 

If you have decided to use the 
IRS appeals system, an Appeals 
Officer in your particular IRS 
region will arrange a conference 
with you at a convenient time 
and place. Conferences are 
conducted on an informal basis, 
but you or your representative. 
should be prepared to discuss 
all disputed issues and present 
your views. Coming prepared 
will save the time and expense 
of more meetings. Chances are 
that you and the IRS will be able 
to reach an agreement here. 

The IRS instituted a new 
appeals system in 1978 in which 
all taxpayers disputing a tax 
question would have a single 
administrative hearing before 
an appeals officer, who aces 
independently of the district 
office. The hearing officer now 
has full authority to settle a case 
regardless of the dollar amount 
involved, taking into account 
such elements as the hazards of 
litigation. One of the benefits 
the IRS forsees from the new 
procedure is a greater degree of 
uniformity in decisions. 

to Tax Court and you've 
received your examination re-
port from the IRS, ask IRS to 
issue a Notice of Deficiency. 
You'll have 90-days from the 
date the notice is mailed to file a 
petition with the Tax Court (or, 
if you decide to settle, to pay the 
tax). It's important to act within 
90-Gays; otherwise, the IRS will 
automatically assess the tax 
against you, taking your case 
out of the Tax Court's jurisdic-
tion. If you filed your petition 
on a timely basis, the Tax Court 
will schedule your case for trial 
at a location convenient to you. 
You may represent yourself 
before the Tax Court or you may 
be represented by anyone 
admitted to practice before that 
Court. 

Incidently, the Tax Court has 
a Small Case Procedure for 
disputes of 55,000 or less for any 
taxable year. If you choose this 
procedure, and if the Tax Court 
approves, you may represent 
yourself before the court. 
However, under the Small Case 
Procedure the decision of the 
Tax Court cannot be appealed. 
Information on the Small Case 
Procedure is available from the 
U.S. Tax Court, 400 Second St., 
N.W., Washington. DC 20217. 

Generally, the District Courts 
and Court of Claims will hear 
your suit only after you have 
paid the disputed tax and filed 
for a refund. You choose which 
of these courts to petition. The 
Court of Claims is located in 
Washington, DC and cases 
before this court are decided by 
a judge. District courts are 
located in every state, the 
District of Columbia and some 
territories, and you have the 
choice of a jury trial there. 

A claim for refund may be 
made by filing Form 1040X, 
"Amended U.S. Individual In-
come Tax Return," with the 
IRS Set-vice Center where you 
mailed your original return. 
File a separate 1040X for each 
tax year involved and attach 
statements supporting your 
claims. Form 1040X must be 
filed within three years of the 
date of the original return, or 
two years from the date the tax 
was paid, whichever is later. If 
the IRS rejects your claim, or if 
they do not act on your claim 
within six months, you may then 
file suit for refund. But you 
must file your suit no later than 
two years after the IRS disallows 
your refund claim.

Q: I am a senior citizen who 
moved here over a year ago from 
Illinois. Is the will I had drawn 
up by an attorney there valid 
here in Texas, or should I have a 
Texas attorney draw up a new 
will? 

A: An attorney"familiar with 
Texas probate and estate ad-
ministration should review your 
will to make certain you have 
taken advantage of certain provi-
sions for independent adminis-
tration. Texas law, in addition, 
has requirements for signatures 
and witnesses that must be 
checked in your Illinois will. 
Your Texas attorney can deter-
mine whether your will serves 
your wishes completely and 
economically. 

Q: What is considered separate 
property to be passed to the 
deceased's surviving spouse and 
heirs? 

A: Separate property is any 
real, personal or mixed property 
owned or claimed by the spouse 
before marriage or acquired dur-
ing marriage by gift, or in-
heritance. If a person dies 
without a will, property other 
than community goes 1/3  to the 
surviving spouse and the ra-
mainder to the heirs. The surviv-
ing spouse is also entitled to a life 
estate of 1/3  of the land of the 
deceased with remainder to heirs. 
However, a person may write a 
will disposing of his separate 
property to whomever he wishes. 

Q: My husband and I each 
have children by previous mar-
riages. We are in our late 50's 
and have made no w ill. When my 
hushand dies, could his children 
come in for all we own, or would 
the survivor have full ownership 
of all properties? 

A: In this case, your husband's 
one-half of your estate would go 
immediately to his children if he 
died without a will.. You would 
be left with the half you already 
owned, but none of his. 

