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SBA - assisted firms 
boost employment

There is no sight or sound 
seperation for inmates in the 
larger room and no means of 
sound seperation between the 
two rooms. 

Rule 217.07.01 of the Texas 
Jail Standards, says in para- 
graph .008 on page 62: Jail 
design shall provide adequate 
segregation facilities for the 
segregation of different classifi- 
cations of inmates, in accor-
dance with the facility classifica- 
tion plan. This means simply 
put, that juveniles and women 
must be seperated from men in 
the jail. if no means exist for 
such seperation that cannot be 
put in the jail. Failure to abide 
by the jail laws make the county 
(sheriff, commissioners and 
judge) subject to law suits; such 
as is happening at this time in 
Stinnett, in Hutchinson County. 

From the recent studies which 
have been made it is obvious to 
these experts that 75% of the 
people going through Donley 
County jail are of the types that 
should be of grave concern to 
the Sheriff and commissioners 
because, of the threat they 
represent to themselves and 
others. 

Almost everyone who have 
escorted an inmate into the 
Donley County jail has expres-
sed concern over their own 
safety and that of their inmates 
during transit of the stairs, 
particularly when unassisted. 
They felt with the inmate in 
front of them, that they risked 
being kicked in the head or 
chest, and with the inmate 
behind they could be tackled or 
butted off balance. There was 
unanimous agreement about the 
extreme difficulty in getting a 
sick, semi-comatose and heavy 
drunk up the stairs and into a 
cell. Another concern was over 
the possibility of being "jump-
ed" by inmates inside the jail 
while bringing in another in-
mate. The jail has a history of 
escapes, six during the incum-
bancy of the last sheriff. 

Inmate abuse was thought to 
be as prevalent at Donley 
County jail as at others where 
they is not 24 supervision. It is 
unlikely that any abuse would 
be discovered since inmates are 
able to follow the approach of 
any supervisory personnel visu-
ally most of the way and by 
sound the rest of the way, and 
such abuse would cease at the 
approach. 

Sanitation requirements are 
the usual measures taken by any 
establishment such as plumbing 
and sewer upkeep, ventilation of 
cleaning equipment, food pre-
paration care, sanitary care of 
garbage. They are detailed 
however in the rules book. 

One of the requirements 
which must be met is the record) 
keeping of all activity of the jail. 
A written plan must be present-
ed and inspections are made to 
verify the following of the plans. 
Records of the Donley County 

jail fail to meet any of the 
written requirements, from the 
booking of inmates to food 
service. 

Food service requirements 
are to prevent the serving of an 
extra amount of food for 
instance one time during the 
day and letting it take the place 
of three meals. 

Probably one of the most 
misunderstood requirements for 
jail standards is the use of a TV

tor intertamment. lets is not 
mandatory. Its use was first 
used by Judge Hughes. She 
used it as a MEANS OF 
CONTROL. An inmate is 
deprived of his personal posses-
sions, clothing etc., freedom, 
most privileges and is almost 
reduced to the status of an 
animal. No one is against these 
measures, they are necessary. 
However the inmate has abso-
lutely nothing to loose if he 
vandalizes the part of the jail 
where he is, does create 
excitement if he makes enough 
disturbance etc. In an effort to 
come up with an effective 
control method which required 
no force no manpower, Judge 
Hughes used the TV as an 
entertainment instrument of 
control. It was a success for the 
number of vandalizm incidents 
dropped from 3,000 to 300. The 
taxpayer was saved untold 
thousands of dollars in building 
repair and the televiewing could 
be done at the convenience of 
the supervising personnel. A 
strategy move for law enforce-
ment and not coddling of the 
inmate. 

Services include educational 
advantages. Translated to the 
layman's understanding it can 
be applied to a teenager high 
school drop-out. If during the 
time of his confinement he has 
nothing better to do with his 
time and he becomes interested 
in working for his GED exami-
nation. by jail standards he 
must be given the opportunity to 
do this. There is no cost to 
anyone for the GED training. 

When translated to the lay-
man's understanding, the jail 
standards are realistic, fair and 
for the most part protect those 
persons who are on the outside 
of the bars.

Employment at small busi-
nesses helped by the Small 
Business Administration (SBA) 
increased three times as much 
last year as did overall employ-
ment in the Nation. 

SBA Administrator A.Vernon 
Weaver said earlier this month 
that a survey of 21,461 Agency-
assisted small firms showed 
their employment had risen 9.88 
percent in Fiscal 1979 as 
compared with Fiscal 1978. 

The Fiscal 1979 Year ended 
September 30. 

