C. NEW PUMP STATION IN 
WEST PART OF TOWN

To supply sufficient water 
to the new standpipe, it will 
be necessary to have larger 
pumps to pump from the low 
pressure system to the high 
pressure system. Pumps 
with a total capacity of 750 
GPM should be installed so 
there will be an adequate 
supply to fight a major fire.
D. MAJOR LOOP LINES IN 
SYSTEM

8-inch line connections 
from the 14-inch supply line 
to the elevated storage tanks 
and also an 8-inch line 
between the two tanks are 
proposed. Connections will 
be made between these new 

. lines and all major existing 
lines. This will help maintain 
adequate pressure and 
adequate water supply to the 
system during periods of 
heavy usage and particularly 
at times when large amounts 
of water are needed for fire­
fighting.
E. REPLACING '/j-INCH 
G A L V A N I Z E D  S T E E L  
LINES

There are a number of very 
old steel lines in the system 
which are badly corroded. 
These lines have lost much of 
their original capacity and so 
the supply to many meters is 
severely restricted.

These old lines are a major 
source of trouble and ex­
pense due to leaks which 
develope in them. If these 
lines are replaced, there 
should be a considerable 
savings in maintenance 
costs.

A. Moving and Raising

E m ergency loans availab le
from  F arm ers Hom e 
Adm in.
Emergency loans for far­

mers, ranchers, or aquacul­
ture operators are available 
through county offices of the 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion (FmHA), Harold Sher­
rill, FmHA county supervisor 
said today.

Mr. Sherrill asked that 
those who need farm credit 
as a result of adverse 
weather conditions make 
their needs known at the 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion office at Clarendon.

Applications for assistance 
in the disaster stricken 
county will be accepted by 
Farmers Home until July 20. 
1981, for physical and pro­
duction losses.

FmHA loans covering 
actual physical and poduc- 
tion losses may be used to 
replace installations, equip­
ment, or buildings lost 
through this disaster. Funds 
may be used to buy feed, 
seed, fertilizer, livestock, or 
to meet interest and depre­
ciation payments on current 
real estate and chattel debts. 
Other loans, beyond actual 
losses, can be made for

annual operating expenses or 
to make major adjustments 
in a farming (or ranching or 
aquaculture) operation.

“ Funds can be used for 
essential operating and liv­
ing costs," Mr. Sherrill said.

Loans covering actual los­
ses are made at an interest 
rate of five percent and are 
scheduled for repayment as 
rapidly as feasible consistent 
with the applicant’s reason­
able ability to pay. Loans 
beyond actual losses have 
various maturities, depend­
ing upon the purpose of 
the loan.

To be eligible for an 
emergency loan, an applicant 
must have suffered losses 
from the disaster and be 
unable to get credit from 
other sources.

Emergency loans can be 
used to help the farmer 
restore damaged farm opera­
tions and additional loans 
based upon the emergency 
designation can be used to 
reorganize the farm for 
greater efficiency and better 
production.

Near, But Outside

A boy wandered out to 
help his dad milk in North 
Dakota and died within 
shouting distance of the 
house because of an intense 
blizzard blowing outside. He 
was near the house and the 
bam but died outside of both 
because he could not find his 
way in the storm. The Bible 
guides us to experiences with 
God through Jesus Christ, 
but we can still die without 
hope near, but outside. After 
a scribe had given Jesus 
some good answers about the 
commandments in Mark 12. 
Jesus told him, “ Thou are 
not far from the kingdom of 
God.” Mark 12:34. There are 
circumstances and associa­
tions in life that still bring 
some men closer to the 
Gospel than others. There 
are dispositions of mind and 
attitudes in certain persons 
towards it which make us 
very anxious that they should 
take but one decided step; 
which cause us to wonder 
why. when they are so near, 
they go no farther. They 
speak so discreetly about

religious things and have so 
amiable and reverent a 
spirit, that we feel as if 
Christ wold stili single them 
out. as He did this scribe, 
and say tenderly, regretfuly, 
may we not add hopefully? - 
"Thou art not far from the 
kingdom of God."

