OPA's recent action making five
important changes in the rationing
program was taken overnight be-
cause present supplies, according
to the supply agencies, will permit
use of currently-valid stamps
only, Howard R. Gholsan, District
Director of the Office of Price Ad-
ministration announced today.

Explaining the move which in-
validated certain stamps, Gholson

In order to clarify the existing
situation in regard to the cancel-
lation of some stamps and the re-
turn of five processed foods to the
rationing list, we will give you the
information as received by the lo-
cal War Price & Rationing Board.

The sugar stamps 30, 31, 32, 33
and 40 and all outstanding home
canning sugar certificates were in-
validated Tuesday, December 26.
Sugar stamp 34 is now good and
no definite information has been
received as to its expiration date.

In Book 4, red stamps A8 thru
Z8 and A5 through P5 are in-
validated. Butter advanced from
20 to 24 points per pound. Red
ration tokens will continue to be
good for meats, fats, cheese and

to give them as change
10-point stamps.

Also in Book 4, blue stamps A8
through Z8 and A5 through W5
were cancelled. You are asked by
the OPA to destroy all food ration
stamps that became invalid. This
request is made in order to pre-
vent voided stamps from being
used in food purchases either
through accident or design, in vio-
lation of OPA rules..

Down To Earth

In considéring problems of
postwar planning, the following
statement from the Business Bul-
letin of the Cleveland Trust Com-
pany again illustrates the stale-
mate that oecurs when a nation
seeks to divide its allegiance be-
tween capitalism and socialism:

“Postwar planning is assuming
a progressively more uniform pat-
tern as it is being discussed in
Washington, and in magazine ar-
ticies and newspaper editorials
throughout the country. We seem
to have pretty generally accepted
the illusory idea that the purpose
of postwar planning is to preserve
wartime economic conditions after
peace has returned. We want to
retain, or even to increase, war-
time wage rates, but we wish to
hold prices down to wartime lev-
els, or to decrease them some-
what. We want the wartime kind
of full employment, with good
jobs for all the demobilized muni-
tions makers and returned ser-
vicemen, but with full liberty for
everyone to choose the job he
would like to have,

“To do all this we must have
wartime levels of national income,
but we want the flow of funds to
originate with private enterprise,
and not come from the Federal
Treasury. We want the transition
from full wartime production to
full civilian output to be brief and
uncomplicated. Now most of the
postwar planning that produces
these ideas represents sheer wish
ful thinking. The truth is that the
decrease in the flow of funds from

the public treasury which will
promptly rzsuit from the termi-
nations and cutbacks of munitions
com'racts following the defeat of
Gern.any will be about the same
as the shrinkage in the national
income which tock place from the
peak of prosperity in 1929 to the
bottom of the depression in 1932,

“At best the transition will be
difficult and complicated because
the changes which we are about
to make in our ecomomy will be of
huge proportions. It will be ren-
dered doubly difficult if our plan-
neis in Washington carry out the
plans they have recently been an-
nouncing in the public  prints,
They have decided that price ceil-
ings should be maintained during
the period of reconversion, and
that new ceilings should be estab-
lished for articles that have been
out of production,

“Continuing controls over in-
stallment buying are advocated.
Commodity cartels are contem-
plated by those who are making
plans for postwar international
trade. Controls over the produc-
tion of materials are being pro-
moted. Reconversion will be a
slow and sorry process if these
ideas prevail. No one will produce
at capacity while knowing that his
enterprise may any day be wreck-
ed by a new directive from Wash-
ington. Our planners are rapidly
impairing our reconversion in-
centives.”

He was 1st
Lt. William A. Day of Lometa,
former principal at Rochelle High
School. Hit by shrapnel on June
17, Lt. Day received his decora-
tion with 371 other Marines and
now has returned to duty.

Sad messages came in clusters
last week to Engin relatives of
fighting Texans who made the
supreme sacrifice. To the Gold
Star list were added: Sgt. William
H. Allen, Jr., officially reported to
be dead after being missing in ac-
tion since June 12; 1st Lt. Sidney
J. Cochran and Pvt. Donald E.
Schwarz, both killed in the Euro-
pean theater Nov. 21, and Cpl
John P. Fleming, killed in Ger-
many Nov. 29.

Cpl. Fleming was the second
son of County Commissioner and
Mrs. Hardy Fieming to die in
World War II. Last August they
received the Purple Heart award-
ed posthumously to their son Roy
James Fleming, seaman second
class, USNR, who had been miss-
ing since Nov. 3, 1942, His ship
was torpedoed and sunk by a Jap
submarine off the coast of South
Africa.

