Carter extends
emergency loan

program

President Carter has signed
legislation extending the Far-
mers Home Administration
Economic Emergency Loan Pro-
gram until September 30, 1981.
The program was due to expire
on May 1S this year.

W.H. Pieratt, Farmers Home
Administration Texas State Di-
rector said, ‘‘President Carter’s
action will enable us to continue
the Economic Emergency (EE)
program. Not only through the
remainder of this year but
through the next Fiscal Year as
well. Although the EE program
was not due to end until May 1S,
we were just about out of funds
when the President signed the
bill on March 30"".

The EE program provides
direct or guaranteed loans to
farmers and ranchers who suffer
economic hardship because of
area or national economic con-
ditions beyond their control.
FmHA provided $115 million in
economic emergency assistance
to Texas farmers last year.

Pieratt said the new law
immediately increases the ceil-
ing on outstanding principal for
EE loans nationwide from $4
billion to $6 billion. FmHA has
already obligated the $4 billion
authorized under the Agricul-
ture Credit Act of 1978. The
additional $2 billion will be
allocated to the states, about
half of it for use this year.

The new law requires that
stronger ‘‘credit elsewhere’’
criteria be enforced before an
EE loan can be approved. Any
application for an insured loan
of $300,000 or more must be
accompanied by letters from at
least two private lenders ex-
plaining why they turned down
the request for a loan. FmHA
expects to issue the strength-
ened regulations within 30 to 60
days.

The new law also requires the
Secretary of Agriculture to
conduct a comprehensive study
of the EE loan program and to
recommend to Congress by
March 31, 1981, whether or not
the program should be extended
beyond the September 30, 1981,
expiration date.

New Tax

available

Pauline Leggitt and Mary
Neeley, tax assessor/collectors
for the Hedley Consolidated
Independent School District,
today announced the availability
of a new 12-page pamphlet
which may help district resi-
dents save on their property
taxes.

The pamphlet explains how
the property tax system in Texas
operates, and highlights possi-
ble tax savings available to
citizens.

The publication was deve-
loped by the State Property Tax
Board in accordance with the
provisions of Senate Bill 621,
passed by the Texas Legislature
in 1979.

It is to be noted that
homeowners are eligible for a
$5,000 school homestead
exemption, and that certain
disabled persons and those aged
65 or older may qualify for
additional exemptions from the
value of their property.

Also, farmers and ranchers
have the option of having their
agricultural land taxed at its
productive rather than market
value.

To qualify for exemptions and
productivity valuation, however,
applications must be made to
the school tax office before the
districts rendition period ends
on April 30, 1980.

District residents are encour-
aged to review the pamphlet
and make application for all tax
relief to which they are entitled
before the rendition period
ends.

The pamphlet and applica-
tions for exemptions are avail-
able in the Hedley School Tax
Office, located at the School
Building, Hedley, Texas.

Gooch says the simplest
method is to remove old cocoons
hanging frem tree limbs. He
also advises burning or deposit-
ing them with trash to be hauled
away. If cocoons are dropped on
the ground, reinfestation may
occur.

This method of control can
best be understood by looking at
the life cycle of the bagworm,
says Gooch. During the winter
the cocoon contains only eggs.
In the spring, each larva
(caterpillar) crawls from the old
cocoon and spins its own. It
never leaves its cocoon, so it is
relatively safe from predation by
birds.

As the larva matures, its food
supply declines. Upon reaching
adulthood, the larva seals the
cocoon to form a pupal stage
and transforms into an adult
moth. The female moth is
wingless and does not leave her
cocoon. The male is winged and
