US Census 
launching 
rural count

Hand Delivery o f Census 
Questionnaire launches in rural
Texas

Many rural Texans w ill begin 
receiving their 2010 Census forms 
this week as trained Census work­
ers begin the hand-delivery o f a 
m illion questionnaires to house­
holds without numbered street 
addresses and to those in other 
areas, such as the coastal areas 
ravaged by hurricanes and the 
colonias along the Texas-Mexico 
border.

Census workers hit the coun­
try roads starting March 1 to begin 
the first major operation o f the 
2010 Census: the enumeration 
o f an estimated 25 m illion rural 
residents across the country and 
almost 4 m illion in Texas. The 
operation runs through the month 
o f March and marks the beginning 
o f the 2010 Census questionnaire 
delivery. Although it w ill cover 
almost two-thirds of the geogra­
phy o f Texas, almost 90 percent o f 
Texas’ 8.2 m illion households w ill 
likely receive the Census question­
naire by mail, the least expensive 
mode o f delivery, around the third 
week in March.

“ We’re going to bring it 
right to your door,”  said Gabriel 
Sanchez, Dallas Regional Census 
Director. “ It w ill either come in 
the mail or we are going to take 
the extra step o f delivering it in 
person.”

In Texas, the so-called update 
enumeration w ill involve mobiliz­
ing perhaps 6,000 enumerators 
and support staff to cover the four- 
week operation. They w ill deliver 
questionnaires to more than 1 m il­
lion Texas households.

Census Day is April 1, the 
day that the law requires you to 
be counted at the address where 
to live and sleep most o f the time. 
The Census is mandated by the 
U.S. Constitution.
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America needs 
young crop of 
entrepreneurs

Compared to prior recessions, something is defi­
nitely different this time. I f  you’ve lost your job, it is 
harder than ever to replace it.

The New York Times reports that 6.3 m illion 
Americans have been unemployed for six months or 
longer, more than double the next-worst period, in the 
early 1980s.

Tighter credit, outsourcing, globalization, and 
productivity-enhancing technologies have played a 
role— and each is here to stay. As a result, many older 
employees are delaying retirement, making it increas­
ingly d ifficu lt for recent graduates to enter the work­
force.

Voices across the political spectrum agree that 
America desperately needs private sector job growth, 
and many are calling for change. In a recent USA Today 
editorial, Robert Kiyosaki, the best-selling author o f 
Rich Dad Poor Dad, calls for two different public- 
school programs: one for employees and one for entre­
preneurs.

Mr. Kiyosaki writes, “ I f  I were running America’s 
school system, I would create the U.S. Business Acad­
emy for Entrepreneurs, modeled after our federal m ili­
tary academies. Admissions would be via congressional 
appointment along with nominations from community 
business leaders.”

He envisions a U.S. Academy for Entrepreneurs 
that would produce leaders focused on sustainable jobs 
and responsible growth. Finally, Mr. Kiyosaki says that 
his academy could boost results by having “ only real 
entrepreneurs as teachers.”

In my opinion, Mr. Kiyosaki identifies the root 
problem o f America’s job  malaise— the need to pro­
duce more entrepreneurs. However, I depart from his 
solution to create more government-run education pro­
grams, regardless o f how selective or expertly staffed.

As one tasked with educating future entrepre­
neurs, I would argue that the state o f entrepreneurial 
education has never been more vibrant. Three decades 
ago, only a handful o f colleges offered courses in entre­
preneurship. Through the pioneering work o f scholars 
such as Babson’s Dr. Jeffry Timmons and the advocacy 
o f the Kauffman Foundation and others, the field has 
subsequently flourished.

Today, over 2,000 academic institutions offer at 
least one course in entrepreneurship compared with just 
16 in 1970. Five hundred colleges and universities cur­
rently grant an entrepreneurship degree, up from 175 in 
1990. And 200 university-based entrepreneurship cen­
ters collaborate as members o f The Global Consortium 
o f Entrepreneurship Centers (GCEC).

As for the notion that the discipline lacks the 
perspective o f “ real”  entrepreneurs, there has been a 
concerted effort by top entrepreneurship programs to 
recruit current or recent entrepreneurs as classroom 
instructors. Perhaps more than in any department on 
campuses across America, academic administrations 
are increasingly receptive to the integration o f practi­
tioners.

