Aldermen discuss 
Secretary position

The Clarendon Board o f 
Aldermen met in called session 
Monday morning to discuss the 
position o f city secretary.

The job w ill become vacant 
effective February 1 following the 
retirement o f City Secretary Linda 
Smith, who has held the position 
for 13 years.

C ity Administrator John 
Webb told the E nterprise the 
board met in executive session 
and afterward decided to appoint 
him as the official city secretary 
and begin the process o f training 
two current employees in City 
Hall.

“ We’re going to name Jean- 
nie Molder as a deputy secretary 
and Macheil Covey as city clerk 
and deputy secretary,”  Webb said.

The women w ill begin a pro­
gram to become state certified city 
secretaries, which Webb says is a 
status that has been lacking here 
for several years.

Smith, meanwhile, w ill be 
honored with a reception to recog­
nize her years o f service on Janu­
ary 27at C ity Hall from 9 a.m. to 
1 p.m.

SWEPCO customers 
set new use record

The extreme Arctic cold 
weather last week brought a new 
all-time winter peak load for AEP 
Southwestern Electric Power 
Company (SWEPCO) on Friday, 
January 8, as its customers used
4.543.000 kilowatts o f electricity 
at 8:00 a.m., when the average 
temperature across SWEPCO’s 
three-state service area was 19 
degrees.

This broke the winter record 
o f 4,180,000 kilowatts on Janu­
ary 5 o f this year. The previous 
record winter peak load had been
4.186.000 kilowatts on February 
16, 2007, when the average tem­
perature was 28 degrees. A  k ilo ­
watt is the electricity' required to 
bum ten 100-watt light bulbs.

City leaders d iscuss alcohol sa les
Package sales o f beer and wine 

in the city lim its was one topic o f 
discussion when the Clarendon 
Board o f Aldermen met last Tuesday.

Alderman Ann Huey said she 
asked for the topic to be put the 
board’s agenda after some citizens 
asked her about it.

“ I think it would be a way to 
bring in extra money,”  she said. "We 
could have the income here, and i t ’s 
not like people aren’t drinking.”  

Alderman Larry Hicks said he 
approached several citizens about 
the topic after learning it was going 
to be on the agenda.

“ I believe you might could get it 
in a package store, but I don’ t think

on-premises consumption (in res­
taurants and bars) would ever pass,”  
Hicks said.

Alderman W ill Thompson said 
he would never support any effort to 
make alcohol sales legal in the city.

“ 1 w ill not support it. I cannot 
support it. I don’t drink, and I am 
dead set against it,”  he said. “ Just 
look at the lives it destroys.”

Thompson said he did not think 
ill o f anyone who has an opposing 
opinion on the issue, but he said he 
opposes alcohol sales “ with every 
fiber o f my being.”

Alderman Kyle Davis said he 
“ would like to be able to go to A ll­
sup’s and get a six pack,”  but he also

said he thought the matter would 
never pass local voters.

Huey and Hicks agreed that 
they believed the measure could pass 
i f  it were lim ited to package sales in 
stores.

Mayor Chris Ford shut discus­
sion o f the topic down, saying he felt 
the issue did not need to be coming 
from the Board o f Aldermen but 
from the citizens.

“ I f  people want it, they need to 
present a petition,”  he said, and the 
board agreed with that position.

In other city business, aider- 
men met with City Attorney Jim 
Shelton, who presented information 
on the legalities and processes of

annexation. The process to expand 
the corporate lim its o f the city takes 
about 90 days from start to finish and 
involves several steps, Shelton told 
the board.

“ We probably need an official 
survey before we do anything,”  Shel­
ton said. “ Everything refers to that.”

C ity Administrator John Webb 
agreed with Shelton.

“ We need an accurate map 
anyway,”  Webb said. “ Let’s start 
there and then look to see i f  there is 
an area that could be developed to 
build up Clarendon.”

