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Town To Close Observing Armistice Day
State Highway Department Leases Site For Warehouse
HIGHWAY DEPT. TO 
BUILD SHOPS HERE

CITY  I.EASBS PROPERTY FOR 
D IV IS IO N AL R E PA IR  SHOP 
IN  CLARENDON.

Clarendon is to be the location 
for the repair shops and material 
depot for the state highway de­
partment according to a deal 
conBumated today when the city 
commission approved a lease for 
the test well property just across 
from the Fitzgerald Gin in the 
northern part of the town. On 
this vacant property the highway 
department will have under lease 
100x140 feet, and will construct 
a sheet-iron warehouse 30x60 
in size to house the repair shops 
for this district.

The city commissioners of Clar­
endon have had this matter under 
advisement for some weeks and 
have worked with the district en­
gineer of the highway depart­
ment in the securing of a suit­
able site for their shop and depot. 
Every e ffort was made to secure 
the location for Clarendon and the 
lease is for a very low nominal 
consideration.

Clarendon is particularly ac­
cessible for such a project as the 
city affords exits north and 
south, east and west to the en­
tire territory. This is another in­
stance of team work for the bene­
fit  of the town, as the location of 
the shops here will mean a few  
additional families for Clarendon 
and will mean quite an annual 
volume o f business in traffic and 
materials. ,

I t  is presumed that the con­
struction o f the shops and depot 
will begin shortly and will prob­
ably be in operation not later 
than January 1st, 1930.

October cream receipts took a 
great drop, falling behind all 
months with the exception of 
January and February which are 
the two low months of the year. 
January had 210 ten-gallon cans 
and February showed a small 
gain with 214. October comes in 
third place with 243 ten-gallon 
cans o f cream shipped to for­
eign markets.

June proved the banner month 
o f the year with a record o f 587 
cans shipped while May was a 
close second with a 564 can rec­
ord. July showed some drop whils 
August fell in line with a stiil 
further loss. The record for these 
two months are 487 and 426 cans 
each. April showed a good gain 
over May, these two months 
bringing a total o f 409 cans and 
354 cans in their respective lim­
its.

For the year, the total re ­
ceipts have amounted to the as­
tounding total of 3,494 ten gallon 
cans o f cream. This amount f ig ­
ures at a conservative figure of 
$12.00 for each can, will bring
a total o f $41,928.00 to the pro­
ducers o f the county at large. 
This average, while not large, 
means an income of some $4,-
000.00 monthly, which sum will buy 
many gallons o f gasoline or oth­
er necessary items for the farm 
life of today.

PARK MOVEMENT

R E PRESEN TATIVES  F R O M

One o f the most enthuiastic 
meetings ever held in the Pan- 
Ihandle section o f the state in 
recent years when the park prop­
osition was under consideration 
was held last evening in the Am­
arillo Hotel and w ill be continued 
today with a trip to portions of 
the Palo Duro canyon that are 
accessible to motor travel.

Representatives from practical­
ly all the towns on the border 
o f the canyon were present, Clar­
endon being represented by 
Messrs. C. J. Douglas, President 
o f the Lions Club, G. L. Boykin, 
Secretary of the Chamber of 
Commerce, Sam M. Braswell, 
Holman Kennedy and Homer Mul­
key. The latter three returned to 
Clarendon this morning but the 
others remained over for the trip 
to the canyon and fo r the barbe-'1 
cue today.

Prospects for the naming o f 
Palo Duro Canyon as a state 
park are brighter than ever be­
fore, now that this group o f men 
have seen and explored ita pos­
sibilities.

A ll the new equipment has been 
received and is now installed in 
the hospital, it being placed last 
week shortly after its arrival 
here from the factory. A number 
of new beds were in the last 
shipment, these being among the 
latest in design and color.

Plans for the open house will 
call for no especial celebration 
during the time the place is op­
en. The doors will be opened for 
inspection during the entire day, 
there being someone in the hos­
pital at all times to show the 
visitors the workings o f the place. 
It is the desire o f the Hospital 
Board that as many people as 
possibly can, take advantage of 
this opportunity and see for them­
selves what facilities are at hand 
for their use in case o f sickness.

The date was placed on a holi­
day that as many of the employ­
ees o f the city as possible might 
have an opportunity to look over 
the equipment of this place.

Dillard for the Bronchos had a 
slight edge on Holmes of the 
Irish in the punting early in tho 
game and while Shamrock excell­
ed in the passing game, having 
probably the best air attack in 
the lower division, but the Bron­
cho line and backs performed in 
a creditable stylo here Wednes­
day and it was a heart breaker 
for the local fans to see a 13-7 
margin swept away in the last 
quarter by a plunge after long 
passes had put the Irish in scor­
ing position.

