Its labo-
ratory equipment is valued at $6000,
and three professors are in charge.
The School of Geology is presided
over by two instructors. 1t has a
laboratory valued at $2000 and a large
museum of specimens. The School of
Physics has a laboratory valued at
$8000, and is in charge of two pro-
fessors. The eclectrical and mechani-
cal apparatus in this department 1s
probably the most complete in the
South, and an excellent opportunity is
offered those who desire special in.
struction in electrical engineering. The
School of Mathematics is in charge of
three professors, and the Department
of Engincering omploys two compe-
tent men.

Brazil, Its Commerce and Resources.

It is remarkable how little the aver-.
age American business man knows,
not of Brazil only, but of the entire
continent to the south of him. He
does not realize that the link is nearly
formed by which he may ride across
the continent, from Valparaiso to
Buenos Ayres, in a railway coach,
with accommodations equal to thcese
of the best Pullman car. * * * While
secking in the far west for consumgrs |
of his surplus products of farw*d
factory, the average American
looks the opportunitics open to his
enterprise and sagacity in a continent
which lies, comparatively speaking, at
the threshold of his factory and the
gateway of his farm.

If intelligently
utilized, not only would the semihome
markets of South America save to the
American consumer what he now pays
in exchange to his more enterprising
Kuropean competitor, who has fore-
stalled him in tha exploration and de-
velopment of the vast resources of the
Southern Republics, but they would
in time turn the overwhelmingly ad.
verse balance of trade to the credit of
the United States. Tocay the leading
commercial city of Brazil, Rio de Ja-
neiro, with a population of nearly 750,
000 souls, contains but one stricly
American mercantile house, supported
by an; considerable amount of capi-
tal. In the entire republic, witha
population of 16,000,000, only two
such houses exist. The American col-
cny, registered, nmumbers probably
1500, embracing a few coffes buyers
(agents only), farmers, clerks, mechan-
1cs, dentiets and other professional
men scattered over the country, while
the British, I'rench, German, Portu.

ducting the investigation have made
every effort to distort the facts and
make them corroborate the non-acci-
dent theory. .

One of the cases of complaint of the
Spanish authorities is the presence of
Capt. Sigsbee, who, according to their
views, opght to be locked up in a for-
tress paying the penalty for the loss of
his bstthhip.

As soon as the American board
completes its work, the Spanish will
publish a report saying that the
Maine was blown up by an internal
explosion. The Spanish divers, how-
ever, have at no time been down in
the Maine over fifteen minutes.

SPAIN'S UTTER ISOLALION.

can army will do very much of invad-
ing
The leading newspapers of the con-
tinent are in the main sympathetic with
the Americans. The destruction of
the Maine, whether by accident or de.
sign, seem to have settlea that. Tt is
believed here thatif Spain goes to war
she will be in a condition of utter iso-
lation. The only country which
would give her moral support would
be Austria, Kven there, however,
Spain $cannot expect material aid.
The Austrian government is too much
occupied with: internal troubles to ex.
tend material assistance.

McLean, now in
commaud of the torpedo station at
Newport, and Lieut. Holman, ord-’
nance officer of the Maine at the time
of the explosion. The Newport tor-
pedo can be planted from a small hoat
and the expert believes this one was
exploded by being struck on the port
side of the Maine forward of amid-
ship as she swung to her moorings. He
thinks this more likely than that wires
were laid from the shore, as the wires
if la'd for any length of time would
sink deep in the loose harbor mud. It
would be singular if it should prove
that the Maine was blown up by a tor-
pedo, in the invention of which one of
her principal officers, Licut. Holman,
bore a notable part.

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MUST BE TWO ELECTIONS.

The governor replied: “On behalf
of the people of Texas 1 beg to tender
to the family of Governor Bell their
sincere sympathy in his death. Ilis
services and devotion to Texas will
ever be gratefully remembered by
them and as a mark of respect to his
memory, the ﬂl% of the capitol will be
displayed at half mast.”

