The 
republicans of Massachusetts have 
learned some more things beside^ 
that from the populists, A  bill to 
change the law of injunction so 
that trials for contempt o f court 
should be before a jury was only 
beaten by five votes. The first at­
tack on government by injunction 
in a political platform was made in 
a state populist convention in N e­
braska and the motion to put it in 
the platform was made by Father 
Snyder. After the cultured citi­
zens of Massachusetts go to school 
to populism a few years more, we 
may look for reform in that state. 
— Nebraska Independent.

L et tlie  Peop le Hay.
It is a misuse of language and a 

waste o f time to talk about estab­
lishing a democratic form of govern­
ment without the initiative and 
referendum, or, more generally 
called, “ direct legislation.”  Direct 
legislation means simply an actual, 
instead of a mere theoretical, sover­
eignty o f the people. W e are gov­
erned today, not by democracy, but 
by an elective aristocracy, holding 
for a term. The people are sover­
eign only at the moment of elec­
tion; the men they elect become 
their masters for one, two or four 
years, as the case may be. Self- 
government is one thing; the choos­
ing o f the men who are to govern 
you is a very different thing. A  
child may choose its guardian; a 
slave may be given a voice in 
choosing his master, and yet be 
absolutely subject to his dominion 
after the choice is made. Power 
will lie used in the interest o f its 
possessor. I f  the power o f govern­
ment is to be used in the interest 
of the people, they must have con­
tinuous and effective possession of 
the government.

W e call legislators “ agents”  and 
the people their “ principals." 
Queer agents who can give away 
their principals’ property despite 
their protests; queer principal that 
cannot veto his agents' plans, no 
matter how much he objects to 
them, nor instruct his ageuts wliat 
to do whenever he thinks proper, 
nor discharge his ageuts when they 
refuse to carry out his orders; 
queer principals who have to obey 
the commands o f their agents, in­
stead of giving them orders.

What objection there is raised to 
direct legislation grows out of the 
old idea that the government was a 
thing separate and apart from the 
people, which had rights in itself 
other than those the people gave it. 
He who attempts to rule the peo­
ple iu total disregard to their com­
mands is a usurper, and for a legis­
lature to declare that it is superior 
to the people and is independent of 
them, is an outrageous piece of 
usurpation and a crime against 
human rights and human liberties. 
Discussion of the principles of 
direct legislation is shunned, for 
more is to be gained by silence 
than by discussion. A  stump 
speaker who will tell our people 
that they are no! fitted to govern 
themselves; that they are not cap­
able of discerning between good 
laws and bad laws, would not be a 
vote-winner. So we do not find 
avowed opposition on the stump; 
nor do we find frank opposition in 
the slavish press controlled by 
those who purpose thfit our people 
should be governed for the profit 
of the few and the enslavement of 
the many.

No decision should be final ex ­
cept that o f the people by direct 
vote. Shall not the people—-the 
people who are living now— begin 
to rule? This is a good year to 
vote into power the initiative and 
referendum in this state, and onte 
secured, it does not follow that you 
must forsake your republican, dem­
ocratic or prohibition principles. 
Advocate any political principle 
that your judgment dictates and 
vote direct for those principles and 
for what you wa..t, instead o f wliat 
you do not want, as many times 
you are obliged to do under the 
present system in order to get what 
you do want. The liberal demo­
cratic party is pledged to put that 
system in operation, if placed in 
power. Other parties do not favor 
it; or rather, the political bosses do 
not, for it takes away their power 
to manipulate political parties for 
their own self-aggrandizement. 
You all know that political parties 
have been run for the benefit o f two 
or three men; that nominations are 
made in private offices; that con 
ventions are merely ratification 
meetings; that legislatures are 
simply required to legalize the acts 
of the boss. N o laws can lie passed 
that the boss opposes.— A  Liberal 
Democrat, in Newburg, N . Y ., 
Sunday Tribune.

SAY HE I*  ALIVE.

Austin: The ttate treasurer ha* giv­
en the governor *  statement of the 
balance to the credit of the general 
revenue fund. A t the close of busi­
ness Thursday night there was $1,- 
287.683 cash to the credit of the fund, 
against $1,465,456 on the same day 
last year, A decrease of $177,772. This 
decrease Is small, when one takes In­
to consideration ths heavy appropria­
tions and largo disbursements caused 
by the change ln the fiscal and ap­
propriation years.

