Public Ownership.
Frank G. Carpenter who is tour­

ing Europe, tells of how the English 
people like to do their own busi­
ness and are wary of granting fran­
chises. He says:

“ One of the chief troubles iu 
getting concessions for railroads 
and other public works is that the 
towns like to do their own business. 
They want to operate the railroads, 
telephones and electric lights them­
selves. and furnish transportation 
and lights at the lowest possible 
rates to their people.

“ The London county council 
made a profit of about $350,000 
last year off of its tramways and 
gave the lowest rates ever known. 
It is estimated that the differeut 
cities who handled such things last 
year saved over $20,000,000, and 
that they have reduced their tax 
rates at least 10 per cent, by so do­
ing. Leeds runs its own tramways 
and its profits last year were over 
$100,000. Manchester controls its 
gas works, electric lights aud mar 
kets and makes money off of all of 
them. The same is true of Not 
tingham and Bolton, the two towns 
making a profit of something like a 
half million dollars a year and giv­
ing good service and a low rate for 
gas, electric lights, street cars and 
markets.

“ A t present the money invested 
in municipal undertakings amounts 
to more than $400,000,000, and the 
average annual income of these is 
more than $40,000,000 while as I 
have said, the profits approximate 
$20,000,000 annually. The towns 
are addiug to their holdings from 
month to month. Glasgow has 
now municipal farms, and Col­
chester owns oyster fisheries. There 
are cities which own mineral 
springs. Harrogate, for instance, 
making $75,000 a year out of its 
baths. Chester lias a race course, 
while Hull has a municipal crema­
tory. Sheffield, Liverpool, Bourne­
mouth. Leicester and Glasgow are 
putting up crematories for the bene­
fit of their citizens, and a number 
of cities are discussing the buying 
of coal mines and furnishing their 
people coal at cost. This question 
arose on account of the high price 
of coal, ami it has only abated on 
account of its fall. The municipal 
telephones are considerably cheaper 
than ours. Glasgow has a system 
which was opened last August, and 
which already covers about 150 
square miles. The charges are $27 
a year for an unlimited number of 
calls, or $17.50 per year and 2 cents 
for each call made.”

Even in granting franchises, the 
public welfare is looked after far 
more than in this country. Speak­
ing of this, he says:

“ Take, for instance, this Hamil­
ton tramway which was recently 
built in a small city near Glasgow. 
The act of parliament granting it 
lies before me. It has all sorts of 
provisions as to fares. It provides 
that from 5 until 9 o’clock every 
morning and at 4 o'clock in the 
afternoon the company shall run 
cars for artisans, mechanics, daily 
laborers and clerks at fares not ex­
ceeding one ha’penny, or one cent, 
per mile. It requires that no bag­
gage shall he taken into the cars 
that cannot be carried in the hands, 
and also that the company shall not 
use the line as a freight line, al­
though it may carry parcels up to 
twenty-eight pounds. The rate for 
such parcels is fixed at 6 cents up 
to 7 pounds, 10 cents to fourteen 
pounds and 14 cents to twenty- 
eight pounds.

“ There is a provision that when­
ever the profits of the road exceed 
4 per cent, on the capital certain 
amounts shall be paid to the mu* 
nicipality and district through 
which the road runs corresponding 
with the increase of the earnings, 
and also a provision that after a 
period of twenty-five years, and at 
periods of seven years thereafter, 
the company shall sell the road to 
tlie locality at a fair market value 
if the municipality wishes to buy 
it.”

Coronation Postponed.
L o n d o n , June 24.— All England 

was astounded this morning over 
the announcement that owing to a 
surgical operation performed upon 
King Edward the coronation cere­
monies had been indt finitely post­
poned.

An ominous report is current to­
night that it was really a cancerous 
growth that was removed from the 
king, and that while he may sur­
vive the present operation, a fatal 
result is postponed by only a short 
time, aud that even if the peritoneal 
trouble should he overcome, pneu­
monia or kidney disease might 
bring about death. The grea'est 
dread is of cancer, and nothing hut 
evidence of the kings recovery will 
convince the public that all the 
conditions are bting revealed to 
them.

The King’s condition is as good 
as could he expected after so ser­
ious an operation. His strength is 
maintained aud there is less pain. 
His majesty has taken a little nour­
ishment. It will he several days 
hi fore it will he possible to say he 
is out of danger.

