It is not known how many lives have 
been lost nlong tho course of tho preek, 
and the worst is feared.

Ttie damage to crops has been great, 
but tho loss of life overshadows every­
thing else.

DOUBLE HEADER WRECKED.
Ouo Train until Killed, Several Injured 

and Diiniage to Train (treat.
Meridian, Tex., July 17.—Sunday 

night a serious wreck occurred near tho 
depot in this place on tho Gulf, Colora­
do and Santa Fe railway.

Chinese on the walls are esti­
mated conservatively at 20,000. Thoy aro 
pouring a torrifHe hail of artillery, rifle 
and mnehino guu fire u)k>u attackers.

Tho Auiericuus suffered terribly. As 
nil Associated Press representative left 
the field the chief surgeon of tho Ninth 
infantry said a conservative estiiimte 
was that 25 por cent of the Americans 
were hit.

While the Chinese are making a stub­
born resistance about Tien Tain, they 
are mnking no attempt to regain Tnkn 
or to cut off the approach to Tieu Tsin 
by river or railway. The entire ilis-1 
tance is deserted by the natives and 
troops come up without seeing a Chinn- 
ninn. Ungarded launches ply np nud 
down with despatches. The restoration 
of the railway is 1 icing pushed forward.

The Chinese have n faculty of moviug 
their guns rapidly nud suddenly opening 
fire from n new point.

TH R E E  HUNDRED KILLED.
A n o t h e r  L*fl inat«v o f  t h e  Lo** In  t h e  A t  

l u r k  Rt T l e u  Twin.

Loudon, July 17.—The News prints a 
Shanghai dispatch giving nn account 
of tho attack of the allied foroes on tho 
native city of Tien Tsiu. According to 
the dispatch tho allies were repulsed and 
were compelled to retreat with the loss 
of more thnn 300 killisl, the British los­
ing 40 and Japanese 00. The Americans 
and Russians also suffered heavily. 
Among the Americans killed were Col. 
French of tho Twenty-fifth infantry 
and Colonel Liscum the Ninth infantry. 
A Russian colonel of artillery was killed. 
The dispatch adds that the Chines 
fought with great desperation and thei 
marksmanship was accurate and deadly.

MESSAGE FROM REMEY.
C o lo n e l l.lse n m  a n il C n |itn ln  D u ll*  D ead

iliul K*«v«*n»l OIIIcst* W o u n d ed .

Washington, July 17.—The navy de­
partment has received official conflrmn- 
tiou from Admiral Romey of tho reverse 
of the allied forces at Tien Tsin on Fri­
day. The dispatch is dated Che Foo, 
July 16, nnd says:

“It is reported the allied force's attack­
ed tho native city on July 13, Russians 
on the right with the Ninth infantry 
and marines on the loft. Losses to tho 
allied forces large. Russinus, 100, in­
cluding an artillery colonel; Americans, 
over 30; British, over 40; Jninnesc, 68, 
eluding n colonel, and French, 23. Col. 
Liscum of the Ninth infantry nnd Cnpt. 
Davis of the marine corps were killed. 
Captain Lemly, Lieu tennis Butler and 
Ixionard were wounded. At 7 in the 
evening the nllied attack on the native 
city was repulsed with groat loss. Re­
turns are yet incomplete. Details are 
not yet confirmed."

In a degree the excitement reminiscent 
of the days of tho Spanish war prevailed 
at the state, war and navy departments. 
Early in tho day entuo Admiral Reiuey's 
dispatch conveying the ill tidings from 
Tien Tsin and for a time this obscured 
the Pekin situation. The Ninth rogi- 
imont is one of the (T ac k  regiments of 
tho world and the terrible story of fatal­
ity iu its ranks roused the fierce spirit of 
indigatiou and demand for vengeance 
among officers of the army and navy 
hero that could not be repressed.

C o lo n e l F re n c h  N o t In  C h in a .
Washington, July 17. -The report 

that Colonel French of the Twonty-fifth 
infantry was killod It Tien Tsin is not 
understood nt the war deportment. 
Officials state positively that Colonel 
French is not in China. There is but 
one Colonel French in the sorvice and he 
commands the the Twenty-second in­
fantry, two battalions of which arc in 
the Philippines and tho third ono in 
this country. On Jnne 30, Colonel 
French was in New York on sick leave.

R. Davis of the landing party at Tsin, 
who was killed Friday, was appointed 
to Annapolis from Savannah in I860 bj 
Congressman Rnfns E. Loster, He wai 
a son of Rev. L. B. Davis, now of At­
lanta. He wns attached to the battle­
ship Oregon, when she made her record- 
breaking trip into Caban waters from 
the Pacific, and at the time he was killed 
was captain of tho marines in the uavy.

Prescott, Ariz., July 17.—Tho fire 
which sturted here Saturday night was 
under control at 3 o’clock Sunday morn­
ing. The total loss will exeoed $1,500,- 
000. All that remains of the principal 
business portion of the town is tottering 
walls aud piles of charred nml burning 
debris.

