Wlisit the Government Omi l>o.
W e promised while 011 our trip to 

say something more about govern­
ment ownership in connection with 
Hot Springs, Ark. The springs 
themselves and considerable reser­
vation around them are held as a 
government monopoly, just as the 
making and sale o f postage stamps 
are, and the income derived from 
the 11 -e o f the water by the various 
bath houses is all expended in im­
proving and beautifying the reser 
vatiou. The process o f Improve'! 
ment has been going on for years 
under the charge of the superinten­
dent appointed by the Secretary of 
the Interior, in whose Department 
the control o f the springs is vested. 
It is one ot the government’s most 
beautiful and artistic pieces of 
property.

Without going into details, it is
enough to say that early in the 
present century the government 
became convinced that it would re­
sult in a great wrong and hardship
to the people to allow them to re­
main in private hands, so in 1832, 
by act o f  Congress, they were set 
apart as a "National sanitarium for 
all time,”  and were ’ ’dedicated to 
the people of the United States to 
he forever free from sale or aliena­
tion,”  so the act reads.

By this act the government be­
came the owner of seventy-two hot 
springs, with a temperature reach­
ing as high as 157 degrees, and 
averaging 136 degrees Fareuheit, 
and now controls them in a manner 
similar to the eoutrol exercised by 
their respective governments over 
Carlsbad and Baden Baden.

The price of baths and attendance 
is fixed by the government for each 
hath house, according to its equip­
ment and facilities, and the hath 
house is not allowed to depart from 
this price in either direction. It 
can charge no more and no less, 
under penalty of having the hot 
water cut off. The rule is rigidly 
enforced, and no imposition is pos­
sible.

The government free bath house 
•s one o f the attractive features of 
"The Row.”  It is a little back and 

higher up the mountain than the 
other hath houses, and is devoted 
exclusively to bathing the indigent, 
those who need the treatment and 
cannot afford to pay for baths at the 
regular houses. Thus the govern­
ment insures the benefit of the 
waters to all, and people in needy 
circumstances are provided for, as 
well as the most opulent. Suffer­
ers from almost every known ail­
ment plunge into the pools, which 
are kept at the proper temperature 
by attendants. Statistics from 
those thus treated show that over 
73 per cent, of them are either 
cured or greatly benefited.

I f this great sanitarium, given to 
all mankind by the Alm ighty, was 
under private ownership, not only 
would those able to pay be charged 
from five to twenty fold more than 
now, but the poor, unable to pay, 
would be excluded from the benefits 
entirely. Besides all this for the 
people in general, the government 
has here its Arm y and N avy Gen­
eral Hospital, and constructed a 
building or group o f buildings for 
the treatment of the sick soldiers 
and sailors and officers o f the army 
and navy, and soldiers o f the civil 
war. The hot water treatment is 
administered in all its forms, and in 
connection with its efficient medical 
corps and dispensary tiie record of 
cures and materially benefited 
reaches the astonishing figures of 
more than yo per cent.

The 72 springs flowing 1,000,000 
gallons o f hot water every 24 hours 
is all under control o f the United 
States government, which has 
walled up and covered over all but 
two or three of the springs and 
built the system o f pipes and reser­
voirs for storing it. Government 
officials have charge o f the water 
from the springs to the bathhouses, 
and the government fixes the price 
of the baths for each house and they 
are permitted to charge no more 
and no less than the government 
schedule. A sa  result of this Hot 
Springs has the cheapest medicinal 
baths known. The government 
also fixes the attendants' fees, and 
it prescribes rules and regulations 
regarding the conduct of the man­
agers and employes and demands 
that all bath houses be kept clean 
and in a sanitary condition. They 
are regularly inspected to see that 
these rules are carried out.

It is easy to see the beneficent ef­
fects of government ownership and 
conduct. No monopoly is possible 
by individuals. All extortion is 
kept down, and the bath houses are 
kept clean and free from infection.

But Uucle Sam not only governs

the hath houses, but he lias donel 
more for Hot Springs than any 
other place in the country except 
Washington. He has filled it with 
beautiful parks, planted trees, 
shrubbery, and flower gardens, con­
structed lakes, pa\ illions, and mar­
ble fountains. He has constructed 
fifteen miles of mountain drives, 
beautifully graded and winding to 
the tops o f the mountains 700 feet 
above the valley, affording the most 
charming views imaginable.

He has about five miles of walks 
leading over the mountains by easy 
grades and steps at frequent inter­
vals, and all for the pleasure and 
recreation o f visitors who come here 
for health or enjoyment.

