The republican state convention 
met in this city on Tuesday, and 
adjourned Thursday night. A fter 
two days o f strife between the 
leaders, Hawley, Lyons, Green and 
others, they settled down to work, 
and on the third day nominated 
part of a state ticket.

Probably the most important 
action taken was the adoption of a 
platform resolution that in effect 
commits the republican party of 
Texas against prohibition. On 
this point the language o f the plat­
form is: "W e  condemn the demo­
cratic party for the enactment of 
unjust legislation, curtailing ]>er- 
sonal liberty of the citizen in the 
form of sumptuary laws.”  A  
strong fight was made against this 
plank, but it carried by a vote of 
735 to 346 Other platform 
declarations are in favor of liberal 
appropriations for Texas water­
ways and harbors, for a more liberal 
libel law, for manual training in 
public schools, to prohibit child 
labor in factories, for the employ­
ment of safety devices on railroad 
cars, and for the working o f  con­
victs on public roads.

Though the convention was 
made up of a large majority of 
negroes, the whites had their way 
of running it, and no negro was 
given anything in the distribution 
o f favors.— Tarrant Co. Citizen.

Hale of Newspaper Opinion.
Under the above head the New 

Voice says:
" I t  is conceded upon all hands 

that the newspaper is one o f the 
most important factors, i f  not the 
most important factor, in the for­
mation of public opinion. As a 
people we are influenced mightily 
by what we read. National action 
is almost the direct reflection of the 
more influential portion of the 
press. It  follows without argu­
ment that honesty, good faith and 
high morals, important as they 
tnay be elsewhere, are supremely 
important in the office o f a news­
paper. *  *  “ Pernicious influ­
ence upon public thinking and 
public action is chiefly possible 
through the columns o f those 
periodicals which we have called 
‘newspapers,’ or through the 
columns of papers which, while 
they are ktiown to be advocates in 
certain subjects, profess to be and 
are supposed to be impartial in 
their discussion of other matters. 
Thus a literary publication which 
lends or sells itself to the further­
ance of some financial scheme, may 
easily deceive and perhaps seriously 
iujure its readers, who have looked 
for impartiality iu its columns. A  
political paper, which could not 
well deceive its readers to any con­
siderable degree by a partizan 
statement, may by utterances upon 
a question in which it is believed 
to be impartial lead many astray.

“ The farthest extent of the mis­
chief, and at the same time the 
deei>est depth of depravity involv­
ed, is reached when a publication, 
professing to 1* impartial upon any 
subject, takes money or other valu­
able consideration for the presenta­
tion o f falsehood as fact of spe­
cious misrepresentation as argu­
ment. Whether this appears in 
the so-called "news”  columns or 
it> the editorial columns, it matters 
very little, practically, although in 
in newspaper ethics the editorial 
columns of the paper are looked 
upon as its soul, the place where 
honesty, good faith and high honor 
must exist, even if they are found 
nowhere else in the paper. The 
sale of newspaper space for the 
presentation of falsehoods is a crime 
against, not ouly the readers of the 
paper, but the general public, and 
is a disgrace and shame to the 
vendor that places him very closely 
upon a plane with the most des­
pised member of society, the pros­
titute.

" In  perhaps no matter has the 
sin o f venality so frequently shown 
itself among American newspapers 
as in the attempts o f the saloon to 
influence public opinion in its own 
behalf. This instance in Texas is 
by no means the first that has oc­
curred. In Nebraska and South 
Dakota, The Voice, years ago, un­
covered the sale of newspapers to 
the liquor business, and in Penn­
sylvania, in the constitutional 
amendment campaign o f 18N9, the 
most reputable d lilies o f the great 
city o f Philadelphia, newspapers 
that enjoyed the highest reputation 
for honesty and veracity and whose 
editors were esteemed as among the 
most worthy citizens of the country, 
were convicted of the deliberate 
sale o f their columns—even of their 
editorial space— to the liquor traf­
fic; and the proof was so clear and 
convincing that not a denial was 
made. *  * "T h e  mischief done
by such treason upon the part of 
those who occupy the position of 
public instructors is almost irrepar­
able— is, for the time, irreparable. 
The saloon owes its lease of life to­
day more to the utterance o f paid 
falsehoods by the newspapers of 
the country than to any other one 
cause. The matter is so grave a 
factor in the discussion and pro­
gress of a reform that it demauds 
the most careful attention. Some 
definite plan of procedure ought to 
be formulated and acted upon for 
the purpose of reforming these 
papers, if possible, i f  not, o f coun­
teracting their influence. Public­
ity w ill go a long way toward the 
latter. The anti-prohibition fake 
will exert little influence in the 
future amoug those who read these 
exposures which The New  Voice 
has made.

