AMERICAN CASUALTIES

|

Washington, June 30.—Casualties in |
the American expeditionary force thus
far reported total 10,383, summaries |
issued today by the War Department |
and Marine Corps show. Of this num. |
ber 9,181 were in the army, and|
1,252 in the Marine Corps.

Army casualties, including those re-
ported today, were summarized as fol. |
lows:

Killed in action (including 291 lost
at sea) 1,491, died of wounds 479, died
of disease 1,287, died of accident and
other causes 465, wounded in action
5,024, missing in action (including
prisoners) 385.

The summary of casualties among
the Marines, which also included to.
day's list, follows:

Deaths 407, wounded 842, in hands
of the enemy 1, missing 2.

Four hundred and ninety-seven
casualties in the army were reported
during the week, including 179 killed
in action, 47 died of wounds, 19 died
of accidents and other causes, 213
wounded in action, and 20 missing in
hetion, including prisoners. The week
before 549 casualties were reported.

The Marine Corps summary did
not show many of the deaths reported
were in action, from disease, accidents
and other causes. It did divide the of-
ficers and men, showing that 14 of-
ficers have died, 29 have been wounded
fpnd 1.is missing.

I had a long letter from Joe Mickle
some time back, he is getting along
first rate.

HOBBY’S PLEDGE TO
STATE'S SCHOOLS

Houston Post Staff Correspondent

‘Omaha, Texas, June 7.—“The man
who picks out any special school or
schools in Texas for governmental
favor and especially governmental
support is an enemy to the State’s
educational system. What we should
do, and what we must do, is to find
out ‘'what the smallest rural school
with its one teacher needs, and what
the town school needs, and what the
High school, needs and what every
other school needs, and then we should

: Success of Equitable Meat Distri-||

bution Rests With Consumer;
Plan Based on Patriotism
and Voluntary Denial.

It is estimated that $50.000,
000 would be required if the na-
ition were successfully placed on
‘a ration system for the handling
of wheat flour, sugar and meat,
nor would this amount cover the
monthly operating expenses aft-
er the system were inaugurated.
“For this reason,” announces
the Federal Food Administra-
tion for Texas, “we look to the
.individual for co-operation in ob-
serving the ration suggested and
to the distributor to see that the
Guantities suggested are dis-
pensed as nearly in the degree
suggested as possible.

The placing of all manufactur-
ers using sugar on a rationing
basis  has been achieved at a
great expense to the Food Ad-
ministration. Sugar used by
manufacturers may only be pro-
cured through the possession of
a certificate issued by the state
headquarters and the quantity is
based upon a definite sch.dule
of allotments.

The distribution of wheat flour In
Texas, now that the State has adopted
& wheatless program, is handled alone
in Victory bread, through licensed bak-
ers. HHomes and public eating places,
until the wheatless program was
adopted, were on six pounds per per-
son of flour a month. While difficult
to make this rationing complete, the
@dlstribution to the public through the
wholesalers and the retallers nearly
approximated that quantity when the
sum total of wheat flour for Texas was
divided by the sum total of the con-
suming public.

Bewilderment i{s now expressed by
dispensers of meat, both in public eat-
ing places and at meat markets, as to
how the individual is to be kept with-
in his ration of two pounds of meat
per week., Some have suggested a re-
turn to meatless days and meatless
meals. The United States Food Ad-
ministration, in announcing the new
meat program, expressed an unwilling-
ness Lo relurn o lixed meatiess meals

or days. It is hoped that the Ameri-
can public will conform their pur-
chases, on patriotic and military

grounds, to the two-pound ration of
meat, just as the majority have done
in the purchase of sugar and flour, and
that in the general summation the
amount of meat consumed nationally
a month in the United States, when
divided by the people consuming meat,
will reflect the two-pound ration.

While¢ ne instructions have been is-
sued defining a program, it {s thought
by the Federal Food Administration
that the time has come when public
eating places and meat markets shonld
begin to approximate their respective
trade in numbers. Every meat dis-
penser should begin to collate a list of
familles making regular purchases at
his place of business. Families of five
would be encouraged to buy not more
than ten pounds of meat a week; fami-
lies of two not more than four pounds
a week, and so forth. This is not ob-
ligatory, but more and more as the
war advances and military necessity
demands Increasing quantities of meat
it would be to the advantage «’ every
meat dispenser to know to a man the
number of persons buying of his place
of business.

