40 to 50 Men Regquired
for Each Airplane
in Active Serviee

In a statement issued by HMoward
E. Coffin, chairman of the Aireraft
Production Board, is the following:

“In discussing the aceomplishments
of the air service in the consummation
of the Army program, it will be well
te point out the impossibility of cer.
tain proposals enthusiastieally and
persistently put forward by word of
mouth and in the press. We have
seen and heard much of the proposal
of ‘100,000 airplanes’ to be provided
by the United States within the next
year. In a country where one great
industry produces 1,600,000 motor
cars per year, the fabrication of 100,
000 planes might seems easy, but ac-
tual figures based upon three years
of practieal experience in the war
show that there are now between 40
and 50 men of the auxiliary services
mmirpd for earh active macrhina at
the front. If this same ratio shouid
be adhered to in our serviee, it would
mean that some 4,000,000 men would
be required in oty aeronautical de-
partment on foreign soil between our
ports of debarkation and the fighting
front.

“Even though this number of men
could be reduced by 50 per cent by
increased efficiency is still stagger.
ing. Consider, also, the over.seas
transportation problem as related to
material only and without reference
to personnel and its maintenance. The
transportation of finished planes, pro-
perly crated, with the necessary
gpares, accessories, and equipment is
in itself a serious problem, in view
of the sitnation in ship tonnage.”

The
Veterinary Carps, responsible for the
treatment of animals, conmisted of 64
officers and no enlisted personnel when
the United States entered the war.
The Veterinary Corps faced the job
of building an organization of about
1,000 officers and 12,008 msen. ‘The
1,000 officers have been secured and
enlisted men are being transfarred at
@ rate which will soon brimg it up
to its full anthorized strength.

The Remount Service bad a similar
task in securing personnel. Its pre-
sent strength is about 300 offieers and
11,000 enlisted men. In place of &
remount depots it has 84, for which
plans had to be drawn, sites chosen,
and construction of shelter, hospitals
storage buildings, and unloading fac-
ilities in short time.

“ ‘Mrs. Clara Ganter, on June 13,
1917, has removed from the common
forest of Waldkirch, Sec. I 23, one
fagot of dry fir twigs of the value of
10 pfenning. In punishment thereof
she is sentenced to a fine of 1 mark
and one day’s imprisonment.’

Men Tralning far Navy
Have Bemefit of
Libraries and Clubs

The Army and Navy Commission
on Training Camp Activities, in ad-
dition to the work being done in Army
camps and eantonments now has its
representatives in every training sta.
tion of the Army and Navy at every
place where enlisted men are pre-
paring for sea service.

There are 86 clubs for sailors at
camps and in adjacent cities. There
are reading and writing rooms, assem.
bly halls, and some of the cities have
arrangements for athleties, swimming
pools, and gymnasiums. In the 18
camps there are given each week 92
entertainments ranging from profes.
sional performances, lectures, and ex-
hibitions, to club nights and weekly
danees.

More than 60,000 books have been
furnished ships and stations by the
American Library Association. The
Y. M. C. A. has 42 buildings and
tents in the various camps.

Three Per Cent of Men
Gainfully Employed
Now 'n Service

In a bulletin on the employment of
women in the storage and warehous.
ing depots of the United States Army
is the following:

“The census of 1910 reported that
of every 100 men and boys 10 years
of age and over, only 19 were not
gainfully employed. This group of 19
included old men not able to work
children too young to work, the sick
and handicapped, and men in schools
and colleges.

“Aszsuminjz that 50,000 of the num-
ber called by the selective-service law
have had some form of gainful em-
ployment, we may estimate that 1 out
of every 60 men in the industries and
professions of the country has been
called into military service, while an.
other in every 60 has voluntarily join.
ed the forces of the Army or Navy.
Thus, about 3 per cent of the gain-
fully employed men have been taken
out their occupations.”

Manufacturing Plants
Working on Navy Orders
Must Be Guarded

Contractors working on orders for
the Navy are required to provide
watchmen and devices to protect their
plants and property and the work in
progress against eapionage, acts of
war and of enemy aliens. Upon re.
quest they must report the citizenship,
country of birth, or alien status of all
employees.

Haiti has forbidden the export of
foodstuffs to countries associated with
them in the war,

The Italan wheat crop for 1917 was
30 per cent below the average.

Sugar Cost 35 Cents & Peund During
Civil War—Refiners’ Prefits
Now Curtalied,

Through the eforts of the United
States food edministration the sugar
market has been regulated as far as
the producer, refiner and wholesaler
ie concerned. The food administration
has no power te regulate retall prices
except by pubdlic opinion, Even though
more than 86,000 tons of sugar have
been shipped to France In the last

four momths the retall groter's sugar
price is around 8 to 83 cents. He
should sell this sugar at 83 to O
cents, the food administration belleves, |
and asks the American housewife to |
pay no more than this amount.

Last Awgust when the food admin- |
istration was organized the price of
sugar rose suddenly to 11 cents a |
pound. During the Clvjl War sugar
cost the consumer 35 cents a pound.
By regulation of the sugar market and
reducing the price to 8% and 9 cents
and keeping it from advancing to 20
eents the food administration has sav-
ed the American public at least $180 -
000,000 in four months, accerding (o
a statement mmde by Herbert Hoover
the other day.

