GOY. HOBBY TO CALL
SPECIAL SESSION SOON

Governor Hobby has had nothing to
add today to his statement advising
that he will call a special session of
the Legislature before the end of the
current month.

A number of bills have been pre-
pared to carry out the recommenda-
tion. The attorney general’s depart.-
ment has been asked to help and some
of the assistants have drawn bills at
the instance of the legislators who
gseek to carry out the reforms advo-
cated by the investigating committee.

It is expected that the session will
be called for ahout Feb. 26 or soon-
er, but not earlier than the 18th as
the sexteen special elections to fill va.
cancies in the legislature are set for
February 15th.

Finances are necessarily going to
receive some attention at the hands
of the special session. Its expenses
will hasten the inevitable deficiency
in the general revenue fund. There is
little the session can do except repeal
some more laws and appropriations
made at the regular and preceeding
special sessions, The ad valorem tax
rate is at the maximum allowed by
the Constitution, hence the legisia-
ture can raise no additional revenne.

than the end of July and the deficit
would begin at that time.

If there
are two sessiong of thirty days each,
the expense will be proportionately
greater and the deficit closer,

RABBIT A WAR MEAT.

State Department of Agriculture,
Austin, Texas.—With thousands of.
jlck rabbits remaining on the plains

f Texas and destroying many thou.
runds of dollars worth of garden and
field crops, ‘not to ‘mention the much
needed grass pastures, and in view of
the fact that they will provide meat
sufficient to release a large amount
of other meats for the fighting fore.
es of our nation, further efforts should
be made to utilize this hitherto pest
to augment the meat supply and to
convert it into an assest rather than
a libility.

Mature jacks will dress four pounds
and may be prepared so as to be very
palatable. If a steam canner is avail.
able, the meat may be put up for fu-
ture use and it will be found appetiz-

canning recipes. Other meats may
be canned with somewhat the same
treatment.

Canned Jack Rabbit.

For 50 pounds dressed rabbit use
1 pound of salt, 2 oz. black pepper,
1.4 oz. of cloves, 3% oz. cinnamon, %
oz. cayenne pepper. Cut up the rab.
bit and boil one hour or until ten-
der. Tie the spices in a bag and boil
with the meat. Remove the bones
and pack the meat in eans within
one-half inch of the top; fill in with
boiling water. Cap, tip and cook for
60 minutes under 16 pounds pressure
in a steam canner.

Patted Jack Rabbit.

To 50 pounds of dressed rabbit, use
10 pounds of fat pork, 3 pounds of
onions, 1.2 pound of salt, 1.4 pound
white pepper. Cut up the rabbit and
pork, let simmer until tender, remove
bones and grind pork and rabbit to-
gether to a fine paste, fill cans, eap,
tip and boil in steam canner 60 min.
utes under 15 pound pressure.

Rabbit Sausage.

To 100 pounds of dressed rabbit,
use 26 pounds of fat pork, 2 oz. of
saltpeter, 2 oz. of sugar, 2 pounds
salt, 2 pounds sage. Cook until ten-

der, then remove and grind. Dry and
smoke or fill in cans; pour in the
liquid boiled down to a jelly, cap, tip,
and boil under 15 pound pressure 60
minutes.

Rabbit Chili Con Carne.

For 60 pounds of rabbit, cut in
smal]l pieces, use 5 pounds of Mexi-
can chili beans, 1.8 pound chili pep-
per sait to taste. Cook until meat
and beans are tender, eap, top and
boil 75 minutes under 1E pounds pres-
sure in a steam canner.

Pickled Rabbit.

Boil the rabbit, cut in small pieces,
in sweetened vinegar with a bag of
spices composed of mace, spice, cin.

SPECIMENS OF THE
PINK BOLL WORM.

In order that the farmers may
guard their crops against the rav.
ages of the pink boll worm and be
able to recognize this pest when it
appears, Mr. W. B. Lanham, Chief
Plant Industry Division of the Exten-
sion Service, Agricultural and Mec.
hancial College of Texas, has secur-
ed from the Federal Horticultural
Board, a few specimens of the pink
boll worm, and specimeng of bolls at.
tacked by this insect, also specimens
of the scavenger often mistaken for
the pink boll worm. He has had these
carefully mounted and mailed a com.
plete set together with a circuar treat.
ing of the pink boll worm by Prof,
Billsing, Entomologist, Agricultural
and Mechanica College, to the County
Demonstration Agents in thé free zone
also the larger cities of Texas, and
will send the same to every County
Demonstration Agent in the cotton
sections as soon as sufficient munber
have been mounted.

Too much caré cannot be exercised
in the prevention and eradication of
the pink boll worm, ‘and it would be
advisable for every cotton farmer to
make a study of these specimens so
that if the pest should make its ap-
pearance in their setion, proper me.
thods could be adopted for its destruc.
tion and the prevention of spread.
Remember the boll weevil of 1917 and
the -damage it did, and do not. give
the pink boll worm a chance.

At the present time it is important
to' remember that if hogs are to be
produced economically, it is necessary
that they be raised largely on cheap-
lv produced feeds, says Don T. Cris-
wold, Associate Animal Husbandman,
Exteénsion Service, A. & M. College
of Texas. By cheaply produced feed
is meant such things as grass for ani-
mals, say, Bermuda, Sudan, Johnson,
sorghum, wheat, oats, rye, barley,
rape, etc., and cheaply raised gar-
den and field products like pumpkins,
pie-melon, waternielon, cushaws, pea-
nuts, artichokes, turnips, beets, and
many other products of the garden
that cannot be used on the table.

FERTILIZER FOR CABBAGE.

Nitrate of Soda is one of the best
fertilizers used for cabbage plants and
will not burn the leaveg if placed
around the plant when the leaves are
dry, says Mr. G, D. Everett, Garden
Specialist, of the Extension Service,
A. & M. College of Texas. There are
several different methods of applying
this nitrate of soda to the soil. One
is to drill it in hard, down the row
by the cabbage plant, being careful
not to get it foo near the roots; the
other way. is ‘to broadcast this fer-
tilizer,

If the cabbage plants are in the
hot bed, we’ would not advise you to
put any fertilizer on them, becausc
they -will start_a rank growth and
when you transplant them to the field
the soil will not be as rich as that
in the bed, consequently you would
stunt the growth of your plants.

A good method for destroying lice
on cabbage is to spray with “Black-
Leaf 40" one pint; whale oil soap, 4
pounds, and 50 gallons of water, You
can algo spray them with a soap sol.
ution, using 8 pounds of soap to 50
gallons of water, If you want a
smaller quantity, you might use the
above formula in mporﬁon

COLP IS ENTHUSIASTIC
OVER POST ROAD SAVINGS.

D. E. Colp, gdod roads enthusiast,
said yesterday:

“It required ejight gallons of gaso-
line to pull my car between San An-
'tonio and Austin before the post road
was completed; now it only requires
five gallons, a saving of three gal-
lons per trip.

“’l'he post road carried about 730,-
000 "autos in 1917. Cut half that
figure and on the basis of 365,000
autos, or 1000 cars a day, a saving
of three gallons of gasoline per car
means a net saving to the people who
use the road of $283,777.60, or 75
cents per trip for each car passing
over the road. At this rate, the sav.
ing on gasoline alone will pay for
the building of the road and earn a
net dividend of $48,777.50 in one year,
Add to thig $150,000 saving on tires
$25,000 on lubricating and $25,000 on
deterioration of cars, and there is
more than enough to pay for the road
again and still have $3,777.50 remain.
ing.
