From the Secretary of State to the
charge d'affairs of Switzerland, ad
interim, in charge of German inter-
ests in the United States, October
14, 1918:

Sir: In reply to the communication
of the German government dated the
12th instant, which you handed me
today, I have the honor to request
you to transmit the following ans-
wer:

The unqualified acceptance by the

present German government and by a

of the terms laid down by the
ident of the United States of
erica in his address to the con-
gress of the United States on the 8th
of January, 1918, and in his subse-
nt addresses, juustifies the Presi-

t in making a frank and direct
ment of his decision with regard

to the communications of the German
government of the 8th and 12th of

October, 1918.

It must be clearly understood that
the process of evacuation and the con-
ditions of an armistice are matters
which must be left to the judgment
and advice of the military advisers of
the government of the United States
and the Allied governmets and the
President feels it his duty to say that
no arrangement can be accepted by
the government of the United States
which does not provide absolutely
satisfactory safeguards and guaran-
tees of the maintenance of the pres-
ent military supremacy of the armies
of the United States and of the Al-
lies in the field. He feels confident
that he can safely assume that this
will also be the judgment and decis-
ion of the Allied governments.

The President feels that it is also
his duty to add that neither the gov-
ernment of the United States nor, he
is quite sure, the governments with
which the government of the United
States is associated as belligerents,
will consent to consider an armistice
so long as the armed forces of Ger-
many continue the illegal and inhu-
mane practices which they still per-
sist in. At the very time that the

man government approaches the

v vernment of the United States with

pﬁ-posaln of peace, its submarines
«are engaged in sinking passenger

ships at sea, and not the ships alone,

but the very boats in which their pas-
sengers and crews seek to make their

way to safety; and in their present
from Flanders
and France the German armies are
pursuing a course of wanton destrue-
tion which has always been regarded
s in direct violation of the rules and
practices of civilized warfare. Cities
and villages, if not destroyed, are be-
ing stripped of all they contain not
only, but often of their very inhabi-
tants. The nations associated against
Germany cannot be expected to agree
to a cessation of arms while acts of
inhumanity, spoilation and desolation
are being continued which they just-
ly look upon with horror and with
burning hearts.

It is necessary, also, in order that
there may be no possibility of misun-
derstanding, that the President should
very solemnly call the attention of
the government of Germany to the
language and plain intent of one of
the terms of peace which the German
government has now accepted. It is
contained in the address of the Presi-
dent delivered at Mount Vernon on
the Fourth of July, last. It is as
follows:

“The destruction of every arbitrary
power anywhere that can separately,
secretly and of its single choice dis-
turb the peace of the world; or, if it
cannot be presently destroyed, at
least its reduction to virtual impot-
ency.” "

The power which has hitherto con-
trolled the German nation is of the
sort here described. It is within the
choice of the German nation to alter
it. The President’s words just quot-
ed naturally constitute a condition

thereby. The significant part of the
recent action at Roswell, however, is
that the whele state of New Mexico
is added as a regular field from
which to draw students for Clarendon
College.

The sword is her own choice and now
eternal justice would wail for a mil-
lion years should any other path to
peace be chosen by those who up-
hold the banner of civilization, hu-
manity and religion.

Labels are now being dm.ributed
throughout our army. These labels
will be sent back by the boys to that
person in the United States from
whom he wishes to receive his Christ-
mas packages. Packages that do not
bear this label vill not be accepted
for delivery by the postal authoritics.
Families and individuals receiving
these labels from France will take
them to the nearest Red Cross chap-
ter or branch, where they will be giy-
en cardboard boxes, 3x4x9 inches.
These boxes will be furnished by the
American Red Cross without cost.
With each box will be given complete
instruuctions regarding the articles
which may be sent. No message or
written material of any kind will be
allowed to go in the boxes. When
the boxes are packed they must not
weigh more than two pounds, 15
ounces. If a parcel is over weight
some article must be removed. Perish-
able food, soft candy, liquers or any-
thing in glass containers will not be
accepted.

Individuals must not mail the boxes
themselves, but should deliver them
to the nearest collection station desig-
nated by the Red Cross, unsealed and
unwrapped and ready for inspection.
Parcel post zone rates will be charg-
ed. No Christmas parcel will be ac-
cepted by the American Red Cross for
shipment after November 20. The
War Department will not allow more
than one parcel for each man. It is]
expected that approximately two mil-
lion of these packages will be sent
