UNCALLED-FOR LETTERS

Camp Travis, Texas, Nov. 8— 
Thanksgiving is at hand and Christ­
mas is coming soon. Mothers and sis­
ters and sweethearts already are
planning the big boxes of “ eatp” they 
are going to send their loved ones in 
Camp Travis. In order that these 
“ goodies” get to those for whom 
they are intended and that they are 
in fit condition to be enjoyed when 
they-arrive, it will be necessary that 
the greatest care be taken in selec­
tion of things that can be safely 
shipped, that they are properly pack­
ed and correctly addressed Camp 
Travis us well as all other army 
postal authorities are anxious that 
there be no repetition o f the ex­
periences of last year when jellies, 
jams, and fruits escaped from poor 
containers, not only being lost to 
those for whom they were intended 
but smearing the entire contents of 
mail sack after mail sack into one 
stocky mess. Many parcels also fail­
ed to reach their destinations be­
cause o f being improperly addressed.

Confusion and missending of mail 
due to incorrect addresses has reach­
ed such a point that the first assist­
ant postmaster general at Washing­
ton ha sissued the following order: 

“ Postmasters are hereby instruct­
ed to withhold from dispatch 'in the 
muils all ordinary, insured or C. O. 
D. parcels which are addressed to 
members of the Regular army, Na­
tional army or National Guard which 
are not specifically addressed to com­
pany and regiment or other mili­
tary unit."

Therefore great care should be tak­
en that the number of the regiment 
and the letter o f the company are 
given if the soldier is in the division; 
and the number of his company and 
battalion if in the depot brigade. 
Care should be taken that every por­
tion of the address is carefully and 
legibly written.. Return address of 
the sender should be given in the 
upper left hand corner of the ad­
dressed side o f the parcel.

Here is the proper way to address 
the parcel so that it will reach its 
destination:

Under the general caption of 
eats" all sent should be packed to 

stand the trip. Food packed in such 
flimsy containers as shoe and hat 
boxes is food wasted. Only the 
heaviest kind of cardboard, or better 

ill, light wooden boxes, should be 
used in packing eatables. DO NOT 
send liquids through the mails unless 
in liquid proof containers. Glassware 
must be in wood or double faced cor­
rugated pasteboard boxes, well pack­
ed.

tuken in their preparation and pack­
ing and nothing except strong board 
containers used, owing to the rough 
handling to which they will be sub­
mitted.

Instead of Binding cigurets, or to­
bacco o f any kind, chewing gum, can­
dies and toilet articles, it will be 
much better for the folks at home to 
send the money for such articles to 
the men in camp and let them make 
the purchases at the army exchanges 
in Camp Travis. Not only do the ex­
changes sell articles much cheaper 
than they can be bought at home, 
but the added expense of packing 
and postage is eliminated in this 
way.

Geimany put up a bold front be­
fore the war ended about the abund­
ance of food in that country. Think­
ing people who were convinced that 
Germany was lying as usual, have 
now their belief vindicated. The first 
thing Germany begs for is food.

Over at Hale Center last week 
there was a son born in the home 
o f a family named McNennamy. They 
named him ‘ 'Wilaon Foch." That is 
some name and the new generation 
will find lots of lads answering to 
the name of John Pershing, Wilson 
Haig, et al.

There is lots of idle talk about the 
rapidity of demobilization of the 
great American army and the naval 
forces. There is little doubt that 
the various cantonments in the Unit­
ed States will be speedily emptied of 
all men who desire to return to civil 
life, leaving only a small force to 
guard the property. Some eighteen 
thousand men now in England will 
be returned just as fast as trans­
portation can be secured The sick 
and wounded able to be moved will 
no doubt be hurried back from 
France as soon as convenient, but we 
ought to undeceive ourselves about 
the speedy return of the virile fight­
ing men of the wonderful army in 
France. In the first place, the war 
isn’t over until the articles o f peace 
have been concluded and signed, 
which culmination cannot be hoped 
for, for many long months. No peace 
conference ever confronted such a gi­
gantic array of problems as will be 
encountered at Versailles. Commis­
sion after commission must be dis­
patched to this place and that, all 
over Europe, to gather data and re­
port conditions and sentiment of 
whole peoples. Then there is yet a 
considerable army of Americans in 
Russia, who cannot he returned until 
a stable government Can be establish­
ed in that chaotic land, which may 
mean yearB. The American people, 
the American soldier looks with dis­
favor on camp life in time of peace 
and an administration that is forced 
to hold the men in uniform lays it­
self liable to disaster in succeeding 
elections, but our people must try 
to sense the vastness of the enter­
prise in hand and the tremendous 
responsibilities we bear in the proper 
reconstruction of the war-ridden 
countries o f  Europe, and not expect 
a prompt return of our boys, dear 
though they be. Such resignation 
may save heartaches and disappoint­
ment.

Most Americans arc willing to al­
low Germany to buy certain foods 
o f which there is a surplus, but won­
derfully few have any intention of 
denying themselves of food to help 
that headstrong nation extricate her­
self from the plight of her own mak­
ing.

The main reason why the present 
regency of Germany cannot stand is 
that an agnostic has been selected 
fee the chancellorship. Ebert, the 
harncssmakpr, believes in no religion, 
therefore he cannot have the proper 
regard for the rights of his people 
on the sacredness of treaties. Ger­
many can do much better than that 
and she must before she may expect 
a stable and equitable government.

Donley County has gone “over the 
top" in the United War Work Cam­
paign in spife of the slump caused 
by the cessation of fighting on the 
battlefields of Europe. There has 
been some splendid work done by the 
vari» us committees, who have uni­
formly made heroic efforts to main­
tain tin reputation of the county for 
livrng up to every rail the govern­
ment makes upon us.

TREATMENT FOR ROUPE

The best treatment for roupe ill 
chickens in its advanced stages is to 
kill and burn the fowls so affected. 
This stage of roupe may he recog­
nized by a severe swelling of the 
head, causing a bulge as large as a 
walnut, sometimes forcing out the 
eye balls, says F. W. Kazmeier, 
poultry husbandman extensiorf ser­
vice, A. ami M. College.

When the fowls are affected with

the incipient stages they can be 
treated as follows: Spray the .heads 
o f the infected birds with a solution 
of one part Kreso, 10 parts kerosene 
and 10 parts water. Give the fowls 
a dose of epsom salts, using one tea- 
spoonful to each fowl. Dissolve the 
salts in water and mix with a bran 
mash. Repeat this dose about three 
times a week.
