They are cut to
fifty per cent. Preserved fruits for
soda fountains must adhere to this
limit, although fruits preserved for
normal domestic use may have the
full amount of sugar. Ice cream
has formerly been allowed unlimited
use of sugar, but after July only
seventy-five per cent will be allowed
and where ice cream is manufactured
on the premises of any dispenser it
will come under the fifty per cent
limitation,

REPAIR OF CLOTHING AT
ARMY CAMPS SAVES
NEW EQUIPMENT

Through the operation of repair
shops for clothing and other articles,
a considerable saving in reissue of
new  equipment has been made at
Army camps. One camp quarter.
master estimates the issue of new
clothing has decreased one-third, and
of shoes 40 per cent.

At a base repair shop for clothing
an average of 2, 831 garments were
pepaired daily during the first 18
days of May. In addition to the work
done at base repair shops, many thou-
sands of garments are repaired at
vamp shops, one shop being locted
at each large camp.

During April nearly 170,000 pairs
of shoes were repaired in Army re-
pair shops. At present practicaliy all
hat repairing is done by contract, the
price varying from 50 to 90 cents per
hat.

Austin, Texas, June 25.—Texas
became a “bone dry” state at mid-
night when approximately 750 sa-
loons closed under a state-wide pro-
hibition act. Eighteen hundred
saloons had previously been closed
by lesislative act re-establishing a
ten-mile “dry” zone around military
camps and shipbuilding plants.

Under the ten.mile law which be-
came effective last April 15, the
sale of intoxicants ceased in the
principal cities.

Operation has begun in two Gov-
ernment powder plants two months
ahead of schedule.

The $120,000,000 allotted for the
plants is expected to give the Govern-
ment a smokeless powder production
capacity equal to all other Ameri-
can plants combined.

GOVERNMENT SALARIES
FOR STENOGRAPHERS

Washington, D. C. June 18, 1918.—
The United States Civil Service Com.
mission announces that through
some misunderstanding an impression
seems to prevail that the Government
has raised the usual entrance sal.
ary for stenographers and typists in
the departments at Washington, D, C.,
to $1,400 a year. The Commission
states that there has been no change
in initial salaries for positions of this
kind; the urual salaries at the begin.
ning range from $1,000 to $1,200 =
year, appointments at $1,200 being
in the minority. The War Depart.
ment makes all appointments to such
positions at not less than $1,100 a
year, and agrees to promote to $1,200
a year after three months' satisfac.
tory service. Appointments at sala-
ries higher than $1,200 a year are
rare, and the appointees must possess
exceptional qualifications.

Thee is still great need for steno-
graphers and typists in the Govern-
ment offices at Washington. Those
who have had considerable office ex-
perience are most desired. The Civil
Service Commission urges qualified
persons to offer their services to the
Government. Full information may
be obtained from the representative of
the Civil Service Commission at the
post office in any city.

ject the peson tc censure for short-
coming or failure in the performance
of his duty.

The distinguished-service cross is
awarded for galantry in action to any.
one who may distinguish himself in
action by extraordinary heroism in
connection with military operations
against an armed enemy, under cir-
cumstances which do not justify the
award of the medal of honor.

The distinguished-service medal is
awarded for exceptionally meritorious
service to the Government in connec-
tion with operations against an armed
enemy.
