This letter is furnished us through 
the kindness of Mr. John Blocker, to 
whom it was written. Many of our 
peopie know Tom Bromley and will 
oe eager to read of his experiences: | 
Somewhere in France, March 7, 1918.

Dear John:
War is everything thr.t Sherman 

said it was and then some. Talk 
about your experiences, I have been 
thru some great ones since leaving 
the “ Dear Old U. S. A .” I came across 
in October. We were seventeen days 
coming across and were in some 
pretty rough weather. One day a 82 
mile gale blew us back towards thc 
states 56 miles. Three fourths of thc 
men aboard ship were sea sick. On 
our way over a “ sub" s igh ts  us. 
Theere was plenty of excitement for 
several minutes. Before our battle 
ship could get close enough to take 
a shot at the “ Sub”  it sank a freigh­
ter The battleship put the “ Sub ” 
to flight, but failed to down it. None 
o f the crew were lost. The first land 
we sighted %as Ireland. From there 
we went to England.

The authorities rushed us off to 
one of these famous English rest 
camps located somewhere in Eng­
land; after arriving at a certain port 
in England. We rode in third class 
passenger cars that wouldn’t make a 
good “ Jitney Bus”  at home. We piled 
off at a certain little station, with 
it pouring down rain. A big, tall, 
British sergeant major meet us at 
the train and hiked us out to the rest 
camp. Our baggage hadn’t arrived; 
so we had to draw blankets from the 
English Q.M. to sleep on until ours 
came. They assigned twelve of us 
to a little tent that wasn't hardly 
large enough for three. Before go­
ing to bed that night all of the neces­
sary precautions to be taken in case 
of an air raid, were explained to us. 
We didn’t pay much attention to it 
because we were so tired we didn t 
care what happened to us just so we 
got a little sleep. We'l about three 
o'clock someone came running down 
the streets between eur tents yelling 
out that an air raid was coming. 
Half of the boys had pulled nearly 
all o f their clothes off. It was a

Gross sa'd the Kaiser was the bully 
of the world and that we had heen 
smitten on the cheek, had turned the 
other and suffered repeated blows and 
insults, and now we were engaged in 
a righteous war.

The burden of the address was for 
a more sacrificial spirit among our 
people. Dr. Gross told of his son’s 
enlistment and that he had written 
him that it filled him with pride to 
know he was willing to sacrifice his 
all in the battle for human liberties. 
He paid a great tribute to the men 
and women o f our country who were 
willing to wear half-soled shoes and 
half-soled garments in order to put 
their money into the Liberty Bonds 
and war stamps of our government.

Speaking o f the spiritual side of 
this war, the speaker was earnest in 
his appeal to the varied denomina­
tions to make Christianity count for 
something, by personal living. The 
soldier is developing a wonderful new 
sense of moral obligation and scorn 
for anything that looked like a sham 
and that unless our churches were 
able to present a strong virile Chris­
tianity the returning soldier will 
spurn it.

A SPLENDID CHARACTER

Mi s. Etta Kimberlin Beville came to 
this world in the home of her father 
and mother, Col. R. S. and Mrs. Kim­
berlin, at Sulphur Springs, Texas, on
the eleventh day of August, eighteen 
hundred sixty-eight, and went to her 
heavenly home from Fort Worth, 
Texas, on the sixteenth day of April, 
nineteen hundred eighteen.

She came to Clarendon in its early 
day8 and was identified with it, as 
few of its women were in all its early 
struggles for development in civic, 
educational and moral life, and put 
into these struggle all the strength 
of her strong mind, her dominant will 
and her wonderful personality. But 
in her church and home life were the 
sweet graces o f this gifted woman, 
best known. When first coming to 
Clarendon she found her church weak 
and struggling, as were all our 
churches in those early days, so she 
helped to organize and was a charter 
member of its "Aid,”  which was a 
small band of women organized to help 
the church and make more comfort­
able the ministers home. The 1 came

Ladies and Gentlemen:- 
• In submitting my candidacy for the 

Legislature, I will state that it is my 
purpose to make us personal s cam­
paign as possible. However, the dis­
trict is large, consisting of eight 
counties, and I shall not be able to see 
all. I therefore, give for your con­
sideration some of the most impor­
tant principles upon which I shall 
make my race.

