The twenty-one dis­
trict committees in Donley County 
are to be especially commended for 
their untiring efforts to make this 
last loan drive a success and to say 
that they won out in the face of 
difficulties is to put it mildly. There 
was as much lethargy on the part 
of a few in this drive as the com 
mittees have ever had to deal with 
and those who failed in their duty 
will not be forgotten.

One special feature of the drive in 
Clarendon was the fact that the 
machinery of the D. C. P. C. got 
behind the campaign and in our 
quota of $86,000 there were over 
eighty individuals who purchased 
$1000 each. This splendid work was 
done by Mess. Caraway and Williams 
who have the thanks of the central 
committee for their efficient services.

The medals for the workers in this 
Victory Loan arc in the hands of 
Chairman Patrick nnd in due season 
they will be distributed to those en­
titled to receive the same. They are 
made from captured German can­
non and will be prized highly by 
those who worked to make the loan 
a success.

In the nation it is calculated that 
the loan was over-subscribed near­
ly fifty percent.

More women have aiked ua to
oppose woman suffrage in the com­
ing election than have asked us to fa­
vor it. We make this statement, not 
as an apology for our position, but
just to show that we are not refus­
ing the sex anything they ask for. 
There is a strong state organization, 
composed of the mothers, and wives 
o f as fine people as live on dhrth, 
demanding that the ballot be with­
held from women. They don’t want 
it; they fear the consequences of it; 
and for the safety o f their homes 
and in their happiness they say: 
“ Do not burden us with responsibili­
ties that belong naturally to men."

Now ladies, you have not agreed 
among yourselves that you want the 
privilege of voting. Ask Mrs. James 
B. Wells, of Brownsville, if she wants 
it; ask her if she isn’t receiving ap­
peals from Texas mothers every day 
to do all in her power to defeat it. 
Ask the housewives all around you, 
the mothers of men from one end of 
this state to the other and see what 
they say.

Dr. Anna Shaw came down here 
from the north and she declares that 
the people of Texas ought to give the 
women the ballot, because the people 
o f Germany have given women the 
ballot in that country. Now that's a 
good reason, isn’t it? Germany’s a 
fine criterion to hold up to American 
citizens.

The other day we saw an old-fash­
ioned woman with white hair and a 
clean white apron on sitting down 
churning.

I would never 
have been willing to sacrifice those 
beautiful trees, not even for street 
paving.

My mind goes back to the early 
days of my residence in Clarendon, 
and the part my paper—“ The Ban-| 
ncr-Stockman”— played in having 
those trees set out on the business 
streets. How many columns I wrote 
in furthering the work of tree-plant­
ing, I can not even estimate. But, 
in season and out, year after year, 
The Banner-Stockman plead for more 
trees—and got them.

The big locust you mention— how 
well 1 remember it! When 1 located 
there that tree was a blackened stump 
from a recent fire. Then “ Uncle 
Bill” began the erection of the old 
Citizens Bank building, and the same 
spring the big locust began to put 
forth new sprouts; and many’s the 
hour I’ve loafed under its shade 
swapping yams with Charley Bever-

grow. And they did.
Those two trees were the start of

the great tree-planting movement 
that ensued. B. T. Lane and A. M. 
Beville, and Dr. Stocking and W. H. 
Patrick fell in line—and soon both 
sides o f Kearney street were lined 
with young locusts, and in a few 
years Clarendon became noted for her 
forests of black locusts. People
would gaze gladly from the passing
trains, noting the beautiful vista 
spread out before them, resting their 
tired eyes from the sight of endless 
plain. Kearney street was the envy 
of all other Panhandle towns and the 
pride of every Clarendon citizen. 
The Dubbs boys had everybody in 
town mad at them one time because 
they emptied the salt water out of 
their ice cream freezers in front of 
their store (the old Rosenfield build­
ing) and thereby killed two or three 
fine locust trees Morris Rosenfield 
would have fought, bled and died for.

Yes, Sam, it makes me sad to 
think that all those beautiful trees 
are gone-^-sacrificed on the altar of 
modren progress. Doubtless ’twere 
necessary. But I am “ moss-back” 
enough to regret the passing— yea, 
by the beard of Henry Taylor 1 would 
have voted “ agin ye” had 1 been 
there. And Sam; if the paving fev­
er spreads to the residence section, 
pave 'em a little narrower and don’t 
sacrifice the trees.

Regards to all my old friends.

In other words, “ Free Love."
Mrs. Stanton the agnostic suffra­

gist called upon women to forsake 
church work and devote themselves 
to suffrage agitation.

“ Instead of any further efforts in 
behalf of a pin-cushion ministry, I 
conjure my country-women to devote 
themselves from this hour to the 
education, the elevation and the en 
franchisement of their own sex. If 
the same amount of devotion and self 
sacrifice now poured out in the 
CHURCHES could be given in this 
direction, another generation would 
give us a nobler type o f womanhood 
than any yet molded by any Bishop, 
Priest or Pope.”

At the Woman’s Rights Conven­
tion of suffragists at Philadelphia 
in 1854 the following resolution was 
adopted:

"Resolved, that * * * in regard to 
the sacred cause which has brought 
us together, that the most DETER­
MINED OPPOSITION it encounters 
is FROM THE CLERGY, whose 
TEACHINGS OF THE BIBLE are 
intensely inimical to the equality of 
woman with man.”

