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CENTENARY MEN 
SET DATES FOR 

$500,000 DRIVE
Representatives o f the Northwest 

Texas Conference assembled here 
yesterday voted to tro ahead with 
plans to hold the great Centenary 
drive April 13th to 20th, along with 
the rest of the Southern Methodist 
Church, rather than postpone to a 
later date. It is expected to secure 
a minimum o f $35,000,000 in South­
ern Methodism to be paid within 
five years. The quota of the North­
west Texas Conference is $500,000.

Presiding Klders J. W. Story of 
Amarillo, A. W. Hall of Clarendon, 
W. E. Lyon of Lubbock, A. L. Moore 
o f Plainviow, E. P. Hicks o f Stam­
ford, G. S. Hardy o f Sweetwater and 
M. Phelan of Vernon were asked 
whether they thought the drive 
should be put on now, or postponed. 
A number felt postponement might 
|. wise.

A fter a statement by the presiding 
elders the matter was referred to the 
t entenary Executive Council of the 
Conference, the clerical members o f 
which arc the Revs. J. T; Griswold, 
Lubbock; J. W. Hunt, Abilene; A. W. 
Hall, Clarendon; and G. S. Hardy, 
Sweetwater. As none of the lay 
members were present J. E. Sweps- 
ton of Tuliu, It. B. Bryant of Stam­
ford; C. C. Bailey of Hamlin, Mrs. 
E. E. Adams o f Amarillo; R. D. 
Green of Abilene; B. O. Brown of 
Vernon; and S. M. Braswell of Clar 
endon were appointed to advise with 
the council. The council's recom­
mendation that this Conference ad­
vance with the rest o f the Church 
was adopted. More than a hundred 
clerical and lay delegates were in 
attendance. Most of the delegates 
came in Tuesday night, and were as­
signed to homes by the “pastor, Rev. 
C. N. N. Ferguson.

Rev. Sam Hay of Amarillo preach­
ed Tuesday night. Director General 
John W. Wood o f Abilene was un­
able to be present on account of sick­
ness and ai'ic- the meeting had been 
called together at the Methodist 
Church yesterday morning, Rev. J. 
W. Hunt o f Abilene was asked to ex­
plain to the Conference the plans for 
thv entenary. Rev. Hunt attended 

1 ecent meeting held in Memphis, 
senting thiB Conference.

“ i  went to Memphis believing that 
the drive should be postponed,”  Rev. 
Hunt said. “ But found many Con­
ferences already organized and the 
work was so far under way with so 
much spiritual enthusiasm engender­
ed that I felt it necessary to say we 
would go ahead with the procession.

“ The question o f a conflict o f the 
original dates set for the Centenary 
drive (April 23 to May 1) with the 
Victory Loan was taken up, and a f­
ter consultation with Secretary Glass 
it was decided that the most prac­
tical time for the drive was April 
13 to 20.”  One of the big reasons 
for hurrying up the drive, Rev .Hunt 
declared, is that the organization is 
costing the church $100,000 a month. 
It would be suicidical to carry this 
on indefinitely.

‘The Southern Methodist Church 
is the only organization that has 
come forward with a world plan to 
meet a world challenge,”  Rev. Hunt 
declared. “ When the M. E. Church 
learned o f the plan a representative 
was sent to us proposing to make 
this America’s answer to a world 
challenge, and the M. E. Church 
agreed to raise $75,000,000. This is 
*1 for each man, woman and child 
in America—which is certainly small 
enough.”

Urging that the drive be carried 
on. the speaker declared .“ There will 
never be peace until Christianity sets 
boundaries between countries, instead 
of forts. The Church o f God is the 
only agency that can make real the 
principles for which Woodrow Wilson 
has been fighting. “ The first boy to 
die in France when America went in 
to stop the German advance was a 
boy from a Methodist home, and 
while only 7 per cent o f our popula­
tion owns allegiance to Methodism 
the Methodist Church furnished 18 
per cent of the soldiers."

