In the election held last Saturday,
Texas went dry by constitutional
amendment by over 15,000 majority
with the vote than 250,000.
Suffrage for women was defeated by
6,000 majorities coming from
north and south Texas alike without
reference to sentiment.

The power of concerted action is
always evident. By an oversight,
committee of citizens who guaranteed
the chautauqua programs for this
year failed to have any clause insert-
ed in the contract about the dating of
the annual programs for this place
with the result that the Redpath-
Horner Co., brought their talent here
immediately following the closing ex-
ercises of the College and the public
school, with the result that our peo-
pie were tired from the very first
program, besides the fact that the
public school were forced to cut their
closing programs to an unsatisfac-
tory minimum. Such a condition is
not at all satisfactory for a town
where schools are held in such im-
portance as they are here. Effort
was made to postpone the chautau-
qua for a few weeks, but this was re-
fused and under the terms of the
contract there was no recourse. This
caused the committee to feel keenly
the injustice of the situation and they
| unanimously rsoived that they would
sign no new contract for 1920 unless
there was an explicit agreement that
the Chautauqua would not appear
here earlier than June 10th. After
some hesitation this was made a part
of the contract. A community can
have anything it wants if it goes to-
gether and goes after it.

The first of Geneseo's soldiers to
fall in battle was reported on Sunda
when Mrs. Henry V. Colt of this vil-
lage received notification from Wash-
ington that her son, James Livings-
wn Wadsworth, had been killed in
action, July 15th. Private Wads-
worth was a member of the “Fight-

69th” regiment of New, York
City, now the 165th Infantry. The
outfit went to France last year as
part of the Rainbow Division, Wads-
worth going as mounted orderly of
Major Donovan. It was in the early
fighting in the spring and has been
at the front in the present Marne-
Aisne battle,

Private Wadsworth was nearing
his twenty-first birthday. He saw
service on the Mexican border with
Troop M in 1915-’16 and later trans-
ferred to the New York regiment,
He was the first Geneseo represen-
tative to get to France and into the
big fight, as he is the first to be
placed on the greater honor roll.

That James Livingston Wadsworth
would make a good showing for
himself, his family and his home
town, could have been foretold not
only from acquaintance with the
young man himself, but also by rea-
son of his splendid lineage. He rep-
resents the fourth generation of
Wadsworths to fight his country’s
battles. And other branches of the
family have also been prominent in
military honors of the nation as far
back as ~olonial times when it was a
Wadsworth who preserved Conneci-
cut's famous royal charter. His
father, Lieutenant James S. Wads-
worth is at present in France as an
officer in the 27th Division; his
grandfather, Colonel Craig W. Wads-
worth, saw service at the battle of
the Wilderness in the Civil war; and
his  great-grandfather, Brigadier
General James S. Wadsworth, died
of wounds received at the battle of
the Wilderness after taking a prom-
inent part at Gettysburg and seeing
service at Manassas, Fredericksburg
and Chancellorsville,

Major General William Wadsworth
was the first of the family to xepre-
sent this county in his country’s ser-
vice, in the War of 1812 when he
took part in the battle of Queens-
town. General J. S. Wadsworth was
his nephew. The latter’s three sons
were engaged in saving the United
States from disunion in '61-'656—Col.
Charles F., at Port Hudson and in
the cane brakes of Louisiana; and
Craig W., as stated above; and
Major James W. Wadsworth, Sr., as
aide on General Warren’s staff.

The latter’s son, Senator James W.
Wadsworth, Jr., enlisted at the time
of the Spanish-American War and
was in Porto Rico and in the Phillip-
pines. The late Major W. Austin
Wadsworth was connected with the
quartermaster’s department in the
Phillippines during our military
troubles there.

Another of the “fighting” Wads-
worths is Craig W. Wadsworth, an
uncle of the young soldier who has
just given his life for democracy in
France. He was a corporal in the
Spanish-American War and was un-
der fire at San Juan.

Private James Livingston Wads-
worth will always have a place in
the history of the county as the first
Geneseo soldier to make the supreme
sacrifice in the holiest cause ever man
could fight in.

Dear Mrs. Colt:

I was with your boy when he died
about 10 o’clock July 15th, during
the great attack (German) on the
Champagne front. Until several
days ago he had been on duty with
Major Donovan who will also write
to you of his fine service.

He came to my headquarters de-
tachment of dispatch riders and was
on hazardous and exciting duty night
and day, for which he was just suit-
ed. On the afternoon of the fifteen-
th I sent him with an important dis-
patch through a heavy gas and H. E.
barrage to my front line and on his
return he was chased and fired by
Boche fliers. He reported back
aglow with proper pride and excite-
ment when I gave him my praise
and thanks.

I then went into my dugout, he
remaining above ground for a cup of
coffee with several of his comrades,
when a 77 high explosive shell struck
in their midst. He was struck in
the forehead, and was brought to
the aid post in my abri, where he
was given the best of care, surgical
and nursing, until his death several
hours later. Father McDonald, one
of the chaplains, and 1 were with
him and I hoped we might have a
message for you. But he never re-
gained consciousness. He was bur-
ied here just outside the abri, early
the following morning, near the nor-
thern edge of the camp du Chalons,
and with military honors; Father
McDonald, Captain Walsh and my-
self being present The grave is
marked and its location recorded of-
ficially, as indicated on the accom-
panying sketch, about thirty kilo-
meters N. E. of Chalons and about
half way between Mourmelon le
Grand and Suippe.

As his colonel, I express both my
sorrow and my pride, and as old
friend of his father and mother, I
give you my heartfelt sympathy.
