1 submit that it is mot fair
play to a parent for other people to
seek to lead the child away from ﬂ'}t‘
parental training. This 1 hold is
especially true when it applies
to moral training.

I think it is time that all folks
who are engaged in such should call
a halt.

I think, further, that those mem-
bers of the various churches who
are indulging in the dance and per-
mitting or encouraging their chil-
dren and others to do so, should in-
vestigate as to what their churches
have to say about it, as certainly
the church to which a person has
vowed allegiance has a right to
expect that its morval teaching should
not be disregarded by those who
pledge to support it.

Out of an observation of forty
yvears, 1 have not known a singie
member of the Methodist church

that held to the dance to be spiritu-
ally minded or a soul-winning Chris-
tian.

Clarendon College has always
stood as a brick wall against such
practices, and I want to assure the
community and the church T delight
to serve that as long as I am offi-
cially related to it as I am that this
policy will be adhered to.

Now in the interest of the
churches, the schools and the gen-
eral welfare of the whole community,
I want to appeal to those thus en-
gaged to desist. You had better stay
by the churches of the town and
what they stand for.

As the cemmunity knows 1 do
not rush in print just to be writing,
but it appears to nie that’ the time
has come to sound a timely warning.
Should this matter not have the seri-
ous attention of those involved, I
think the element in the community
that stinds for the sentiment of this
article should organize and assert it-
self. This I shall expect the pastors
of the town to lead in, but 1 assure
you now that you can count on my
co-operation. We can’t afford to per-
mit  worldliness to engulf the
cllun-hu and the town. d

\ HOPEFUL OUTLOOK.

The session of the trustees of
Clarendon College, held at the col-
legre office last Tuesday, was one of
the most far-reaching importance. 1
had planned for and thought on
this meeting for months in ad-
vance,

The board now consists of repre-
sentatives from all the Northwest
Texas Annual Conference. Most of
West Texas is included in this terri-
tory.

It was decided unanimously to
put all of the machinery of the
church at the disposal of this school
next year, in harmony with the plan
of the General Board of Education,
to raise something near $300,000.00
for the further equipping and en-
dowing of this school.

This was done without the ques-
tion being raised as to location, nor
do 1 think that question will ever
be raised if Clarendon continues to
do as she has always done. 1 will
say, however, in this connection, that
1 think the extension of the water
mains to the college property, to
give it full fire protection, a pre-
requisite to the spending of more
money and the endowing of a per
manent institution. As I consider it
very unwise to spend more than
$400,000.00 on equipment and en-
dowment of an institution that is not
properly protected from fire. This,
1 think, the city should do at the
first moment possible. Considering
the .interest of the town only, I
think this should be its first work
4n the way of general improve-
ment.

At a later date I will outline what
1 think is going to be expected of
Clarendon and Donley County. Will
say now that this is the first time
since 1 have been here that 1 can see
outside help of any great magnitude
within our grasp, and, ~of course,
we want to muke the most of it.

With this further improvement and
endowment, you will have a perma-
nent institution that will be ranked
among the strong educational institu-
tions of the State.

So far as the ehurch is concerved,
the way is clear, and full co-oper-
ation promised in worknig out such
a plan. Every man in the meeting,
both at home and abroad, so ex-
pressed himself and pledged his co-
operation.
