fresh water can reduce your milk
volume. Stagnant water has
been known to make milk ropey.

Cows will produce more milk i
they have free access to good water
at all times, according to Farmers'
Bulletin 1470 from the USDA. Tests
showed that cows which could drink
whenever they wanted to, produced
more milk than when they were
given water only once or twice a day,

If you do not have a fresh stream
or clear pond, a tank into which
fresh water can be pumped is the
1 best means of supply.

l believe farmers are a couple of
jumps ahead of scientists. The sci-
entist takes soybeans and makes
them into plastics, synthetic rubber
and other things. A farmer, without
laboratory equipment, takes soy-
bean hay and makes it into milk,
He just feeds it to his cows.

Soybeans have become pop-
ular in many states as a hay
crop. Feeding trials show that
good quality soybean hay is
nearly equal In food value to
food quality alfalfa,

Soybeans will grow on land not
suitable to alfalfa or clover, because .
of lack of lime, poor drainage or
some other reason. Dairymen who
cannot grow alfalfa have found soy-
beans an answer to their need fora /
hay crop rich in food value,

A soy variety which will reach
the hay stage In late summer,
before the fall rains start, is best
for hay Purdue says.
You'll find a varlety recom-
mended for your area, which your
county agent can tell you about.
