My Dear Madam:

Having just read one of your let-
ters in the Boston Herald I am writ-
ing to beg of you an explanation.
You are a woman and you know how
women suffer in this worla (for its
continuance, for example). What-
ever happens the woman always says.
If they want anything, it seems no
large minded person would try to
prevent their having it. Personally
suffrage is nothing to me but to
prevent other women from getting it
seems to be a very cruel and unnec-
essary thing for a woman to do. To
say it would force it on other women
who do not want it is silly because
no one need vote unless they want
to do it. If educated women think,
for instance, that the vote would
zive them better school teachers for
their children, why should you want
to prevent it?

When 1 think of the great burden
of suffering women carry in this
world it seems to me that you—a
woman-—would wish to go into your
closet and pray your God for trying
to keep what they want from them.

Understand, suffrage holds nothing
for me—it is the large question of
woman's help for woman.

Dear Madam:

Owing to illness, I have been un-
able to answer your letter earlier.
You ask what possible reasons I can
have for opposing votes for women
“since women suffer in this world
(for its continuance, for example).”
I should be glad if you would ex-
plain to me how the vote would de-
crease this suffering. I note in the
present  dispatches from  Russia
where 26,000,000 women can vote
that the death rate in the maternity
hospitals is increditably high, in ohe
hospital reaching 90 percent, and the
infant mortality scarcely lower.
Evidently the vote in Russia is not
functioning as you expect.

Probably the real reason for our
difference of opinion in regard to
this important question of woman
suffrage is that 1 have taken the
trouble to inform myself as to how
it really works out, while you appar-
ently lightly assume that votes for
women will bring great benefits. For
instance, you assume that the
schools will be improved under wom-
an suffrage. You are probably un-
aware of the fact that the Colorado
schools, since they have been in the
control of women, have degenerated
steadily, and that today, according
to the testimony of an expert (Dr.
Lewis Terrmann), “there is no large
city in the country doing so little for
the health of its school children as
Denver.” The compulsory education
law is not enforced, and thousands
of children of school age are- grow-
ing up in ignorance and degradation
while their school houses stand prac-
tically empty.

Are you aware of the political con-
ditions of Chicago under woman suf-
frage? Chicago was decidly on the
upgrade six years ago when women

were given the vote. It has gone
down so rapidly since then that
present conditions there are a dis-
grace to the United States. The
Boston Herald recently referred to
them as “Chicago’s degradation.”
Crime is rampant; moral conditions

are unbelievable; murders are con-
stantly committed and no one is pun-
ished. The city is bankrupt; and as
a means of retrenchment the “fi-
nance committee” has entirely abol-
ished the appropriation for dental
cxamination in the schools and has
reduced the appropriation for physi-

cians and narses. This is done in
the face of a report that a large
percentage of Chicago school chil-

dren are victims of under-nourish-
ment and wmalnutrition. (Chicago
Tribune, March 12, 1919.) The wom-
an vote last year cost the city more
than half a million dollars. At the
recent primary election the candi-
date who received the largest wom-
an’s vote was Mayor Thompson, the
man who is responsible for the pres-
ent unspeakable conditions. More

the war tax and attribute it to the
tax.

In the following list any article
enumerated costing more than the
price stated is taxable only for 10
percent of the excess. The war tax
is not paid with the article in a lump
sum, but the ticket must show price
so much, war tax so much.

Up to the following amounts are
exempt from tax: Carpets and rugs,
$5 per square yard; picture frames,
$10 each; trunks, $560 each; purses,
pocket books and shopping bags,
$7.50 each; portable fixtures, lamps,
ete., 85 each; fans, $1 each; smoking
jackets, bath robes, etc., $7.50 each;
men’s waistcoats sold separately,
$5 each; misses and women’s hats,
$15 each; men’s and boy’s hats, $56
each; men’s and boy’s neckties and
neckwear, $2 each; men's and boy’s
silk stockings or hose, $1 a pair;
women’s and misses silk stockings,
$2 a pair; men’s shirts, $3 each; paj-
amas, night gowns and underwear,
$5 each; kimonos, petticoats and
waists $15 each; furs, 10 percent of
purchase price; jewelry, 5 percent
of purchase price; sporting goods,
10 percent of purchase price.

