County Agent C. O. Reed out­
lined a program for the county 
which would include apunaoring 
of demonstrations in re seeding 
grass land, raising of gras* seed 
for commercial sale, the expan­
sion of the present dairy indus­
try. demonstrations of storm­
proof and other vartatira of cot­
ton. adapted to combine type of 
harvesting, the expansion of pres­
ent orchards, especially cherry 
trees, and a number of other fea­
ture* that would make a full-well 
rounded agricultural program for 
thr county Tentative plana would 
include a fall fair which would 
combine the fall swine ahow. a 
fall dairy show, and agricultural 
products exhibit* into an annual 
county fair.

The finance group reported that 
the premium list for the Fat 
Stock show, sponsored for club 
boys in the county by the. group 
on March 12, was practically 
completed. The next regular 
scheduled meeting of the group 
haa been set for February 24th at 
2 p. m for the purpose of com­
pleting the program for IMS.
