LAST YEAR WITH STAPLE STILL BEING GINNED IN
COUNTY. 22,500 BALES TOTAL FOR YEAR.

Due largely to greatly increased
acreage of cotton in Donley County
for the past year, the crop for 1925
i8 the largest that has ever been
harvested in Donley County. “The
Iast government giaalng report,
dated, January 28, which is two
weeks past shows Donley County to
have ginned almost eight thousand
bales from the same date of report
in the year previous. The crop for
1925 shows a total of 21,650 bales
ginned while the same date for 1924
showed only 13944 bales. Round
bales are counted as half bales in
the above tally.

At the present time, the gins of
the city, four of them, are running
almost daily and there are days
when as many as twenty bales are
ginned by each of the plants. This
is a very small number when it is
considered that all of them were
kept busy twenty-four hours a day
during the ginning season when it
was at its heaviest.

The yard in Clarendon has at the
present time some 1,200 bales of
cotton on it and has weighed to
‘date, 11,725 bales of cotton.

HONORED CITIZEN 18
BURIED HERE SUNDAY

Richard Adolphus Chunn, resident
of Clarendon since the spring of
1918 passed to his final reward last
Friday evening as the sun passed
the western horizon. His death
came to kim as he had often wish-
ed, just as if he were falling w
sleep after the work of the day had
been completed. Death came after
a battle of twelve months duration
with illness that was brought on by
complications and old .Se. All that
his children, wife and doctors could
do for him were done but to no
avail and the immortal part of this
man passed to the great beyond and
ke was relieved of further suffering.

Richard A. Chunn was born on
December 22, 1854 in the little city
of Hartsells, Alabama. On Septem-
ber 5, 1878 he was married to Sarah
E. Stephenson and moved to Texas
in 1890, settling in the city of Cisco.
He made his home in this city until
in the spring of 1918, when he
moved to Clarendon, completing his
life here. At the time of kis death
he was seventy-one years, one month
and seven days old.

At the age of eighteen he was
converted and united with the Metho-
dist Church in his native town. At
all times during his life, he was
consecrated to the church and has
served in all capacities in that or-
ganization. For a long time, he was
a steward, exhorter and Sunday
School Superintendent and until the
time of his serious illness, he was a
constant attendant on all of tke
services of the church here, point-
ing the way to a better life by his
devotion and consecration to the
work ke loved so well. He was very
proud of the fact that two of his
eight sons were called to the minis-
try and have made good in their
respective places.
