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TRAVELING MAN
IS FARM SUCCESS

FINDS OPERATING FARM
MORE LUCRATIVE THAN
SELLING DRY GOODS.

There are those who will tell
yvou that the profession of farm-
ng does not pay, but J .E.Rod-
gers,ex-travelling  salesman, who
took up farm life on a place of
his own, 17 miles southwest of
Paducah, Texas, has proven that
if a* man will use his head as
well as his hands he can make

than other professions. In the past
six years Mr. Rodgers has clear-
ed $12,000, an average of $2.000
per year, above all expenses, in-
cluding living costs, Where is the
business man in town who ecan
show such profit, esg;:clally con-
sidering that when r. Rodgers
started in he had practically no
capital at all, <

Mr. Rodgers moved from Child-
ress to Paducah in February six
years ago, bringing with him all
his worldly possessions which con-
sisted of; two cows, three heifer
calves, one pony and her yearling
colt; no farm machinery and just
about $100 in cash. He purchased
the farm on which he now resides,
420 acres of land, going into debt
for all of it. Mr Rodgers estimates
his present financial assets at
$12,000,000, which includes 180 of
the 320 acres in the clear.

Mr. Rodgers attributes his suec-
cess in this period of time to his
dairy herd. The dairy herd did not
directly make the money, but if
't had not been for the dairy herd
he would not have his present
financial rating. This is due to the
fact that the skim milk from the
dairy cows was fed to hogs and
ch.ckens and the sale of pork
and eggs bought the feed for all
three. Then the c¢ream checks
were in the clear to buy groceries,
| drygoods and operate the car.
| This left the cotton ecrop, each
{ fall, as net profit crop. Mr.
Rodgers has slightly more than
200 acres in cultivation, about
150 of which are planted to cotton
each vyear. He raises about 60
bales of cotton per year, which
yields him around $100 per bale.

| There he sold milk to dairymen,
|to peddle out over the city. He
|’ had been used to drawing a salary
'as a traveling salesman, getting

com.ng to Paducah, with a small
herd, he brought a cow from Lee
Johnson of Childress. This cow
had come to Childress from East
Texas. Then he traded that fall,
some pigs for two more cows, a
red and a white face—grade ani-
mals,

The cow he bought from Mr.
Johnson gave him eight straight
heifer calves. She was the mother
of nine in all, the first one, a
bull calf, Mr., Rodgers sold at
Childress for $10.

Mr. Rodgers first began selling
butter but found that, that was
too much work and changed to
selling cream, He purchased a
separator when he first entered
the field of farm dairying He
claims that a separator will easily
pay for itself and that no farmer
can afford to be without one, if he
has any herd at all. The average
income from the sale of cream
now runs around $100 per month.

With this money Mr. Rodgers
buys his groceries, his dry goods,
and operates the car, paying as
he goes and not running into
debt for any of these things. The
skim milk is fed to hogs and
chickens and is about as profita-
ble as the cream checks, he states
as he sold $812 worth of hogs, |
chickens and eggs last year.

Mr. Rodgers attributes much of |
his succegss in the dairy line to
his methods of feeding. He trades
his cottonseed each fall at the
Paducah warehouse of the Quanah
0il Company for meal and hulls,
He ralses all his own roughage
such as sorghum, feterita, heigira,
cowpeas, peanutstops, ‘etc. The
peanuts themselves are sold as
another cash crop.

Speaking of the value of cotton-
seed meal in a dairy ration, Mr.
odgers said: “l don’t think a
man can afford to do without it,
because 1 have tried it. They tell
vou, and no doubt you have read
it, that you cannot increase a
cow’s percentage of butterfat; but
you can, The greater amount of
butterfat received from feeding
meal is all out of proportion to
the increased amount of milk that
the cow gives, I have found ready
mixed feeds rather expensive on
the farm. They may be alright
for the man in town but the man
on the farm cannot afford it and

mecessary farm impEments to
operate the place, 27 head of
dairy animals and 16 head of
work stock. He has made about
$800 worth of improvements on
the place since moving on it. Last
vear he sold $208 worth of tur-'
keys to add to his other incomes.

he success that Mr. Rodgers
has had on the farm should be an
incentive to other farmers to try
out the farm dalry experiment.
Mr. Rodgers is an ardent believer
in his method but has no patent
on it. Anyone that uses his head
can do what he has done.

Mr. Rodgers is one farmer who
does not have to keep his child-
ren out of school in cotton pick-
ng season. He can make enough
money that he can afford to #re]
this work done. His children go
to schpol throughout the year. ﬁe‘
has five children, one girl and
four boys. They go to Delwin‘
school. The girl is planni to
teach and will enter some c'(‘)floge'
for teacher training. The boys |
will also go to college. In speak-
ing of his success in farming, Mr. |
Rodgers said: “I spent the better |
part of my life for a mnnidera-‘
tion per month. If I had gone on
the farm when I first married 1
would be independent today.”

