Conservation Aid

Donley County Agent, Charles
Reed, states that Donley County
is known as a progressive diver-
sified county. Farmers and ranch-
ors use the best soed, livestock
and equipment available

We realize that to continue our
progressive production that we
must take care of the farms and
ranches to conserve the sotl and
maoisture and build up the land to
maintain production.

Soil and water conservation
farming and ranch operations not
only protects the land, but in-
creases the yields and Income
from the land. Greater income
from farms alds the farmer,
rancher, town and nation. In Tex-
as the State Board of Soil Conser-
vation has completed figures
from 1400 Texas landlords and
operators who have soll conserva-
tion plans 70 to 100% completed
on 883,000 acres. These reports
show that farm and ranch pro-
duction increased 3% over
neighboring farms without con-
servation measures,

This means that 100 acres of
land with froper soll and water
conservation and land use man-
agement is equal to 139 acres of
untreated land. From a money
standpoint of increased yields, a
farmer or rancher is increasing
size of farm or ranch without
buying additional land. Many of
these operators reported that they
are obtaining these resuits with-
out additional labor or equip-
ment costs.

Mos of THe MoMenT

BY UNCLE BOB
of the Kraft Dairy Farm Service

M"b it looks like that guy in
the picture at the top of this
column today is good material for a
padded cell, but he really jsn't,
He's prefty smart.

Instead of making hay while the
sun shunes, he's making grass ulage
In the rain. You don't have to woery
about the weather if you make silage
out of the vanous crops which the
scientific folks call “grasses.

Most of the things you grow
for hay or pasture can be made
into silage. These include alfalfa,
lespedeza, the clovers, Johnson
grass, bluegrass, soybeans,
Sudan, Orchard grass, timothy,
barley, oants and wheat.

Aside from the weather angle,
making gras silage has a lot of other

advantages. You need not worry |

about leal shatter, sunhieach and
similar things. You can store up sorme
excellent food for winter use by
thas process.

Storage space Ia cut down, since
8 cubsc foot of grass silage will weigh
elight or nine times as much a8 a
cubse foot of doose hay.

For helpful hints on making grass
silage, | suggest you get either Cir-
cular 20, Extension Service, Uni-
versity of Miusourt, Columbia, Mo,
or Curcular 2998, Extension Service,
University of Wisconsin, Madison,
Wis.* The Missouri bulletin will tell
you how to check the moisture
content—an important point in
making grass silage.

If your cows are not getting all
the water they need, you are not
getting as fat a milk check each
month as you might have. How
to provide water on farms where
water is a problem, Is the subject
of an Interesting article In the
May-June Kraftsman. If you do
not receive the Kraftaman reg-
ularly, write Uncle Bob, 500
Peshitigo Court, Chicago %, 111,
and 1'll mall a copy.

None of the farmers I've visited in
recent weeks has had much time to
spend entering a footrace.

The bacteria, instead of the boys

Bacteria multiply fast in warm
milk, and with a high bac-
teria count just can’t be used to
make cheese or any other good
dairy product.

1f you do not
have a cooling tank into which your
cans of milk can be set, then | sug-
gest a barrel cooler. They have
proved their worth on many farms
and are very simple to construct,

A fellow who works hard all day
long, day after day, sort of enjoys
a bit of night life now and then. |
wouldn't recommend setting up any
night clubs for cows, but being
penned up in & bamnyard at night
with a good pasture not far away,
It the kind of reatment a cow Likes,

During bot weather, cows will
do a better job of grazing in the
nighttime, In many cases. And
of course slnce pasture Is the
best and least expensive way to
et milk produced, It seems »
better idea than ever to let your
cows out to pasture after the
nightly milking.

It takes forage of one kind or
another to produce the maximum
amount of milk per cow and meet
the 120 billion pound mulk goal which
i needed this year. 1f you've been
holding your cows in the bam lot,
turn them into the pasture at night
and watch your milk volume gain,