If there is any separate proper- 

ty, the law provides for you and 
his children to share interest in 

certain fractions. 
You may both avoid this divi-

sion of property by writing wills 
leaving your property to each 

other. 
Q: My husband died in 

November of last year. Since 
then I have received conflicting 
advice concerning the probate of 
his will. His estate consists of the 
home and a $5000 savings ac-
count, both in my name. Is it 
necessary to probate the will? 
What procedure do you suggest? 

A: Yes. It is necessary to pro-
bate the will to prove title and 
right of possession to any real 
and personal property disposed 
of in the will. The executor nam-
ed in the will or any interested 
party may make application to 
the court of the proper county to 
have the will admitted for pro-

bate.

AUSTIN--A "hopping 
5,200,000-bale Upland cotton 
harvest is expected this year in 
Texas, making, the 1979 
growing season only the 
second time in 30 years when 
Texas farmers have topped 
the 5 million bale mark. 

August I estimates from 
the Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service show that 
the 1979 Upland cotton crop 

is up some 37 percent above 
the 3,792,000 bales produced 
a year earlier.

Some 7,100.000 acres are 
expected for harvest, a 15 pet 
cent increase over a year -ago.

Chevrolet today announced 
plans for a "National Economy 
Drive" campaign to encourage 
the public to test and improve 
its fuel economy driving skills.

but a group of bankers pooled 

their resources and buoyed the 
market by having one of their 
number stroll out onto the floor 
and place buy orders. 

Then, on October 29, the 
bottom fell out. "Black Tues-
day" The most devastating day 
in the history of the New York 
stock market. The New York 
Times index fell 43 points and 
the market started a plunge that 
didn't end until July 8, 1932. 

Clarence Birdseye, who sta-
rted Birdseye Foods on a 
shoestring and sold it to General 
Foods for 530 million, was one 
of the worst victims. He put his 
entire fortune into the market 
shortly before the crash and it 
was obliterated. 

The economist at the special 
JEC hearing on the anniverary 
of the crash were in agreement 
that history is not likely to 
repeat itself. 

More that 9,000 banks failed 
during the Great Depression, 
but we have deposit insurance 
today, substantially reducing 
the prospect of people lining up 
in panic to draw their money 
out. We also have unemploy-
ment compensation and an 
international monetary fund to 
cut out some of the gyrations 
that accompanied the crash and 
many other safeguards that 
cushion our economy against 
the threat of another depres-
sion. 

Excessive government regu-
lation and a lack of research and 
development among other 
things have helped fuel inflation 
and compound our economic 
woes. 

The Joint Economic Commit-
ee has recognized these pro-
blems and is working to forge a 
consensus for resolving them. 

Our economic problems in 
1979.-50 years after the crash--
are real enough. 

But there are incentives that 
can be provided. There are 
positive steps that we can take 
to put this country's economy 
back on track and send the 
greatest economic engine the 
world has ever known moving 
toward renewed prosperity.

The Crash of the Stock 
Market 50 years ago this fall 
was one of the most terrible 
tragedies in the American 
experience. 

The crash marked the begin-
ning of the Great Depression 
and its heavy influence is still 
felt today in our country's 
economic policy decisions. 

"What I remember most 
about that whole terrible time," 
one man said recently, "was my 
friend's suicide. He had inves-
ted $30,000 that he was 
supposed to be holding in 
escrow. He jumped right out the 
window on the 11th floor where 
we were working." 

"Black Tuesday"--October 
29,1929—was the day the bottom 
fell out of the market. On that 
day, at a Kansas City club, John 
G. Schwitzgebel fired two shots 
into his chest. "Tell the boys I 
can't pay them what I owe 
them," read the note he left 
behind. 

Fortunes were wiped out. 
General Motors stock fell from 
591 in 1929 to $8 in 1932. William 
C. Durant, the man who 
founded GM, wound up running 
a bowling alley in Flint, 
Michigan. 

As Chairman of the Joint 
Economic Committee I recently 
presided over special hearings 
in observance of the 50th 
anniversary of the crash. 

Three of our nation's most 
eminent economists were the 
witnesses--John Kenneth Gal-
braith, Walter Heller and Alan 
Greenspan. 

GALBRAITH DESCRIBED 
WHAT Happened: "...the great 
crash was the counterpart of the 
insane speculation in common 
stock in 1927, 1928 ans especially 
in the summer of 1929 that 
preceded it." 