Bureau of Labor Statistics 
figures show that 0..411 
employment in that period 
increased 3.2 percent. 

The SBA sampling also 
showed that the surveyed SBA-
assisted companies, each of 
which employed 20 or more 
persons, had increased 
employment of women and 
minorities significantly. 	The 
small firms boosted employ 
ment of women by 11.22 percent 
and employment of minorities 
by 16.05 percent. 

Bureau of Labor Statistics 
figures show that in Fiscal 1979 
overal employment of women 
and minorities each went up 4.7 
percent. 

"These results," Weaver 
said, "illustrate again the 
importance of small business in 
creating jobs in our country. 
The results also show that SBA 
efforts to help minority-owned

The SBA survey also showed 
that minority employees repre-
sent almost 23 percent of the 
work force among SBA-assisted 
small firms. This figure 
compares to about 15.5 percent 
of minorities in the entire work 
force and 16.75 percent of 
minorities in the population. 

"When our monitoring of 
SBA recipients started in the 
mid-1960's," Weaver said, "the 
percentage of minorities in the 
small business work forte was 
sigltificantly below that -of 
minorities in the entire work 
force and in the population. It Is 
now 7.5 percent higher than 
minorities in the work force. 

The national study has shown 
that in one eight-year period, 
nine million new jobs were 
added in the overall work force. 
Of that total, six million were 
accounted for by small business 
and about three million by state 
and local government. 	The 
Nation's 1,000 largest corpora-
tions accounted for about 75,000 
new jobs. 

The 21,481 small firms in the 
SBA survey employed an aver-
age of 797,000 employees in 
Fiscal 1978 and 875,723 in Fiscal 
1979. Their minority employ-
ment rose from 173,051 to 
200,833 and their employment 
rose from 276,542 to 307,582.

farm income. To this estimate, 

add off-farm income and then 
substract personal deductions 
(last year's return will give a 
quick idea of intemized expen-
ses) to determine taxable 
income. 

Depending on estimated tax-
able income, purchases such as 
fertilizer and other supplies and 
machinery can be made or 
additional sales can be postpon-
ed to reduce taxable income. 

According to Gooch, several 
hundred tax dollars may be 
saved with wise tax manage-
ment. A good set of records 
kept throughout the year can be 
a valuable tool in tax manage-
ment as well as overall business 
management. 

Col. Charles Goodnight was a 
Donley County commissioner in 
1885 for precinct 2 and that 
Donley County Commissioners 
Court was making decisions 
about a jail to insure good law 
enforcement for the county, as 
is the present one. 

At the Tuesday, July 7, 1885 
session the court agreed to 
purchase a jail cell from P.J. 
Pauly and Bro. for $1,800 cash. 
The cell was to be completed 
and ready for occupancy within 
30 days after completion of the 
building in which it was to be 
placed. At the same time C.A. 
Jackson and B.H. White were 
appointed agents to purchase 
lumber and material for a jail 
building to house the cell they 
had ordered. Charles Good-
night was also appointed to 
negotiate a loan for $1,000 for 
the jail cell ordered from Pauly 
Bros. 

This business concerned the 
first jail building for Donley 
County and the site was north of 
the Ft. Worth and Denver 
Railway tracks and located in 
block 14 of the original town. 

The only guidelines that had 
to be followed at that time was 
the simple fact of the cost, need 
and that there be provision for 
the confinement of persons who 
might be a threat to the 
community. 

Another concern was the well 
for the jail which, according to 
the Commissioners Court 
minutes of the Feb. 8, 1886 
session was to be repaired anti 
put into working order under the 
direction of G.A. Jackson. 

In December 1979, the Donley 
County Jail, which was erected 
after the one discussed in the 
1885 minutes book, has been 
closed by the commissioners 
court because it does not meet 
minimum requirements set 
forth by the state of Texas. 

A paragraph taken from the 
Preliminary Jail Facilities Plan-
ning Report says: "This facility 
was inspected on November 28, 
1978, by the Texas Jail Stan-
dards Commission. The Inspec-
tion Report (Appendix "A") 
notes many violations which 
would require extensive modifi-
cation and expansion of the 
existing building to correct. 
After several inspections of our 
own and considerable discus-
sion we can not recommend that 
Donley County utilize this 
structure to house county 
prisoners. The more inportant 
factors leading to our decision 
are as follows:" These factors 
basically are; although built 
strongly the structural condition 
is poor after many years and 
changes to the building. To 
prevent more of the severe 
"racking" of years heavy turn-
buckles of steel were installed 
through the entire upper part of 
the building. The only remedy 
for this condition would be to 
level the entire building and to 

reinforce the foundation. 
Built for what seems to be 

three inmates, some severnty-
five years ago, in bunks in two 
upstairs rooms an apparent later 
change made the dayroom into 
another cell. Sometime after 
that another three bunks were 
added to the space outside the 
security (barred) area inside the 
room where the 3-cell area is 
located. The only security is 
barred windows there.