The biographer of Horace 
Bushnell tells us that the 
young student for seven 
years failed to find the power 
of Christ. There was nothing 
positively or distinctively 
Christian about him, and 
there was in him a growing 
spirit of doubt and difficulty 
as to religious doctrine; yet 
during all this time of grave 
perplexity and distress he 
was marked by scrupulous 
conscientiousness, stern in­
tegrity. purity, and honour, 
and in the end he became the 
confessor of Christ with the 
power of Christ.

The statement of Jesus to 
the Scribe. “ Thou art not far 
from the kingdom of God" 
indicates a nearness, but 
look at the conclusion about 
it; not FAR - no. but not IN.

D r. & M rs. Smith attend 
meeting in New Orleans

Dr. George Smith, accom­
panied by his wife LeVerne, 
attended the Annual Scienti­
fic Assembly of the American 
Academy of Family Physic­
ians (ASFP) in New Orleans. 
The meeting was held in 
conjunction with the Ninth 
World Conference on Family 
Medicine of WONCA, the 
World Organization of Na­
tional Colleges, Academies 
and Academic Associations 
of General Practioners/Fam­
ily Physicians.

This joint conference, first 
meeting of its kind ever to be 
held in the United States was 
October 6-9 at the Rivergate 
Exhibition Center in New 
Orleans. More than 7,000 
family physicians from 
around the world were ex­
pected to attend this contin­
uing medical education 
meeting.

Dr. Smith, who is a 
member of the Academy, 
heard internationally re­
nowned speakers discuss 
up-to-the-minute health care 
topics. He also had an

opportunity to attend clinical 
seminars on 30 different 
topics and visit some 70 
scientific and 380 technical 
exhibits.

Subjects covered in this 
four-day scientific session 
are of immediate interest to 
family doctors both in their 
everyday practices and in

their continual endeavors to 
keep abreast of the latest 
advances in medicine. This 
year, topics included hyper­
tension, aging, diabetes, 
drug interactions, contracep­
tive counseling, and child­
hood nutrition.

The American Academy of 
Family Physicians, head­

quartered in Kansas City, is 
the nation's second largest 
medical organization. It was 
the pioneer among medical 
organizations in requiring its 
members to take continuing 
medical education, its 48,000 
members must complete 150 
hours of mandatory continu­
ing study every three years.

Foreign U.S. Investment
“ The Wall Street Journal'' 

of August 27, 1980 reported 
that foreign direct invest­
ments in the United States 
climbed 23% in 1979, reach­
ing $52.26 billion, which is 
still below U.S. direct in­
vestments in foreign coun­
tries.

The 1979 foreign direct 
investment increase in the 
United States was a record, 
exceeding the 22.8% rise in 
1978 to $42.47 billion. The 
14.8% spurt in U.S. invest­
ment abroad, to $192.65 
billion, was the largest since 
the 16% rise in 1956, and it 
followed a 12% increase in 
1978 to $167.8 billion.

World Population
The Environmental Fund 

has published a table reveal­
ing the 1980 world popula­
tion estimates. These esti­
mates were prepared by 
Dawn Hill, under the direc­
tion of Robert C. Cooke, 
former president. Population 
Reference Bureau, Washing­
ton. D.C.

The chart reveals that the 
mid-1980 world population 
was 4,471.0 million, com­
pared to a North American

population of 252.4 million. 
The U.S. population on 
the same basis is recorded at 
228.4 million. The 1980 
population figures are de­
rived from "Population and 
Vital Statistics Report", Ser­
ies A. Volume XXII, No. 1, 
January 1980, United Na­
tions, New York.