Texas sports followers this
week mourned the death of one
of their greatest gridiron heroes—
Capt. Joe Routt of Chapel Hill, all
American guard at Texas A&M in
1936 and 1937. Capt. Rouit was
killed while leading his infantry

QUARTER-MILLION
PLACEMENTS MADE

More than a quarter of a million
placements of farm labor were
made in Texas during the first
eight months of this year by coun-
ty agricultural agents of the A&M
College Extension Service, a re-

port of Extension's state farm
labor office shows. The workers

placed have been prisoners of war,
town and city youth, local men
and women many of whom were
inexperienced in agriculture, men
in military service, and migrants,

The report shows that of the
254,018 placements, 61948 were
placements of youth, and more
than 90 per cent of these boys and
girls were town or city residents,
according to CMHohn, state farm
labor supervisor.

During the first seven months of
the year 4,000 prisoners of war
were utilized in clearing brush,
cutting cordwood, building fences,
hoeing cotton and corn, baling
hay ,and in harvesting vegetables
and grain crops, A large portion

of Texas' allotment of war pri-
soners has been assigned to the
rice growing area where they are
assisting with the harvest. To
house these, growers in 1944 have
invested $100,000 in four camps
and an additional $15,000 on fa-
cilities for four -mobile-type
camps. After the war these camp
facilities can be used either as
warehouses or for housing civil-
ian migratory workers, the grow-
ers believe.

In addition to contributing
these funds, 50 communities in all
sections of the state have raised
funds for setting up camping and
sanitary facilities for migrant
workers. Hohn pays particular
tribute to 1450 volunteer leaders
over the state who have aided in
the program. Despite the pressure
of their own business farm lead-
ers have contributed 5,638 man-
days to help assure a fair labor
supply for all.

Besides placing workers, the
Extension Service has assisted in
orderly routing of combines,
trucks, tractors, and drivers to the
grain and grain sorghum harvest
fields.

Destroy Left-Oyer
Preocrnptnotu

There are many persons who
naturaolly hoard anything and
everything including old clothes,
boxes and other useless‘articles.
some of which constitute no great-
er danger than a possible fire
hazard, but a very real danger is
present when this tendency is ap-
plied to hoarding old medicine in
any form,

Most medicine finds itself into
the home through a doctor’s pre-
scribing it for some specific ill-
ness. For the sake of safety, left-
over medicines should be destroy-
ed immediately when they have
fulfilled their purpose and never
be stored in the medicine cabinet
for future unprescribed use in
case of another illness, according
to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health
Officer.

“Self-medication with the use of
left-over drugs which were of
great benefit to some previous ill-
ness can sometimes turn a simple
ailment into a very serious condi-
tion of actual poisoning,” Dr. Cox
said. “This is particularly true of
the indiscriminate use of sulfa
drugs which have been prescribed
for some previous specific condi-

| tion.”

Retaining in the medicine cabi-
net old left-over drugs can often
bring about unnecessary traged-
ies. About three years ago one
two-year-old youngster in this
state, attracted by all of the bright
bottles and colored medicines he
found in a bathroom medicine
closet, swallowed some pills
which had been used for an adult
heart condition and died within
less than two hours' time.

“It is wise to use medicines as
indicated for the illness for which
they are prescribed by your doc-
tor, and when they are no longer
needed destroy the remaining
medicine immediately,” Dr. Cox
said. “Even if you expect a return
of the same condition at some
future date, it would be better to
obtain new medicine if the con-
dition recurs than to retain this
old medicine in the cabinet and
subject the members of your fam-
ily to the danger of using it un-
wisely.”

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Many families of prisoners of
war have eagerly scanned the pic-
tures in the Prisoner of War Bul-
letin to see if they might locate
“their boy”—and doubtless many
of them have because many of \he
pictures are quite clear; groups of
men engaged in various activities
such as bands, mathematics class-
es and such.

All military personnel who have
been prisoners of war for as much
as sixty days, or whose condition
requires it, will be returned to the
U. S. as soon as possible after be-
ing freed. They will be given pri-
ority over all except sick or
wounded.

A recent example of this policy
was the return of 1015 American
airmen who had been interned in
Rumania and were freed when
that country surrendered. In a lit-
tle more than a month they were
back in New York, ready to start
home. Similar arrangements were
made for Bulgarian prisoners.
Several exchanges of sick or
wounded prisoners have been ac-
complished.

The General Secretary of the
World's Committee of the Y.M.
C.A. reports on the morale of
American prisoners in Germany
that on the whole the morale is
high. After the first few weeks of
despair and shock, he says the
average American, under the
splendid leadership of American
captive officers and enlisted men
who serve as cal'ﬁp spokesmen, be-
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gins to dig in and take part in the

@ | activities of the camp. He finds

that Red Cross parcels of food,
comforts, and clothing are on
hand. Each day is filled with pur-
poseful activities—classes under
capable leaders, well organized
sports programs, and constantly
growing libraries, )

In the words of Father Brock,
an American Chaplain, “Not for
an instant have we forgotten that
our duty to our God and our
country still binds wus. Though
captives and restrained, we are
still active and free. Poor and
needy, we are rich as Americans
in Christ Jesus.”