I am not suggesting that entrepreneurship edu­
cation cannot be improved. For example, we need a 
greatly expanded dialogue about ethics, a stronger com­
mitment to service learning, and much more emphasis 
on how to actually build things.

But America’s aspiring entrepreneurs have more 
educational choices and more intellectual capital 
resources than at any point in the nation’s history. So 
where is the bottleneck in entrepreneurial dynamism? 
In a word: incentives.

Much like the Great Depression, the current reces­
sion has left an imprint on many young people. They 
have seen their parents struggle w ith mortgage debt, 
and classmates flounder in their job searches. I t ’s no 
wonder that students are increasingly drawn to “ safe”  
endeavors.

In the current environment, that most often cor­
responds to government or government-backed jobs. 
According to The Wall Street Journal, federal agencies 
have been hiring at a pace not seen since the end o f the 
Cold War.

However, the nation’s entrepreneurial framework 
requires more creative and lasting solutions— and soon. 
That’s because America’s demographics demand a 
bumper crop o f young entrepreneurs.

Nearly one in three American workers w ill be over 
the age o f 50 by 2012. The “ baby boomers,”  those bom 
between 1946 and 1965, started small businesses in 
record numbers during the 1970s and ‘80s.

Just as with the massively overbuilt stock o f 
residential housing, supply-demand imbalances often 
create severe economic shocks. During the next 20 
years, the outcome o f the so-called “ silver tsunami”  
w ill be, in part, determined by boomers finding w illing  
buyers for their small business ventures to fund their 
retirement needs.

However, current and aspiring entrepreneurs 
repeat a consistent refrain. They want government to 
control its spending for the sake o f long-term inter­
est rate stability. They don’t want to feel like they are 
on the outside looking in on a state capitalism “ green 
zone.”  And the entrepreneurial class seeks re lie f from 
the burdens o f state licensing and regulatory depart­
ments.

Entrepreneurs also crave a better business climate 
with reduced payroll taxes, tax credits for research and 
development, and more manageable workers’ compen­
sation and healthcare costs. Many are attracted to states 
with low or no income and capital-gains taxes.

Finally, we need to help entrepreneurs attract seed 
capital and make it easier to get new business loans 
without personal guarantees, allowing them to retain 
larger equity stakes.

There w ill be no meaningful job growth beyond 
the administrative state without a national embrace o f 
those entrepreneurs that create them. A generation o f 
skilled young entrepreneurs stands ready. Is their gov­
ernment ready for them?

Census can boost Texas’ influence
Every American w ill soon have 

the opportunity to participate in a c riti­
cal component o f our democracy -  the 
census. The Constitution requires that 
a census be conducted every ten years, 
and federal law requires that each o f us 
participate. Since 1790, the census has 
given everyone the chance to stand up 
and be counted. This month, we w ill 
again have this chance when every U.S. 
household receives the 2010 census.

The 2010 census is not only impor­
tant for determining representation at 
the federal and state level, but also when 
it comes to federal funding. There are 
even many decisions that businesses 
make about where to locate and whether 
to expand that depend on this data.
With so many decisions at stake, it is 
important that the count is as accurate as 
possible.

The fundamental purpose o f the 
census is to determine the number of 
seats each state has in the House of 
Representatives. The House is limited 
to 435 and all Members represent about 
the same number o f people, currently 
around 650,000. As people move around 
the country, it changes how many Rep­
resentatives each state may have. In 
Texas, we are expected to add three or 
four more Members o f Congress because

our growth 
has been sig­
nificant. And 
that's the way it 
should be -  in 
places where 
there are more 
people, it 
makes sense to 
have more rep­
resentation.

Census numbers also determine 
how districts for the U.S. House, State 
House, and State Senate are drawn 
within the states. The 13th District 
encompasses close to 40,000 square 
miles, and with our limited growth in 
population, it w ill get even larger after 
the next census. So for us, when other 
parts o f the State are growing faster than 
we are, making sure that each and every 
person is counted becomes even more 
important.

Many programs, such as Medicaid 
and local community development, w ill 
also be affected by this next count. A 
lot o f government programs are tied to 
population, sometimes directly and indi­
rectly, like with transportation. Formu­
las that depend on census data are used 
to determine the amount o f federal dol­
lars that comes to our area. We want to

make sure that i f  the federal government 
is going to be spending money for a 
particular purpose related to population, 
that all o f our people are counted for that 
purpose as well.