Also on last week’s agenda, 
aldermen:

• Approved a contract with

TxDOT to tap the state’s waterline 
running west from the city to service 
the Clarendon College Livestock &  
Equine Center with the city gaining 
ownership o f the line.

• Passed a resolution certifying 
funding for the match o f a Trans­
portation Enhancement grant that 
would revitalize the downtown area. 
The match for the $440,220 grant 
is expected to be $88,044, and the 
Clarendon Economic Development 
Board has expressed its interest in 
providing $50,000 for the match.

♦ Directed Webb to review 
applicants for C ity Secretary and 
present a recommendation to the 
board at a later date.

State m ay 
cut som e 
CC funds

Clarendon College would not 
be seriously impacted i f  state o ffi­
cials carry through with a possible 
five percent budget cut.

Gov. Rick Perry, Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst, and House Speaker Joe 
Straus sent letters to state agencies 
and institutions o f higher learning 
directing each state agency to submit 
a plan to identify savings for the 
2010-2011 biennium.

But CC President B ill Auven- 
shine doesn’t think the college has 
much to worry about.

“ This is a pre-panic,”  Auven- 
shine said. “ The comptroller has 
said Texas was the last going into the 
recession, and she believes it w ill be 
the first to come out o f it.

“ Other states are really, suffer­
ing. Arizona is asking agencies to cut 
30 percent.”

College officials had heard 
rumors before Christmas o f a pos­
sible ten percent cut, Texas is now 
looking at five percent, and Auven- 
shine believes the final cut, i f  it 
comes, w ill be less than that.

“ They did this in 2003,”  he 
said. “ They asked for ten percent and 
ended up at three percent.”

Five percent would amount to 
about $200,000 coming out o f the 
college’s budget, but Auvenshine 
said CC did well in its last appropria­
tion and that it can deal with the cut 
i f  it has to without cutting personnel.

“ We met with staff members 
this week and asked them to look 
where they could cut in their bud­
gets,”  Auvenshine said. “ Defer­
ring maintenance projects is the 
most likely thing. We’ve done that 
before.”

The letter from the state 
requests CC submit a plan identify­
ing savings no later than February' 
15, 2010.

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Home loans 
available for 
rural families

A M A R ILLO  -  USDA Rural 
Development has announced their 
allocation for direct single family 
loans for Fiscal Year 2010.

Due to an increased level o f 
funding as a result o f  the American 
Recovery and Reinvestment Act, 
USDA Rural Development in Texas 
has more than $130 m illion in direct 
funding available to help families 
achieve the dream o f home owner­
ship.

“ USDA Rural Development is 
proud to assist rural Texans in meet­
ing their housing needs, which is 
critical to the long term sustainabil­
ity o f our communities,”  said Paco 
Valentin, USDA Rural Development 
State Director.

USDA Rural Development’s 
direct program provides low-inter­
est, no-down-payment loans to help 
eligible families liv ing in rural com­
munities and rural areas to purchase 
their own homes.

The Direct Rural Housing Pro­
gram is geared toward low to very 
low-income families. No down pay­
ment is required for the program and 
closing costs may be included in the 
loan. Under this program an appli­
cant may be eligible for payment 
assistance, which would subsidize 
the interest portion o f the house pay­
ment down to as low as 1%, lower­
ing the overall monthly payment 
amount. In many cases, the total 
monthly house payment, including 
taxes and insurance, may actually be 
less than a family is paying for rent.

Homes must be in a community 
o f 10,000 persons or less and loca­
tions not closely associated with 
urban areas.

BBB offers advice on m aking donations to Haiti
In the wake o f the earthquake disaster in 

Haiti, Americans are donating via text message 
more than ever before. BBB advises donors 
that giving through text can be a safe and easy 
way to give— but you should still use caution.

Within days follow ing the disaster in 
Haiti, it was widely reported that more than 
$3 m illion was donated through text message 
to such organizations as the Red Cross and 
others.