Behrens was the star of the 
game for Clarendon, making both 
touchdowns, but he shared hon­
ors with Dillard, Baird, Noble, 
Estlack and Tucker. For the Irish 
Holmes, Close and Shipley did 
consistent work.

The Inlorscb'jli.stic committee 
for the lower division has some 
protests to iron out before the 
real standing o f the teams o f this 
section may be determined. Chil­
dress has protested Shamrock, 
Estelline is already out, and Clar­
endon is under fire. Childress and 
Memphis are to play Friday and 
after that game is over the field 
may look entirely different when 
the decision o f tho committee is 
made public.

Clarendon fans are strong for 
the Bronchos and are hoping that 
the decision o f the committee will 
not wipe out their present narrow

One feature of the West Texas Chamber of Com­

merce program at El Paso was the appearance of Governor 
Luis Leon of the State of Chiluahua, Mexico, accompanied 
by his secretary of state, his attorney-general and other 
prominent officials and business men of his city.

The secretary 
pointed out, however, that capital with a human heart was 
needed; capital that would not exploit the ignorance of 
the peon class and capital that would be satisfied with the 
same rate of revenue to be expected from well-managed 
business anywhere in the civilized world. The Mexican peo­
ple are courteous and hospitable and these increasing con­
tacts will build mutual respect and friendship. .Our attitude 
should be one of brotherly helpfulness.

N EW SPAPER S AND  GOOD CITIZENSHIP
By Willis J. Abbot,

Contributing Editor, The Christian Monitor.
The relationship between better newspapers and bet­

ter citizenship has in it much of mutuality. It is easy to say 
that an improvement in the ethical and political character 
of the newspaper press will lead to a higher type of citizen­
ship. It ought to be equally easy to understand the fact 
that a higher type of citizenship would compel the owners 
of newspapers seeking suitable circulation to adopt a high­
er moral and ethical standard of their own.

It would be interesting to organize and support a 
careful inquiry into the question as to whether the tone of 
a community is more affected by its newspapers than the 
newspapers are affected by it. Newspaper publishers, par­
ticularly in this day, are exceedingly responsive to the at­
titude of the community in which they are published. 
Curiously enough this fact is not very greatly affected by 
the increasing extent to which newspapers are coming to 
monopolize their individual fields. More and more it is com­
ing to be a rule in the United States that a city the size 
of Milwaukee, Omaha, or ever bigger towns like St. Louis 
and Detroit have only one newspaper. That newspaper, nev­
ertheless, strives to keep in touch with public sentiment, 
and to march shoulder to shoulder with that sentiment 
rather than to presume upon its unique position to attempt 
domination. The militant type of journalist like James E. 
Scripps, Wilbur F. Storey, or Joseph Medill, has disappear­
ed. The editor no longer seems willing to undertake the task 
or dragooning his community into a course of conduct which 
meets his august approval. Rather he strives to get a cross- 
section of the public opinion in the city which supports 
him. and to demean himself in accordance with this opinion.

Therefore a discussion of the extent to which news­
papers control or are controlled by public opinion is really 
worth while. Undoubtedly there is a certain section of the 
citizenry of every town which follows the example and pre­
cepts of its favorite newspaper. A  newspaper which main­
tains a high altitude of ethics and morals and which, with­
out becoming a public scold, nevertheless seeks to inculcate 
elevation of thought, and rectitude of conduct, does con­
tribute to the betterment of this section of the population. 
At the same time, and in the same town, there will be 
those who will look to a newspaper rather to echo their 
opinions and to keep in accord with their views. This sec­
tion largely influences the publisher. This section too is 
apt to comprise the greater number of “better citizens.” 
Perhaps those in the community who follow the newspa­
pers’ lead will, through its preachments and practices be 
led themselves into the ranks of these better citizens. To 
that extent, unquestionably, a newspaper, even when an 
echo of public sentiment, is serviceable. But it is essential 
that that sentiment should be of the kind that makes for 
high poliical and civic responsibility.

COM M UNITY F A M IL IA R IT Y  BREEDS CIVIC CONTEM PT

A lady wrote- me a letter recently in which she asked, “ What 
do you mean when you say o f the monkey wrenches in community 
machinery is ‘contemptuous fam iliarity?’ I understand, “ she contin­
ued, what you mean by ‘monkey wrenches,’ but I iion’t get this con­
temptuous familiarity.”