P. Hansborough Bell, a native of
Virginia, landed at Velasco in 1836,
and made his way to Green's where
tho Texan army was then encamped.
He fought at San Jacinto as a private
and proved himself a worthy scion of
the Old Dominior. In 1839 he was
inspector genmeral. In 1845 he was
captain of rangers. During the war
between the United Statos and Mexi-
co he distinguished himself as a brave
colonel of volunteers. He was gover-
nor of Texas from 1850 to 1853 and
afterward represented the Western
district in the United States congress.
At the expiration of his second con-
gressional term he married and settled
in North Carolina, where he has since
resided  As a recognition of his pa-
triotic services, and as an aid to him
in his old age, the Twenty-second
Texas legislature, in 1891, voted him
a donation of land and a liberal pen-
sion.

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* THE LABOR LEIN LAW.

An Act to protect accountants, book
kecpers, artisans, craftsmen, factory
operativ>s, mill operatives, servants,
mechanics, quarrymen, common la-
borers, and farm hands; to provide
a lien, and prescribe the time of
payments, and in lawful money of
the United States; and preseribing
the rights of the assignces of such
persons, and to repeal all laws in

conflict with this act,

Section 1. Beit enacted by the Leg-
islature of the State of Texas: 1.at
whenever any clerk, accountant, book-
keeper, @rtisan, craftsman, factory op-
erative, mill operative, servant, me-
chanie, quarryman, or common lahor-
er, farm hand, male or female, may
labor or perform any service in any
office, store, saloon, hotel, shop, mine,
quarry, manufactory, or mill of any
character, or on any farm, under or
by virtue of any contract or agreament.
written or verbal, with any person,
employer, firm, corporation, or his, her
or their agent or agents, receiver or
receivers, trustee or trustees, in order
to secure the payment of the amount
due by such contract or agreement,
written or verbal, the hereinbefore
mentioned emyloves shall have a (irst
lien upon all products,
toolg, fixtures, appurtenances, goods,

machinery,

wares, merciandise, chattels, or thing
or things of value of whatsoever char-
acter that may be created in whole or
in part by the labor of such persons
or neceszarily connected with the per-

formance of such labor or service,
which may be owned by or in the pos-
session of the aforesaid employer, per
son, firm, corporation, or his, her or
their agent or agents, receiver or re
ceivers, trustec or trustees; provided,
that the lien herein given to a farm
hand shall be subordinate to the land-
lord’s lien now provided by law.

Sec. 2. Whenever any person, em
ployer, firm, corporation, his, her or
their agent or agents, receiver or re-
ceivers, trustee or trustees, shall fail
or refuse to make payments as herein-
after prescribed in this act, the said
clerk, accountant, bookkeeper, farm
hand, artisan, crafisman, operative,
sepvant, mechanic, quarryman, or la
borer, who shall have performed ser
vice of any character, shall make or
have made duplicate accounts of such

for the same, and present or have pro
sented, to aforesaid employer, person,

azent or agents, receiver or receivers,
trusiee or trustees, one of the afore-
said duplicate accounts within thirty
days after the said indebtedness shall
have accrued. The other of the said
duplicate accounts shall, within the
time hereinbefore prescribed, be filed
with the county clerk of the county in
which said service was rendered, and
shall be recorded by the county clerk
in a book kept for that purpose. The
party or parties presenting the afore
said account shall make aflidavit as to
the correctness of the same, A com-
pliance with the foregoing require.
ments in this section shall be necessa-
ry to fix and preserve the lien given
under this act; and the liens of differ-
ent persons shall take precedence in
the order in which they are filed; pro.
vided, that ali persons dlaiming the
benefit of this act shall have six months
within which to bringsuit to foreclose
the aforesaid lien; and provided, fur-
ther, that a substantial compliance
with the provisions of this section
shall be deemed sufficient diligence to
fix and sécure the lien hereinbefore
given; provided, that any purchaser of
such product from the owner thereof
shall acquire a good title thereto, un
less he has at the time of the purchase
actual or constructive notice of the
claim of such lien holder upon such
products, said constructive notice to be
given by record of such claim, as pro-
vided for in this act, or by suit filed.