At present there is being paid out 
of the general revenue fund money ap­
propriated for the epileptic asylum at 
Abilene, Southwest Texas Normal at 
San Marcos, $40,000 school building 
at the deaf and dumb Institute, new 
building at the Agricultural and Me­
chanical college, preliminary expen­
ditures at Denton on the girls’ Indus­
trial school, one heavy Installment on 
the fumigating barge for the port of 
Galveston, and the pensions were In­
creased. Notwithstanding all of these 
heavy expenditures the balance to the 
credit of the general revenue fund 
holds up rmarkably well, and It can be 
predicted that there will be over $1,- 
000,000 In the name of that fund on 
Sept. 1. the beginning of the next 
appropriation year.

All of the second year appropria­
tions are available Immediately after 
Sept. 1, and as there will be more 
buildings, and tho purchasing agent 
awards contracts for the year’s sup­
plies, there will be quite a drain dur­
ing September. October aud Novem­
ber. Receipts will begin to pick up 
then and reach the maximum In Feb­
ruary and March.

Tuberculosis a Grave Matter.
The Storra Experiment Station has 

been carrying on for a number of 
years somo tests with cows known to 
be tuberculous. The results are giv­
en In bulletin 23, which closes with 
the following summary:

Tho development of tuberculosis In 
the condemned cows, although slow, 
continued gradually, until at the end 
of four years three of the four cows 
were practically worthless, either for 
milk production or for beef.

The results of experiments with 
these tuberculous cows and the use 
of their milk for feeding calves coin­
cide with the general results of Eu­
ropean observations, and Indicate that 
the danger of the spread of tuberculo­
sis through the milk of diseased nnl 
mals Is not So great as has often been 
supposed. In the earlier stages of the 
disease, and whpn the udder Is not 
affected, the danger from the use of 
the milk appears to be limited. But 
when tho udder is affected, ot when 
the disease is so far advanced as to 
be indicated by outward signs or 
marked physical symptoms, the infec­
tiousness of the tnllk Is Increased, and 
the danger In using It Is greater.

It is not to be understood, however, 
that the farmer may neglect any case 
of tuberculosis In his herd that hap 
pens to bo not In the advancod stages, 
or If the udder of tho cow Is not af­
fected. As a matter of fact, It Is prac 
tlcally Impossible for him to toll when 
any animal that reacts to tuberculin 
may acquire tuberculosis of the ud­
der. There Is danger enough In the 
fact that the cows may acqulro the 
disease from one another at all, no 
matter how likely or unlikely they 
may be to do so. Therefore, If the 
farmers do not want their dairy In­
dustry menaced and perhaps seriously 
Injured by tho wider spread of tuber­
culosis among their herds. It Is of the 
utmost Importance that each ono use 
every effort to free his herd from the 
disease.

Cows should be examined carefully 
for physical symptoms of the disease 
and be tested with tuberculin, and 
any that respond at all should be 
looked upon with suspicion. What 
ever disposition la finally made of 
those that are diseased, they should 
be kept at all times completely sepa 
rated from those that aro not. and the 
non-affected animals should ho care­
fully watched and bo tested with 
tuberculin at least once a year. Only 
in this way can new cases be discov­
ered In their earlier stages. Unless 
tho farmers can be brought Individ­
ually to appreciate the gravity of the 
mat ter to themselves and the menace 
lo their industry, and to take mens 
ures for destroying the disease in 
their own herds, the history of bovine 
tuberculosis In Europe, where In some 
regions the greater portion of the 
cows are Infected, may easily ho re 
peated In tbia country.

A Move for Pure Milk.
Pasteurized milk In sealed bottles, 

prepared and Inspected under the dt 
rectlon of the city health department, 
will bo furnished during the summer 
In tho congested districts of the 
Northwest side, Chicago, by the 
Northwestern University Settlement 
Five stations In the Sixteenth and 
Seventeenth wards will distribute the 
milk to Ha* and tenement dwellers at 
a rate slightly exceeding the price 
paid for ordinary milk. The first de­
livery will be made within a week.