IRONING A SHIRT WAIST.
Not infrequently a young woman 

finds it necessary to launder a shirt 
waist at home for some emergency 
when the laundrymatt or home ser­
vant cannot do it. Hence these direc­
tions for Ironing the waist: To Iron 
summer shirt waists so that they will 
look like new tt Is needful to have 
them starched evenly with Defiance 
starch, then made perfectly smooth 
and rolled tight In a damp cloth, to 
be laid away two or three hours. 
When Ironing have a bowl of water 
and a clean piece of muslin beside the 
Ironing board.

J LAME BACK

Washington, June 21.—The Repub­
lican senators held a conference Fri­
day on the subject of Cuban reciproc­
ity and after three hours’ discussion 
adjourned subject to the call of Chair­
man Allison without action. Almost 
0l* the Republican senators who were 
In the city were present. There were 
eight or nine speeches made tn sup­
port of reciprocity and only two in 
opposition to that policy.

The speeches In support of the reci­
procity bill were made by Senators 
Foraker. Veverldge, Lodge. Hale, War­
ren, Aldrich. McComas and Hanna and 
Platt of Conectlcut.

The two speeches in opposition to 
the proposed legislation were made by 
Senators Burton and Burrows. The 
speeches for reciprocity were without 
exception pleas for legislation and for 
party harmony.

Senator Burton of Kansas supported 
and defended the attitude of the beet 
sugar Republicans. He spoke espec­
ially with reference to an Intimation 
that the beet sugar senators were not 
loyal to the party. His side, he said, 
stood for the support of one of the 
most promising, as It was one of the 
most deserving of Infant Industries, 
and he urged that this Interest should 
have the same care that the Repub­
lican party had given to ther strug­
gling Industries.

Senator Burroys produced a copy of 
President McKinley’s Buffalo speech, 
and read extracts to show that the beet 
sugar senators are In accord with Mr. 
McKinley s position. He also quoted 
the last annual message of President 
Roosevelt saying that the beet sugar 
men were in accord with the presi­
dent’s position as outlined there.

The conference adjourned to meet 
at the call of the chairman, and It Is 
generally believed that another meet­
ing will take place some time next 
week.

Galveston: The first congress ot 
Southern Pacific land immigration 
agents met Friday. The object of the 
meeting was explained as a desire to
secure more cordial co-operation be­
tween the Immigration department and 
land agents of the Southern Pacific 
railroad.

Prof. J. H. Connell of Dallas was 
unanimously elected permanent chair­
man.

Judge W. F. Armstrong extended 
greeting on behalf of the people of 
Texas Instead of Galveston or any par­
ticular section of the state.

The Immigration agents were balled 
as the missionaries who were doing the 
greatest work for the empire state.

In responding, J. T. Anderson, as­
sistant general passenger agent of the 
Southern Pacific railroad, expressed In 
behalf of the Immigration agents ot 
the Southern Pacific railroad sincere 
thanks for the cordial greeting. He 
feelingly referred to the catastrophe 
from which Galveston suffered in 1900, 
and expressed the admiration of the 
agents In flndlig such marvelous Im­
provements here In such a short time, 
again rendering It the Jew el of the Gulf 
of Mexico.

John Howard, the Immigration agent 
of the Southern Pacific railroad, spoke 
upon the “ Duties and Responsibilities 
of Land and Immigration Agents."

George McManus of Beaumont, Tux., 
a real estate agent, addressed the con­
vention on “ Land Owners, Land 
Agents and Railroads Working In 
Harmony."

J. F. Evans of Sherman spoke upon 
"Mills and Factories of Texas and How 
to Secure Same.” To make a success 
of the development of Texas, he said. 
It Is necessary to consider other things 
besides the settlement of lands. Fac­
tories and mills are becoming essential 
to the development of Texas. To main­
tain values, It Is necessary to glva 
study to employment of the capital and 
labor of cities.

Several other speeches were made.

Clai­
borne county, was brought to the city 
hospital. She is not seriously wound­
ed by her attempt to commit suicide. 
The ball inflicted a simple flesh 
wound In the abdomen, and did not 
enter the abdominal cavity. She part­
ly realizes what she ha* done. Her 
reason has been dethroned, and she 
will be sent to the state asylum at 
Jackson as soon as discharged from 
the hospital.