The fire xvns controlled by the fire­
fighters going a considerable distnuoo iu 
advance of the flames and bloxviug up the 
biiil<lii|gs on tho southern sldo of Good­
win street, preventing the flames from 
crossing the street. The burned district 
embraces five blocks in which wero 
located tho principal mercantile houses, 
both lianks, both telegraph offloes, tho 
throe uewHiMpcrs, every saloou nnd res­
taurant except ono, besides scores of 
private rosidonees.

A high wind prevailed all Sunday* 
sending smoko, dust aud burning em ­
bers in every direction, requiring the 
greatest vigilance to prevent another 
outbreak of the flames. Owing to the 
chaotic conditions existing it is impossi­
ble to obtain an accurate account of tho 
loss or individual insurance. Insurance 
agents say the total insurance does not 
exceed $330,000.

The only business houses remaining 
iu the town are three drygoods stores, 
three grocery stores and two drug stores.

Hon. W. A. Clark, of the United 
States Copper company, who was visit­
ing the works at Jerome, wired a draft 
for $300. All the sufferers from the fire 
are provided with food anil it is not 
thought any outNide assistance will lie 
required.

Los Angeles, July 10.—Reports from 

the drouth itrickeu sections of Arizonn 
arc to the effect that every water hole 
and most of the wells havo gone dry.

W o u n d e d  B r i t is h  S o ld ier*  K il le d  to  Save 

T h e m  f ro m  T o r tu re .

Nexv York, July 17.—A dispatch to 
The Journal from Tien Tsiu, dited July 
3 says:

Ineffectual attempts have been made 
to conceal tho horrible fact that Amiral 
Seymour was compelled to sh o t his own 
wounded faring the recent disaster nud 
retreat ot the Pekiu relief expedition.

All the wounded anil prisoners who 
fell into the hands of the Chinese were 
frightfully tortured. The bodies had 
boon cut into pieces. First the eyes had 
been hacked out; then the cheeks, arms 
and legs cut off, until deuth ended the 
sufferings of tho poor follows.

When Admiral Seymour in liisrotrent 
found himself so hard pressod that he 
was nimble longer to carry his wounded 
with him, he asked them:

"Which do you prefer to lie left to the 
mercies of the Chinese or bo shot by 
your comrades?” As Admiral Seymour 
put tho question tears wore runuing 
down his cheeks.

"We prefer death to torture. Shoot 
ns now that wo may die like men," was 
tlie piteous response of tho helpless mott.

A tiring squad was told off, and while 
the little allied forces stopped and beat 
off with gnnfiro the Chinese horde that 
surrounded it inside its lilies an act of 
mercy was performed as the firing squad 
carried out its orders.

A few merciful volleys from the rifles 
iu tho hands of friends and harrassed 
expedition wns relieved of its burden of 
wounded, the funntieal Chinese horde 
wns cheated of victims for its torture 
aud suffering nnd fears of the unfortu­
nates were brought to an end iu an lion- j 
orable death under their own flag.

The British anil American forces arc | 
brigaded together on the west side of the i 
town, the Gorinaiisand Japanese on tlie ; 
south side, the French nud Russians on 
the north nnd a force of Cossacks hold 
the cast side.

Hcinits report that imperial Chinese I 
troops hnvo arrived from Pekiu, well j 
equipped and with many guns.

Japanese forces led the attack 
under cover of the heavy artillery 
fire of the British and Americans.
The naval guns brought from the 
British and American warships 
soon effected breaches in the walls 
through which poured the advance 
guard of Russians and Japanese.
The walls were so quickly breach­
ed, and the advance so quickly fol­
lowed that tlie immense force of 
Chinese in the city had no time to 
rally in opposition before the en­
trance wgs won and the city in the 
hands of the allies.

The Japene.se and Russians were 
gallantly supported by the Ameri­
cans and English, the former losing 
terribly in killed and wounded.
Once inside the walls, the disorgan­
ized masses of Chinese fell easy 
victims to the j»m poms and ma­
chine guns of the allies, and the 
streets were filled with the carcass­
es of Boxers and imperial troops 
who, taken in flank from their own 
breastworks were unable to with­
stand the mad advance of the al­
lies.

The forts were the next jioiuts 
of assault by the victorious allies, 
and they quickly succumbed, the 
Chinese troops guarding them be­
ing apparently demoralized by the 
overwhelming defeat of those who 
had manned the walls.

The signal victory was not ac­
complished without great loss.
The totals will not fall far short of 
800 in the three engagements 1 f 
Thursday, Friday and Saturday.
The greatest loss came from the 
unsuccessful attack on Friday, 
when the allies vainly hurled them­
selves against the walls, in the face 
of an overwhelming force of the 
?neiny armed with modern weap 
011s. The greatest loss is reported 
to have fallen to the lot of the Jap­
anese and Russians.

The total American loss is stated 
to have been 213. Of this number,
40 were mariners.