A ll this is being done from re­
ceipts for the water privilege, at a 
cost to the public far below what 
would have to be paid a private 
corporation. All receipts over 
actual expenses goes right hack to 
the public in the way o f improve­
ments and conveniences for the 
public's enjoyment, whereas, if I 
under private ownership, all profits 
would l>e increased to go into the 
coffers of the rich or invested in 
some other gift ol nature for the 
purpose of monopoly'. Y e  who have 
been ridiculing government owner­
ship should, by all means, go to Hot 
Springs and see some o f its practical 
results.

port of the federal governmeut, be­
fore attempting to tax incomes de­
rived from wages, salaries, or the 
profits o f a business. The annual 
rent, interest and dividends (4,000,- 
000,000) are what those pay, who 
work for wages, salaries and profits. 
Mr. H ill proposes to put the whole 
expense of supporting the federal 
government upon the rent payers, 
the in'erest payers and the dividend 
payers instead of putting it upon 
the rent receivers, interest receivers 
or the dividend receivers. Those 
who pay the four thousand millions 
annually are to pay, in addition 
thereto, the sum of five hundred 
millions annually towards the sup­
port of the federal government, ac­
cording to Mr. Hill. This is to lie 
paid by import duties and excise 
taxes on domestic manufactures. 
The government collects two hun­
dred millions annually through the 
custom houses, besides three hun­
dred millions on domestic manufact­
ures. This makes an annual sum 
of five hundred millions to he paid 
by the working and business peo­
ple, in addition to all the rent, in­
terest and dividends which they 
pay; and they pay it by paying 
high prices on what they eat, drink 
and wear and Mr. H ill proposes to 
continue this system. He proposes 
to do it by talking about the two 
conflicting systems oftariff taxation 
instead of talking about an income 
tax or any kind of tax that will fall 
upon wealth. I f  the federal gov­
ernment were supported by those 
who are receiving four thousand 
millions annually it would only 
take one-eighth of their income,

Pittsburg, Pa., May 13.—The Shera- 
den yards of the Panhandle railroad 
were the scene Monday evening of an 
explosion In which a score of lives 
were lost und about 200 persons so 
badly burned that, according to the 
judgment of physicians, 75 per cent of 
them will die from the effects of their 
Injuries.

While a train of naptha ears were 
being switched the rear car telescoped 
a ear forward. The leaking naptha 
ignited from a switch light, causing 
uu explosion which threw the flames 
fifty feet high. Much of the escaping 
naptha ran through Cork's Hun to 
Esplenborough, a distance of one and 
a half miles, and caused another ex­
plosion, blowing lo atoms the Seymour 
and Collins Hotel and badly wrecking 
a frame building near by, In which 
were congregated 23U or more men of 
Pittsburg vicinity, betting on the races 
and baseball. Few of the occupants 
of this building escaped Injury, many 
being badly hurt.

The property loss will amount to at 
least $000,000.

The first car of naptha exploded 
about 4:40 and the spectacle soon at­
tracted a large crowd on streets lin­
ing the hills on both sides of und par­
allel to the railroad. The second cx- 
pl slon occurred about 5 o'clock, but 
It was 0:15 o'clock when three more 
cara of deadly stuff went up with a 
roar that could he heard for miles, 
before the work of destruction really 
began.

A torrent of flames belched forth on 
rach side of the track, sweeping hack 
Iho terrified spectat rs like the eharge 
of cavalry and sending a shower of 
flames over thdr heads.

Tho successive explosions had heat­
ed the air to such an extent that be­
fore (he third explosion many were 
rcndcriJ unconscious hy the extreme 
heat and gaseous fumes :uid were being 
carried away when the torrent of flame 
swept over the excited crowd.

There was an awful hush for a 
moment, then followed a scene of 
frenzy. Men and women, their cloth­
ing ablaze, their faces scorched und 
blistered and their hair burned off 
their heads, ran hither and thither, 
only Intent on escaping the furnace 
of fire. Some gave vent to frenzied 
appeals to kill them and put them out 
of their misery, and little children 
with their hair and clo.hlng on Are 
cried piteously as they wore swept 
along the tldo of burning humanity.

Fort de France. May 13.—It now 
seema to he generally admitted that 
about 30,000 pcruoni lost their lives as 
a result of the outbreak ot the Mout 
Pelee volcano at St. Pierre on Thurs­
day last.

Careful Investigation ly  competent 
government officials Bhowed that the 
early reports of the Associated Press 
were accurate.

Tho consul at Guadeloupe, Louis 
Ayme, Iras reached the desolate spot 
where 8t. Pierre stood and conflrms 
the awful story in all Its essential de­
tails.