"But for reformation what can 
be done? What steps can be taken 
to make the American publisher 
more respectful toward the truth? 
It  is a newspaper maxim that you 
can influence a paper only through 
its counting room, and there lies 
the solution o f this question. Teach 
the papers that it does not pay to 
lie, and they w ill not lie. Teach 
the papers that public scorn and 
indignation will take practical 
methods for expression; teach edi­

tors and publishers that if they 
sell their columns to the liquor 
business they cannot sell their 
paper to the decent public— and the 
result w ill be a vast increase in 
'conscience’ in the newspaper o f­
fices o f the country."

The amount o f government 
money on deposit with national 
banks on September 1, 1902, as a 
free loan, was $118,065,497.70, In 
addition to this there was on de­
posit iu national banks a further 
sura of $7,317,672 for the con­
venience o f the government, unk­
ing a total o f $125,782,169.70 o f 
government money, which the 
banks have the use free of charge. 
This is tak money that has been 
collected Irom the people, and is 
assets in the hands o f the govern­
ment, available for any purpose. 
But as the government has in ad­
dition to these deposits, a working 
balance of some 84 million dollars, 
it is not likely that the deposits in 
the banks will be disturbed for some 
time. They have not been dis­
turbed for a number of years. A ll 
the while the government has been 
paying interest on bonds held by 
the same banks that have the de­
posits. The bank which is in the 
good graces o f the Secretary or 
which has a pull through a senator 
or congressman, buys, say a million 
dollars in bonds at a premiun, say, 
of eighty thousand dollars, and 
then deposits the bonds with the 
U. S. treasurer, whereupon the 
treasurer deposits government 
funds in the bank equal to the 
amount of the bonds. The bank 
has only eighty thousand dollars 
invested and is receiving interest 
on a million. There is no risk 
about it, no work. It is a very 
pleasant and profitable business— 
to the banks. It  is evep more 
profitable than the currency issued 
to the banks, for this the banks 
pay '/£ of 1 per cent, interest, while 
they pay nothing for the deposits.

A n  E x h ib it from  the B ackw oods.

St. Louis, Sept. 15.— Far away 
from the railroads in the mountains 
of Kentucky and contiguous states 
there exists a people which knows 
little of modern civilization. Now 
and then a traveler, searching for 
adventure, penetrates these wilder­
nesses and brings back interesting 
narratives relating to these isolated 
mountaineers. A  letter has been 
received at W orld's Fair head­
quarters from C. F. Huhleiuo, of 
Louisville, who has just returned 
from the mountain country, and 
whose observations lead him to 
suggest that an exhibit be made at 
the W orld ’s Fair to show the social 
life and domestic industries o f the 
Kentucky mountaineer as well as 
o f the mountaineers of the great 
Appalachian country in several ad­
joining states. He says: "One 
realizes, indeed, that the most at­
tractive study of man is man when 
moving about the primitive people 
in the Kentucky Cumberlands; 
they are still spinning wool and 
cotton o f their own raising on the 
primitive spinning wheel, and wool 
carding, walnut dying of home­
spun fabrics, etc., are being done 
by them as in the days of the P il­
grim Fathers. I hazard nothing 
in saying that the most popular 
department in your whole exposi­
tion would be one in which these 
mountaineers in their native garb 
would move about their daily 
round o f duties as now practiced in 
the mountains. An exhibit of 
their spinning wheels, looms, log 
school houses, bee gums, grave 
yards, home-made housekeeping 
utensils, hand mills, and the sing- 
ingjof their quaint and plaintive 
mountain ballads by mountain boys 
and girls,— in short, a reproduction 
in the actual life of the mountains 
by these people themselves in a de­
partment of your exposition would 
be intensely interesting to every 
visitor. The educational value 
would be very great and your so­
ciological department would not be 
at all complete without some such 
department as I  herein suggest.”

His name is Tom  Johnson, Mayor 

of Cleveland, Ohio. He has won 
out in his three-cent car fare and on 
all other points, iu spite o f Hanna 
and the combined monopolies. I f  
we judge a man by his practical 
accomplishments, Johnson has done 
more for reform than any man in 
the United States. It is true he 
could not have succeeded but for 
the economic teachings with which 
the populists have imbued the peo­
ple, but to him belongs the houor 
of making these teachings real facts 
in a great city and in giving a new 
and vigorous impetus to the move­
ment, which now bids fair to be­
come universal.