If at the end of each day the meat
dealer will divide the number of his
customers with the pounds of meat
bought, he will know the average pur-
chase for the day in pounds per per
gon; 4hd if at the end of each week
he will divide the total pounds sold by
the total persons represented in the
sales of the week, he will soon be in
position to gauge whether or not he is
meeting the federal requirements.
Such informatiorr would be invaluable

a2 the program is advanced to meet

military necessity.

All of this detail means additional
work, but the present war is a test
of the fitness of man in service at the
front and in the business world to sur-
vive, and out of it the Food Adminis-
tration believes that lack of business
methods will disappear and men will
come to know accurately the minute
details and elements which make up
their livelihood-—facts which, because
of too much prosperity and extrava-
gance, have almost been obliterated
from American life,

CHILDREN'S BUREAU FINDS
MANY BABIuS SUFFERING
FROM LACK OF FOOD

Reports are reaching the Children’s
Bureau of the Department of Labor

from the hundreds and thousands of
women who during the last 60 days
have been weighing 5,000,000 children
of America, and the way in which
permanent poverty menaces the
healthy growth of children of the
Nation is being revealed as a result
of weighing and measuring campaign.

Workers have been so much aroused
by the conditions revealed theat they
nequest information regarding follow.
up work. Many of the families are
described as being pitifully poor. One
mother had a new baby wasting away
for want of milk. The mother was
told to drink one quart of milk a
day herself and to give one quart a
day to each of her six children. Milk
is 16 cents a quart, and the family
income $15 a week. The women
writing to the Children’s Bureau said
they did not know how to solve the|
problem.

The Children’s Bureau has been
compelled to reply to such reports
that Federal appropriations are avail.
able only for the families of men ac-
tually in the military or naval service.

Three temporary office buildings,
providing working space for 6250
persons, have been built in 10 weeks
in Washington, D. C., by the construc-
tion division of the Army, without the
employment of a contractor. One, a
3.story structure, 491 feet long, 260
feet wide, with a floor space of 270,
000 square feet, was ready for oc-
cupancy 24 days after the first spade-
ful of earth was turned.

ARMY MEDICAL DEPARTMENT

DECLARES WAR ON INSECTS

Special atten'ion is being given by
the Medicai Department of the Army
in all camps to cleaning up spots
where mosquitoes and flies breed. In
some cases it has been necessary to
dig channels in streams, drain swamps,
and put in elaborate ditching systems
to clean up stagnant pools and
streams. In cases where it has been
impossible or impracticable to drain
swamps and do similar work, there
has been installed a system for keep-
ing slow.moving streams and still
bodies of water covered with oil. At
all points within the camp where there
is the slightest possibility of mos-
quitoes or flies breeding daily spray-
ing of oil is done.

Arrangements have been completed
with the Federal Public Health Ser.
vice to carry out a similar program in
the territories adjacent to the camps.
The Health Service has agreed to fill

bogs, open streams, and drain
swamps, and continue the oil spray-
ing for a distance of 1 mile around

each camp.

Special precautions have been taken
to prevent the spread of disease by
flies. Instructions were given on the
disposal of materials that were likely
to become breeding spots. Arrange.
ments were made to protect all food
from flies. With this end in view, all
buildings in which food is prepared
or stored were screened. Entrances
to the buildings have been vestibuled.
An average of 6,000 flytraps have been
placed in each camp. More than 22.
700,000 square feet of screening has
been placed in all camps.

EMERGENCY BUILDING
TO PROVIDE FOR SOLDIERS
COSTS $1,170,619,000

The total cost for National Army
cantonments was $140,726,473, ac-
cording to a statement by the War
Department. The National Guard
camps cost $38,375,272,

Emergency work to provide for
soldiers in this country and to pro-
vide buildings for the manufacture
and storage of material both here and
abroad undertaken by the construc-
tion division of the Army, which has
been executed or is under way and
in prospect up to June 1, will cost
| about $1,170,619,000. This total is
| exclusive of three operations costing
$106,000,000, under the direct control
of the Ordnance Department.

Up to June 1 the construction divi-
sion had completed 53 jobs, at a total
cost of $202,250,000. 1t has 244 opera.
tions under way which when finished
will cost about $270,369,000. Prepa-
rations are being made to start work
on 117 new operations which are ex-
pected to cost $700,000,000.

PLOYMENT BUREAU AN-
NOUNCES THAT LABOR-

ERS FOR AGRICULTURAL
PURPOSES
PORTED.