“It ta our stern duty to feed the al-
lea, te wmnmintaln their health and
strength ot .any cost to ourselves”
Mr. Boover deciaied. “Theie hias not
been, ner will be as we see It, enough |
sugar for even their present meagre
and depressing ration uniess they send
shtpa to remote markets for it. If we
in our greed and gluttony force them
either to further reduce thefr ration
or to send these ships we will have
deme damage to our abiiities to win
this war.

“If we send the aships te Java
for 280,000 tens of sugar mext year
we will have necessitated the eam-
ploaymaent of eleven extra ships for
one your. These ships—if veed In
tranaporting trospe—wouid . take
190,000 to 200,000 men to Framce.”

Reason fer World Shortage.

4% Mr. Heover pointed out, the
United States, Canada and England
weve sugar Importing countries hefore
the war, while ¥rance and Italy were
very uearly self supporting. The main
sources of the world's sugar supply
was Germany and neighhoring powers,
the West Indies and the East Indles.

German sugar is no longer avallable,
a8 it 1s used entirely in Germany,
which also absorbs sugar of surround-
ing countries,

England can no louger buy 1,400,000
long tens of sugar each year from
Germany, The Freach sugar produe-
tlon has dropped from 750,000 to 210,-
000 tons. The Itallan produnetion has
fallen from 210,000 tons to 75,000 tons.
Thus three couniries were thrown
upon East and West Indian sources
for 1,925,000 tons spnually to maintain
their normal consumption,

Because of the world's shipping
shortage the allied npations started
drawing on the West Indles for sugar;

Fast Indian sugar took three times
the number of ships, since the dis-
tance was three times as great. Sud-

denly the west was called on to fur-
nish and did furnish 1,420,000 tons of
sugar to Burope when 300,000 tons a
vear was the pre-war demand. The
allles had drawn from Java 400,000
tons before the shipping situation be-

the most econcmical sources from a

“Appeals to prejudice against the
food sdministration have been made
because the Cuban price is 34 cents
above that of 1917, It is sald in effect
that the Cuybans are &t our mercy;
that we could get sugar a cent lower.
We made exhaustive study of the cost
of producing sugar in Cuba last year
through our own agents in Cuba, and
we find it averages $3.89, while many
producers are at a higher levei, We
found that an average profit of at
least a cent per pound was necessary
in order to maintain and stimulate
production or that a minimum price of
$4.37 was necessary, aud even this
would stifie some producers.

“The price ultimately agreed was 28
cents above these figures, or about one-
fifth of a cent per pound to the Ameri-
can consumer, and more thdn this
amount has been saved by our reduc-
tion in refiners’ profits. If we wish to
stifle production in Cuba we could
take that course just at the time of all
times In our history when we want
produetion for ourselves and the al-

lHes. Further than that, the state de-
partment will assure you that such a
course would produce disturbances in
Cuba and destroy even our present
supplies, but beyond all these material
reasons I1s one of human justice. This

great country has no right by the
mighg of its position to strangie Cuba.

A War Measure State Mﬁ-
Urges Need of Informatiom.

The seriousness of the venereal dis-
ease problem becomes multiplied many
times by reason of the war, for it
is a long established fact that var is
always accompanied and follcwed by
an increase in these disease. y

The present war has been no exeep-
tion, but has rather gone heyond all
previous wars in this respect. This is
revealed by the official and unoffi-
cial reports from every warring
country of Europe. So serious did
this matter become in England as
early as in Octobey 1914, that a Roy-
a! British Commission on Venereal

| Diseases was created for the purpose

of making & careful study of the sit-
vation and suggesting means for pre.
venting their further epread. Their
conclusions were that edueation was

| the most efficient means of combat-

ting them.

M. Goucher of the St. Louis Gen-
eral Hospital in Paris gives the fol-
lJowing figures showing the increase
of these diseases among civiliane.—
“Before the war there were treabed
in the Hospital three hundred eases
of Reecent Syphills out of 3,000 cases
of all kinds, a proportion of 1:10. Ia
the first twelve months ef the war
the figures were 800 out of 5.000 or
1:6. In the following six months 800
out of 2800 or 1:4.

In other words, during the first 18
monthg of the war the hospital saw
an increase of over 100 per cent in
its cases of Recent Syphilis.

It has been clearly shown that the
points of greatest danger from these
diseases are not at the front, but at
the concentration camps where mili.
tary and civilian population com.
mingle together.

The army is no worse if as bad
as the civilian population, but where
the two come together danger abounds
for both. It is for this reason that
this problem becomes such an impor.
tant one for Texas at this time. For
with 200,000 to 300,000 soldiers quar.
tered in out State for the next two or
three years we cannot expect wo es-
cape a sericus increase in these dis.
eases unless a definite effort is made
to prevent it.

Not only is this a serious problem
from a public health standpoint, but
from an economie standpoint as well.
The statistics of our army and navy
in peace timeg shows that the Govern-
ment loses the services of more men
for more days from venereal diseases
than from any other cause.

This has also been the experience of
the allied armies in Franee during
the past three years. If this is true
of the armies in khaki it is also true
of the vast army of producers in
field and factory over the ecountry,
thus the economic loss to the country
in man power becomes a total almost
beyond ones imagination.

It is for the purpose of making some
definite effort to cheek the spread of
these diseases in our State that the
Texas Social Hygiene Association was
organized, thus not only protecting
the health of the people, but increas-
ing the efficiency of our army in the
camp and our army in workshops and
field of the State,