I favor a law for single taxation. 
A man may have only a few hundred 
dollars invested in a farm, a home or 
in some cattle or other property and 
may owe five times the amount of 
his equity and he must pay taxes on 
all the property.

1 want representation according to 
population as is demanded by our 
State and Federal Constitution in­
stead of the “ rotten borough" system 
that has been perpetrated on us for 
the last twenty or thirty years by 
politician Representatives.

I believe in a modification of our 
Texas famous “ homestead law” only 
to the extent that will be sufficient 
to meet the requirements of our Fed­
eral Loan Law. This will give our

With cheap 
money, a man will be enabled to do 
more intensive farming and produce 
more and thus be able to pay back 
the loan and live in greater pros­
perity.

know children and am interested in 
them. It I am elected, I will do nil 
1 can for the legislative interest of 
children.

Oil mill managers in the cotton 
growing part of our state make con­
tracts with stockmen in our section 
o f the country to furnish cake with a 
certain percent- protien at a certain 
price per ton. In many cases, the 
cake falls short in protien from four 
and five to seven and eight per cent 
and perhaps more. Sometimes, some 
of these men refund as much as $7. 
or $8. per ton but some* times when 
called on to adjust these matters they 
will not do so. I am of the opinion 
that many of our stockmen never 
have made chemical examination und 
are cheated many dollars in this way.

A law to place corporations thus 
engaged in fraud out of business and 
the managers of them in the peni­
tentiary would not be too severe.

I have taught school part o f each 
of fifteen years o f my life and have 
done some farm work for all or part 
of each of thirty' years. I have now 
had nine years experience in farm­
ing and stock-farming in the Panhan­
dle. I now have some cattle and 
wheat and will soon put in a row 
crop on my farm about fifteen miles 
south of Pampa. The legislature is 
only in session a few months of the 
year and thus, if I am elected, I can 
continue to help produce food to aid 
in winning the war.

As a rule, people in all professions 
and occupations prefer to elect per­
sons from their own class to repre­
sent them in all matters which they 
are concerned or interested.

I am confident my long continued 
efforts in my chosen occupation will 
draw for me a strong support from 
farmers, stock faimers and all who 
are interested in school affairs. To 
people o f all other professions and 
occupations, I wish to say that I will 
put forth honest efforts to serve you 
to the exent of my ability if I am 
elected.

My platform is substantially the 
one upon which I ran two years ago 
for Representative. It was not the 
fault of my platform hut my failure 
to let its principals he known and 
limited campaigning that caused my 
defeat.

SEVEN TESTED RECII’ ES
FOR MAKING WAR BREAD

Attention: Makers of breads, here ! 
are seven reeipes for breads made of 
wheat substitutes to replace "Luxury 
Bread.” By using these recipes. Tex- i 
ans will aid in making the wheatless 
period 0f 45 days a success.

In adopting a wheatless program 
for Texas from April 15th, 1918 to 
June 1st, 1918, and longer if there 
be a need—the Federal Food Admin- ; 
iatrator sought out a period of the I 
year in which corn-meal and corn-1 
flour is abundant; as well as numer- ' 
ous other substitutes, which may re- j 
place wheat flour. Naturally the eli­
mination of wheat flour has awakened I 
a keen interest on the part of hotels, 
restaurants and public eating places; 
as well as the homes to secure recipes 
for making bread of substitutes which 
are as good, if not better than “ lux­
ury bread.”

Miss Lou Stallman, director of the 
Home Economics for the Federal Food
Administration for Texas, has pre­
pared seven excellent recipes for 
wheatless bread. All the recipes have 
been carefully worked out and tested 
and are offered to the public of Texas 
with the approval of the Federal Food 
Administrator Peden:

Corn Flour Biscuit.
1 cup liquid.
2 2-3 cups corn flour.
3 tablespoons fat.
6 teaspoons baking powder.

1 teaspoon salt.
Appearance good. Texture, very 

dry and close although not heavy. 
Color-white. Flavor, slight corn flav. 
or. Comment, most nearly the ap­
pearance of wheat biscuit of any of 
the substitutes used.

Corn meal Hoe Cakes.
5 cups eornmeal (scalded with wa­
ter.)
1 tablespoonful oil.
1 egg.
3 teaspoons baking powder (level.)
Add enough milk to make the mix­

ture thinner than ordinary cake bat­
ter. Bake three at a time on a hot 
griddle as griddle cakes, small ones