In a signed article by Rev. Anna 
Howard Shaw in the New York 
Evening Post, February 25th, 1915, 
we read:

“ I believe in Woman Suffrage 
whether all women vote or no wom­
en vote; whether all women vote 
right or all women vote wrong: 
whether women will love their hus­
bands alter they vote or torsake 
them; whether they will neglect their 
children or never have any children.” 

Here is a confession of faith in the 
"sacred cause” of woman suffrage 
which reveals its most illustrious 
leader as believing woman suffrage 
more important than right or wrong, 
more important than love between 
husbands and wives, more important 
than the care—or even birth—of 
children!

Resolution of the City Council of the City of Clarendon, Texas, deter­
mining the necessity of levying an assessment against the property and the

o f said property concerning the same, and directing the City Secretary to 
give notice of said hearing as required by Section VIII of Chapter 11, Title

WHEREAS, the City Council has heretofore by resolution ordered the 
improvement of Kearney Street bounded on the North by the Fort Worth 
and Denver City Railroad Track, and on the South by the North Boundary 
Line of Third Street. First Street bounded on the West by the West Boun- 
dry Line o f Sully Street and on the East by the West Boundry Line of the 
Alley between Kearney and Gorst Streets. Second Street bounded on the 
West by the West Boundry Line of Sully Street and on the East by the West 
Boundry Line of the Alley between Kearney and Gorst Streets. Sully 
Street bounded on the North by the North Boundry Line o f First Street and 
on the South by the South Boundry Line of Third Street, by paving the 
name with a four inch base of hydraulic Portland cement concrete with a 
sand cushion and with a wearing surface of three inch vertical fiber brick 
grouted with an asphaltic grout filler and the building of curbs on either 
side of said Streets when found necessary, in accordance with the terms of 
said resolution; and

WHEREAS, in acordancc with Section 11 of a resolution entitled “ A 
resolution to carry into effect Chapter 11, of Title 22 of the Revised Stat­
utes of Texas” after advertising for bids, the said work of improving said 
streets between said points above named has been let to The Panhandle 
Construction Company, of Plainview, Texas; and

WHEREAS, a contract has been entered into between the said City and 
the said Panhandle Construction Company on the 5th day o f May, A. D. 
1919, for the performance of said work; and

WHEREAS, the said Panhandle Construction Company has duly given 
bond for the performance of said work, and for the maintenance o f same, 
and the Consulting Engineer of the City of Clarendon has in accordance 
with Section I of said resolution, filed his report with the City Council as 
to the cost o f said improvements, and as to all other matters required by the 
City Council.

NOW THEREFORE, Be it resolved by the City Council of the City of

That the report or statement filed by the Consulting Engineer, having 
been duly examined, is hereby approved; and

Be it further resolved that part of the cost of said improvements shall 
be assessed against the abutting property upon the streets so to be improved 
and the owners thereof, and that the total cost of said improvements shall 
be paid and defrayed as follows:

(a) The City o f Clarendon shall pay only an amount equal to one-third 
(1-3) of the total cost of grading, paving, gutters and that part of storm 
sewers directly serving the paving district, together with catch basins and 
manholes, and

(b) After deducting the city's proportion o f one-third of the cost, the 
total remaining cost of such improvements shall be paid by the owners of 
property abutting upon said streets named to be improved in the following 
manner: The owners of the property abutting upon said streets named to 
be improved shall pay the whole cost of installing concrete curb in front of 
their respective property.

An amount equal to two-thirds of the whole cost o f said improvements 
shall be paid by said property owners and shall also be assessed against 
them and their respective parcels of land abutting upon said streets, and 
said assessment shall be made against the owners of property abutting up­
on said streets to be improved and their property in accordance with Article 
1011, Revised Statutes of Texas, and the ordinances of the City of Claren­

That said cost which may be assessed against such property or its ow­

When Carrie Catt said “ Suffrage 
democracy knows no bias o f race, 
color or sex,” she was merely re­
iterating the promise of the national 
suffrage organization to give negro 
women votes and in the words of 
Mrs. Howard Gould o f New York, 
“ Let us kill the solid south; break it 
up and destroy it altogether.” She' 
was speuklng to an audience in New 
York City in the interests o f the 
candiacy of Beverly C. Ransom, can­
didate for congress.

ican, or an Irish-American,” and 
went further to pledge her efforts 
in the behalf of the negro women to 
secure them the ballot. That’s nice 
stuff for a Southern woman to stand 
for, isn’t it? But when one remem­
bers that Carrie Catt, Anna Howard 
Shaw (white) and Mrs. R. Jerome 
Jeffry (black) were honorary pall­
bearers at the Anthony funerul and 
that they meet on terms of equality;

of such intimacy with Mrs. Cady 
Stanton and Susan B. Anthony that

But somehow 
there has grown up an idea while 
folks were so busy doing war work 
that there was no argument against 
suffrage and some people have been 
blindly led away from the flow of 
pure Democracy and Southern tra­
ditions. The argument is all on the 
side of the Anti-Suffragist, and al­
ways the suff must fall back upon 
that old heresy of the devil “ let the 
women vote because they want to.” 
A most abominable doctrine. We 
do not frame our laws upon the de­
sires of the people, but upon the 
needs of the people and for their best 
protection.

Protect our homes, protect our 
state, protect our nation by killing 
suffrage on May 24th.