It was announced that all money 
for the Centenary should be sent to 
Joe F. Garrison, Citizens National 
Bank, Abilene.

includes his buffalo, cattalo and Kar- 
akuie sheep. The ranch is such as 
could be turned into a splendid buf-

!alo reservation and would become 
amous as a state park. That splen­

did old character, Col. Chas. Good­
night, has devoted much time and 
money to the preserving o f the buf­
falo and the breeding of the cattalo, 
which added to his importation and 
raising o f the Karakule sheep, com­
prehends a life work that should re­
ceive recognition. It is entirely pos­
sible that unless the state or national 
government buys in this property 
that on the death of Col. Goodnight 
that the herds will become scattered 
and all his years of painstaking toil 
will be lost to the state and nation. 
The buffalo herd consists of 1 GO
head. There are also twenty-four 
cattalo and 136 head of the famous 
Persian Karakule sheep. The com­
mittee o f investigation advises the 
purchase of the property, the breed­
ing o f the buffalo and cattalo and 
the establishment of a Punhandle 
breeding and feeding station. There 
is no feeding or breeding station 
nearer than 400 miles from Good­
night. Col. Goodnight estimates his 
property and herds to be worth 
$242,000, but the committee recom­
mends that the stnte pay $150,000, 
for the entire property, which it is 
understood that Col. Goodnight will 
accept. The News believes that 
$150,000 is a bargain price and that 
the state should make the purchase. 
On the plains of Texas where the 
King o f tire Prairies 'formerly roam­
ed is the place to preserve his pro­
geny for the generations yet un­
born.

This week the local Methodist 
Church entertained a body of preach­
ers and laymen, together with a 
bishop, who gathered here to lay 
plans for the great Centenary Cam­
paign for missions, and also to dis­
cuss the great advance movement for 
Clarendon College.

How many Clarendon people knew 
that Clarendon is one of eleven 
Texas cities with a V. M. C. A. 
building? There are a number of 
Texas cities with railroad Y. M. C. 
A. buildings but there are only elev­
en cities in the stnte who built their 
own buildings like the people of 
this city did. The other ten cities 
include Dallas, Houston, Ft. Worth 
and San Antonio, and even the next 
smallest to Clarendon has over twel­
ve thousand people— Corsicana. An­
other thing worth remembering: Ex­
tend the eastern boundary of the 
Panhandle south to the Rio Grande 
and in all the vast domain west of 
the line, only El Paso and Clarendon 
have Y. M. C. A. buildings. Our 
boasting neighbor, Amarillo, has no 
building. It is well enough to know 
European -boundary lines and facts 
about our commerce with Timbuctoo, 
but don’t forget to learn a few things 
about our own city and county as we 
SO along. The more you study about 
it; th# more figures you see, the 
more you will be convinced of the 
par excellence o f Donley County and 
her capital, the Athens of the Pan­
handle.

Whenever a bad road leading from 
a farming community to its market­
ing and shipping points has been re­
placed by a good one. over which 
much heavier loads may be hauled 
every day in the year, the value of 
the farms- using the road has been 
increased, says the Texas Industrial 
Congress. The Office uf Public 
Roads o f the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture has examined 
property valuations in parts o f many 
counties before and after the change 
was made from bad to good roads. 
In Spottsylvauia County, Virginia, 
for inatance, the increase in values 
was more than eight times greater 
than the amount spent in building 
tbe roads; in Dinwiddie County, V ir­
ginia, the land values approximately 
doubled, with farms farthest back 
from the roads showing the largest 
increase; in Wise County, Virginia, 
eight farms located on improved 
roads in various parts o f the county 
increased from an average of $49.06 
per acre to $79.44; in Franklin Co., 
New York, the average increase of 
land values on improved roads was 
$12.50 per acre, or taking the in­
crease at $10 per acre on the farms 
along 492 miles of improved roads 
the gain in values was $1,259,520. 
In Dallas County, Alabama, the im­
provement added at least $5 to the 
value o f each acre of land lying 
within one-half mile of the road, 
and quite a number of instances were 
found of increases in value from 50 
to 150 per cent. In Lauderdule Co., 
Mississippi, the gain in values aver 
aged from 25 to 50 per cent, in many 
cases being from 50 to 500 per cent. 
In Manitee County, Florida, the gain 
wus from 50 to 100 per cent, or at 
least $15 per acre on all lands within 
one-half mile of the new roads. No 
case has ever been found in the his 
lory o f the world in which the build­
ing of good roads lowered property 
values.