The tax on toilet articles has been
changed considerably and in every
case is an increase. All toilet artic-
les except soaps and powders are to
be taxed 1 cent on every 25 cents or
fraction thereof, a tax double or more
than was in effect before. Soaps
and powders have been taxed 3 per
cent of the purchase price, instead of
2 per cent,

Pills, powders and other proprie-
tary medicines are to be taxed 1
cent for each 25 cents of the pur-
chase price. DBacterines and vac-
cines not advertised and medicines
given by an attending physician are
not taxed.

Soft drinks art taxed 1 cent on
each 10 cents of purchase price or
fraction thereof. The tax is doub-
led on alcoholic beverages. On ce-
real beverages containing less than
1 percent alcohol the tax is 15 per
cent of the purchase price. On grape
juice and like beverages it is only 10
percent of the purchase price.

The tax on motion picture films
is 5 percent of the total rental earned
in the first month. The tax on ad-
missions to theatres, ball parks and
the like is unchanged.

COLORED BAPTISTS HOLD
JUBILEE SUNDAY AFTER-
NOON AT COURT HOUSE

A Jubilee Service was held Sunday
afternoon at three o'clock by the St.
Stephenville Baptist Church (colored)
at the court house. In response to
the invitation issued in last week’s
News by the pastor, Rev. Menogan
of Amarillo, there were present
some five or six hundred white peo-
ple who enjoyed immensely the re-
marks of Rev. Menogan and the
singing of the colored folks. The
pastor and presiding elder of the
Colored Methodist Church were pres-
ent by invitation and the scripture
lesson was read by the former while
the opening prayer was made by the
latter. Rev. Menogan, the pastor in
charge of the service, was diplomat-
ic and very friendly in his opening
address, laying stress upon the fact
that the negroes of this section knew
the Southern white man was his best
friend and that his people were not
demanding social equality but only
the assistance of the white people in
living their lives in happiness and
with civil rights. He spoke of how
his church here was struggling for
improvements and how he hoped the
white people of Clarendon would
assist them in their enterprise so
that the citizenship of the negro
would be raised through the agency
of the church and its influence.

The large audience of white peo
ple fell into instant sympathy with
the aims and needs of the St. Steph-
enville members and after enjoying

Below is the second of a series of
articles read in a recent meeting:

Democracy Made Safe Politically

In defining Democracy, Dr. Lyman
Abbott gives the following very
broad principles as the real verities
of that form of government which is
“of the people, for the people and by
the people.”

And in so far as a
government fulfills these, just so
far is it really, sincerely and consist-
ently a Democracy. He says, “A

Democracy is not a mere form of
government. It is much more. It is
a religious faith. It is the spirit of
life, a spirit of mutual regard for
each other's interests, and mutualr e-
spect for each other’s opinions; it is
government by public opinion; it is
liberty, equality, fraternity in the in-
stitutions of religion, industry and
education, as well as in government;
in a word it is human brotherhood.
It involves four fundamental liber-
ties: religious liberty, industrial
liberty, educational liberty, political
liberty. And these liberties are not
all rights; they are also duties. We
ought sometimes to forego our
rights; we ought never to abandon
our duties.”

Dr. Abbott goes into more minute
detail of the application to our na-
tional life, but this brief excerpt is
a very splendid analysis of the pur-
pose of our forefathers in launching
this old ship of state, which we call
the United States of America.

Is it any wonder then that our
President in voicing the aim of
America's entrance into the war said,
“We fight to make the world safe for
Democracy”? Therefore, the great
task before us is the “full and sin-
cere reconstruction of the world” to-
day. It behooves us therefore, as
one of these reconstructing agencies
to take account of ourselves, to dis-
cover the particular things which will
guarantee a safe Democracy. We
must not only “make the world safe
for Democracy,” but we must go fur-
ther, we must make Democracy safe
for the world

This, the first of

these require-

ments is the duty of Nations, the
latter is peculiarly the province of
the church, Why? Is not such a