That there is money 'n dairy-!
ing on a large scale, as well as
on the small farm dairy, is evid-'
enced by the success of the,
Knight Dairy that supplies the’
major part of the ecity of l))ar-f
endon with milk. C. L. Knight
proprietor of this dairy, pays
a cash rent on the farm he
leases of $1,000 per year, ap-
ﬁroximau-ly $83 per month. He
as bought a new Hudson car for
the family on which he pays about
$70 r month, He pays out on|
the dairy herd and equipment at|
the rate of $200 per month, The
hired hands about the da'ry, three |
of them, cost the management
about $225 per month, The feed|
bill for the dairy is about $300
per month and there are the liv-
ing expenses for the family o,
be taken care of. Yet, with it all,
the dairy is not only payng these
bills but clearing some money
besides.

The Knight Dairy is one of the
largest in the Panhandle that is
supplying small town patronage,
It mii/ks normally about 45 cows,
all Jerseys except one Holstein.
The management plans next year
to stanardize on Ayrshires. Four
heifers of this breed will be fresh
next spring. They are registered
and there is also a registered bull
of the Ayrshires breed. There
are two reg.stered Jersey bulls
on the place,

The Knights bought the dairy
a year and a half ago when they |
were living at Electra. They leas-
ed the farm on which the dairy |
was operated, buying only the
dairy herd and equipment. They
were to pay $9,000 for the dair_v,|
giving $2,000 down and the bal-,
ance to be paid at the rate of
$200 per month. Not a payment |
has been missed in all that length
of time and they hope to have
the dairy paid out in two more|
yvears when that meney now hc-i
ing pa:d out on payments .can go
into the bank as profit. |

The Knights sell whole milk |
and cream,

distributing through- |
out the pesidence and business dis- |
trict of Clarendon. They get 15
cents per quart for milk in the
residence section and fifty cents
per gallon wholesale in the busi-
ness section. Cream brings 15
cents per half pint.

The total income from the da'ry
operations is around $1500 per
month,

There are only 60 acres in the
dairy farm proper, the rest being
rented og.to a tenant who plants
a ‘good 1 of cotton. The sixty
acres is all planted to cane, which
is the roughage feed for the dairy.

ALL CLEAR PROFIT

MEMPHIS MAN DIVERSIFIES
AND WILL HAVE BIG PRO-
FIT FROM COTTON.

Mr. and Mrs. T. M. Isham, who
live one a half miles northwest of
Lake View. but who do a lot of
their trading in Memphis, will
realize something over $4000

from thelr cotton crop this year,
if nothing happens. The reason
they are able to clear that much
is because they have their living
expenses in otﬁer ways and have
not borrowed any money to make
the cotton crop; therefore will
have nothing to pay back,

Mr. and Mrs, Isham purchased
160 acres of land the present loca-
tion three year ago, and, moved
on the place, They were to pay
$10.000 for the farm and paid
$1500 ‘n cash, the balance over a
period of five years. They have
not only kept up their payments
but are a year ahead and expect
to cleap up the balance this year,
though they have until 1930 to
pay for it if they want to take
that long.

The Ishams started a dairy herd
in February a year ago. Their
object was to find some means of
gottng ready money to meet cur-
rent expenses, without having to
borrow on the chance of making
a cottesc srop. Up to that time
they tad been borrowing each
vear. They have not borrowed
since they began operating their
dairy herd.

small dairy herds. Mr. Isham,
however, sells much of his cotton
seed each year for planting pur-
poses,

In keeping with their policy
of living at home, the Ishams
have a garden tract in which they
raise beans, peas, cucumbers,
okra, tomatoes and watermelons.
They expect to sell quite a few
melons this year to add to the
farm income. What fresh stuff is
not used on the table in the sum-
mer is canned up for winter use
to keep from buy.ng canned goods
at the store. Mrs. Isham expects
to start the winter with between
300 and 400 quarts of canned|
fruit and vegetables.

In addition to the garden, Mrs.
Isham has about 80 hens and
sells eggs the year aroung,
averaging about 10 dozen eggs!
in the summer time, per week,
and 15 dozen in the winter months
This helps the  ncome of the
Ishams,

They now have six head of hogs.
The skim milk that is left after
skimming cream with a separa-
tor, is fed to the hogs and chick-
eng. The hogs bring n from $150
to $200 per year and then enough
is left to the family to cure for
home use.

The Ishams will make about
50 bales of cotton off the 120
acres planted to that crop. That
included 40 acres of rented land.
Their only expense will be about
$20 per bale for picking, leav-
ing them a net profit around
$4,000 for the year's work. ;

There are few business men iIn
Memphis who will realize $4,000
net profit, over and above the
cost of doing business and the
cost of living, the present {ear.
Many of them would be highly
satisfied on much less profit than
that. And there are those who
say there is no profit in agricur-
ture. There is money to be made in
farming if the farmer will learn
to live at home and raise cotton—
not for expenses, but for his cash
crop. Until the farmer learns to
do that, cotton farming is goin,
to prove a hit-and-miss proposi-
tion, good one year and poor the
next, flush one year and broke
the next.