"...Prices first went up." 
Galbraith said, "because of 
good earnings. Then they took 
leave of reality. The market was 
taken over.by people for whom 
the only important fact was that 
prices were going up. Their 
buying than put the price up but 
with the certainty that when the 
supply of such speculators--and 
gulls--ran out, as eventually it 
would, the upward movement 
whould come to an end and 
prices would collapse in the rush 
to get out." 	• 

A $10,000 a year salary was 
enormous back in those days, 
but the strong bull market of 
'27, '28 and '29 caused so many 
people to make so much extra 
cash that money became mean-
ingless for many of them. 

The stock market peaked in 
September of '29. Heavy losses 
were recorded on October 23, 
panic set in on the morning of

I Senator Lloyd Bentsen on 
Tuesday said the United States 
should sever deplomatic rela-
tions with Iran, embargo all 
arms sales to that country and 
send home those Iranian stu-
dents who demonstrate illegally 
in this country. 

In Tehran on Tuesday stu-
dents backing Iranian religious 
leader Ayatollah K homeini con-
tinued to hold some 60 Ameri-
cans hostage in the U.S. 
embassy, demanding that the 
U.S. extradite the Shah of Iran. 
The exiled Shah is in New York 
undergoing medical treatment. 

In New York on Sunday seven 
persons who identified themsel-
ves as Iranian students took 
over the Statue of Liberty for 
almost four hours. 	They 
displayed a 20 foot banner 
proclaiming, "The Shah must 
be tried and punished." 

"It's an outrage," Bentsen 
said in response to the inci-
dents. 

"It's an outrage when Iranian 
students in this country invade 
the Statue of Liberty while 
Iranian students in Tehran 
invade our embassy and deny 
liberty to American diplo-
mats." 

"We ought to sever relations, 
notify the Iranian Charge d'Af-
fairs in Washington that diplo7  
mats at their embassy here ate 
persona non grata and cloS; 
down the embassy. We ought t1 
refuse to sell Iran any further 
military equipment or spare 
pans. And we ought to, quickly 
send home any Iranian students 
who take part in illegal demon-
strations in this country." 

"There is no way we can send 
back the Shah," Bentsen said. 

"We cannot bow to this kind 
of blackmail. Americans would 
be hostage around the world," 
Senator Bentsen said.

Too often, the efficiencies 

of large-scale agriculture, rely-
ing on intensive use of fossil 
fuels, chemicals and capital, 
have been accomplished with-
out adequate regard for jobs, 
damage to the environment 
and human health and other 
factors. The efficiencies then 
have been achieved at added 
cost to society. 

There are, however, increas-
ing numbers of persons, albeit 
yet small in number, who cor-
rectly assess that the environ-
ment for small-scale agricul-
ture is improving. The pessi-
mistic view is more widespread 

Preserving the small family 
farm is viewed by the experts 
in our country, and conse-
quently by almost everyone 
else, as a desirable social 
goal but one that makes no 
economic sense. The prevail-
ing wisdom is that the only 
rational choice for the small 
family farmer is to get big or 
get out. 

But as is so often true, the 
experts are wrong. There is 
growing evidence that better 
solutions to many of the basic 
problems plaguing the nation's 
food chain can be realized by 
means of the small family 
farm than can be achieved 

research to improve small-scale 
agriculture. Farm machinery 
manufacturers would produce 
the small-scale implements 
that are needed, and money 
lenders would become open-
minded to the opportunities 
at hand. 

Not only would existing 
small family farmers begin to 
make a more attractive liveli-
hood, but millions of addi-
tional young people would 
have the opportunity to 
choose a career in small-
scale agriculture. 

Those who will take time 
to investigate will clearly see 
that the issue isn't if but when 
small-scale agriculture will 
blossom in the U.S. The 
sooner the better — consider• 
ing that small-scale agricul-
ture can better cope with the 
rising cost and growing scar-
city of fossil fuels, the growing 
scarcity of water, the urgent 
need to stop the alarming 
depletion rate of soil fertility 
by erosion, and stream pollu-
tion and other environmental 
degradation also caused by 
erosion, fertilizers and pesti-
cides. 

The experts of 30 years ago 
predicted that six large-scale 
computers would provide all 
of the engineering and scien-
tific computation that would 
ever be needed in the world. 
Today thousands of comput-
ers that are more powerful 
than those early machines are 
being sold each year. The ag 
experts of today will be 
proven just as wrong about 
the potential for small farms.

however, and that makes it 
difficult for persons to get 
assistance in starting up or 
operating a small farm. Mon-
ey lenders automatically shy 
away from loans to soundly 
based small farmers because 
they believe that a small 
farmer can't succeed. Most of 
the agriculture research in our 
universitites is aimed at large-
scale farming and local agri-
cultural extension agents have 
inadequate current, relevant 
information on small-scale 
agriculture. 