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Senator Lloyd 
Bentsen reports

Senator Lloyd Bentsen on 
Saturday said Senate defeat of 
the Danforth amendment to the 
oil excise or "windfall profit" 
tax will mean 5800 million for 
the education of Texas school-
children over the next 11 years. 

The Senate on Saturday voted 
65 to 28 to table an amendment 
by Senator John Danforth 
(R-Mo.) that would have 
repealed an exemption to the 
tax for oil from land owned by 
state or local governments. 

Income on virtually all such 
publicly owned oil in Texas is 
dedicated to education. The 
Danforth amendment would 
have subjected the Texas 
Permanent School Fund and the 
Texas Permanent university 
Fund to the federal tax at a cost 
of some 5800 million between 
now and the end of 1990. 

"We can see that the 
Danforth amendment is rooted 
in regionalism. The Senator 
from Missouri says that states 
such as Texas, Alaska, Louisi-
ana, and California will use 
these revenues -- if I may use 
his own words -- 'to conduct 
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economic warfare against the 
rest of the country'," Bentsen 
said during Senate debate on 
the amendment. 

"It is fashionable these days 
to talk about how the states of 
the Sunbelt are robbing the 
prosperity of the Frostbelt. The 
fact of the matter is that ever 
since the Civil War the states of 
the Sunbelt have been the 
economic orphans of America. 
For generations we have sent 
our young people, our jobs and 
industry to the Northeast and 
Midwest -- to areas where per 
capita income is today still the 
highest in the nation." 

"The State of Louisiana, that 
great economic colossus of the 
future that is allegedly going to 
ravage the nation's industrial 
base, has a per capita income 
substantially lower than the 
State of Missouri," Bentsen 
said. 

"I have great respect for the 
people of Louisiana. They are 
neighbors and I know them well. 
But Louisiana is one of the least 
economically advantaged states 
in th Union. Is that to be their 
lot for eternity? 	Are these 
people permitted no hope for 
the future?" 

"My own state, the State of 
Texas, has prospered recently 
and as a result we are right 
about at the average for per 
capita income. We've still got a 
long way to go before we catch 
up to Connecticut, I can assure 
you. The poorest regions of this 
country are not in the ghettos of 
the Northeast, but in the South 
of Texas." 

The Senate Finance Commit. 
tee in September adopted an 
amendment by Bentsen to 
exempt from the "windfall 
profit" tax oil income dedicated 
to public education. The 
committee later expanded that  

amendment to include all oil 
income from state or locally 
owned lands. 

The Saturday vote to table the 
Danforth amendment effectively 
kills efforts to repeal that 
exemption. 

"The Danforth amendment 
had its origins in the dark 
regions of regionalism. 	The 
Senator conjured up a phony 
vision of a future Sunbelt 
assault on the industrial base of 
the Northeast and Central states 
and called for a preemptive 
strike to deprive certain areas of 
resources that lawfully belong to 
them, resources they have no 
intention of using as he sug-
gests." Bentsen said. 

"I an: pleased that the Senate 
has rejected this ill-considered 
effort,"Senator Bentsen said.

Fireplace safety 

From LESLI GARNETT CEA 

Negleet and careless fireplace 
use often result in injury or a 
serious fire hazard. Use the 
following "tips" to reduce the 
threat of accidental burns and 
fires. 

Never use flammable liquids 
to start the fire. 
—Avoid excessive amounts of 

newspaper to build roaring fires 
in the fireplace. It's possible to 
ignite soot deposits inside the 
chimney by over-building fire. 

Charcoal is great for steaks, 
but never burn it in a fireplace. 
Burning charcoal gives off 
deadly amounts of carbon 
monoxide, so use it outdoors -• 
never in a fireplace. 

Keep a metal or glass screen 
in front of the fireplace to catch 
flying embers. Flying embers 
can easily ignite carpet. furni-
ture and other combustible 
items in the room. 

Make sure no flammable 
materials hang down from or 
decorate the mantel. A spark 
from the fireplace can ignite 
such materials and cause a fire. 