The world birth rate per 
1.000 is 30, compared to a 
death rate of 12 per 1,000. 
The North American birth 
rate is 15 per 1,000 compared 
to a death rate of 8 per 1,000. 
The U.S. birth rate is 15.4 
per 1,000 and the death rate 
is 8.5 per 1.000.

Birthdate off Texas Patriot 
m arked b y  release off book

Among those active in the 
struggle for Texas indepen­
dence was Mexican-born 
Lorenzo de Zavala, a signer 
of the Texas Declaration of 
Independence and provi­
sional vice-president of the 
Republic of Texas from 
March to October 1836.

Born October 3, 1788, in 
Yucatan, Zavala was a liberal 
and staunch advocate of 
democracy. He served in the 
National Congress of Mexico 
and as governor of the State 
of Mexico during the 1820s 
but was forced to flee his 
native land in 1830 because 
of the unfriendly political 
situation. Zavala recorded 
his experiences during the 
next year or so, when he 
traveled through much of the 
eastern United States, in 
“ Journey to the United 
States of North America,” 
which he wrote in Spanish to 
inform his fellow Mexicans 
about the customs, develop­
ment, and political philoso­
phy of the United States.

The first published Eng­
lish translation of Zavala's 
“ Journey” has recently been 
released by Shoal Creek 
Publishers of Austin. The 
translation by Dr. Wallace 
Woolsey, former chairman of 
the Department of Foreign 
Languages at Texas Wo­
man’s University, gives a 
fascinating glimpse of the 
United States and its people 
in the early 19th century.

In “ Journey,” Zavala des­
cribed and commented on a 
wide range of topics--com- 
merce, politics, religious ac­
tivities, public education, 
factory life, and slavery, 
which he considered abhor­
rent and an anomaly in a 
country professing democra­
tic principles. In true trave­
logue fashion, Zavala also 
described the places he 
visited, the quality of the 
inns where he stayed, and 
the habits and character of 
the people he met.

After returning to Mexico 
in 1832, Zavala served briefly 
as minister to France. Soon 
realizing that Santa Anna 
was a dictator, Zavala re­

signed his position and 
returned to the United 
States. He arrived in Texas 
in July 1835 and quickly 
joined in the events leading 
to Texas independence. Al­
though Zavala’s role in Texas 
history was cut short by his 
early death from pneumonia 
in November 1836, his name 
is still found on Texas maps 
(Zavala County and the town 
of Zavala in Angelina Coun­
ty) and on the facade of the 
State Archives and Library 
Building in Austin, which 
was renamed in his honor in 
1973.

“ Journey to the United 
States of North America” 
was first published in Paris 
in 1834 and has long been out 
of print. Dr. Woolsey’s 
translation includes a bio­
graphical sketch of Zavala, 
an index, and a series of 
Currier and Ives prints 
illustrating some of the 
places Zavala mentions in 
the book.

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Commission has 
approved season dates and 
bag limits for the state's 
1980-81 waterfowl hunting 
seasons.

Hunters will notice very 
few changes in the regula­
tions from the previous year. 
No changes were made in the 
point values assigned to the 
various duck species in the 
100 point system of daily bag 
limits except for a removal of 
the fulvous (whistling) duck 
from legal status. No chang­
es were made in bag limits 
for sandhill cranes, snipe or 
woodcock.

The High Plains Mallard 
Management Unit duck sea­
son is October 28. through 
January 18, from Vt hour 
before sunrise to sunset. The 
unit is roughly the western 
one third of the state. .

The duck daily bag limit is 
one to 10 in the aggregate, 
the specific daily limit de­
pending on the sexes and 
species taken as determined 
bv the following 100 point

system. Canvalbacks are 100 
points. Hen mallards. Mexi 
can-like ducks, mottled 
ducks, wood ducks, hooded 
mergansers and redheads 
are 70 points each. Blue- 
winged teal, cinnamon teal, 
pintail, gadwalls, scaups, 
shovelcr, wigeon, and mer­
gansers (except hooded) are 
10 points. All other species 
and sexes of ducks are 20 
points statewide. The daily 
bag limit will be reached 
when te point value of the 
last bird taken, when added 
to the total point value of all 
other birds taken, reaches or 
exceeds 100 points. Posses­
sion limit is the maximum 
number of ducks that could 
have been taken legally in 
two days. ,

The daily bag limit on 
coots is 15, and possession 
limit is 30.