This year the census w ill be a bit 
different than it was in the past. Every­
one w ill get the same form which is 
ten questions. Separately, a few people 
w ill receive the American Community 
Survey (ACS) form which is much 
longer. The ACS is an ongoing survey 
o f about 250,000 households per month 
that began in 2003 and replaces the 
decennial census “ long-form”  that some 
folks have received in the past. I get a 
lot o f complaints from people who get 
that form because it is long and they 
feel that questions are intrusive. I have 
co-sponsored legislation, H R. 3131, that 
would make the ACS voluntary. How­
ever, even though it is different from the 
official census, until changes are made, 
the law requires that it be filled out as 
well.

Ultimately, the 2010 census w ill 
determine what the 13th District w ill 
look like for the next ten years and w ill 
help decide funding levels for our region 
in many key programs. And it ’s the law. 
It is important that we are part o f the 
count.

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File homestead exemption 
by April 30 to save on taxes

A homestead exemption lowers 
the school property taxes on your 
home by lowering its taxable value. 
I f  your home is valued at $50,000 
and you receive a $15,000 home­
stead exemption, your home w ill be 
taxed as i f  it were worth $35,000.

Anyone who owned a home on 
January 1st (and used it as a primary 
residence on that date) is entitled to 
a $15,000 homestead exemption to 
lower his or her school taxes this 
year.

I f  you became 65 or disabled 
during 2009 you may qualify for an 
additional $10,000 school property' 
tax exemption on your homestead.

And i f  you qualify for the over-65 
exemption, vou are also entitled to 
a permanent, locked-in “ ceiling" on 
your school, city, college and counts 
taxes on your homestead.

I f  you had a homestead exemp­
tion on your home in 2009, you w ill 
not need to reapply for 2010. How­
ever, i f  you have not received an 
exemption on your present hom e- 
or i f  you have moved to a new 
home--you w ill need to file for a new 
homestead exemption.

The Classy Class - Part IV

Fourth grade meant longer days and new rules
A history of the Clarendon High 
School Class of 1961 as compiled by 
Martha Jo Risley Shaller and Fellow 
Classmates.

And We Go Fourth, 1952-53
Fourth graders are too cool to 

run up the front steps on registration 
day; after all we had to walk all the 
way to the top floor.

Our teachers were the most 
experienced in the school. They were 
totally prepared for anything we 
could throw at them. Tall, lean Miss 
Edgar Mae Mongole had been teach­
ing for many years. She had even 
taught Martha Jo’s father, Lloyd 
Risley, out at Goldston in the 1920s. 
Miss Mongole was born in

White Deer, Texas, February 
1904. She and her sister, Mabel, 
attended school at the Bell school- 
house a few miles south o f their 
farm home. The family moved 
to Clarendon in 1919. After high 
school, Miss Mongol attended 
Clarendon College. She taught two 
years at the rural school o f Goldston.

She attended Texas Tech in 
Lubbock two years and taught two 
years at Muleshoe, Texas, then 
returned to Clarendon where she 
taught the third and fourth grades 
for 43 years. Soon after returning 
to Clarendon, Miss Mongole spent 
several summer vacations earning 
her Masters Degree in Elementary

Education at the Peabody University 
in Nashville, Tennessee.

Miss Edgar Mae and her 
younger sister. Mabel lived in their 
parents’ home at 802 S. Carhart. 
Mabel, the housekeeper for the pair, 
would substitute at the school when­
ever needed. Unlike Nova Mears 
who could be provoked into scream­
ing fits by her pupils, Miss Mabel 
remained unperturbed. O f course, 
we never knew how much she could 
see behind those Coke bottle glasses.

The Mongole sisters moved 
to Palo Duro Retirement village in 
1985. Miss Edgar Mae remained 
active in the family farming inter­
ests and drove her car up to her 
100th birthday in 1904. However, 
she passed away January 9, 2005 at 
Hansford Manor, in Spearman.

Our other teacher was Mertie 
Cope Headrick. Mrs. Headrick lived 
a couple o f blocks from the Mon­
gole sisters. Her husband, Jim, was 
the last official paid night watch­
man o f Clarendon. Their two sons, 
James and B ill, bom and raised in 
Clarendon, went o ff to universities 
and became scientists in the Wash­
ington, D.C. area. Mrs. Headrick 
was also a Sunday School teacher 
for elementary age children many 
years in the Baptist Church. After 
the death o f her beloved husband in 
1962, Mrs. Headrick moved to live

with her sons until her death in 1982 
at the age o f 94. We were very for­
tunate to have two well educated, 
loving educators guiding us onward. 
The big boys and girls said that the 
fourth and seventh grades were the 
most d ifficult, but Mrs. Headrick 
and Miss Mongole smoothed out the 
bumps for us.