“ I t ’s encouraging that people are making 
small donations through text messages,”  said, 
Janna Kiehl, BBB CEO. “ Charities certainly 
welcome gifts made through any means avail­

able. Donors should still do their due diligence 
to make sure their money is going to trustwor­
thy charities.”

Tips on giving through text messages:
Confirm the number directly with the 

source. While BBB has not yet heard o f any 
scams relying on text message donations, 
this emerging method for donating is ripe for 
exploitation by scammers.

Be aware that text donations are not 
immediate. Depending on the text message 
service used by the charity, text donations can 
take anywhere from 30-90 days to be trans­
ferred to the designated charity. I f  you would

like the donation to be received immediately 
by the charity, you can give online through the 
charity Web site, by calling the charity directly 
or by sending a check in the mail.

Review the fine print. When you give to 
a charity through text message, you might also 
be signing yourself up to receive text message 
updates from the charity in the future.

A charity should include the details o f its 
text campaign on its Web site so you can see 
what you’re signing up for and how you can 
opt out.

Research the charity. G iving wisely to a 
charity isn’t just about making sure that the

solicitation isn’t coming from scammers. Wise 
donors make sure their donations are going 
to charities that are best equipped to help in 
the re lie f efforts and w ill responsibly use the 
money for its intended purpose.

Wet/dry issue 
one for voters, 
not Aldermen

The Clarendon Board o f Aldermen took up an 
unusual topic last week -  the sale o f beer and wine and 
the possibility o f legalizing such sales inside the city 
limits.

There appears to be no rallying cry for such sales 
and certainly no organized effort to bring the issue 
to the voters. Some citizens made mention o f it to 
one alderman, and she in turn 
threw it out for discussion and 
drew some interesting debate.
The result: three aldermen 
favored the sales in package 
stores, and one opposed it. A 
fifth alderman was absent.

Those who favored the 
idea said they felt it would 
bring tax revenue into the city 
that is currently going else­
where and that it would be more convenient for people 
living here not to have to drive out o f town to make 
their purchases.

The alderman who opposed it noted that alcohol 
destroys lives and said it is a major contributing factor 
to traffic accidents and criminal activity.

The discussion, although sharp, was not confron­
tational, and everyone agreed that it was a non-issue 
unless citizens presented a petition.

Temperance was a founding principle o f 
Clarendon and, for that matter, o f this newspaper. And 
for much o f the last 132 years, the sale o f alcoholic 
beverages has been prohibited within our community. 
I t ’s what the town is known for and the way it got its 
old nickname “ Saints’ Roost.”

But it hasn’t always been so. In fact, when New 
Clarendon sprang up with the coming o f the railroad 
in 1887, the city was wet... very wet. Several saloons 
dotted Kearney Street, and they advertised their goods 
in this newspaper. This went on for 15 years before 
the temperance movement that was so prominent in 
Old Clarendon reestablished itself, and the county was 
voted dry on July 1, 1902.

But what happened during those 15 years? Oddly 
enough, the community blossomed and produced some 
o f its most notable cultural achievements, even secur­
ing another and more noble nickname, “ the Athens of 
the Panhandle.”

Yes, people were no doubt getting inebriated in 
local saloons, but other people were busy building a 
thriving little city. In those 15 years, Clarendon Col­
lege was established as the first college in the Panhan­
dle, St. M ary’s Academy was established, our oldest 
churches were established, and this newspaper covered 
it all. This is not to say that alcohol led to these devel­
opments but rather to point out that they occurred 
while alcohol was in our midst.

People drink -  not all people, but many people, 
including your humble editor. I don’ t drink for the 
purpose o f getting drunk. I have an occasional drink 
because I like the taste. I enjoy a cold beer with my 
pizza or my steak, and I like a margarita with, well, 
most anything really but particularly chips and salsa. I 
personally believe there is nothing wrong with drink­
ing responsibly, and I think that right ought to be 
extended to those who are old enough to vote or serve 
in our military. I also think the penalties for getting 
drunk and getting behind the wheel ought to be very 
harsh, particularly i f  you hurt someone in the process.