“ Contemptuous fam iliarity” is the opposite o f “wide-awakeful- 
ness.”  It is the blindfold that keeps you from seeing, the ear muffs 
that keep you from hearing opportunity that is to the right, to the 
left above and below you, right in Clarendon.

Whenever the civic clubs of your community perform a task 
for the good o f all, it causes you to say, “ Well, they are supposed 
to do it, therefore they deserve no thanks for it.”

And when your newspaper editor takes up an issue vital to 
your welfare and the welfare o f your neighbors you are moved to 
say, “ He is paid to do it— he has an axe to grind.”

When local business men say, “ A ll we ask is a chance to serve 
you,”  it causes you to say, “ Why should we do the many favors; 
what have they ever done for us?”

It is that which puts the idea in your head that there is noth­
ing for you in Clarendon, and to be sompting or do something you 
have to go elsewhere: that which causes you to feel that Clarendon 
is not big enough for you, when the truth of the matter is that Clar­
endon is just as big as you make it.

To be “contemptuously familiar”  keeps you down, belittles you 
and belittles Clarendon, and causes all wide-awake people who know 
of you, and with whom you come in contact, to feel sorry for and 
pity you. “ Contemptuous fam iliarity”  is worse than a monkey wrench 
in the machinery— it is a disease, playing havoc with communities 
everywhere.

You know the story of the man who moved away because it 
was such a nuisance to pick up the stones full o f black lumps that 
littered his field and hindered his plowing each spring. Today that 
field is the largest diamond mine in the world. Also the man who sold 
his fnrm because there was so much oily scum on the creek the stock 
could not drink— today one of the country’s finest oil fields. Both of 
these men were infected with “ contemptuous fam iliarity.”

For years a pretty little stream of clear, pure water trickled 
from the side of a rock-walled hillside, within four blocks o f the cen­
ter of a community of some 5,000 people. Hundreds of local citizens 
saw it every day, many passing it by, some stopping to drink of it. 
A stranger came one day, saw and drank, but he did not pass. He 
is a millionaire today, through the sale o f that water in bottles.

Several hundred acres o f swamp land overgrown with “ worth­
less” willows were joyfu lly unloaded by local people onto a “ sucker’’ 
who now is worth his weight in gold, through resale o f the self­
same timber to a reed furniture manufacture.

Look around you. See, hear and recognize the advantages of 
Clarendon. They arc there if  you will but take advantage of them.

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WHO WHITES THE
PRESID ENT’S PAPERS?

Almost every President has had 
his “ ghost writer.”  Hamilton 
wrote most of Washington’s state 
papers; Roger B. Taney wrote An- 
drew Jackson’s;'the historian Ban­
croft and the great lawyer, Jer- 
i miah S. Black, wrote Andrew 
Johnson’s. That is to say, these 
understudies polished into brilli­
ant language the vigorous 
thought that the presidents them­
selves supplied.

Exceptions to this custom were 
made by Jefferson, Lincoln,- 
Cleveland, Roosevelt and Wilson, 
who opened their own papers, 
though they sometimes had the 
Secretary of State formulate some 
important document. Lincoln’s 
second inaugural address is re­
garded as one of the most nearly 
perfect literury structures that 
has come from the White House. 
It would be interesting, however, 
to know definitely the uuthor of 
Lincoln’s Thanksgiving Proclama­
tion.

A President's literary style is 
rarely thought of apart from 
political and state declaration. In 
Calvin Coolidge’s magazine arti­
cles we have a striking exception, 
and judging from the interest and 
comment on the part o f readers, 
a pleasant one.

President Hoover has developed 
a homely style that makes his 
addresses noteworthy. It is so 
foreign to the scientific mind that 
some are led to believe that there 
is a writer o f unusual ubility on 
the staff of our engineer presi­
dent. Nothing like these papers 
has ever come from a President. 
They have the sort of charm that 
one finds in the best of Gold­
smith's Chinese Letters.

OUR GOVERNM ENT GOES 
HOLLYWOOD

“ I f  you want ot know how we 
work, just watch us in the mov­
ies,” sta ff members of the Wom­
en’s Bureau at Washington can 
truthfully say. In a film  entitled 
“ The Story of the Women’s Bu­
reau,”  now ready for circulation, 
these women workers are turned 
into film actresses for the purpose 
of showing the ins and outs of 
the bureau.