By offering cleansed and tested 
milk to the residents of tho crowded 
Polish district the workers In tho 
university settlement hope to check 
the enormous death rate among chil­
dren on tho Northwest side during tho 
hot months. The blocks surrounding 
the settlement. Noble and Augusta 
streets, were found In the Investiga­
tion of the City Homes Association two 
years ago to be among the most thick­
ly settled In the city, and the death 
rate Is double tho general Chicago 
rate of mortality.

The milk will be pasteurized In spe­
cially prepared quarters at the settle­
ment. and will bo sent out to all the 
substations each day for distribution. 
The milk will be Inspected twice a 
week by the city health department. 
At first the milk will be sold only at 
tbs stations.

The health conditions In the Polish 
district have been such as to urge the 
workers In the Northwestern Univer­
sity settlement to immediate action. 
In the crowded neighborhood of the 
upper ileventeenth ward and the low­
er Sixteenth, the residents are far 
from a park or a public playground. 
Lincoln, Humboldt and Union Parks 
are t.U blocks away from the district. 
None of the new breathing spots are 
near the crowded quarters of the 
Poles, and there are no available pub­
lic baths. The children live In the 
streets and alleys where grass spots 
are few. The Northwestern Univer­
sity settlement looks for no financial 
roward In carrying out this plan, but 
will furnish good milk, thoroughly 
cleansed, at actual cost.

Chicago Milk Campaign.
Again the milk Inspectors of Chi­

cago have begun an active campaign 
against waterers and skimmers of 
milk. In the past the spasmodic ef­
forts of the milk inspection depart­
ment have resulted only In spasmodic 
indications of virtue among the vend­
ers of milk. The present effort will 
doubtless result the same way. The 
trouble la not with the milk Inspec­
tors but In the conditions that make 
It Impossible to keep at work enough 
Inspectors to thoroughly do the work 
belonging to their office. All kinds of 
tricks are workod against the inspec­
tors. One of the most common ones 
Is to label all of the milk “ skim” 
whether It be whole or skimmed milk. 
Then the dealers sell the milk that 
has been robbed of a part of Its cream 
as good milk, by which the custom­
ers understand “milk that has not 
beon skimmed.”  When the Inspector 
comes along he finds the cans all la­
beled “skim” milk and so tho man 
that has been really selling skimmed 
milk for whole milk Is beyond prose­
cution. To the present time no check 
seems to have been found on this 
trick. Some have proposed that a law 
be passed to prevent the sale of skim 
milk except In considerable quanti­
ties. but this would certainly militate 
against both the producers and the 
consumers of milk. A considerable 
number of milk dealers are being pros 
ecuted and their names published In 
the papers, and this Is expected to 
have a salutary effect.

Points on Angoras.
A raiser of Angora goats says; 

Goats have cattle diseases more than 
sheep uiseases. They never have in­
flammation of the mucous passages 
and seldom have foot rot. They nevei 
have scab, but are frequently lousy 
I have often read about putting a few 
goats with a flock of sheep as pro­
tection against dogs. Dogs kill goats 
but not so much as sheep. I have 
uever had any old ones killed but 
have bad quite a number of kids 
killed by dogs. Goats are somewhat 
harder to fence than sheep, but not 
so hard as hogs. Goats do not jump, 
but climb anrf creep. 1 have old- 
fashioned rail fences that turn goats 
perfectly. If a rail fence is made 
to lean from the goat he will climb 
It, no matter how high It may be, 
but a well built rail fence three and a 
half feet high, Will keep goats per 
fectly. A sever wire fonee, properly 
spaced, will turn them perfectly. Two 
feet of woven wire and two wires 
coovo Is perhaps the best. Goats bear 
flocking much better than sheep. In 
iho range countries they aro generally 
kept In flocks of from one thousand 
to four thousand.

1 read often of the necessity of an 
infusion of new blood Into our Amer 
lean flocks by Importing from Asia 
I have serious doubts if Asia has as 
good Angoras as tho United States 
Tho people of that country do not 
select and breed with any care. I be 
lieve that wo have already in this 
country Angoras from which a most 
superior animal nmy be produced by 
American Ingenuity In selecting and 
mating, as has been done In the ease 
of tho American Merino sheep and the 
standard bred horse. While I am not 
averse to the Introduction of new 
blood, 1 do not want it of an inferior 
quality.