Indian Trust Funds.
Vlnlta. I. T.: A statement from the 

Indian inspector's office for the Indian 
Territory, shows amount of funds held 
In trust by the United States for the 
Five Civilized tribes and on which 
the government pays interest Is as 
follows: Cherokees $1,719,069.80, In­
terest $135,952.80. Chicasaws $1,269.- 
695.80, interest $63,334.78. Choctaws 
$902,955,31. interest $45,144.75, annui­
ties $10,520, Creeks $1,982,930.95. in­
terest $39,146.44 annuities $24,300, 
Semlnoles $2,070,000. interest $103,- 
500.

Austin: The supreme court affirmed 
the case of the state of Texas against 
the Shippers' Compress and Warehouse 
company, from Travis, and the state 
has finally lost the case, after having 
adverse decisions in the two lower 
courts. Thus the derision was against 
the state In all of the courts tn which 
It was considered, the trial court, ap­
pellate court and Anally In the su­
preme court. The state lost the case 
on the facts. However the court In 
its opinion, which was written by As­
sociate Justice Brown, held that the 
anti-trust act of 1895 is valid In cer­
tain respects.

Never Took Medicine.
Denton, Tex.: Rev. Joe Loving, one 

of the oldest preachers In Texas and 
onp of the oldest men In Denton coun­
ty, died near Uartonville. aged 93 
years. He was a Primitive Baptist 
preacher, who came to this country 
when the Comanrhes were making 
their raids, away back in the 40s; went 
through the Civil war with several of 
his own sons In company G. Eighteenth 
Texas, and It Is recited of him that 
never In all his life did he take one 
dose of medicine.

Tragedy at Collinsville.
Collinsville, Tex.: About 6 o'clock 

Friday morning John Wilburn was 
shot In the right leg, the weapon used 
being a double-barreled shotgun 
Twenty-nine shotholes were counted 
from the knee up. The bone was bad­
ly shattered and the doctors had to 
amputate the leg close up to the hip. 
He died that afternqon. J. C. Dial Is 
charged with the shooting. Ills father. 
T. C. Dial, was arrested charged with 
being an accessory.

Calculating Cream of a Certain Rlchnosa*
From Farmers' Review: A let­

ter from a cream seller contains 
the following question. "W ill you 
please tell me how to figure out the 
amount of cream to take and amount 
of sklm-mllk to take to make a certain 
amount of cream of lesB density; for 
Instance, If I have a great deal ot 
cream testing 32 per cent and want 
only six gallons, or 48 pounds of 20 
cent cream, how much cream and bow 
much sklm-mllk must I mix togeth­
er?”

As I understand part of the ques­
tion It Is, how many pounds of 
cream testing 32 per cent fat must you 
use la order to make six gallons, or 
48 pounds, of cream containing 20 per 
cent fat?

This can be figured as follows: In 
48 pounds of cream containing 20 per 
cent fat there are 9.6 pounds of fat. 
This Is found by getting 20 per cent 
of the 48 pounds. Now if you have 32 
per cent cream aud want to reduce it 
to 20 per cent cream the first thing 
Is to find out bow many pounds of 32 
per cent cream must be taken in order 
to get 9.6 pounds of fat; this may be 
done by the following proportion: 

32:100: :9.6:X.
Carrying out the calculation by multi­
plying 9.6 by 100 and dividing the 
product by 32 we get 30 pounds, show­
ing that In 30 pounds of cream testing 
32 per cent fat we will obtain the 9.6 
pounds of fat which Is contained In 48 
pounds or six gallons ot 20 per cent 
cream. Subtracting the 30 pounds 
from 48 leaves 18, so that our dual 
result Is, to add 18 pounds of skirn- 
mllk to 30 pounds of 32 per cent cream 
and the mixture will be 48 pounds or 
six gallons of cream containing 20 per 
cent fa t

If the question means how can you 
reduce 32 per cent to 20 per cent 
cream, It may be answered as follows: 

Suppose you have 85 pounds ot 32 
per cent cream and want to find out 
how much 20 per cent cream this will 
make. First, find how many pounds 
of fat there are In the 85 pounds of 32 
per cent cream; carrying out the mul­
tiplication—86 by 32, gives 27.2 pounds 
of fat. The next step is to find out 
how much 20 per cent cream this 27.2 
pounds will make. This may be cal­
culated by the following proportion: 
Multiplying 27.2 by 100 and dividing 
by 20 gives 136 pounds of 20 per cent 
cream, which the 27.2 will make. The 
answer, then, of the question—how 
much 20 per cent cream will 85 pounds 
of 32 per cent cream make?—1b, that 
to 85 pounds of 32 per cent cream you 
should add 51 pouuds of skim-milk, 
and the mixture will give 136 pounds 
of 20 per cent cream. Such calcula­
tions may seem somewhat complicated 
but they are comparatively simple 
when made by first finding out how 
many pounds of fat there are In a 
given quantity of cream; this Is ob­
tained by multiplying the weight of 

I cream by Its test; then from the 
I weight of fat thus obtained determine 

by a proportion how much cream test- 
[ Ing uny desired percentage this 

weight of fat will make.—E. H. Far- 
j rlngton, Wisconsin Dairy School.