From an Interview with Col. Ayme*, 
who Is a trained American newspaper 
man, a correspondent ot the Associa­
ted Pros*, learned these facts:

Thursday morning the Inhavltants 
of the city awoke to find heavy clouds 
shrouding the Mont Pelee crater. All 
day Wednesday horrible detonations 
had been heard. These were echoed 
from St. Thomas, on the north, to ltar- 
badoes, on the south. The cannon­
ading ceased on Wednesday night and 
line ashes fell like ruin on let. Ferre. 
Tho Inhabitants were alsrned, hut 
Gov. Mouttet, who arrived at St. 
Pierre the evening before, diil every­
thing possible to allay the panic.

Tho British steamer Koialma reach­
ed St. I’ lerre oa Thursday with Ion 
passengers, among whom were Mrs. 
Silkes and her thVee children and Mrs. 
II. J. luce. They were watching the 
rain of ashes when, with n frightful 
roar and terrific electric discharges, a 
i-yi lone of fire, mud and strain swept 
down from the crater over tho town 
and bay, sweeping nil before It and de­
stroying the fleet of vessels at anchor 
off the shore. There the accounts of 

I the catastrophe so far obtainable 
rcasc.

Thirty thousand corpses are strewn 
about, buried In the ruins of St. Pierre 
or else floating, gnawed by sharks, iu 
the surrounding seas, 

j  Twenty-eight charred, half dead hu­
man beings were brought here. Six­
teen of them are already dead and of 
the whole number only four are ex­
pected to recover. The ^Associated 
Press steamer was chartered In Guade­
loupe nnd neared Martinique Sun­
day morning. Tho Island with ils lofty 
hills was hidden behind a huge veil of 
violet or laden colored haze. Enormous 
quantities of the wreckage of large 
ami small ships nnd houses strewed 
the surface of the sea. Huge trees and 
too often bodies, with flocks of sea 
gulls soaring above, nnd hideous 
sharks fighting about them, were float- 

j Ing here and there. From behind tho 
volcanic veil came blasts of hot wind 

j mingled with other! lee cold.
[ At I.c Prechetir, five miles r.orth of 
I St. Pierre, canoes with men and wom­
en. frantic to get away, begged fur n 
passage on the steamer.

The whole north end of the Island 
was covered with a silver-gray coating 
of ashes resembling dirty snf.w. Fu­
rious blasts of Are, ashes nnd mud 
swept over the steamer, hut finally CL 
Pierre was reached.

The rlty of St. Pierre stretched near­
ly two miles along the u. :cr front and 
half a mile back to a cliff at the base 
of tho volcano. Tito houses of tho 
richer French families were built of 
stone,

BeaiUble Happening* that Have Lately

Fort do France, May 12.—Advices 
reelved here from the vicinity of St. 
Pierre (ten miles from here! contain 
further details of the fertile volanic 
upheaval.

The crater of Mont Pelee has been 
bearing its "smoke cap' tdnee the 3rd 
of May, but there was nothing until 
last Monday to indicate that there 
was the slightest danger. On that day 
a stream of boiling lava burst 
through tho top of the crater and 
plunged Into the valley c ( the river 
Blanche, overwhelming the Guerin 
sugar works and killing 23 people. A 
commission was appointed by tho 
governor to Investigate Hie outbreak, 
and it returned a reassur ng report on 
Wednesday evening.

About 8 o'clock on Thursday morn­
ing a shower of fire rushed down on 
St. Pierre and tho coast from Lerar- 
bet, which had a population of r.nnn, 
to Le Preeheur, which had a popula­
tion of 4000, burning up everything .n 
Its rath.

Throughout Thursday the heat In 
the vicinity of St. Pierre was so In­
tense nnd the stream of flowing lava 
wan so unremitting that It was Impos-
slblc to approach the town during tho 
rnrly part of tho day. As evening ap­
proached the French cruiser Suehet, 
after a Intilo with tho heat, nufoes- 
tlon ami sulphur fumes, succeeded In 
miking a dash toward shore, nearing 
thw land close enough to onnble her 
to take off 30 survivors of the disas­
ter. nil of whom were horribly burned 
nml mutilated. St. Pierre at that time 
wan an absolute smoking waste, con­
ceding 30.00) corpses, whose rapid 
d-vomposition necessitated In some 
esses Instantly completing Ihelr cre­
mation, which was only partially ac­
complished by tlm lava.

The Inhabitants of Fort de France 
were panic-stricken. The morning of 
the disaster, when t e sky suddenly 
L ackened until it was ns dark as mid­
night. the sea shrank back 30 yards 
and hot rain began to fall.

The 4f.O survivors who were 
brought here from the vicinity of St. 
Pierre by the French cable repair ship 
Pouyear Guorller rame from the town 
of Le Prrehotir. where, surrounded on 
all sides by floating lava, they wr-e 
nearly masted to death nnd exported 
momentarily to be engulfed.