Mr. Johnson still retains the 
name of democrat. But he is wide 
as the poles from the machine de­
mocracy. His is the true Jeffer­
sonian doctrine applied to existing 
economic conditions, and what 
better could a reformer ask for? He 
has unhorsed McLean, the gas 
monopolist of Ohio, and now con­
trols the democratic party’ in that 
state.

Johnson will control the demo­
cratic state convention which meets 
in Springfield next month, at which 
time a platform for a new democ­
racy w ill be proposed, and, we 
believe, adopted. Johnson is an 
earnest and honest man, though a 
millionaire, he does not want the 
earth. Several years ago, when 
the tariff bill was under discussion, 
he said from his seat in the House 
of Representatives that the iron 
and steel industry needed no pro­
tection, because we could produce 
cheaper and undersell any other 
country. Mr. Johnson was then 
and is now still a leading iron 
manufacturer, and his words fell 
like a bomb-shell among the tariff 
advocates. The eastern plutocrats, 
and especially the democratic wing, 
fear Johnson with unspeakable dis­
may. Their papers have dropped 
talk about Bryan and are turning 
all their guns on the man from 
Ohio, who is showing dissension in 
the old organization. He is a 
stronger man than Mr. Bryan, and 
his name and fame are spreading 
with lightning rapidity.

l ’ ostoftioe and Express Coin panics

A  curious condition o f things is 
revealed by the new parcels post 
arrangement which has been effect­
ed by Great Britain for doing busi­
ness in this country. That govern­
ment has made an arrangement by 
which a three-pound package can 
be sent from Great Britain to San 
Francisco for twenty-four cents, 
and one weighing as much as 
eleven pounds for seventy-two 
cents. The queer thing about this 
arrangement is that it is made 
without the co-operation of our 
postottice department. The British 
authorities have contracted with an 
express company to carry British 
parcels iu the United States. For 
a share of a total postal fee of 
twenty-four cents, this express 
company will carry across the con­
tinent a package coming from Lon­
don, for which the charge, if 
started from New York, would be 
$1. A  four-pound package sent 
in our mail from one town to an­
other near by would cost sixty-four 
cents, and the government will 
carry nothing heavier as fourth- 
class matter. This throws all the 
heavy parcels business into the 
hands of the express companies. 
Nothing has been able to shake 
their hold on it. The parcels post 
of Great Britain is a vast con­
venience to its people and the fact 
that Great Britain can get its ex ­
press business across the American 
continent done- so much cheaper 
than it will lie done for Americans 
is a matter worth thinking about. 
— Boston Herald.

The argument that children 
acquire an aversion to the church 
by being forced to “ go to meeting”  
by their parents is ridiculous.

The actual loss of prop­
erty consists of pumping rigs, derricks, 
pipes, engines, tools, In fact, just such 
property as Is attached to a pumping 
oil well, including tanks. With the 
exception of a regulation 35,700-barrel 
steel tank belonging to the Higgins Oil 
and Fuel company, which Is located 
about 300 yards from the scene of the 
fire, the conflagration was confined to 
the one spot, which covers about an 
acre of territory.

The Beene is a blackened space, with 
here and there a pipe extending out 
of the ground three or four feet, which 
Indicates the location of a well, anil 
the two fires, one shooting into tlm 
air and the other a burning pool of oil.

The burned area Is the northwest 
corner of the Keith-Ward tract, hound­
ed on the north by Splndletop avenue 
and on the west by Sour Lake avenue, 
aeeording to the plat of the Splndletop 
Heights subdivision of the John A.

This Is the reason why the 
fire was so confined. Dlreetly opposite 
the burned section on the north is lo­
cated a number of pumping stations, 
which were not damaged, and to the 
west Is an open space tinder lease to 
the Guffey company and devoid of any 
improvements whatever, save a few 
small toolbouses.

The financial question is one o f the 
most important ones before the 
public today. The people's party 
has a definite position in that mat­
ter. The republican party is 
wedded to the idea of money issued 
by the corporations. The demo­
cratic party, having now not one 
word to say on that important sub­
ject should “ go way back and sit 
down” and let the two opposing 
parties that have a program fight 
it out until the issue is settled.— 
Minnesota Forum.