MAY RBRE IM.-

Brownsville, Tex.
Complete instrue-
tions covering
the admission of
farm laborers
from Mexico have
been received by
the immigration station and the
local office of the United States
Employment Service. 1ne em-
ployment service will, under the
new regulations, import laborers
as fast as they can be obtained,
for the need of them is pressing.
Just now 1,500 cotton choppers
are wanted in the Texas coiton
fields, and an urgent call has
been sent to all employment sta-
tions to secure them. When this
need is supplied a heavy draft
will be made for harvest hands.

The rules under which labor
may be admitted have been care-
fully drawn and the interests of
the laborers have been carefully
guarded. The admissions are
only temporary and are¢ for a
period not to exceed six months,
unless the importer can show a
need for the extension of this pe-
riod and the alien shows a will-
ingness that the period be ex-
tended.

Only such aliens may be im-
ported who in all other respects
would be admissible under the
immigration law, with the ex-
ception of the llz“rucy and con-
tract labor featuwes.

Aliens must be imported only
for the purpose of accepting em-
ployment in agricultural pur-
suits with pre-arrangement for
his employment. In other words,
the person desiring such labor
shall come to or send to the bor-
der employment stations to re-
ceive such aliens. Before he can
secure the importation of such

j aliens the person desiring to im-

port them must show to the im-
migration inspector in charge

his plans for the employment of
uch alien, the wages, which

{ shall be the current wages paid

| for this class of work; nature of

| work, and housing and sanitary
| conditions.

The employer of such labor
shall keep the officer in charge
of the port through which it is

nported advised of any changes
in his plans regarding the em-
ployment of the labor, of the
caving of his employ of such
tborer, and will furnish all pos-
ible assistance to the officers in
ascertaining ‘their whereabouts,
and whether or not he has enter-
ed non-agricultural pursuits.

in certain lines. They have outstrip.
ped the ability of the manufacturer to
produce these materials, or of trans.
portation and storage to handie their
produce. Especially true of surg.
jical dressings—so true that ve are
asking that no more surgical dress-
ings shops be opened in this Division.
We have succeeded so signally in car.
rying out our plans for education and
for production that it is no longer
necessary to urge Chapters to include
this activity, but rather to turn their
attention to the further production of
Knitted and Refugee garments. In
those Chapters where the surgical
dressings department is well develop.
ed it is impossible to procure enough
material to keep the force running on
full time. In such cases it would be
wise to run on half time. This would
give the necessary number of dress-
| ings.

| There must be a steady stream as
Ithey may be called for in an emerg-
eéncy. Certain specified work will be
asked for and this work should be
done. Meanwhile workers should hold
themselves in readiness for other tasks
as they come up.

In visiting another Chapter, workers
there may be engaged upon some ar-
ticle which some Chapters have been
asked to discontinue making. Do not
be discouraged by this,
have been asked to do is just as im-l
portant as the work of any other
Chapter, and no change should be
made until orders are issued by the
Division headquarters.

In the issue of “Important Items” of
June 3rd the Hospital and Refugee
garments for which this Division has
been particularly asked were listed.

Of these
articles the trench foot slippers, boys’
shirts and boys’' underdrawers have
not begun to come in yet, as evidenc-
ed by our May records, and aside from
the pajamas the other articles are
coming in such small quantities that
there is still a great deal of work in
this direction needed. Neither are
socks being received in sufficient
quantities—the need of socks is per-
fectly tremendous and the knitting of
socks and sweaters is as important as
the making of surgical dressings.

Sincd our issue of June 3rd we have
received permission from Washington
headquarters to have Comfort Kits
sent to us without the contents. That
is if Chapters will make up the bag
and the housewife according to direc-
tions the contents will be added at
headquarters. As this will mean a
saving of expense, perhaps you may
want to add some of the articles on
the optional list.

Socks and sweatefs are wanted in
the greatest quantities, but some
wristlets are also called for, and we
have a new rule for them which gives
la reversible wristlet and requires
about one-eighth pound of wool. 4
Red Cross needles No. 1 should be
used. The rule follows:

Cast on 52 stitches on 3 needles,
16, 16 and 20. Knit 2 purl 2 for 4
inches. Thumb opening No. 1: Knit
and purl back to the end of first needle
always slipping first stitch. Turn.
Continue to knit back and forth for
2 inches. Then knit 2 purl 2 all the
way ’'round for 2 inches. Thumb
opening No. 2: Make a second thumb
opening like thumb No. 1. Then knit
2 purl 2 all the way 'round for 4 in.
Bind off loosely. Button hole thumb
openings.