Road-building is a business prop­
osition, and all its phases can be put 
in terms of dollars and rents. A 
good many Texas counties have tax­
ed themselves for this improvement, 
and valuations of tax renditions and 
farm values as expressed in deed 
records before and after the improve­
ment was made and are on file. The 
prospective cost and gain can be 
very fa irly estimated, so that there 
is no necessity that anything con­
nected with the issue should remain 
a matter of opinion. What has hap­
pened in these counties will, in all 
probability, happen in others.

Making money through an increas­
ed value of land by road improve­
ment seemingly reverses the proverb 
that “ one cannot eat his cake and 
huve it too."

“ When the United Stages Govern­

ment authorised the issuance of 
Thrift Stamps and W ar Saving 
Stamps, the purpose o f this action 
was to favor the people o f the United 
States and it was indeed a favor, 
such as the average citizen had never 
had bestowed upon him. The grant­
ing o f the right to purchase Thrift 
Stamps and War Stamps in small 
amounts at a splendid rate of inter­
est was a beneficent act upon the part 
of our government, and thousands 
upon thousands o f our people greeted 
the news with rare pleasure. An­
other purpose, o f course, in issuing 
these Stamps was to provide our 
Government witli funds to carry on 
the war, and again the people of the 
United States applauded the wisdom 
of those who outlined and put into 
operation this splendid plan. More 
than a billion dollars in these Stamps 
were sold, and thousands of people 
were praised as patriots for the un­
selfish manner in which they encour­
aged the plan by buying War Saving 
Stamps, and for the exercise of good 
judgment in fortifying themselves 
against the day o f need by purchas­
ing these un-exceiled securities thus 
providing savings for themselves 
which perhaps, they would have 
never dreamed o f otherwise.

“ But the most amazing part o f it 
ail is that, after the armistice was 
signed, many of our patriotic people 
felt that their obligation was ended: 
‘The war is over now,''lhey said, ‘and 
we need our money.’ But when the 
Stamps were bought it was with at 
least a silent understanding that the 
Government should have the use of 
the money for at least five years, 
and every individual pledged to him­
self and to his nation that he keep 
these stamps until the date of re­
demption. The pledge was made in 
good fnitii and our Government ac­
cepted it in good faith and, on the 
strength of these pledges of its pa­
triotic people to supply for this de­
finite period o f time the needs of our 
Government, made great plans for 
the conduct o f the war and for ine 
reconstruction period. This obliga­
tion is just as bindinf^as it ever was 
und the need o f the money is just as 
great, and our patriotism ought to 
be just as lofty, sincere and soulful 
as it ever was. We hear every day 
that there are greater things to ac­
complish now than ever before, and 
in this day and age o f great require­
ments these things cannot be accom­
plished unless the Government is pro­
vided with the necessary funds. Of 
course, there are instances where 
there is a real need for the redemp­
tion o f War Savings Stamps: the 
purchaser has come to a point where 
he cannot afford to hold them longer 
and finds it necessary to surrender 
these Stamps, just the same as he 
would any other securities; but this 
cannot apply to u certain number of 
well to (jo citizens known us patriot­
ic men and women who are making 
application daily for the redemption 
of the War Savings Stamps which 
they hold. It may be possible that 
those who are usking to have their 
Stumps redeemed have an opportun­
ity to invest their money at what 
they think to be a higher rate o f in­
terest and, perhaps, think now of 
withdrawing their support of the 
Government, in their personal inter­
est - a support which they promised 
to give they propose to withdraw 
now, when the Government needs it 
most. O f course, when we thought 
we were in danger of invasion and 
oppression at the tyrant hands of 
I ’russia, it was easy to rush to the 
defense o f ourselves, but we are be­
coming too much inclined to think 
that now somebody else can furnish 
the funds for advancing the interests 
of our own country—our Victorious 
Nation— yours and mine.