Democracy the expression of our
Christianity in terms of humanity?
The time is far gone when we should
hold up our hands in holy horror at
the entrance of the church into poli-
tics. Why should Christianity with-
draw her hand from one of hte most
potent influences in the world for the
crushing of evil and the promotion of

progres or the good forces of so-!|
ciety. This is pre-eminently one of ||
her greatest aims in the world. It is|

one of Christianity’s excuses for ex
istence. Dr. Washington
says this is on eof the most

in truck and dairy farming, in which
the profits are usually larger, where
formerly the farmer could only grow
garden crops and non-perishable and
non-bulky produce; (5) More money
for schools through the increase of
farm values enabling the community
to have better school-houses and
teachers and better attendance of the
pupils; (6) Rural mail delivery which
puts the farmers in touch with the
world every day in the year, bring-
ing the news to his door; (7) An op-
portunity to become better acquaint-
ed with one's neighbors and have
some sort of social life in the farm-
ing comunity through the ability to
visit from farm to farm; thus shut-
ting out the loneliness and drudgery
incident to farm' life in ram-shackle
neighborhoods.

Now as to what is paid:

In the eight counties in which
agents of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture made a survey
of highway improvement, the annual
taxation to pay the road bonds
ranged from thirty to seventy cents
per $100 valuation; if a farm is
worth $6,600 which is an average
for the farms of the richer black
land counties in Texas, the tax
amounts to $33 per year or $2.75 per
month.

Each tax payer will settle the
question for himself as to whether
the advantages are worth what he
would ordinarily spend for cigar
money. Really the above showing
is not complete because the increase
in farm values and the worth of the
decreased haulage costs are not
shown in dollars and cents. If they
were, there would be no possible
doubt as to where the farmer's in-
terests lie. .

I have seen boys who came
back from Chateau-Thierry and
Belleau Wood. Boys with nerves
shattered by the incessant burst-
ing of shells and the intermin-
able booming of the big guns.
Boys who left an arm or a leg
in France. They laughed at their
wounds and joked at their
awkwardness with the new
crutches, They had been a-seek-
ing the great adventure.

But there’s another angle that
we sometimes don’t get.

It has been my privilege to
read the letters written by an
American soldier in France to
| his wife. Underneath the khaki
of the soldier there breathes the
protective tenderness of the man
for his mate; his anxiety for her
{ happiness and comfort.

l “T wonder if you have enough
to eat, or if you are cold,” writes
the soldier husband, crouched in
the mud and damp of the tren-
ches. “Has our little daughter
clothes enough to keep her warm
| while she is going back and
| forth from school? All of these

|
| things I think of so much.”

And again: “Tell our little one
I cut a picture out of a book; it
was a little girl praying for her
papa to come back safe from the
war.”

An interval. Then came a let-
ter from a hospital in Switzer-
land, after his release from a
German prison camp. Lying
there with a leg shattered by a

German machine gun bullet, “an

' explosive bullet that tore my
right leg to pieces,” he writes:
“Sunday night was such a beau-
| tiful moonlight night., When 1
looked out my window how my
 thoughts did go back to you, be-
| cause we used to say those were
| our nights. Well, never mind,
| our nights will come again.”

| His nights and hers. Nights
| flooded with moonlight and love
and happiness and peace. Never
mind, they will come again after
all those dreary days of battle
and prison. But it can’t be be-
fore midsummer, because the
linjured leg is slow in healing.

War isn’t all romance and ad-
venture. It isn't all glamour
and glory and dash. It's horri-
' ble. It’s rotten. It is hell. It
may be romance for the young
and adventure for the soldier of
fortune, but it is just plain, stern
duty for the man who tears him-
self from the clasp of wife and
child and offers himself to his
country, because, God help him,
| he cannot do otherwise and te
a man.

They did it for you., They of-
 fered their lives to make peace
| possible and they helped you fi-

nance the big deal. And without
a doubt they will help finance
the victory.

| You subscribed to four Liber-
|ty Loans through patriotism.
| You thought of the Lusitania,
1and your country had gone to
war. You helped prepare, equip
and maintain the army sent ov-
erseas. And when you read
about Chateau-Thierry, Belleau
Wood, St. Mihiel, the Argonne
Forest, Sedan, you went out and
bought more bonds.

And now, the Victory Loan—
and peace. But your patriotism
is yet to be put to the real test.
Over 70,000 American boys gave
up their lives for ycur safety.
More than 200,000 soldiers gave
a leg or an arm or their eyesight
for your protection, The crippled
must be cared for and taught
new trades, and other expenses
of the war must be met.

Choke down that lump in your
throat and go out and buy some
more bonds to get right with
your own conscience to bring
home the soldier-husband and to
answer his little girl’s prayer.