What would help most 
would he for all those con-
cerned with agriculture to 
spend a few hours at the 
library. In the process they 
would quickly learn that 
small-scale agriculture will 
have its place in the sun. 

One of the most support-
ive facts to learn is that 
in a number of other coun-
tries that include Taiwan, 

Japan and Denmark, small-
scale agriculture is quite as 
efficient as U.S. agriculture 
and more conserving of nat-
ural resources. 

Further evidence would be 
found in experiments and 
in existing and emerging 
technologies that point to 
more profitable small-scale 
agriculture. 

One of the most promising 
experiments under way is the 
model farm at Tuskegee Insti-
tute, where net income of 
$15,000 to $20,000 per year 
is expected from farms of 
25-35 acres using crop diver-
sification, high-value crops, 
limited animal production, 
and intensive techniques.

other technologies. Many of 
the present installations are 
large scale, but with further 
research, lower-cost systems 
will be feasible. 

In marketing, there is a 
growing consumer/producer 
reliance on farmers' markets, 
health food stores and res-
taurants, local bakeries and 
small-scale efficient food pro-
cessing technology. For in• 
stance, one manufacturer is 
marketing a low cost, energy-
efficient commercial food can-
ning system which fits into 
750 square feet of space. 

A new low cost technology 
for vegetable and fruit pres-
ervation which combines vacu-
um cooling with a controlled 
atmosphere technique, enables 
preservations of 30 to 150 
days for ship transportation 
or on-site preservation before 
selling and processing. 

Many more small-scale tech-
nologies, currently available 
or under development, could 
be mentioned. However, these 
examples demonstrate the 
point that sufficient know-
how is available to significant-
ly enhance the productivity 
of small family farms and 
small-scale food processors. 
In this age of computers, 
gathering and dissemination 
of this know-how is a manage- 

able job. With further focused 
R&D, increased viability over 
a wider range of conditions 
can be even more firmly 
established. 

Given a better informed ag-
ricultural constituency there 
would be a surge of activity 
in support of small-scale 
farming. Legislators would 
match their perennial prom-
ises to foster a healthy en-
vironment for family farms 
with legislation that removes 
the disadvantages of the small 
farmer vs. his large neighbor 
that are inherent in present 
government policies. Univer-
sities would redirect more 

nearing completion indicate a 
15% savings in energy and as 
much as 20% savings of water. 

Soil run-off can be substan-
tially decreased (estimated re-
ductions of 50% by the year 
2000) and total yield increased 
with intercropping and mini-
mum tillage practices, which 
are most feasible in small-scale 
operations. Selected intercrop-
ping of from two to eight 
plant varieties has increased 
some small farm incomes in 
the eastern U.S. by 50%. 

Farm-size nitrogen fertiliz-
er plants, using air, water, and 
electric power from windmills 
are under development at 
Kettering Research Laborato-
ries. These units are designed 
to provide complete nitrogen 
self-sufficiency for individual 
farms. 

A number of solar tech-
nologies, either in-hand or 
emerging, make small-scale 
grain drying and storage more 
efficient than present fossil 
fuel-intensive methods. Other 
solar applications provide low-
er cost sources of power for 
irrigation and adequate heat-
ing for animal buildings, even 
in northern climates. 

Small farm models have 
been developed to demon-
strate substantial production 
gains from the integration of 
limited acreage high-value 
crops and small-scale animal 
agriculture, notably sheep and 
hogs. Corresponding models 
are in the process of being 
developed for dairy goats and 
beef cattle. 

Technologies are advancing 
that are greatly increasing the 
efficiency of indoor food 
growing through the use of 
hydroponics, aeroponics and

The impact of the cotton 

industry to Donley County has 
been released in a summary of 
the 1977 crop year and gives the 
following information; the num-
ber of cotton-related farms and 
businesses in the county is 188; 
the number of cotton-related 
jobs is 648 with cotton-related 
jobs totaling 40% of all county 
jobs. The dollar revenue 
attributable to cotton in Donley 
is $10,170,000 with the dollar 
amount of state taxes attribut-
able to cotton at $327,000. This 
includes seasonal and part-time 
jobs in the totals.

masses of gum mixed with 
sawdust running down the 
surface of the trunk and 
branches, after leaves fall from 
the peach trees. 