Always make sure the fire-
place fire is out before retiring 
at night. And, never, never 
close the damper with hot ashes 
in the fireplace. 	With the 
damper closed, hot ashes build 
up heat and may flare up and 
ignite the room while the family 
sleeps. 

Use man-made logs according 
to directions on the package. 
Never break apart a man-made 
log as a means of quickening a 
fire. 

Check both the chimney and 
the fireplace for defects and 
potential problems every couple 
of years, especially if the 
fireplace receives constant use 
during the winter. 

Loose or fallen brick, cracked 
or broken flue lining, excessive 
soot accumulation and obstruc-
tions in or near the chimney are 
among the defects commonly 
found.

Argentina has just signed a 
trade agreement with the 
U.S. to make more of their 
leather hides available to 
our ailing shoe industry. 
They will also sell us more 
corned beef and cheese. All 
that can help control our 
inflation rate. In fact, Ar-
gentina has been helping 
improve our balance of 
trade all along. In 1978, for 
example, it exported to us 
$536.6 million worth of 
goods but bought from us 
$769 million worth of 
goods. That boosted our 
balance of trade by $180.3 
million. According to the

In the first nine months of 
1979 our exports to Argen-
tina were $1,160,000,000.

They include your atti-
tudes toward alcohol bev-
erages.

Your answers also require 
an examination of your 
own life goals as well as 
a look at how much indi-
vidual responsibility you're 
willing to assume for your 
physical, emotional health 
and well-being. 

Of the two questions, 
the first — will I drink? — is 
perhaps the more serious 
one. Many persons decide  

to answer "no." That de-
cision, as the brewers asso-
ciation points out, should 
not be subject to peer, 
industry or other pressures. 
It is entitled to respect, 
understanding and accept-
ance by all associates. 

Clearly, persons below 
the legal age should not 
drink at all. And for those 
who tend to misuse alcohol, 
the Association believes, ab-
stinence is the better answer. 

If your answer is "Yes" 
to both questions, then you 
must personally decide what 
"moderation" means to you. 
Your definition will come 
from your knowing the 
'acts about alcohol bever-• 
Ages, recognizing your indi-
vidual responses and apply-
ing your own common  

sense and intelligence. Any 
definition, however, most 
certainly implies the proper 
use of alcohol beverages at 
all times. 

Just by seriously recon-
sidering these two questions 
each of us will become more 
aware of the growing health 
problem of alcohol misuse. 
Your understanding of that 
problem is something to 
think about — twice.

If you're like most people 
in the United States, you 
probably think of much of 
South America as remote 
and mysterious.

Elderly and disabled people 
would be able to apply for food 
stamps at the same time they 
apply for Supplemental Security 
benefits (SSI) un-er rules pro-
posed recently by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture. 

The new rule would make it 
possible for the Social Security 
Administration, which adminis-
ters SSI benefits, to also accept 
food stamp applications. People 
applying for SSI would be able 
to apply for food stamps 
simultaneously if everyone in 
the household is applying for or 
receiving SSI benefits, and no 
one is already receiving food 
stamps. 

The porposed rule, which 
implements a provision of the 
1977 Food Stamp Act, could 
take effect as soon as next 
summer. 

Currently, SSI recipients who 
want to apply for food stamps 
must go through a separate 
procedure. "This has placed a 
real burden on people who are 
elderly or disabled," said Assis-
tant Secretary Carol Tucker 
Foreman. "It may also be a 
reason why many elderly and 
disabled poor do not currently 
participate in the food stamp 
program. Processing food 
stamps and SSI applications 
jointly should be of real 
assistance to these people." 

The proposed regulations 
were published in the Federal 
Register on Friday, Dec. 7. 
Comments on the proposal must 
be received by January 22, 
1980, and should be sent to

VA Q & A. 
Q--My husband received an 

honorable discharge after sev- 
eral months of service at the end 
of World War 11. He is now 
disabled by an illness unrelated 
to his service. Is he eligible for 
a Veterans Administration pen-
sion? 

A--If he served at least 90 
days between Dec. 7, 1941, and 
Dec. 31, 1946, is permanently 
and totally disabled and has 
income within the limits set by 
law, he may be eligible. Check 
with VA for full details. 

Q--Persons just entering mili-
tary service are no longer 
eligible for GI Bill education. Is 
there another education plan for 
them? 

A--The Post-Vietnam Era 
Veterans' Educational Assis-
tance Program was started 
when the GI Bill expired. New 
service members initially enter-
ing on active duty on or after 
Jan. 1, 1977, may participate. 
Under this plan, the member 
contributes to a special training 
fund each month while in 
service. The grovernment later 
contributes S2 for each $1 
invested. VA and the armed 
services have full details. 