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON TH E BA LLO T
House Joint Resolution

121 proposes a constitu­
tional amendment that 
would authorize counties 
with a population of 5000 
or less to construct and 
maintain private roads if 
they impose a reasonable 
ch arg e  for the work. The 
Legislature by general 
law may limit this au­
thority. Revenue received 
from private road work 
may he used only for the 
construction, including 
right-of-way acquisition, 
or maintenance of public 
roads.

“The constitutional 
amendment authorizing 
counties with a popula­
tion of 5000 or less to 
perform private road 
work.”

devise or descent. Persons 
about to marry and 
spouses, without the in­
tent to defraud pre-exist, 
ing creditors, may by 
written instrument from 
time to time partition be­
tween themselves all or 
part of their property. 
Spouses may exchange a 
community interest in 
property owned or to be 
acquired for a community 
interest in other commu­
nity property. The amend­
ment would allow spouses 
to agree in writing that 
income or property aris­
ing from any separate 
property is to he separate 
property rather than as 
community property as it 
would be in the absence 
of an agreement. The 
amendment proposes that 
a gift from one spouse to 
another is presumed to in­
clude all income or prop­
erty deriving from such 
gift.

Sm oking is the m ajor  

cause o f em physem a
For years, researeners 

have known that smoking is 
the major cause of emphy­
sema. Now they are begin­
ning to find out why.

According to the American 
Lung Association of Texas, 
the lungs function normally if 
there is a vital balance 
between two substances-- 
two enzymes.

One enzyme called elas- 
tase actually digests the 
rubbery fibers that make the 
tiny air sacs in the lungs 
elastic. The other enzyme 
exhibits the first so that it 
doesn't get out of control and 
severely damage the fibers.

Among emphysema vic­
tims, a very small fraction 
inherit the disease and 
develop emphysema even if 
they do not smoke. Most 
emphysema patients, how­
ever, have smoked heavily 
for many years. But those 
who inherit the disease have 
a deficiency of the second 
enzyme. As a result the 
uninhibited elastase enzyme 
devours the tissues of the air 
sacs. The air sacs cannot 
exchange oxygen and carbon 
dioxide properly. The em­
physema patient must strug­
gle to breathe 20 to 25 times 
a minute instead of the 
normal IS. In its advanced 
stages the disease is agoniz- 
ing.

In "sm oker’s ”  emphy­
sema, the problem is more 
complicated, according to 
new research from the Na­
tional Institutes of Health. 
By comparing lung fluid from 
heavy smokers with fluid 
from nonsmokers, investiga­
tors found that the second- 
the inhibiting-enzyme was 
present; but it was not doing 
its job. A chemical in smoke 
called an oxidant apparently 
turns off the second enzyme.

“ Every individual who 
smokes shows some signs of 
em physem a,”  says Oscar 
Auerbach, M.D., who re­
cently was awarded the 
Trudeau Medal from the 
American Lung Association 
for his years of study that 
documented the correlation 
between the amount of lung 
damage and the amount of 
smoking.

Question: “Are all tumors
found in the prostate can­
cerous?”
ANSWERIina: No. The most 
common tumors found in the 
prostate gland are benign. 
For example, more than SO 
percent of men in the U.S. 
over the age of SO years have 
some degree of benign pros­
tatic hypertrophy which 
causes enlargement, and can 
cause obstructions which can 
interfere with urination. This 
condition is not cancerous.