Perhaps one o f the reasons 
fourth grade was rated as being d if­
ficult was because we now went to 
school all day long-no more 2:30 
dismissals. And the only recess 
was an hour at noon. O f course that 
meant fifteen minutes to eat and 45 
to play. That autumn our play area 
increased when we decided to set 
up our own little village across the 
barbed wire fence southwest o f the 
gym on Mr. Davis’ property. Mr. 
Davis, the janitor, lived conveniently 
directly behind the school buildings. 
Like busy little ants, we would gather 
rocks and lay them out to represent 
our homes, streets, and other build­
ings. This kept us from overcrowd­
ing the playgrounds. A ll was well 
until the day Mr. Davis decided he 
didn’t want all o f those little bodies 
over on his property; he investi­
gated to determine the ringleaders, 
and complained to our fourth grade 
teachers. M y beloved Mrs. Headrick 
called me out in the hall and sweetly 
but firm ly told me that all activities

on Mr. Davis' property were to cease 
immediately. I returned to the class 
room feeling very chastised, and 
we all returned to school property. 
Being a fourth grader was hard.

The first or second week of 
school each student would bring a 
quarter to school to subscribe to The 
Weekly Reader, current events peri­
odical required by the school but not 
paid for by the state like our regular 
textbooks were. The day we got to 
read our Weekly Readers was great. 
They had articles about what was 
happening in the country and even 
the world.

I f  cursive writing was the biggie 
o f the second grade, learning the 
multiplication tables was a 4th grade 
event. Mrs. Headrick had us individ­
ually repeat the 1 times to her before 
we could go on to the 2 times and 
then the 3 times and so on up to the 8 
times. The nine times were the most 
fun because she showed us the trick 
that the two numbers o f the answer 
always add up to 9. 1x9=9, 2x9=18, 
3x9=27 etc. and the first number of 
the answer is one number less than 
what nine is being multiplied by. 
5x9=45,7x9=63.

As for 1953 Clarendon news 
that would affect us, Truett Behrens 
became sheriff. PC. Messer became 
the deputy Tax Assessor-Collector. 
Dr. Humphrey married Dr. Evelyn

Martindale. Dentists Dr. H. R. Beck 
and Dr. J. W. Evans and Optometrist 
Joe Goldston advertised in the local 
newspaper. An article in the March 
12 issue stated that the TV testpat- 
tem broadcast from KGNC was 
“ not so good’’, but they would began 
broadcasting regular television pro­
grams March 18, 1953. On April 
16th the Clarendon Ice Plant and Old 
Opera House built in 1900 burned 
down. The Bagby Motel (later to 
be named The Western Skies) was 
completed. Ma and Pa Kettle, Roy 
Rogers, and Tarzan were favorite 
movie characters.

Summer in Clarendon was 
going barefooted all day. In my case 
that also meant washing the chicken 
do o ff o f my feet when I wasn’ t 
paying attention. Saturday was going 
to the movies day. The Mulkey The­
ater was definitely the coolest place 
in town; it was air-conditioned.

Buildings were going up in 
downtown Clarendon, but things 
were bleak on the agricultural scene. 
An August 13,1953 newspaper 
article reported that “ beneficial rain 
failed to cover the entire county.” 
Prayers for rain were heard weekly 
in local churches. Remember also 
this was before my dad started sell­
ing irrigation pipe. These were the 
days o f dry land farms, and dry' they 
were.

The winner w ill play in Wichita, KS, 
on March 8 (opponent TBA). The 
winner o f that game w ill travel to the 
National Tournament in Peoria, IL , 
March 17-20.

Our weather-guess- 
ers had led us to believe we would be 
shoveling snow today, but Monday 
morning the excuses were flying 
about the latest system taking a more 
southern approach so I suppose we 
should get ready for a very active 
month and it leaving like a lion.

This is a perfect time to remind 
everyone to make your severe 
weather plans and clean out the 
cellar. I f  you are new to our com­
munity please be prepared before 
the sirens sound and have a place 
o f shelter. A community shelter is 
located in Howardwick just west o f 
the fire department with wide, well 
lighted steps going down and can 
accommodate a number o f people. 
Sorry, no pets are allowed.