It is worth noting that the county is not entirely 
dry. I f  you do care to drink, it is available just few 
miles north o f town. So i t ’s not like we’re a hundred 
miles from the nearest beer store.

But should Clarendon be voted wet? As the Board 
o f Aldermen correctly surmised, i t ’s really up to the 
people. The voters haven’t been heard for nearly 108 
years, and maybe everyone is okay with that. Chang­
ing the status quo is not a decision that should be made 
lightly. Let there be a debate i f  the people want one, 
and see where things stand in the 21st century.

I ’ ll love my community either way -  wet or dry.

Meanwhile...
The backroom deals and dirty politics continued 

in Washington, DC, last week when top leaders o f the 
Imperial Congress brokered a sweetheart deal for some 
o f their biggest fans -  labor unions.

A key component o f the Democrats health care 
proposals has been a tax on so-called Cadillac health 
insurance polices. It is right in line with the philosophy 
o f punishing achievement and demonizing the “ haves”  
in society in the name o f helping the “ have nots.”

The only problem with this, it turned out, was that 
i t ’s not just “ the rich”  who have good health insurance. 
Some regular union working stiffs have some pretty 
good insurance thanks to years o f collective bargaining 
and other tactics used by Big Labor.

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How to pay for nation ’s health care
By Former Rep. M artin Frost (D-Texas)

Now that Congress is entering the 
end game on health care, there really is 
only one issue o f consequence that has 
to be resolved -  how you pay for this 
ambitious new program.

Don’t get me wrong. Emotions run 
high on the issues o f abortion coverage 
and the public option. But there is a clear 
path to resolving those two issues... 
move to the Senate position. Abortion 
opponents won’t like that result (they 
prefer the more stringent Stupak amend­
ment contained in the House b ill) and 
many liberal activists still want a public 
option as provided in the House bill. 
However, there is a clear path to crafting 
a majority in both chambers with these 
two issues out o f the way, even on terms 
favorable to just the Senate.

However, coming up with the 
money to pay for providing subsidized 
coverage for m illions o f lower income 
people who would receive their insur­
ance through the b il l ’s system o f insur­
ance exchanges or through expanding 
the reach o f Medicaid is another matter 
altogether.

The House closed this gap by 
providing for a 5 percent income tax 
surcharge on upper income taxpayers 
(individuals earning more than $500,000 
a year and couples earning more than $1 
m illion a year). The Senate rejected this 
approach and provided for a 40 percent 
excise tax on generous health care plans 
(those valued in excess o f $8,000 for an

individual and $23,000 for a family). 
These are the “ Cadillac”  plans.

Organized labor hates the Senate 
provision and candidate Obama cam­
paigned against such a proposal by 
Republican nominee John McCain to 
impose an excise tax on generous health 
care plans. President Obama now seems 
open to such an approach but it w ill be a 
very' hard sell to House Democrats.

Organized labor has drawn a line 
in the sand on this one issue because 
unions agreed to increases in the value 
o f fringe benefits like health care rather 
than pressing harder for increases in 
wages during collective bargaining in 
recent years. Union opposition to the 
health policy excise tax resonates louder 
in the House than in the Senate because 
union manpower and financial support 
often can make a bigger difference in a 
campaign in an individual House district 
than in a statewide Senate campaign. 
Also, rank and file union members feel 
betrayed by any backsliding by Obama 
on this issue since this was how union 
leadership convinced some reluctant 
blue collar workers to support an African 
American candidate in key battleground 
states in the Midwest.

Forget about all the noise about 
other issues in health care. This is where 
the rubber meets the road. It w ill take all 
the collective skills o f President Obama, 
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi and Senate 
Majority Leader Harry Reid to sort this 
out. Pelosi, in particular, has so far pro­

vided great flex ib ility  in sorting through 
some issues unpopular with parts o f her 
Caucus in order to put together the 218 
votes necessary for House passage o f 
health care.