Brief as the movie is, a fairly 
comprehensive picture o f the his­
tory, origin and activities of Che 
Women’s Bureau is shown, and 
there arc some excellent close- 
ups. A typical bureau survey in 
the making is realistically filmed, 
from the time it is planned in 
conference until the findings are 
published und distributed.

This is not the first time thg 
Women’s Bureau has taken a les­
son from Hollywood in making 
its exhibits. Another recent pro­
ject was the movie, “ The Woman 
Worker Pust und Present,”  show­
ing women at their various occu­
pations in the field and in the 
professions. The exhibits, which 
include also miniature stage mod­
els, panels, graphic wall features 
and books, are used by women’s 
clubs, schools, colleges and social 
civic, industrial und labor organ­
izations in this country and 
abroad.

A W O M A N  ON  T H E  JO B

Senator David Reed o f Pennsyl­
vania, has publicly announced his 
opinion that the tariff bill is 
doomed. His statement was duly 
given front puge honors, but i: 
could scarcely have been “ big 

j news”  to close observers of Sen- 
J  ate procedure. It is, however, the 
, first admissioa by a majority 
member o f the Senate Finance 
Committee that the tariff revi­
sion for which u special session 
was called seems headed for a 
complete fiasco.

Exception to Senator Reed’s 
bonwl opinion was immediately 
taken by Senator Smoot, who says 
that these individual sentiments 
do not reflect the intentions of 
the Senate Finance Committee. 
More significant, however, is the 
statement of Senator Borah of* 
Idaho, who remarks, “ My opinion 
is that the tariff bill is not going 
to die. I believe it is going to be 
made into a good bill and that it 
will be passed.”  Perhaps Senator 
Reed means only that the tariff 
bill that emerged from the Fin­
ance Committee is doomed. Per­
haps Senator Borah is right in 
assuming that the tariff bill re­
vised into a "good bill”  will be 
passed. Consumers will do well to 
analyze carefully the implications 
underlying the two apparently con­
flicting statements.

I f  public interest in Ruth 
Bryan Owen formerly revolved 
around “ a woman in Congress and 
the daughter o f the great William 
Jennings Bryan,”  it has under­
gone considerable change since 
her election, thanks to Mrs. Owen 
herself. As an individual, not as a 
woman, and as a person who is 
doing things, not one who bears 
a famous name and heritage, this 
congresswoman from Florida is 
attracting attention.

In the first place, Mrs. Owen 
is u hard worker. She might have 
chosen to make her mark in leg­
islation by the force o f personal­
ity and speaking ability; for she 
has had long experience on the 
platform. Instead, she selected a 
method that lies nearer her heart 
because it is productive of more 
practical accomplishments. She is 
doing things for her constituecnU. 
First, she studies to find out their 
needs; then she plans a way to 
supply those needs; and then she 
winds up the job by doing every­
thing she can to complete the cir­
cle. One o f her hobbies is edu­
cating her people in the affairs 
of government and demonstrating 
to them the value of organiza­
tion.

Old Washington newspaper men 
say that Mrs. Owen is going to 
prove a great stimulating influ­
ence in Congress. She is so ener­
getic and so intelligent that her 
influence is sure to broaden the 
longer she remains in Congress. 
She is being closely observed, and 
her methods are studied. That in 
itself is a great compliment tJ 
her and to her sex.

POLITICO-PERSONAL
TRAGEDIES

Washington is filled with il­
lustrations o f the queer, tragic 
tricks, that political activity can 
play upon personal life. Here is 
one that has been most recently 
talked about.

During the World War the 
Czechoslovakians had a large prop­
aganda bureau here. Attached to 
it was a Slovak, who had been 
a thorn in the side of the Aus- 

! trian government. Highly educat- 
Led,, a leader among the students, 
! he was a natural born revolu­
tionist und agitator. As an orator 

j he had few equals among his own 
people. He was sent to this coun­
try to stir up the Bohemians and 
Slovaks over here, and in his 
capacity as a spell binder he was 
in great demand in the West 
where most o f the Czechs live.

His work done, his people freed, 
his health broken down from ex­
cessive labors in the cause cf 
Liberty, this remarkable man, a 
year or two ago, died by his own 
hand in sight o f the very flame 
of Liberty itself. The shock put 
his childless widow in a sanitar­
ium where she has slowly le- 
gained her health.

Sam Houston’s 
Home in Danger

Dallas, Texas, Nov. 4th— A  plan 
for preserving the old homestead 
o f General Sam Houston against 
ravages of time and fire is under 
consideration by the officials of 
the Texas Historical Society, 
Judge Tom L. McCullough, well 
known Texas jurist and member 
of the Board of directors of the 
Historical Society, said here this 
week.