Little Things About Incubators.
There are somo things that seem lit 

tie in themselves that are of consld 
'•rahle Importance In the running ol 
an Incubator. The advice Is given not 
to buy second hand Incubators. Prob 
ably the advice is good, for a second 
hand Incubator may have been bo 
badly handled that It will give unsat 
isfactory results In the hands of a 
new user, especially If the new user 
bo a person that has had no experi 
once with these machines. It is 
claimed that Incubators, like other 
things, wcai out. Without doubt this 
apparent vearing out Is due to the 
maladjustment ot the parts or utensils 
in the parts. IIow much warping 
and shrlking has to do with the so 
''•lied wearing out of Incubators we 
cannot tell. It Is claimed that In the 
case of too much moisture being used 
the machines will warp. This use ol 
too much moisture is a little thing 
hut It must he looked after. It Is u 
mistake to use anv but the best kind 
of oil In Incubators. A few cents 
saved on oil may mean tho loss of an 
entire hatch. Least of all does It pay 
to Imy cheap thermometers. Then 
Is little difference In cost between tb 
good ami poor thermometers. Wt 
have seen some of these articles sent 
out from houses for advertising pur 
poses that were entirely worthless 
Ono thermometer that we knew ol 
scorned to work all right for a few 
days, and then dropped down to 40 
degrees below zero and staid there. 
A thermometer that registers a few 
degrees out of the way may result In 
large losses of eggs and time, to say 
nothing of tho patience of tho poultry 
man.

Various Horse Feeds.
At tho North Dakota Experiment 

Station tests with various feeds for 
horses led the experimenters to draw 
tho following conclusions:

1. Drome hay gave as good results 
when fed to work horses as did tlm 
othy hay.

2. Oat straw was satisfactorily 
used for feeding horses which did 
light work and for those which were 
Idle. One-fonrth more grain was re­
quired to support horses doing light 
work when they were fed straw.

3. Barley was not equal to oats In 
feeding value per pound, but was 
nearly as good. Mules did not relish 
barley.

4. Malted barley was not so valu­
able for work horses as oats and was 
not equal In value to the dry barley 
from which It came.

5. Corn fed In connection with oats 
in the proportion of 100 pounds ol 
corn to 125 pounds of oats, had great 
er value than cats; 77.5 pounds ol 
corn equaled 100 pounds of oatB when 
fed to work horses.

6. Whole wheat fed alone was an 
unsatisfactory fsed for horses. Wheat 
ground and III ’xod with bran in the 
proportion of two parts of wheat to 
one part of t-ran by weight gave good 
results.

7. Bran and shorts mixed In equal 
parts by weight, was equal to oats In 
feeding value.

Law Against False Brands.
False brands of dairy products h^nt 

always played a large part In frauds 
perpetrated In the sale of butter and 
cheese. It is of Interest to know that 
a bill to prevent such practices Is now 
before tho National Congress and 
stands a good chance to become a 
Inw. It is known as the “ Sherman 
Bill” and la for tho purpose of pre­
venting the branding of butter and 
cheese otherwise than from the ter­
ritory in which they aro made. Thus, 
at the present time, “Elgin butter" 
comes from all parts of the country 
If any ono section of country builds 
up a reputation for good products 
other localities at once begin stealing 
that reputation and profiting by It. 
This Is a mean kind of robbery that 
needs to bo done away with. In the 
end it brings Into disrepute the 
products from all localities, for It 
causes doubt as to tho value of any 
kind of brand. In New York the 
■late department has been trying lor 
years to execute laws relative to this 
matter, but has always found the non 
existence ot a national law in this re­
gard a great obstacle in Its path.

Ventilation In the cow stable Is » 
jecessity If the health of the animals 
is to be conserved. Little Is known 
among the generality of cow owners 
as to the scientific principles of ven 
illation. Tho subject Is worthy of 
study, especially by tho men that are 
to construct atabies. Tho men that 
have stables should l.ivestigu^e with 
the object of putting In a perfect »ys 
tem ot lentllation.