Alyitarj of Bilik Formation.
The mystery of the formation of 

; milk Is one that has engaged the at- 
| teution of a good many scientists. One 
| theory is that milk is blood held In 
i suspension. This may not be true and 
I it may be true. Certainly milk when 
: exposed to a high degree of heat 

changes color und takes on the ap­
pearance of dried blood. The soldiers 

| in the War of the Rebellion found this 
i out and used it for secret writing.
| They wrote with their pens dipped In 

milk. The recipients took the letters 
i and baked them in an oven and the 
' lines became legible. Those opposing 

this theory say, however, that the 
analysis of blood and of milk Is not 
absolutely Identical. This may have 
some force as an argument and it may 
not have. The question of analysis is 
a very large one, and there are as yet 
several unknown quantities In it. It 
seems about certain that the water 
and the casein In the milk arc filtered 

t from the blood. The formation of fat 
Is mixed up with the building up and 
breaking down of cells. But the ma­
terial for this work must cotue from 

i the blood.

A Boy Avenget-the Killing of Hie 
Father by Indians.

Middleton, N. Y.: George B. Barrow, 
serving a sentence at Dannemora 
prison for the kidnaping of Marlon 
Clark in New York, has written a let­
ter to Mayor Hock of Goshen, entreat­
ing him to exert all possible Influence 
to secure the pardon of Mrs. Barrow, 
his wife, who Is serving a sentence In 
Auburn prison for same crime.

Barrow, who Is the son of Judge C. 
Barrow of Little Rock. Ark., declared 
he forced his wife to commit the crime, 
which he planned for the purpose of 
covering the New York police depart­
ment with ridicule, and that he did not 
desire a ransom. He says he was an 
admirer of McCullough, who. Barrow 
says, had been unjustly retired by 
Tammany hall influence, and that he 
expected to recover the child. Gov, 
Gdell has th* matter in hand for action.

El Paso: George Harold, a police­
man. returned from the Mcscalcro In­
dian reservation, reports the murder of 
Thomas Page, a rancher, and the kill­
ing of six Apache Indians near there. 
The Indians murdered the ranchman, 
and the 12-year-old son of the dead 
man avenged hlg death by shooting the 
Indians from ambush.

Page was occupying leased land In 
the reservation and the Tndlans ob­
jected. They had several times threat­
ened his life If he did not leave.

Publlr Milk T**t*r
Gradually there Is growing up the 

Idea of having officials appointed by 
the government do the milk testing. 
This Is being urged iu some countries. 
It Is a thing certain to become the 
practice In the not distant future. The 
man that takes milk to the creamery 
is often dissatisfied at his test. If he 
does not believe It dishonest, he be­
lieves it made by an Incompetent man, 
and tho latter belief is not Infrequent­
ly well founded. Ut.der the present 
system tho milk tester finis all of his 
interests on one side. It has been ac­
knowledged in some cases that the 
tests have been doctored to keep the 
patrons satisfied—that Is, the high 
tests have been slightly reduced, and 
the low tests slightly raised. A part 
of the cream of the man with good 
cows has been given to the man with 
scrubs.