The work of relief Is progressing 
here on the most extensive scale pos 
slide, but In anticipation of illstwb-
sr. ces the treasury building and Iho 
warehouse are guarded by troops.

FIERCE FIGHT.

Policeman u 4  Hackman Hen* on Bn- 
aoaktar and Former Killed.

Fort Worth, Te«., May 13;—Andrew 
J. Grimes, a member of the pollci 
force, was shot and killed Monday 
morning about 8:30 o’clock In front 
of the Texas and Pacific passenger 
station by Jeff Van, a hack driver. 
There was a fusillade of bullets, but 
one, however, taking effect, that en­
tering the policeman's abdomen, plow­
ing its way through and making lti 
exit In tho fleshy part of the right 
thigh. Tho exact location of tho bul­
let's entrance was about an Inch to thti 
right and s half Inch above naval.

Statements are conflicting as to whd 
fired first, hut all versions of the trag­
edy are to the effect that at least sev­
en or eight shots were discharged and 
that both men participated la the fir­
ing. The homicide was the outcomo 
of a difference on account of the hack 
ordinance for the regulation of the 
hack stand at the Texas and Pacific 
passenger station. Policeman Grimes 
shortly after the arrival of the Cotton 
Belt train from the east and the Texas 
and Pacific from the west, at 6:30 a. m-. 
walked out to the front or north side 
of the depot and went over to where 
Van was standing with his hack. 
Words passed and the shooting short­
ly afterward commenced. Bullets flew 
In different directions and much ex­
citement prevailed, there being a num­
ber of haekmen and expressmen lined 
up In front of the station at the time. 
Those near the scene of the tragedy 
say that after the policeman was 
stricken by the fatal bullet he con­
tinued firing. His aim was wild, how­
ever, and his antagonist was not touch­
ed, and It waB but a few minutes from 
the tlmo the trouble commenced until 
he was removed on a stretcher on the 
sidewalk, where he expired before tho 
patrol wagon from the police depart­
ment could reach the scene.

Van was arrested by Capt. Joe Witch 
and conveyed to the city prison. He 
was transferred to the county jail by 
Assistant Chief of Police J. A. Allen, 
Capt. l ’oo Witcher and Patrolman Sebe 
Maddox. In addition to a 45-calibre 
Colt's pistol he had a gold watch and 
chain and $64 In money. The pistol 
had four empty chambers and one 
loaded. Policeman Grimes' pistol, a 
38-rallbar, showed that a liko number 
of chambers had recently been emptied 
and that there remulncd one chamber 
with a load in It.

An expressman was struck In the 
calf of the leg by a stray bullet and re­
ceived a painful wound. Two horses 
were hit In the legt, hut the Injuries 
were slight.

Hom o* iu the N ew  West.

The Saturday Evening Post, 
after saying the western' railroad 
lines have evidence to convince 
them that during the season last 
past over a million Americans went 
homes, eking Westward from the 
Eastern and Middle states, says:

“ I11 the first place, these home- 
seekers are not foreigners. They 
are men and women of good, whole­
some Middle States American blood 
and tradition; farmers, mechanics, 
merchants, small capitalists, and 
young men o f parts, going West to 
grow up with the country. They 
are not poor. They have sold out 
their farms and their business in 
good times at good prices, and have 
left good jobs at good wages. It  is 
not a hard-times movement. The 
old-time mover went by wagon iu 
most miserable estate. The mover 
today goes in the tourist sleeper, 
takes his meals at the lunch-coun­
ter, and buys his magazines o f the 
train butcher. The old settler came 
to his promised land with four dol­
lars in his pocket and a pair of 
mules hitched to his wagon. The 
new settler comes with a pink draft 
and a letter to the banker at his 
new home.

“ And herein lies the great differ­
ence between the old colonist and 
the new; the new colonist is not a 
pioneer, l ie  has neither wild lands, 
wild animals, nor wild men to fight. 
He is going into a settled commun­
ity. The laud has passed from the 
homesteader to the mortgage com­
pany and back to the farmer; the 
county seats have all been located 
and the court houses paid for; the 
railroads have been built and every­
thing ou earth for which bonds may 
possibly lx; voted has licen put in 
and retained or discarded. The 
scalawags who always rise when a 
new country settles have been 
combed out before this year’s settler 
comes to his new home, and the 
boomer and breeder of wild-cat 
schemes have been carefully shut 
up in jail or driven farther West. 
The million colonists who move 
from East to West this year will 
find social conditions somewhat 
similar, in their new homes, to 
those in the homes they left. Land 
is a little cheaper in the West; work 
for the unskilled a little better paid; 
jobs numerous; business opportuni­
ties a little easier to grasp with 
small capital; economic conditions 
a little less set. But those are 
the only differences now between 
the Far East and the Far West,