“ What would we think o f a friend 
who, if he had loaned us a thousand 
dollars at four per cent interest and 
promised that we might keep it for 
five years, were to come to us in 
about ton days and say ‘1 want my 
money because i can get a better 
rate o f interest by lending it to some 
body else?’ What kind o f a friend 
would we consider him to be? your 
best proven friend is the United Sta­
tes of America.

“ The case is parallel with the one 
we have in mind now. What kind of 
a friend must our Government think 
we are, when we say now ‘ I must 
have my money.’ I tacitly agreed to 
lend it to you for five years but 1 
find now I can make more money 
some other way.’
“ A little reflection along these lines 

will make us hesitate, will appeal to 
our hearts, to our loyally, to our 
feeling for humanity. A fter all, 
should we change the United Statees 
Government securities for invest­
ment, we may be the wiser later on 
when we find that, while for a short 
time we receive a higher 'rate o f in­
terest, the investment proving to be 
more remunerative, there nmy come 
a <(fcy when these other dodbtful in­
vestments may react upon us and we 
shall learn that it would have paid 
us to have remembered our obliga­
tion to our country and to have pro- 

i fited by the lesson o f TH RIFT, 
; Which it was the intention o f the 
War Savings Flan to teach us. Do 
you rerhetnber the history of the im­
mortal patriot, Benjamin Franklin, 
he who was the Father o f Thrift? 
When the United States o f America 
was in critical need and passing thru 
a most crucial period, Franklin loan­
ed his entire fortune, approximately 
$25,000, to our Government, without 
security, note or interest. Just 
think of the unselfish generosity of 
that patriotic act! It was such pa­
triotic men as Franklin who saved 
our nation from failure, ignomy and 
destruction. He did not hesitate or 
falter when his duty was plain, and 
hia name is now inscribed upon the 
tablets o f eternal love and memory.

In the hopes of obtaining better 
representation in the Texas senate 
for the counties composing Western 
Texas, made up of the 25th, 2(Rh,
28th and 29th senatorial districts, 
letters are being mailed by the local 
Chamber of Commerce to all the 
more prominent citizens o f this sec­
tion and to all civic organizations, 
urging that action be taken in the 
matter. The letter is signed by 
President R. E. Huff o f the local 
body ami urges all those to whom 
it is sent to send telegrams to mem­
bers of the house and senate urging 
that the state be re-districted so 
that the western counties will re­
ceive more fair representation in the 
upper body o f the legislature.

At the present time, so the letter 
states. Western Texas comprises 156 
of the 284 counties of Texas, and 
has a territory considerably more 
than half the state. The four dis­
tricts into which West Texas has 
been divided, extends from a short 
distunce northwest o f Brownsville 
bending outward through Eastland 
county, and east to Montague coun­
ty. It includes all the Panhandle 
country.

The senate o f Texas as now consti­
tuted, is elected from districts which 
were determined upon a basis of the 
population of 1900 at which time 
Texas had slightly more than three 
million people. In 1910 the popula­
tion had grown by 800,000 or 28 per 
cent for the entire state. During 
that same period the population o f 
the four districts in West Texas in­
creased 108 per cent, almost five 
times faster than the rest of the 
state. According to the letter, de­
spite the fact that more than a fifth 
o f the Texas population resides in 
W’estern Texas, she is permitted on­
ly a one-eighth representation in the 
senate.

The letter urges that, something 
be done immediately. While it rec­
ognizes that it is too late to have the 
present legislature redistrict the 
state, it contends that letters and 
telegrams should be sent by citizens 
o f West Texas to legislators request­
ing them to do something at the 
next session.