Use a mixture of four ounces 
PDB in one pint of miscible

Proper application in struc- 

tions and rates for using 
ethylene dichloride for either 
peach tree borer or lesser peach 
tree borer control will be found 
on the product label. 

For the homeowner with 
peach trees infested with either 
peach tree borers or lesser 
peach tree borers, control 
measures can greatly lengthen 
the life of the trees, says Gooch.

Delicious fish and fried chic-
ken was prepared on the site by 
the catering service for an 
outstanding meal prior to the 
program for the evening pre-
sented by representatives of the 
Cotton Council. 

Dale Anderson, of California, 
and Pete Brown, of Lubbock. 
who represent the cotton far-
mers interests in Washington 
spoke to the group on subjects 
of intense interest to the area. 

The National Cotton Council 
of America is the organization of 
the raw cotton industry and 
represents farmers, ginners, 
cottonseed crushers, ware-
housemen, cotton merchants. 
cooperatives and textile manu-
facturers. 

For homeowners with peach 
trees, now is the best time to 
treat for one of the most 
destructive peach tree pests, the 
peach tree borer. A sure sign of 
the pest is gum oozing down the 
tree's trunk or branches, ex-
plains Ronald Gooch, Donley 
County Extension Agent. 

This pest primarily attacks 
peach trees but can also infest 
plum, cherry and apricot trees, 
says Gooch. Sooner or later, 
your trees stand a good chance 
of being infested. 

Actually, two borers attack 
peach trees. The larval stage of 
the peach tree borer feeds 
within the tree's cambium layer 
in an area about six inches 
above the soil line to six inches 
below. The lesser peach tree 
borer attacks the cambium layer 
of the upper portion of the tree's 
trunk and larger branches. 

The approach to controlling 
these pests is basically the 
same, but the method of 
application differs. The best 
time for treatment is now until 
about November 25, points out 
Gooch. 

Two fumigants generally used 
for peach tree borer control are 
paradichlorobenzen e 	(PDB) 
crystals or ethylene dichloride in 
both liquid and crystal forms. 

PDB also is the active 
ingredients in some kinds of 
mothball crystals sold in "five-
and-dime" or discount stores. 
You can save considerable 
money by using mothballs as a 
source of PDB for borer control. 
However, some mothballs are 
made from naphthalene instead 
of PDB crystals and must not be 
used against borers. 

Using fumigants around 
peach trees is a delicate 
operation, so apply them with 
great care and precision, em- 
phasizes Gooch. 	Over-treat- 
ment can damage trees. The 
crystals, when applied to warm 
soil, quickly volatilize into a 
heavy gas which penetrates 
through soil crevices into bur-
rows of overwintering borers 
and kills them. Apply crystals 
only when soil is dry and the 
temperature is 55 degrees or 
above. 

When using PDB for peach 
tree borer control, remove 
weeds from around the tree's

Among the more than two 
million parents, widows and 
children of ex-servicemen on 
Veterans Administration com-
pensation and pension rolls are 
90 widows and 134 helpless 
children of Civil War veterans. 
These children receive benefits 
based on their being disabled 
before attaining age 18. 

The last Civil War veteran 
died in 1959. 

The most senior veterans on 
VA rolls are 209 Spanish-Amer-
ican War veterans. This group 
that once numbered 392,000 
during that war still has 14,013 
widows and 1,116 children who 
are receiving VA payments. 

Surviving spouses qualify for 
compensation or pension bene-
fits as a result either of the 
veteran's service-connected 
death or their own financial 
need. Children who qualify are 
eligible under the helpless child 
rule. 

Through World War I veter-
ans themselves average 84.5 
years, 153 parents of World War 
I veterans arc receiving VA 
death or dependents' indemnity' 
compensation benefits. Parents 
of veterans who died in service 
or from service-connected caus-
es are eligible if their income is 

insufficient to provide reasona-
ble maintenance for themselves 
and for members of their 
families under legal age.

A-- VA does not have the 
legal authority to guarantee that 
a home is free of defects. The 
government guarantees the 
loan, but it cannot under the law 
guarantee the house. 

Q-- I am enrolled in school 
under the GI Bill. I need an 
education loan. Can I get a loan 
from the Veterans Administra-
tion? 

A-- Yes, if certain require-
ments are met. The maximum 
amount is $2,500 during any one 
academic year.