Q--My father was an honora-
bly discharged veteran who died 
several years ago. My mother 
remarried but has recently been 
widowed again and lives on 
social security. Is she eligible 
for a Veterans Administration 
pension because of my father's 
military service? 

A--If your father's service was 
such that she was eligible before 
remarriage, she has probably 
regained her eligibility. 	She 
should apply at the nearest VA 
office. 

Collins endorses new 

communication bill 

Legislation that calls for less 
government regulation in the 
Telephone industry has been 
brought to mark-up by the 
House Communications Sub-
committee. Congressman Jim 
Collins of Texas was a leading 
figure in development of this 
legislation which now has the 
support of the entire subcom-
mittee membership. 

"The subcommittee has been 
working three years on this 
Telephone legislation but has 
never been able to come to an 
agreement. Now we have a 
basic plan that was agreed to by 
all 14 members of the subcom-
mittee. I anticipate only minor 
changes to be made during the 
bill's mark-up in January when 
Congress comes back into 
session," Collins said. 

The basic thrust of the bill, 
H.R. 6121, is that it relies on 
competition not government 
regulation, Collins said. He also 
noted that it creates many 
safeguards, including telephone 
polling of revenues, to offset 
any significant increases in 
residential telephone service 
costs. 

Another major part of this 
bill, according to Collins, is that 
it makes provisions to continue 
the integrated nationwide 
telephone network which is 
being challenged in several 
court proceedings. 

"This bill is essential because 
the courts have caused disarray 
in the telephone industry 
because the courts were consi-
dering the dismemberment of 
the telephone industry which 
needs to operate as a cohesive 
national network," Collins said. 
"If this legislation does not go 
through, individual court deci-
sions will leave the telephone 
industry in disorder and the cost 
of phone service would increase 
tremendously." 

Collins noted that the original 
Communications Bill submitted 
last April included all aspects of 
the communications industry in 
one bill and so a consensus 
could never be reached. The bill 
had sections on Telephone, 
Broadcasting, Cable, Public 
Television and International 
Telecommunications. 

"I had always advocated 
separate legislation on these 
issues. The other members 
agreed to this approach and I

Facts For You 

Interest rates 
On November 23, 1979, Facts 

For You quoted an article from 
Doane's Agricultural Report to 
the effect that state usury laws 
limiting interest rates charged 
by state banks in Arkansas, 
Texas, and California had been 
pre-empted until July 1981 by a 
law signed by President Carter 
on November 5. However, it 
appears from studying the text 
of the law that it would apply 
only in Arkansas. 

This is because the law 
pertains only to states having a 
constitutional provision that all 
contracts for a greater annual 
rate of interest than 10 percent 
shall be void. Arkansas is the 
only state with such a provision. 
The Texas Constitution specifies 
in Article 16, Section 11 that the 
legislature shall fix maximum 
interest rates, with the 10 
percent annual limit applying 
only where the legislature is 
silent. Therefore, Texas inter-
est rate ceilings on agricultural 
loans are not affected by the 
new federal law. (Interview 
with Finance Commission of 
Texas, December 11, 1979) 

Farm program costs 
Printed on pages 292-293 is 

the Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service Com-
modity Credit Corporation's 
annual report for the fiscal year 
ending on August 31, 1979. the 
The purpose of this article is to 
provide information to county 
Farm Bureau members as t6 the 
reported cost of agricultural 
programs. There is a similar 
statement for the fiscal year 
ending on August 31. 1978, on 
pages 292 and 293, of Facts For 
You, 1978. 

The reported cost of all the 
programs for the fiscal year 
ending on August 31, 1979, was 
$4,727,975,980 which is 97.69% 
of the $4,840,016,103 reported 
for the fiscal year ending on 
August 31, 1978. These figures 
include storage, handling, 
transportation and sales 
expense. 

Net inventory loss for the 
current fiscal year was 
$333,360,099 including 
$119.096,845 donated commod- 

ities. Losses related to the total 
dairy products inventory opera-
tion at $204,721,332 is by far the 
largest loss of any single 
commodity reported which is 
61.4% of all inventory losses. 
Dried milk product inventory 
handling cost $139,619,563 
accounting for 65% of total 
dairy production inventory loss. 

Total payments made to 
producers in the cotton, feed 
grains, rice, sugar and wheat 
programs for the current fiscal 
year, are 51,928,178,157. 	Of 
this total, feed grains account 
for 48.16% of all payments for 
the current fiscal year at

In summary, the net realized