Question: “Do non-smokers 
get lung cancer and if so, 
why?”
ANSWERIina: Although ap­
proximately 80 percent of 
the 112,000 cases of lung can­
cer that will be diagnosed this 
year will be related to ciga­
rette-smoking, nonsmokers 
will develop this disease as 
well. Lung cancer cause has 
been associated with occupa­
tional hazards. For examples, 
miners exposed to radioac­
tivity, and workers exposed 
to hot gases from tar, dust, 
and gas generators, and those 
exposed to asbestos, chro­
mates and nickle.are at higher 
than normal risk of develop­
ing lung cancer. Also, if a 
person who faces this kind of 
occupational hazard is a ciga­
rette smoker, the lung cancer 
risk increases above the lung 
cancer risk of a co-worker 
who does not smoke.

Question: “Can wearing den­
tures cause cancer?” 
ANSWERIina: Although sci­
entists do not yet know what 
causes oral cancer, they have 
identified many factors that 
contribute to its develop­
ment. Among them are poor 
oral hygiene and chronic irri­
tation such as that caused by 
jagged teeth, projecting fill­
ings and ill-fitting dentures. 
If you experience discomfort 
in weanng dentures, you 
should ask your dentist to de­
termine the cause and to do 
a thorough examination of 
your mouth.

Question: “ If a woman has 
breasts of different sizes -  
one larger than the other or 
differently shaped -  is she 
likely to get breast cancer?" 
ANSWERIina: It is not un­
usual or dangerous for breasts 
to be of different sizes. If, 
however, something seems 
changed about the size or 
shape of one or both breasts, 
it is important to check with 
a physician because of the 
possibility of breast cancer. 
This is why a careful monthly 
look and personal examina­
tion of one's breast is so im­
portant to detect something 
that may not have been pre­
sent a short while earlier. 
Free information about 
breast self-examination is 
available from the local Am­
erican Cancer Society Unit. 
Breast self-examination only 
requires a few minutes each 
month and can do a great 
deal towards safeguarding a 
woman’s health.

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Early college
football in the Texas 
Panhandle

Although the dean of the 
West Texas State University 
College of Education has 
discovered the difficulty of 
comparing today’s game of 
football to early attempts, he 
has found interesting facts 
about early college football in 
the Texas Panhandle.

In a study titled, "College 
Football in the Panhandle 
During the Early 1900s,” Dr. 
Fred Stoker found that at 
least six colleges established 
before the opening of WTSU 
in 1910 organized football 
teams.

The colleges, which actual­
ly provided instruction be­
ginning at kindergarten 
through junior college levels, 
were located at Clarendon, 
Goodnight, Canadian, Here­
ford and Plainview.

Stoker has studied the 
history of defunct colleges in 
Northwest Texas for the past 
several years and uncovered 
the facts about early college 
athletics.

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Football was played by 
students at Hereford Col­
lege, Clarendon College and 
Seth Ward and Wayland 
College at Plainview, Stoker 
said.

Football teams in the early 
years were composed of 
am ateur players and no 
school money was received 
by the team s. Students 
played in uniforms, which 
were often overalls, they 
could provide for them ­

selves.
Style of play was quite 

different, also.
"The forward pass was 

seldom used in this era. The 
most typical plays were the 
drop-kicked field goal and 
the quarterback run with 
everyone else pushing,*’ 
wrote Stoker. ‘‘A more 
dangerous, and soon outlaw­
ed, strategy was for three or 
four hefty players to hurl the 
quarterback over the oppos­
ing line. As can be imagined, 
this play was somewhat hard 
on quarterbacks.”

College teams often played 
high school teams and team 
travel was “by any means 
available’’. Coaches were 
volunteer faculty members 
who enjoyed the game.