I f  you have your own shelter, 
prepare by cleaning because nothing 
is as bad as finding a nest o f wasp or 
spiders or a dead mouse sharing your 
space. I keep a flashlight, bottled 
water, and a kerosene lamp or large 
candle in case o f power outage with

matches sealed in a plastic bag or a 
ja r with lid. Our radio doesn’t work 
in the cellar, but check yours out 
down there. It is nice knowing what 
is going on above ground. We have 
excellent storm watchers in Donley 
County; and i f  Sheriff Blackburn 
says, “ Stay in that cellar until I tell 
you to come out,”  fo llow  his orders. 
Think about storms, prepare, and 
discuss with your children what to 
do and keep everyone safe this year. 
It would be nice having some good, 
good rains without storms. Greenbelt 
Lake needs filling  up.

March 2, 1836, is a date all 
Texans should recognize, Texas 
Independence Day. As most o f you 
know, Texas was formed as a break­
away republic from Mexico after 
the Texas Revolution. The Republic 
o f Texas survived from 1836-1845 
when it was annexed to the United 
States.

I was taught in school Sam 
Houston was our first president but 
that is not exactly the truth. David G 
Burnet was appointed interim presi­
dent from March 16 to October 22,

1836, while 
Sam Hous­
ton was our 
first elected 
p r e s i d e n t .
There were 
four presi­
dents during 
that nine year 
period, Sam Howardwick • 874-2886
H o u s t o n ,
Mirabeau B Lamar, again Sam Hous­
ton and Anson Jones. They were 
also moving the capital around from 
Washington-on-the Brazos, Harris­
burg, Galveston, Velasco, Columbia, 
Houston, and finally to Austin. In 
1840, the area o f Texas was 389,166 
sq mi w ith an estimated population 
o f 70,000 a density o f 0.2/sq mi and 
I don’t know i f  that included all the 
Comanche’s traveling about. Those 
census takers earned their money, 
huh? Those hearty pioneers could 
build a home with security. In 1839 
Texas became the first nation in the 
world to enact the homestead exemp­
tion, under which a person’s primary 
residence could not be seized by

creditors.
You may have heard the annex­

ation was illegal, but from what I 
have read, on October 13, 1845, 
a large majority o f voters in the 
Republic approved the American 
proposal. What is illegal about that? 
The main reason for annexation was 
money, Texas was in debt so deeply 
and America agreed to assume that 
debt o f $10,000,000. In return Texas 
dropped claims to territory that is 
now parts o f Colorado, Kansas, 
Oklahoma, New Mexico and Wyo­
ming, thus assuming its very distinc­
tive shape as we know it today.

Texas retained the right to split 
itse lf into four more states with the 
consent o f the State o f Texas and it 
did not surrender any public lands to 
the federal government. This means 
the state has control over oil reserves 
which were used to fund the state’s 
university system through the Per­
manent University Fund.

I don’ t know about you, I am 
proud to be an American first, but 
hey, I ’m also one o f those proud 
Texans, too.

New Approach to Antibiotic Resistant Infections
A n tib io t ic  resistant in fections (those that an tib io tics  w i l l  not 
treat) have an in teresting history. In fections caused by bacteria 
such as staphylococcus aureus and streptococcus were among the 
firs t to resist the k il l in g  effects o f  p e n ic illin . By the early 1990s, 
there existed some bacteria that none o f  the an tib io tics  on the 
m arket at that tim e cou ld  clear from  the body. These were called 
“ Superbugs.”  C om pounding the problem , especia lly in the m id  
1990s, was the excessive prescrib ing o f  an tib io tics  to treat ear and 
upper resp ira tory in fections, especia lly in young ch ildren.
In recent years, new infections such as Lym e disease and the 
resurgence o f  Tuberculosis resulted in researchers try in g  new ways 
o f  overcom ing  an tib io tic  resistance. Recently, Swiss scientists 
discovered a new class o f  an tib io tics  that they report as “ fresh 
weapons”  against bacteria that are d if f ic u lt to treat. They are 
w o rk in g  w ith  new an tib io tics  that treat “ gram negative in fections”  
such as pseudomonas aeruginosa. These compounds deactivate a 
pro te in  in the ce ll w a ll o f  the bacteria that is v ita l to its surv iva l.