Top union leaders are in the midst 
o f negotiating this issue with the White 
House this week.

Here’s the formula: increase the 
threshold for taxation o f “ Cadillac”  
health care plans high enough so that 
most blue collar workers are not affected 
AN D  index this each year to inflation so 
that blue collar workers won’t be subject 
o f “ bracket creep.”  Some observers have 
suggested that an initial family threshold 
o f $28,000 would exempt the health 
plans o f most union members.

In order to make up for the revenue 
lost by this higher threshold, the Senate 
would have to agree to some version o f 
the House’s m illionaire’s tax (perhaps 
a 2.5 percent surcharge). Also, the Sen­
ate’s increase in the Medicare payroll tax 
on certain taxpayers would have to be 
preserved.

Democrats can not fail this close to 
the finish line. There must be a true com­
promise on the revenue issue. Failure to 
pass health care would be a death blow 
to Democrats chances to keep down 
Senate and House losses in the 2010 
elections. Everyone knows this. I t ’s time 
to make a deal.

ML King changed the course  of our nation
As 1 watched the Dallas Cow­

boys self-destruct yesterday, 1 just 
wondered what would have hap­
pened i f  Roger Staubach or Troy 
Aikman and Emmitt Smith had been 
playing. Probably the same results. 
Well, there is always next year, and I 
w ill still be a fan, a disappointed one.

Monday was Martin Luther 
King, Jr. Day, with the post office, 
schools, and many stores closed. Dr. 
King was bom in 1925 and assassi­
nated on April 4, 1968 in Memphis, 
Tennessee, so we are talking about 
recent history. What was there about 
Dr. King that caused him to become 
the youngest person to receive the 
Nobel Peace Prize in 1964 and to be 
revered today?

To understand recent history 
we must go back in time to look at

the Emancipation Proclamation that 
was issued by President Lincoln on 
January' 1. 1863, during the middle 
o f the C iv il War. This set free slaves 
in states that had seceded from the 
Union when the Union army won 
battles. It did nothing for other slaves 
and it depended on Union victory.

There continued much discrim­
ination against blacks, especially in 
the south with local laws prevent­
ing them from eating in a restaurant 
o f choice, sitting in a bus or going 
to the local school, and especially 
voting.

The c iv il rights movement was 
strong with Dr. King working tire­
lessly to awake the American people 
to their plight. He led the Montgom­
ery bus boycott in 1955 after Rosa 
Parks famously refused to give up

her seat to a 
white man. The 
boycott lasted 
365 days and 
resulted in the 
Supreme Court 
abolishing the ‘w i c k  
Alabama law n jc k S  
and allowing by peggy cockerham  
anyone the right Howantwick • 874-2886

to sit on a bus.
Dr. King was a founder o f the 

Southern Christian Leadership Con­
ference in 1957 and its first presi­
dent. His efforts led to the March on 
Washington in 1963 and his famous 
“ I Have a Dream” speech. With that 
he helped raise public awareness o f 
the c iv il rights movement. He had 
met and followed the teachings o f 
Mahatma Gandhi in ending racial

discrimination through c iv il disobe­
dience and other non-violent means, 
working in a Christian manner.

The C ivil Rights Act o f 1964 
outlawed racial segregation in 
schools, at the workplace, and by 
facilities that served the public such 
as buses and diners but also parks, 
playgrounds, movie theaters and so 
on. It also extended voting rights 
making poll taxes and other prac­
tices illegal. A t the last minute a 
small word, “ sex,”  was added amid 
laughter but that led to greater rights 
for women.

Today those laws still live on 
and have led to more freedom for 
everyone.

Dr. King w ith his c iv il disobe­
dience and oratory can take their 
rightful place in history.