Houston's home at Huntsville, 
one of the state’s most cherished 
shrines and model of early Texas 
architecture, is now owned by 
the State. To protect this struc­
ture, which has played such an 
important part in Texas History, 
it must be guarded day and night, 
Judge McCullough said.

“ And even then it is not safe,”  
he pointed out. “A  small spark 
fanned into a flame and one of 
our most invaluable contacts with 
the early life of the state would 
go up in smoke.”

Judge McCullough said that 
few, i f  any, of the old landmarks 
o f Texas are safe from fire. Most 
of them are constructed of wood 
which has dried out with years of i 
use. Fear has been expressed by | 
historians in various parts o f the 
state over and over that these 
shrines might be consumed by 
fire because they are tinder dry.

“ It is my opinion,”  Judge Mc­
Cullough said, “ that steps should 
be taken to fire proof General 
Houston’s homestead with an e f­
fective fire proofing material. 
The cost would be small and this 
historically valuable structure 
would be preserved for all time.

“ We owe it to our children to 
protect these glorious reminders 
o f our .history”

General Washington s home at 
Mount Vernon, also, is being 
eternally guarded against conflag­
ration. The old mansion is heav­
ily guarded Jand by night the 
watchmen make their rounds. No 
smoking is permitted near Wash­
ington's home nor Houston’s.

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October Proves Busy Month For 
County Home Demonstration Agent

MISS THOMPSON SPENDS BUSY M ONTH SPECIALIZ ­
ING  ON EM ERGENCY PA NTR Y  A N D  HEALTH  
AN D  NUTRITION DEMONSTRATIONS. M A N Y  
CLUB GIRLS ABID ING  BY RULES IN  PR EPA R A ­
TION OF SCHOOL LUNCHES.

Eleven communities of Donley 
County were reached during the 
month o f October just past by 
Miss Harvey Thompson in her 
Home Demonstration work. Es­
pecial emphasis was put this past 
month on the work of emergency 
pantry, with more than special e f­
fort being put forth on the dem­
onstrations leading to a better un­
derstanding of health and nutri­
tion work in planning the con­
tents o f the pantry.

A  quick resume o f the work 
done in the past month will see 
that 73 office calls were held and 
completed. 90 telephone calls were 
made with especial reference to 
the Home Demonstration work 
57 letters were written, 32 home 
visits were made, 22 club meet­
ings were held with a total at­
tendance of 317 persons. Three, 
and one third days were spent in 
the office in the City Hall and 
twenty-three and two-thirds days 
were spent in the field. In order 
to accomplish this amount of work 
it became necessary for the agent

to travel 326 miles, all within the 
confines of the county.

The effect o f the demonstra­
tions on the girls o f the county 
may be seen in the fact that six­
ty per cent o f them have promis­
ed to abide by the rules o f nutri­
tion and health that have been 
set forth in the demonstrations 
on this subject.

MARKET DECLINES SLIGH T­
L Y— DEMAND FAIR  TO GOOD

The cotton market during the 
period October 26th to November 
1st was rather quiet with quota­
tions however on November 1st 
about 5-16c per pound lower than 
October 25th. A moderate demand 
was said to prevail for spot cot­
ton in both domestic and Euro­
pean markets with the volume of 
business for the week rather 
light. Interest continued to be 
centered on cottons from 7-8 in. 
to 1 1-8 inch in length of staple in 
the medium to higher grades. 
Some reports said that merchants 
continued to accumulate stocks in 
the better grades and medium 
staple lengths from 7-8 up to 1 
1-32 inches. According to the 
Weather Bureau there was some 
d<day by rain to cotton picking in 
the northeastern portion of the 
belt early in the week, and rath­
er general interruption over cen­
tral and western portions of the .

I’ rotein for Poultry

The poultry raiser has no con­
trol over the price o f feed and 
eggs, but he can control the rate 
o f egg production at different 
times o f the year. Eggs are 
scarce on most general farms dur­
ing the fa ll and winter, when egg 
prices are highest, mainly be­
cause the hens don’t get enough 
protein during the winter for good 
egg  production. An egg, inside 
from the shell, contains 13-4 per 
cent protein, while poultry flesh 
contains 21.6 per cent protein. A  
mixture o f rorn, wheat, and oth­
er grains contains only about 
10 per cent protein and should 
be supplemented with a mash 
containing high-protein f e e d s ,  
such as meat scraps, fish meal, 
milk, soybean meal, peanut meal, 
cottonseed meal, and gluten meal.