The number of lepers In the Philip­
pine Islands Is estimated at ahmt 12

Place (or tha Incubator.
Under most circumstances a small 

building out ot doors Is the beat place 
In which to locate the Incubator dur­
ing the time It Is to be In operation. 
This place Is Cecessary as a safe­
guard against fire. There might be 
times when It would be more advan­
tageously located In the house were 
It not for the danger from Are. The 
objection to an outer building, how­
ever, lies In the fact that the temper­
ature Is very changeable unless the 
building Is exceptionally well built. 
Where a good many chicks are to be 
raised or where several Incubators 
are to be kept In service for some 
months at a time a building construct­
ed partly below ground Is best. We 
have seen such houses that had been 
constructed at a moderate cost. The 
lower walls went five or six feet be­
low the surface of the ground, and 
consisted of concrete to the thick­
ness of a foot or more, in such cases 
tho floor was of concrete and the sec­
ond floor ot boards was only a short 
distance above the ground. The up­
per portion of such building can be 
used for the storago of food and the 
Hke. The lower part, In which are 
placed the Incubators, ran be kept at 
a very even temperature. The cellar 
of the residence Is hardly the place 
for Incubators, on account of the 
dampness of tho cellars as ordinarily 
constructed, and the danger of Arcs 
above mentioned.

R o w  T h e y  O o t  P u n y .
"Talk to me about Joys of farm­

ing,” said Congressman Landis of In­
diana the other day at Washington. “ I 
know about them. There were five 
brothers of us on the old farm In In­
diana, and father. We had a team of 
wobby old horses and we five boys 
and father worked from daylight to 
dark to raiae enough stuff to feed those 
horses.

Strength of Ancestry.
To have a strong breed of fowls wk 

must have birds bred up from strong 
ancestors. In our present knowledge 
of the different breeds we cannot tell 
Just what tho comparisons between 
tho different breeds are In this re­
spect. Doubtless as time goes on wo 
will hove tests to discover these rela­
tive facts. There is a strong impres­
sion that one breed Is much stronger 
than another breed, hut we have no 
definite data to hack up these rather 
vague impressions. In a small way 
we can tell something about the 
strength of ancestry in individual 
strains. Thus, If we have had In our 
flocks rather weak birds and have 
permitted them to reproduce them­
selves ami have seen the same weak­
ness in their progeny wo know that 
tho proper strength Is lacking for the 
development of a proper strain of val­
uable birds. The best we can do is 
to watch those birds and weed them 
out of the flock. If we cure a sick 
bird, that bird should never again be 
permitted to lay eggs for hatching 
purposes. The very fact that she has 
been sick makes it probable that she 
lacks In hardiness.

Turkeys with Cramped Feet.
From Farmers’ Review: My young 

turkeys havo cramped feet. Can you 
tell me the cause and remedy for 
it?—A Subscriber. • • » Doubt­
less the cause is the cold and damp 
weather we have been having. Per­
haps the poults have been permitted 
to lie In damp places and have thus 
become afflicted with something after 
tho nature of rheumatism. Wo have 
had chicks affected that way by the 
causes named. In case of chicks we 
hrwe found that taking them Into the 
house where It was warm and dry In­
sured a cure In a few days. Doubtless 
the same will be true of the poults.

Feeding Chicks.
From Farmers' Review: After

chicks are hatched I do not feed them 
anything for 36 hours nor do 1 give 
them any water. After that I feed 
and water them. I feed and water 
four times a day while they are under 
five and six weeks of ago. After that 
I feed three tlmeB a day. 1 have used 
this method for the last two years 
and find It the best I ever tried.—Mrs. 
E. I. Reynolds, La Porte County, In­
diana.

Corn Culture.
From Farmers' Review: In a re­

cent Issue of the Farmers’ Review I 
saw an article by Dr. L. M. Ayros, In 
which he said that the farmer ahould 
give hts com crop shallow culture In 
a wet season and doep cultivation In 
a dry season; but he does not give 
the reason tor It. I will say: Give 
deep culture in a wet season to let 
the water down and warm the ground. 
In a dry season, give shallow culture, 
to hold the moisture that Is In the 
ground. That will create a dust 
mulch, which will draw the water to 
the surface.—Joseph Blagden, Okla­
homa. ’