Kulalnc Breeding Bird*.
From Farmers’ Review: To begin 

I allow all young chicks to have the 
benefit of plenty of sunshine and 
shade, leaving the choice to them. As 
soon as possible—about 36 hours after 
they are hatched—I place them In a 
brooder and probably about 12 hours 
thereafter I give them their first feed 
which consists of cracked grain; this 
feed Is strictly adhered to. Of course 
I give as many different grains as I 
pan get and only one kind at each 
meat. They have In addition to this 
ground bone and are allowed a grass 
run as soon as they are able to be out 
As soon as t can distinguish the sex 
I separate the males from the females 
and they are not allowed together un­
til they are mated about January first 
The food Is then fed In this manner:
In the morning they have a mash fed 
warm; at noon, grain—usually wheat; 
at night, cut oats or any good grain 
wc may have except corn, unless very 
ccid. I might say that we do not use 
very much corn at any time. A green 
run is kept, at all times. I also use 
beef scraps after fowls are mated. 
They are then kept in these runs until 
about June flrst, when the fomales are 
allowed to run out on the pasture and 
only fed at night a small amount of 
wheat, or some grain of that kind. 
When Hie molting season begins, our 
fowls are always stout and healthy 
and In tho very best of shape to stand 
the strain. The cocks aro not allowed 
their liberty, but are placed In a fresh 
green run aud fed on good wholesome 
food, are not allowed to grow fat and 
are made to work for every bite they 
eat. 1 only keep four pens for breed­
ers; the balance are all sold or killed 
for our table, so wo never have any 
surplus stock after the breeding season 
begins, unless they be very good ones 
that we have failed to sell.—Ed. Bish­
op New Madrid County, Missouri.

Th. Many Hlil.il Poultry M»«.
The successful poultryman must be 

many-sided. Poultry raising Is a com­
plicated business and requires a good 
deal of knowledge of a good many 
things. This knowledge is not ac­
quired in a day. Poultry diseases must 
be known to a very considerable ex­
tent, and this requires thought and 
study. The knowledge of the diseases 
must be supplemented by the knowl­
edge of the best conditions to prevent 
them. The poultryman must be fa­
miliar with the chemical constituents 
of feeds and understand the balancing 
of rations. He must be able to dis­
tinguish the different breeds and 
should know something of the stan­
dards of perfection. His knowledge of 
all the experiments with poultry 
should be complete. No poultry book 
of value should be outside of his li­
brary. To possess himself of the 
knowledge obtainable by reading he 
must devote a good deal of time to 
this branch of his activity. Then he 
must be familiar with the markets 
and with the methods of men that buy 
fowls and eggs. Moreover he must 
tmve a large stock of Information a:i 
to how to run an Incubator. This is 
a hard thing to procure, as It requires 
much loss of time and material finding 
out what things are necessary to be 
done to Insure success. To these 
things must be added attention to In­
numerable details. Because the poul- 
trymau must be many-sided, many 
that attempt to be poultrymen fall. 
The man that goes into the poultry 
business should do so with his eyes 
open. He must expect to have to 
learn, and to learn one thing at a time.

Khowlnt Deteriorate* Ittrdn.
The man that makes a business ot 

showing fowls must expect to meet 
many losses. The writer baa bjen 
told that In some cases exhibitors 
have lost half of their fowls In a sin­
gle season's campaign. Resides th* 
loss of birds from colds, diseases, ex­
posure and so forth there Ir a furthet 
loss in the deterioration ot the birds 
shown, even though they come out v 1 
the ordeal without losing a feather 
In the first place, during the time In 
which they are being fitted they are 
kept penned up and fed high. This 
hurts the breeding qualities of the 
males and the egg laying qualities ol 
the females. The necessary prepara 
•ion for showing Is directly adverse tc 
the qualities desired In breeding o: 
laying stock. After the birds are out 
of the shows they must have consid­
erable time In which to recuperate. 
For this reason birds that have beer, 
shown a great deal arc looked upon 
with suspicion as to their breeding 
qualities. A man must take all these 
things into consideration when he goes 
into the show with his best birds. He 
must consider if the advertisement he 
Is to gut will compensate for the In­
evitable losses of various kinds.

R e j r e i  R u n t*  f o r  Itrd rderfl.

The selection of the brood sow is 
the most important factor and is 
where the averago farmer makes a 
most serious mistake by selecting the 
second or third class sow pigs for 
breeders, because if In buying them 
they get them for less money, or In 
keeping them from their own herd, the 
better Individuals sell for more money. 
The fact of the matter Is, theso are 
the most expensive animals to be re­
tained or bought for breeding pur­
poses. If we select runts or second or 
third class sows (as like begets like), 
In a short time we have our farms 
overrun with a very Inferior class of 
hogB whfeh will be Beveral years be­
hind In Improvement. On the other 
hand. If wc select the very best gilts 
for breeding purposes and mate them 
with a sire of equal individuality we 
will soon stock up with a very de­
sirable and valuable class of liogs. It 
is hard to pay too much for a real 
valuable brood sow. She is of more 
value than any other breeding animal 
retained on the farm.—O. R. Aney.