“ We desire to have the representa­
tion based on the population statis­
tics o f 1q! 0” the let'er reads. “ Un­
less we have enough men in the 
senate in 1920, we will again get 
the short end of representation at 
that time.”— Wichita Times.

“ Don’t wait until the Hum I due datp, 
March 15, for paying your Income Tax 
and rnnking your return. Avoid the 
last minute rush. Any person can fig­
ure out his liability today as well us he 
can next week, and If there Is any 
point on which he needs advice lie can 
now get in touch with a Revenue tuun.”

This word o f udvlce Is from Alexan­
der S. Walker, Collector of Internal 
Revenue, Austin, who Is collecting the 
Income Tax in Texas. Collector Walk­
er Is giving without charge every aid 
of his office and his enlarged Held 
force to help the people get ilielr pay­
ments and their returns in by March 
15th.

But the Income Tax men will not 
pull your door bell or your coat-tails, 
according to the Collector's announce­
ment. It Is squarely up to every Indi­
vidual to figure out his own case and 
to get busy If he comes within the 
scope of the new Revenue luw.

Did You Earn This Much?
Every unmarried person who re­

ceived Income averaging $19.23 a week 
during t!H8 and every married eouple 
who Jointly received Irieoine averaging 
$38.50 a week should secure at once 
from the nearest Deputy Collector or 
the ueareit hunk a blank Form 1040 A. 
That form contains the information he 
will need to enable hint to llgurn his 
correct net Income and any tax that he 
owes the government.

The law requires that every unmar­
ried person who had a net Income of 
$1,000 or over and every married per­
son whose net Income was $2,000 or 
over (Including the income of husband 
or wife and the earnings of minor 
children, If any) must make a return 
on or before March 15lli. And this re­
quirement does not hinge on whether 
the person owes a tax.

Taxable Income.
An Individual must Include under 

gross income all gains, protils and In­
come derived from salaries, wages or 
compensation for personal service of 
whatever kind and In whatever form
paid or from professions, vocal Ions, 
business, sales or dealings In property 
of all kinds, Interest, rent, dividends 
or profit's derived from any source 
whatever. Very /ow Items of Income 
lire exempt.

Deductions Include ordinary and nec­
essary business expenses, Interest paid 
or accrued on Indebtedness, taxes of 
all kinds except Federal Income and 
excess profits taxes and assessments 
for local benefits, losses actually sus­
tained. debts ascertained to be worth­
less ami depreciation on buildings, ma­
chinery. fixtures, etc., used In business. 
A further deduction Is allowed for con­
tributions to corporations operated for 
religions, cburltable, scientific or edu­
cational purposes or for the prevention 
•of cruelty to children or animals to an 
amount not exceeding 15 per cent of 
the taxpayer's net Income as computed 
without the henettt of tlie contribution 
deduct Ion.

The taxpayer Is not allowed to de­
duct any personal, living or family ex­
pense, any amount spent for improving 
properly or any expense of restoring 
property or making good Its exhaus­
tion for which nn allowance Is claimed 
under depredation.

Figuring the Tax.
Before figuring the normal tax the 

dividends arc deducted as credits from 
act income, together with the personal 
exemption. As In previous years, divi­
dends " f  domestic corporations arc ex 
i n,pi from normal tax when received 
by tlo stockholder.

The normal fax rHtes for cltliens 
and residents are us follows: On the 
first $4,000 of net Income In excess of 
the credits tin* rate Is 0 per cent, on 
any further taxable income the rate Is 
12 per cent.

The surtax rates apply to net In­
come of each Individual in excess of 
$.">,ooo. The personal exemption and 
the dividends arc not deductible before 
computing surtax. In (he case o f re­
turns hy husband and wife, the net lu- 
coine of each Is considered separately 
In computing any surtax that may In­
due. l-'ortn 10-10 should he used for 
mak'ug returns of net Income exceed­
ing .$5,000, and the Instructions on Hint 
form will show how to figure the stir- 
lux.