Stoker ended his history of 
early Panhandle college 
football with, "Perhaps the 
early football programs were 
not as pure as they seem 
from this perspective, but 
many educators wish there 
could be a return to the

amateur program when stu­
dents who attended the 
college for scholastic reasons 
played, coaches were few, 
and college money was not 
apent to entertain specta­
tors.”

get burned
State Comptroller Bob 

Bullock warned that Texas 
smokers who try to stretch 
their tobacco dollars by 
purchasing mail order cigar­
ettes may end up getting 
burned.

Bullock said advertise­
ments have appeared in 
Texas recently offering mail 
order cigarettes and that the 
tobacco products do not carry 
the state's tax stamp.

"Cigarette bargains can 
go up in smoke quicker than 
a cheap cigar in a hurricane if 
the tobacco taxes aren’t 
paid,” Bullock said.

He said purchasers are 
required to pav hie 
SI.85 a carton on cigarettes 
they order from out-of-state 
and may be liable for a $1.85 
a carton penalty if the tax is 
not immediately reported.

Two firms have been 
advertising cigarettes for 
$4.75 a carton, but that price 
does not include the $ 1.85a 
carton tax, he said.

Federal law requires out- 
of-state firms to provide the 
Comptroller’s office with a 
list of Texas residents who 
purchase cigarettes outside 
the state.

State law makes posses­
sion of more than 10,000 
untaxed cigarettes--50 car- 
tons-a felony.

AN INTERESTING COMBINATION

Antacids are used to relieve indigestion, 
help reduce pain and, hopefully, promote 
healing of gastrointestinal ulcers.

Many antacids contain the basic salts of 
metals that are not absorbed well into the 
blood stream. When these basic salts 
combine with stomach acid, the acid is 
neutralized.

Two of the more common metal salts found 
in liquid and tablet antacids are aluminum 
hydroxide and magnesium hydroxide. When 
either of these materials are used alone as an 
antacid, problems may occur.

Aluminum salts (in this case aluminum 
hydroxide) tend to be constipating. This may 
be due to the effect of aluminum as an 
astringent on the lining of the intestine.

Magnesium salts, on the other hand, tend 
to have laxative effect. Magnesium hydrox­
ide in suspension by itself is known as milk of 
magnesia. When an appropriate amount of 
this suspension is taken, a laxative effect 
occurs.

By combining aluminum hydroxide and 
magnesium hydroxide in one preparation, 
the constipating effect of the aluminum is 
cancelled by the magnesium hydroxide 
present. The laxative effect of the magne­
sium hydroxide is altered by the aluminum 
salt that is present.

The result? An interesting combination is 
produced that, hopefully, will produce 
neither constipation or loose stools.

majoring in drama he enters 
the acting world probably to 
prepare himself to campaign 
for the Presidency. Once a 
Democrat he sees the light of 
conservatism along with the 
accumulation of his wealth. 
Today Reagan is running 
neck and neck in a race for 
the Presidency but what 
exactly are his issue posi­
tions?

Reagan will not as of yet 
comment on what he would 
do to Social Security. A man 
who uses the word “ vacilla­
tion" in campaign speeches 
has become somewhat hypo­
critical. For example his 
flip-flops on his China-Tia- 
wan position, his vowing of 
no change in the present 
farm policy with price sup­
port. his endorsing of the 
federal bailout of Chrysler 
and of New York City all of 
which he strongly criticized 
earlier this year. Reagan 
wants to cut taxes but how? 
...By $13 a month for those 
making around $15,000 and 
by $1,200 a month for those 
making around $200,000.

What would Reagan have 
done to counter the Soviet 
invasion of Afghanistan? 
Instead of economic sanc­
tions, boycotts, etc. he would 
have put a naval blockade 
around a country (Cuba) 
10,000 miles away from 
Afghanistan. To counter the 
wheat boycott the admini­
stration worked out agree­
ments with China, Mexico, 
Japan, and other countries to 
increase domestic wheat ex­
ports. Also latest ecomonic 
figures show farm prices 
rising faster than inflation. In 
his efforts to support the 
agricultural sector of our 
economy the President a- 
mong other things worked 
for changes in federal estate 
tax law to recognize the 
contribution a farm wife 
makes to the running of a 
farm or ranch. Farm women 
may now exclude up to half 
the value of the farm from 
the estate of a deceased 
spouse. Let me highlight 
more of the “ Reagan Doc­
trine.”