Business House Returns.
Employers and others who paid 

wages, salaries, rents, Interest or sim­
ilar determinable gains In an nmount 
of $1,000 or over during 1H18 to any 
person must lllc an information return 
with the Government. Ttlanks may he 
secured from the Collector,

Every partnership must tile a return 
showing its Income and deductions and 
the name and address of each partner, 
with Ills share o f the profits or loss,-* 
during the past year, Personal service 
corporations will file similar Informa­
tion for 1018.

INTERSCIIOLASTIC  LEAGUE 
MEETS AT CANYON. TEXAS

The meeting o f the interscholastic 
League for the Canyon District will 
be hbld nt Canyon, Texas, April 18 
and 19.

Upon payment of the annual fee u 
school will be entitled to both the 
public speaking and the uthletic con­
tests, and to receive loan libraries 
and the special bulletins prepared 
for the assistance of schools in train­
ing for the contests.

Besides this bulletin, each member 
o f the League will receive, free on 
request, four copies of the bulletin 
on the subject for debate in the 
League, six lists o f words for spell­
ing, and also one or more copies o f 
the bulletin oil Literary Societies, 
Debating, etc. A copy of the bulle­
tin containing the constitution o f the 
League will be sent on request to any 
person in the state.

The membership fee is graduated 
according to the size of the school. 
The fee for schools having no more 
than three teachers and not in in­
corporated towns, is $1.00; schools 
having four or more teachers and in 
districts having less than 600 whites 
scholastics, $2.00.

4. A SPELLING  GAME. Two 
sets of the alphabet must be prepar­
ed beforehand. Print the letters on 
pieces of cardboard, one set in red, 
the other in black. The captain of 
each side is given a complete set of 
leters o f the alphabet. The captains 
line up their twenty-six players on 
opposite sides o f the room, parallel 
to each other. The leader o f the 
game calls out a word to be spelled, 
for instance, “ dog,,. Both sides try 
to form the word first, the one form­
ing it correctly first being the win­
ner. (A  line is drawn at the end of 
the room where the word is formed).* 
The side that wins ten points first!

House Joint Resolution Mo. 1.

A  resolution proposing to amend the 
Constitution of the State of Tex- 

'  as, by amending Article 16, Sec­
tion 20 thereof by striking out and 
repealing said section ar.d sub*.- 
tilting in lieu thereof a new sec­
tion 20, prohibiting the manufac­
ture sale, barter or exchange in 
the State of Texas o f spirituous, 
vinous or malt liquors or medicat­
ed bitters capable of producing in­
toxication. or any other intoxicant 
whatever, except for medicinal, 
mechanical, scientific or sacra­
mental purposes, and providing 
that the legislature shall enact 
laws to enforce this section; pro­
viding that until the legislature 
shall prescribe other or different 
regulations on the subject the sale 
of spirituous, vinous or malt liqu­
ors or medicated bitters, capable 
of producing intoxication, or any 
other intoxicant whatever, for 
medicinal purposes shall be made 
only in cases o f actual sickness, 
ami then only upon prescription 
of a regular practicing physician, 
subject to certain regulations with 
reference to the s&roej providing 
that this amendment shall be self- 
operative, and until the legislature 
shall provide other or different 
penalties, the violation o f any part 
of this constitutional provision 
shall be deemed a felony punish­
able by confinement in the peni­
tentiary for a term o f years spe­
cified, without the benefit of any 
law providing for suspended sent­
ence; conferring authority upon 
the District Courts and judges 
thereof, under their equity powers 
to issue upon suit of the attorney 
general injunctions against infrac­
tions or threatened infractions of 
any part of this constitutional pro­
vision; providing that, without a f­
fecting the provisions herein, in­
toxicating liquors are declared to 

s be subject to the general police 
power o f this state; declaring that 
the legislature shall have power to 
pass any additional prohibitory 
laws in aid thereof which it may 
deem advisable; fixing the - time

as be amended by striking out and 
replacing Section 20 thereof and sub­
stituting in lieu o f Section 20 the 
following:

SEC. 20. (a ) The manufacture,
sale, barter and exchange in the 
State of Texas, of spirituous, vinous 
or mult liquors or medicated bitters 
capable of producing intoxication, or 
any other intoxicant whatever ex­
cept for medicinal, mechanical, scien­
tific or sacramental purposes, are 
each and all hereby prohibited.