Reagan believes "Air Pol­
lution is under control". Tell 
that to a resident of urban 
Los Angeles or New York 
City. He wants to abolish 
OSHA which sets safety 
standards and working con­
ditions in industry. Reagan 
feels that industry will volun­
tarily comply with safety 
regulations. Maybe he 
should look into the history of 
voluntary compliance of in­
dustry. Reagan wants a 
constitutional amendment 
banning abortion yet he says 
he he wants government out

.'f people's lives. I believe 
this is a decision for a woman 
to take up with her pastor, 
family, or decide herself not 
a decision imposed on her by 
the Constitution. The Consti­
tution was written and 
amended to protect freedoms 
such as religion, speech, 
individual choice, equality, 
etc. Yet on an important 
amendment, ratified in Tex­
as. of equal rights for women 
Reagan opposes. Women 
who want equality deserve it 
and deserve Constitutional 
protection. President Carter 
strongly supports ERA.

Worldwide there is much 
instability especially in the 
developing countries. Rea­
gan wants military superio­
rity and abandons Salt II 
which translates to an escala­
ted arms race with the 
Soveit Union achieving only a 
costly rough parity with 
increased nuclear threat. 
Reagan promises simple, 
attractive but unrealistic 
solutions to economic prob­
lems all without sacrifice and 
with a balanced budget.

Witht he times and Rea­
gan's lack of foreign policy 
experience, his "Big stick 
tough-kid-on-the-block 
theory” could very well have 
disastrous results. If Reagan 
did not want the label of a 
militant why over the years 
has he consistently advoca­
ted U.S. military involve­
ment on behalf of many 
causes, often quite trivial 
ones. Reagan says his “ Big 
Stick" policies will stabilize 
the world and bring assur­
ance of peace. So that is why 
our military superiority pre­
vented a Korean or Vietnam 
War! Reagan’s rationale his­
torically just does not hold 
water. This issue particularly 
interests me because I re­
cently registered for the draft 
and 1 will only fight for a true 
cause and not for a reaction­
ary man. I want a steady and 
reliable man in the oval 
office. One who understands 
the complex issues of the 
times, rather than one who 
so passionately longs for 
1950.

Things to look for if 
Reagan should win: Because 
of the slow and awkward 
transition phase when shift­
ing Presidents many experts 
fear the Soviet Union would 
move into Poland to put 
down the trade union move­
ment. Reagans first foreign 
policy and military decision 
and with his inexperience I 
gag at the thought!

Qvail bag limits 
reduced in mest 
counties

Quail hunters in Texas will 
have lower daily bag limits 
this fall than the previous 
year in most counties.

The TP Sc WD Commis­
sioners meeting in Austin in 
September responded to 
quail census data which 
showed reduced populations 
by setting somewhat lower 
bag and possession limits.

Drought conditions during 
the nesting season severely 
hampered quail reproduction 
over most of the state, 
reducing populations from 
the high levels of 1979.

Most of the state will have 
a 12-quail-per-day limit, with 
a possession limit of 36. Last 
year, high populations al­
lowed the commission to set 
a daily limit of 20 in some 
counties. This fall, no county 
will have such a liberal limit.

.The daily bag limit will 
remain at 16, with possession 
of 48, in the counties of the 
immediate area.

The quail hunting season 
dates vary by county. Con­
sult the departments Guide 
to 1980-81 Hunting and Sport 
Fishing Regulations booklet 
available at hunting license 
outlets across the state, to 
determine specific dates. Or 
contact Gary Hunt at 874- 
2631 or Dave Dvorak at 
874-3789.