The legislature shall enact laws to 
enforce this section.

(b ) Until the legislature shall 
prescrib? other or different regula­
tions on the subject, the sale o f spir­
ituous, vinous or malt liquors, or 
medicated bitters, capable o f produc­
ing intoxication, or any other intoxi­
cant whatever, for medicinal pur­
poses shall be made only in cases 
o f actual sickness, and then only 
upon prescription o f u regular prac­
ticing physician, subject to the regu­
lations applicable to sales under pre­
scriptions in prohibited territory by 
virtue of Article 598, Chapter 7, T i­
tle 11, of the Penal Code o f State of 
Texas.

(c ) This amendment is self-oper­
ative, and until the legislature shall 
prescribe other or different penalties, 
any person, acting for himself or in 
behalf of another, or in behalf o f any 
partnership, corporation or associa­
tion of persons, who shall, after the 
adoption o f this amendment, violate 
any part of this constitutional pro­
vision shall be deemed guilty of a 
felony, and shall, upon conviction in 
a prosecution commenced, carried on 
and concluded in the manner pre­
scribed by law in cases o f felonies, 
be punished by confinement in the 
penitentiary for a period o f time not 
legs than one year nor more than 
five years, without the benefit o f any 
la^  providing for suspended sentence. 
And the district courts and the 
judges thereof, under their equity 
powers, shall have the authority to 
issue, upon suit o f the attorney gen- 
cr*l, injunctions against infractions 
or threatened infractions of any part 
o f this constitutional provision.

(d ) Without affecting the provis­
ions herein, intoxicating liquors -are 
declared to be subject to the gen­
eral police power o f the state; and 
the legislature shall have the power 
to pass any additional prohibitory 
laws, or laws in aid thereof, which 
it may deem advisable.

(e ) Liability for violating any li­
quor laws in force at the time o f the 
adoption o f this amendment shall not 
be affected by this amendment, and 
all remedies, civil and criminal, for 
such violations shall be preserver!.

SEC. 2 The foregoing constitu­
tional amendment shall be submitted 
to a vote o f the qualified electors for 
members o f the legislature at an 
election to be held throughout the 
State of Texas on the fourth Satur­
day in May, being the twenty-fourth 
day thereof, A. D., 1919.

House Joint Resolution No. 7.
Proposing to amend Section 2, A r­

ticle 6, of the constitution of the 
State of Texas so that it shall 
hereafter, in substance, provide 
that every person, male or female, 
subject to no constitutional dis­
qualifications, who shall have at­
tained the age of twenty-one 
years, 'tind who shall be a cit­
izen o f the United States, and who 
shall reside in this state one year 
next preceding an election and the 
last six months within the district 
or county *!n which he offers to 
vote, shall be deemed a qualified 
c-lector; provided electors shall 
vote in the election precinct of 
their residence; declaring that the 
electors living in any unorganized 
county may vote at any election 
precinct in the county to which 
such county is attached for judi­
cial purposes; providing that any 
voter who is subject to pay a poll 
tax under the laws of the State 
o f Texas shall have paid said tax 
before he or she shall offer to 
vote at any election in this state 
and hold a receipt showing that 
poll tax has been paid before the 
first day o f February next preced­
ing such election; declaring that 
if said voter shall have lost or 
misplaced such tax receipt, he or 
she shall be entitled to vote, upon 
making affidavit that such tax 
receipt has been lost, which a ffi­
davit must be in writing and left 
with the judge of election. And 
declaring that all laws now on the 
statutes relating to qualified vot­
ers and governing and regulating 
elections shall apply to male and 
female voters alike; and all laws 
relating to elections shall remain 
in full force and effect until 
changed or modified by the leg­
islature, and declaring that this 
amendment to the Constitution 
shall be self-enacting.

He It Resolved by (he Legislature 
of the State of Texas:
SECTION 1. That Section 2, A r­

ticle 6, o f the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended so that 
hereafter said section shall read as 
follows, to-wit:

SECTION 2. Every person, male 
or female, subject to none of the 
foregoing disqualifications, who shall 
have attained the age of twenty-one 
vqgrs, and who shall be a citizen 
of the United States, and who shall 
have resided in this state one year 
next preceding an election, and the 
last six months within the district or 
county in which he offers to vote, 
shall be deemed a qualified elector; 
and all electors shall vote in the elec­
tion precinct of their residence; pro­
vided, that electors living in any un­
organized county may vote at any 
election precinct in the county to 
which such county is attached for 
judicial purposes; and provided fur­
ther, that any voter who is subject 
to pay a poll tax under the laws of 
the State of Texas shall have paid 
said tax before he or she offers to 
vote at any election in this state and 
hold a receipt showing such poll tax 
paid before the first day of Febru­
ary next preceding such election. Or 
if said voter shall have lost or mis­
placed said tax receipt, he or she 
shall be entitled to vote upon making 
affidavit before any officer authoriz­
ed to administer oaths that such tax 
receipt has been lost. Such affidavit 
shall be made in writing and left 
with the judge of the election. A ll 
laws now on the statutes of this 
state regulating and relating to qual­
ified voters in both primary and gen­
eral elections shall apply to and gov­
ern and regulate both male and fe ­
male voters, and shall be in effect 
until such statutes are changed by 
the legislature. And this amend­
ment to the Constitution shall be 
self-enacting without the necessity 
of further legislation.

can be made applicable.

SEC. 4. The governor of this 
state is hereby directed to issue the 
necessary proclamation for such elec­
tion and have same published as re­
quired by the Constitution and laws 
of this state.

SEC. ft. The sum of Five Thou­
sand ($5,000.00) dollars, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is here­
by appropriated, out o f any funds in 
the stute treasury, not otherwise ap­
propriated, to defray the expenses of 
such proclamation, publicaiton and 
election.

viding that obligations created 
under this section shall never be 
taxed; and providing that the leg­
islature shall have authority tp 
provide a method of securing any 
deferred payments for lands pur­
chased hereunder, and that such 
obligations shall be secured in ad­
dition to the usual liens by an an­
nual assessment collected as a tax 
against the land; and providing 
that the legislature shall have no

SEC. 50. The legislature shall 
have no power to give or to lend, or 
to authorise the giving or lending, 
of the credit of the state in aid of 
or to any person, association, or 
corporation, whether municipal or 
other, or to. pledge the credit of 
the state in any manner whatso­
ever, for the payment o f the liabili­
ties, present or prospective, o f any 
individual, association o f individuals, 
municipal or other corporation, what­
soever, except that the legislature 
shall have the power to give or to 
lend,-or to authorize the giving or 
lending, of the credit o f the state 
for the purpose o f assisting native 
born or naturalized citizens who are 
heads o f families and who will be­
come in good faith actual occupants, 
to acquire or improve their homes;

the governor, attorney general, land 
commissioner, comptroller o f public 
accounts and the state treasurer; and 
their report shall be available to all 
prospective land purchasers. The leg­
islature shall have authority to cre­
ate by law such agencies as may be 
deemed necessary to effect the pur­
poses o f the Act. Obligations creat­
ed under this section shall never be 
taxed, and the legislature shall have 
authority to provide a method of se­
curing deferred payments for lands 
purchased hereunder, and in addition 
to the usual liens may secure the 
same by an annual assessment col­
lected as a tax against the land; pro­
vided, however, the legislature shall 
have no power to relieve any person 
from any obligation entered into with 
the state under this provision or any 
statute enacted hereunder. The terms 
of this Act shall not apply, or be 
extended to any person who is not 
a bona fide resident citizen o f the 
State o f Texas and who haa not been 
such citizen s i  isssi two yesi* tn«0? 
to the extension o f suck aid, nor shall
