Without a bond issue and with­
out the levying of a special tax 
Donley County will have a stan­
dard county hospital on or about 
July 1st, aecprding to an agree­
ment reached between the com­
missioners court and the board of 
+jmstecs which hold in trust the 
Adair Hospital of this city, which 
was announced at County Judge 
Alexander’s office the fore part 
o f this week.

This acquisition of a county 
hospital by the citizenship of Don­
ley County is th*' culmination of 
negotiations begun several months 
ago between county officials and 
the board o f trustees of the insti­
tution which ,hhs not been in op­
eration for several months past. 
A t first it was throught that at 
least a small tax levy would be 
necessary to carry the cost o f the 
hospital, but on investigation it 
was found that the county was 
out quite a sum of money each 
year for the care of its charity 
cases, so it was finally discovered 
that with a very small sum from 
the general fund o f the county the 
hospital could be acquired and op­
erated on the very liberal terms 
offered by the Adair trustees.

The hospital is being renovated 
and. refurnished throughout by 
the trustees and at no cost to the 
county, and when completed will 
be turned over to the operating 
board o f five which will be named 
at a near date by the commission­
ers court, as provided by the state 
law.

Citizens from all parts of the 
county are jubilant over this1 ar­
rangement which gives Donley 
County a hospital without a bond 
issue or a tax levy and the mem­
bers o f the commissioners court 
arc receiving congratulations on 
theiT providing such service at 
such small cost to the county. 
Many Texas counties have voted 
$50,000 to $250,000 in bonds to 
build and equip a hospital, then 
the cost of operating is still to be 
met.

It is generally understood that 
the institution is leased to the 
county for a long period of years 
at a nominal sum of $10 per year. 
I t  is turned over to the county in 
first-class condition as to building 
and equipment, and from the ex­
perience of the past will probably 
be self-sustaining after the first 
year’s operation.

The board to be appointed by 
the court will consist o f three cit­
izen? of Donley County, not con­
nected with the medical profession, 
a doctor and a registered nurse. 
This board will be named and an­
nounced soon.

VALUATIONS ARE 
UP FOR SCHOOLS

E Q U ALIZATIO N  BOARD T O  
MEET T A X  PAYERS JUNE 
6TH AND 7TH.

Renditions on the property of 
the Clarendon Independent School 
District were completed a short 
time past and the findings were 
turned to the Board of Equaliza­
tion, which completed its task the 
fora part o f this week. Their 
findings have been tabulated and 
raises were found In some 350 
cases among the taxpayers o f the 
district. The Board has signi­
fied their intention of meeting in 
the Directors’ room of the Donley 
County State Bank on June 6th 
and 7th for the purpose of hearing 
the pleas of those whose valua­
tions have been raised over the 
figures given to the assessor.

The total valuation given the 
assessor was better than it has 
been to this date, the taxpayers 
evidently feeling that their prop­
erty had increased in value over 
the past year. The original fig­
ures amounted to $3,904,000 and 
these were raised to $4,322,372.00 
by the equalization board. The 
last named figure is that amount 
which is needed in order to carry 
the schools o f the city for the 
coming term.

The equalization Board for this 
year is composed of Messrs. F. L. 
Rowland, H. J. Edington and 
Hsnry Williams.

Donleys Sheriff 
Is Complimented

Mr. Smith of Smith & Downey, 
drilling contractors for the Ma­
rine Oil test, stated this morning 
that the progress o f the test well 
was satisfactory in every respect. 
A little trouble was encountered 
when they lost a drill bit. They 
are today making arrangements 
for an attempt to remove this 
from the hole and if this is not 
accomplished, they will sidetrack 
the bit and go ahead as if noth­
ing had happened.

Mr. Smith stated that they had 
encountered no water since they 
completed setting their ten inch 
casing some time past. A new 
string o f casing, eight inches in 
size, has been oredered and will 
possibly be set around the 2,500 
foot level in the well, this closing 
up a gap of some seven hundred 
feet of open hole that might cause 
trouble if le ft unprotected.

At the present depth of 2,300 
feet they are drilling in a gray 
lime and are making satisfactory 
progress in the work. A  ten inch 
hole Is being made, which will 
easily accommodate the eight inch 
line when it arrives on trie loca­
tion. There is nothing o f a 
startling nature to report in con­
nection with the well, the backers 
o f the proposition -not looking for 
anything W o r e  2,600 fees or 
deeper.

There is something about the building of a highway that is, to 
me, as a magnet to steel. When driving through the country, a 
"Road Under Construction” sign is a near command to drive around 
the barrier, and learn i f  the notice is telling the truth.

There is something majestic and awe-inspiring about the laying 
o f a ribbon of concrete across a plain, through the valleys, or over 
the hills. Perhaps it is not the actual construction as much as the 
value o f what the completed work will be to the communities it will 
serve, wondering if those it will benefit will take full advantage of 
the opportunity.

The paving of a country road is an epoch in the life of the area 
through which it passes, for it marks the passing of the old into the 
new, and to me, a changing from the old order o f things is always 
o f interest.

Last fall, while making what has been spoken of as a "clinic 
journey,”. I obtained permission to drive a twelve-mile strip of newly 
laid concrete through the Palos Hills country in Illinois., It was a 
beautiful roadway in a beautiful country, and I could but marvel at 
the thoroughness-^the perfect contour of this “ sidewalk for motor 
cars”  to hillside, vale and woodland— it was perfect.

Some miles from the convergence o f this roadway with the main 
arterial highway, a large force of workmen with a score of dump 
trucks were muking a fill. Trucks loaded with loose earth came front 
both directions; systematically they swung to the edge, half circled 
to the center of the pavement, then backed; a whistle blew, the truck 
stopped, the dump body tippd as the end gate opened; another whistle, 
and the truck moved out and on up the road. For an hour I watched 
them as like giant ants they came and went, filling the hole that was 
had for the highway.

Then something happened. A monstrous truck, very heavily 
loaded, backed up too far, went off the pavement and down the em 
bankment, settling deep in the wet, loose, spongy loam. It was stuck 
— no doubt about it!

A loud whistle blew— trucks outbound stopped, swung around 
and returned to the fill; inbound trucks drew up in a line. Chains 
rattled as each hitched to the other— a workman slid down to the 
truck in the mire, attached a chain thereto, and a whistle blew thrice. 
A t the first whistle, all trucks moved forward taking up the slack, 
at the second, gears meshed into low, at the third, every clutch of 
every truck was engaged, and without jump or jerk, all, as one, mov­
ed forward, steadily, surely, until the stuck truck was back on solid 
pavement. There was no fuss, dissension, excitement or bluster— 
all o f the trucks pulled. NONE was standing at the side o f the road, 
idling, watching or shouting advice; all pulled in the SAME direction 
at the SAME TIME.

The moral is plain. If  your town is “ stuck”— if  it isn’t moving 
forward, gather 'round, everybody, hook on, get a sure “ hitch," then 
PU LL TOGETHER— in the same direction.

BLOOD WILL TELL
There Is No Best Breed o f Chick­

ens— Select Your Breed Accord­
ing to What You Want to Accom­
plish, Keep the Strain I’ ure and 
Breed Carefully to Strengthen 
the Natural Tendencies of Your 
Choice.

In the tirst place, let me make 
this emphatic statement: There 
is no best breed or Variety of 
chickens. In due respect to all, 
1 make this statement. I f  you 
have a certain breed or variety, 
do not think they are the best, be­
cause they are not. There art- 
good strains in all varieties of 
chickens. Choose the breed or va­
riety that suits your fancy, and 
devote your energies to making 
them profitable. It is the strain 
or blood lines that really count, 
.lust because a chicken is a P ly­
mouth Rock, a Leghorn, an Orp­
ington or a Rhode Island Red is 
not what makes it a world beat­
er. It is the breeding up of any 
flock to higher egg production that 
makes any breed or flock of hens, 
and using for breeders only those 
that are high producers, good size 
and chuck full of vigor, and arc 
reasonably close to the standard 
requirements, you can in a few 
years build up a strain with blood 
lines behind Chem that makes 
them far superior to the ordinary- 
flock of the same breed or variety 
with which such careful methods 
have not been used. In this way, 
or by line breeding, all strains of 
chickens originate.

“ What breed shall I select?" is 
the question some one is always 
sure to ask whenever I make the 
foregoing statement. To that, I 
can only make the classic reply, 
“ It all depends." Then I counter 
with the question. “ What do vou 
want to accomplish?”  There are 
three general classes, the meat 
class, the egg class and the gen­
eral purpose class. The purpose 
o f the first two named is perfectly 
plain and that o f the third is al­
most equally so.

General purpose fowls are very 
often little inferior as layers to 
the so-called “ egg-class”  and will 
often compare favoraby with 
“ meat-class”  fowls for table use. 
They make excellent broilers, fry ­
ers, roasters and capons and the 
old hens, if fat. will usually bring 
good prices. Perhaps the most 
popular general purpose breed is 
the Plymouth Rocks which may be 
had in several varieties. The Barr­
ed Plymouth Rocks are the most 
popular farm flock chicken in the 
corn belt sections o f the Middle 
West, as well as in many other 
sections. The outlaid all oth­
er breeds and varieties o f chick­
ens in all the egg laying contests 
in the United States in 1927. Sec­
ond only to the Plymouth Rocks, 
if even to them, are Rhode Island 
Reds. Wyandottes are still highly 
esteemed by many fanciers and 
justly so. Orpingtons of which 
there are several varieties are a 
very popular English breed. The 
eggs of this class are brown and 
usually o f good size.

The egg-class is a particularly 
important one for commercial

poultry saisers. The various egg- 
breeds are usually small in size 
and do not get broody often, so 
they can seldom be used for 
hatching or mothering chicks. As 
the name of this class indicates, 
however, they are specialists ir. 
the art of laying eggs. In addi­
tion to that, their eggs are white 
in color. This feature is desired 
in some markets and such eggs 
frequently bring higher prices 
than brown eggs.

'Exceedingly popular among the 
egg-class breeds are the Legnorn, 
o f which there are several varie­
ties, the White Leghorn being the 
most popular. Having been bred 
almost exclusively for egg pro­
duction, the Leghorn lives up to 
its nick-name, “ The Egg Machine.” 
Consequently, i f  egg production 
is the major requirement, you 
cannot well afford to overlook the 
Leghorns. Other desirable egg- 
clasB breeds are Minorcas. An­
cona*, and others of the so-called 
Mediterranean breeds.

While the meat-class is not so 
extensively raised as the others 
described, they are very desirable 
for many rajpos. Although not 
such star performers as Leghorns 
or good general purpose breeds, 
they are usually fair layers and 
bring top prices for table use. 
The capons from these breeds are 
particularly fine. Some of the 
better known breeds in this class 
are Brahmas, Cochins and Lang- 
shans.

Now it must be understood that 
these classifications are not mat­
ters of hard and fast differentia­
tion. Some evg-clasa fowls are 
excellent for table use and some 
meat-class fowls are good layers. 
Conversely, some general purpose 
breeds are as good layers as some 
egg-type breeds and as good for 
the table as some meat-types. 
Nevertheless, these classifications 
tyre fairly accurate guides and 
will help considerably in selecting 
the breeds best suited to your own 
requirements. Choose thorough­
bred chickens that have been spe­
cifically developed for some defi­
nite purpose. That way lies the 
best chance for success and sat­
isfaction.

Finally, let me emphasize, one 
breed or one variety o f chickens 
is enough on one farm, and never 
cross breeds of chickens. I f  you 
wish to keep more than one breed 
or variety, keep them absolutely 
separate. Never let them run to­
gether, especially at breeding time. 
Cross bred or mongrel chickens do 
not pay. Nothing is worse than 
a conglomerated dukes mixture of 
all breeds, all varieties and all 
colors 4f chickens in one flock. 
T h e y  do not grow as fa s t  or as 
large, nor lay as well as pure bred 
chickens.

MOVING INTO SOCIETY

College Station, May 14.— The 
gunny sack has moved up into so­
ciety. Lonpr regarded only as a 
useful container for produce or 
junk, as a handy thing around the 
barn, or at best a door mat in 
muddy weather, the lowly burlap 
sack has worked itself into the 
home. And it has come in by the 
front door, too.

It happened this way. The 
home demonstration agents have 
launched the rural womanhood of 
Texas into a crusade for . home 
beautification. It pays, they say, 
not only in comfort and satisfac­
tion but in dollars aand cents. 
They began with the kitchen and 
after getting a good start in 
an efficient farm home work-shop 
they turned to the living room. 
Now rugs cost lots of money, hut 
the need for them is great. The 
home agents have bridged the gap 
by showing how gunny sacks and 
all kinds o f old rags and garments 
may be woven or hooked into 
rugs, beautiful in pattern and du­
rable withal. Reminiscent of co­
lonial days, these rugs are adding 
a touch of homely comfort to hun­
dreds o f farm homes as well as 
to those in town, for some home 
demonstration women are making 
rugs to fill the market demand.

Last yebr home agents gave 229 
lessons to women in the making 
o f such rugs and 3,175 o f them 
were completed. About two 
thirds of this number were braid­
ed and the remainder hooked. The

PRICES AND  SHIPM ENTS
SET RECORD FOR APR IL  1 MEN PA TE N T  COTTON PICKER

Austin, Texas, May 20.— A to­
tal of 9,689 cars of fruits and 
vegetables was loaded in Texas 
during April, according to Ber- 
vard Nichols, editor o f the Texas 
Business Review, issued monthly 
by the Bureau o f Business Re­
search at the University of Texas.

"This totul makes April by far 
the largest month on record," Mr. 
Nichols said. "Shipments for the 
year to date are 17 per cent above 
those for the same period of 1928. 
Prices were generally higher. 
Tomatoes advanced 50 cents to 75 
cents per box, while potatoes, 
beets, carrots and lettuce recover­
ed most -f the March loss. On 
the other hand, onions declined $1 
per 100 nound sack and string 
beans decreased 50 cents per 
hamper.”

W. W. Dodson o f Lelia Lake 
and J. M. King of Memphis, have 
secured a patent on a cotton pick­
ing machine which they hope to 
have manufactured in Amarillo. 
These two gentlemen were in 
Amarillo the latter part of last 
week with their invention and 
were trying to interest capital in 
that city in the possible founding 
of a factory for the making of 
the machines in the Panhandle. 
The machine works on an entire­
ly new principle, picking the cotton 
from the stalks with a series of 
fingers, later carrying the pick­
ed cotton through a cleaning de­
vice that completely cleans the 
burrs and rubbish from the pro­
duct.

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Texas to be Great Dairy Empire
VAST FEED CROPS MOST PRO FITABLY M ARKETED  

IN FORM OF MILK.

An Interview with A. L  Ward, Director nf the Kducatiuna) Service 
Cottonseed Products Association.

Texas, the cradle of the beef 
cattle industry of North America 
and the greatest Western hemis­
phere, is destined to become a 
great dairy empire. Analyze the 
conditions and you will see the 
justification for this statement.

■ The development and prosperi­
ty o f an industry depend on:

1st—.Insured supply of raw ma­
terial and a proper natural envi­
ronment.

2nd— A supply of manpower of 
the right type needed to carry on 
the industry, and a realization on 
the part of the people of the ini 
portancc of the industry.

3rd— Capital.
4 th— A market.
Has Texas, then, first of all, the 

raw material and a proper natural 
environment? The entire State 
o f Texas, at the present time, is 
cultivating just 211,000,000 acres; 
and, on this 29,000,000 acres, she 
is producing a crop worth over 
$1,000,000,000 annually— a valua­
tion that exceeds the crop produc­
tion o f any State in the Union. 
The area of Texas is greater than 
the combined area of the States 
o f Wisconsin, Michigan, Minne-

Ilenmark, the Netherlands, and 
the dairy states of America ex­
hausted their natural resources by 
the one-crop system of grain pro­
duction and then turned to the 
dairy cow as a means o f regain­
ing prosperity.

Some generations are born into 
an industry; other generations arc 
gradually, or sometimes suddenly 
projected into a business througn 
causes of necessity or environ­
ment. The history of agriculture 
shows that, as a rule the flirt 
cuttle industry of any magnitude 
is beef cuttle production; and the 
first type of farming is usually 
grain growing Ordinarily, grain 
growing is followed until there is 
u decline in soil fertility. Many 
sections o f Texas are now turn­
ing to the dairy cow before ex­
hausting their soils. This is a 
tribute to the vision and the fore­
sight of the people. They did not 
choose fo go through the period 
of decline before turning to lilt- 
dairy cow ns the most efficient 
way of marketing grains and 
grasses; and, at the same time, 
maintaining the fertility of soils, 
utilizing labor throughout the year

sota and New York. 1 singled and insuring a balanced income.
out these four States because of 
their recognized importance as 
dairy States. Wisconsin ranks 
first as a dairy State; and in area 
is less than one-fourth the siz* 
o f Texas, and has just 9,COO,000 
acres in cultivation, 24 per cent 
of which is corn, 27 per cent in 
oats, 24 per cent in hay; the oth­
er 15 per cent being in barley, rye, 
wheat, potatoes and other vege­
tables. That is the picture of the 
State of Wisconsin that rank- first 
in dairy production. Out of our 
immense lund urea, will it be pos­
sible for us to muster 9,500,000 
acres for the production o f grain 
and hay? Figuratively speaking, 
we have only startl'd in mu ■ n of 
Texas to plow the fertile lands 
that huve. for generations, been 
the breeding grounds for the 
greatest rattle and sheep herds of 
America; and. yet, the acres un­
der the plow have shown the ca­
pacity to produce in a single year 
as much as 50,000,000 bushels of 
grain sorghums, 50,000,000 bush­
els of oats, 25,000,000 bushels or 
wheut and 750,000 tons of cotton­
seed cake and meal annually— 
more than the entire IJunited 
States production of linseed meal.

Add to this great production of 
grain and cottonseed meal the tons 
of wild and tame hay produced 
annually; and, then, think of the 
acres in grass remaining to sup­
plement the grains and hay and 
the cake and meal.

In addition to her water courses, 
much of Texas is underlaid with 
an inexhaustible supply of water.

Yes. there is an assured supply 
o f  raw material for economical 
milk production.

The soil and climatic conditions 
and environment are not only fa ­
vorable to the production of feed­
ing stuffs, but they are such as to 
insure maximum yield of herds at 
a low overhead, as well as the 
production and manufacture of 
milk prodi’ -* of the highest qual­
ity at a minimum cost. The cli­
mate is such that it is not neces­
sary to establish and maintain ex­
pensive equipment; anil no other 
section of the United States is so 
free from tuberculosis or offers 
such grent resistance to the spread 
o f tuberculosis which is in su 
many sections a great menace to 
the dairy industry.

The many factors that go to 
make a climatic condition are so 
blended that the production f  
clean, wholesome milk and milk 
products is assured.

The second requirement is the 
supply of manpower of the right 
type for the industry; and the 
realization on the part of the peo­
ple of the importance of the in­
dustry. We shull grnnt the truth 
o f the statement that “ to be suc­
cessful at dairying, the people 
must be dairv-minded." The peo­
ple of Minnesota, Wisconsin, Den­
mark and the Netherlands are 
dairy-minded. Yes, they are now; 
but there was a period in the his­
tory of each of these sections when 
the people were not dairy-minded.

Better Built

The dairy cow has, by her pa.- 
performance, proved that she does 
produce human food with 
greater economy than any 
farm animal.

But the efficiency of the dairy 
cow in converting raw material 
into human food is only u part of 
the story. What does the selling 
o f dairy products do for the far­
mer? We all know that the con­
servation of soil fertility is the 
greatest problem of agriculture. 
The growing of crops is a heavy 
drain on the nitrogen, phosphoric- 
acid and potash of the soil. Many- 
other elements are required, but 
three are in most dc-mund. Foi 
example, fifty bushels o f oats con­
tain 22 pounds o f nitrogen, 12 
pounds of phosphoric acid and 10 
pounds of potash. Grain, sor­
ghum, cotton, and all other 
must 1 
I f  W i­

ll f a 500-pound bale o f cotton in 
Texas, stalks are produced that 
contain approximately $12 worth 
of fertility. I f  the stalks are 
cut and turned under, you will 
not have a loss o f fertility by way 
of them. The 500-pound bale of 
lint contains 27 cents in fertility 
value. The thousand pounds of 
cotton seed contain approximate­
ly $8.00 worth of fertility. Five 
hundred pounds of cottonseed meal 
carried back to the farm will re­
turn to the soil the fertility re­
moved by the 1,000 pounds of 
seed and the 500 pounds of lint. 
Therefore, the dairy cow not only 
enables the farmer to return the 
fertility removed by his grass and 
grain, but also the fertility re­
moved by the "rowing of the cot­
ton.

By giving thought to the prob­
lem of maintaining the fertility of 
the soil, and seeking a system that 
will give a greater return for fer­
tility, recognizing the importance 
of full utilization of labor and the 
need of frequent pay days, we, as 
a people, will adjust ourselves to 
dairy fanning. We shall gradu­
ally become “ dairy-minded.”

By “dairy-minded”  I do not re­
fer alone to the people who are 
handling the cows on the farms, 
but to business men, such as 
bankers and merchants of the 
towns and cities who will have an 
understanding o f the needs o f the 
dairy industry and a conception 
o f its importance to the develop­
ment o f Texas.

The third requirement is “ capi­
tal.”  The bankers of Texas are 
answering this question daily by 
lending money to purchase hulls 
from tested dames. The use of 
these bulls is rapidly increasing 

far the production of the cows of Tex- 
ther as. As \vc increase our milk pro­

duction, money will he offered for 
the establishment o f additional 
creameries, cheese factories, etc.

• The fourth requirement is "a 
| market.”  The fact that the State 
I of Texas is importing approxi­
mately $40,000,900 worth of dairy 
products annually gives ample as- 

| sura nee of a market for our pro- 
| ducts. Furthermore, the South­
west is growing rapidly industri­
ally, which will increase the an- 

t nual home demand for dairy pro­
ducts.

Commercial usage of the 
highway is being made to an ex­
tent that almost bewilders the 
imagination.

Many railroad companies now 
operate bus lines. Motor coaches 
und trucks in some instances have 
replaced branch line steam trans­
portation. The latest railroad to 
enter the motor transportation 
field is the Burlington which is 
now maintaining schedules be­
tween principal cities of Nebras­
ka. A significant feature o f this 
Service is that it parallels railroad 
lines.

Therefore, every 
280 pounds of milo heads carry 
f l  in soil fertility. I f  we are 
getting $25.00 per ton for milo 
heads, we will receive $2.50 in 
cash for this $t worth of soil fer­
tility. What happens when wo 
sell whole milk ? One hundred 
pounds o f milk contains approxi-1 
mately 13 cents in soil fertility. I 
On this basis, 833 pounds of whole 
milk would take away from the 
farm $1 in soil fertility. I f  we 
are selling this milk for $2 per 
hundred pounds, the 833 pounds 
of milk will sell for $10.55. 
Therefore,, by selling milk, we re­
ceive in cash $15.55 for $1 worth 
of fertility— just about four and 
a half times what we receive from 
the $1 worth of fertility sold as 
maize heads.

The selling of cream on the ha 
sis of forty cents per pound foi* 
butter fnt from 5 per cent milk 
will bring $2 per hundred pounds 
of milk produced, and practically 
no fertility is lost. A whole ton 
of butter contains only 70 cents 
worth of soil fertility.

Consequently highways are be­
ing punished today.in a measure 
not anticipated a dozen years ago. 
Unfortunately much o f this tra f­
fic is forced over roads as old 
fashioned as celluloid collars. 
Automobiles are not designed to 
jigg le  over washboards, shell 
holes, or surfaces that wear out 
nerves as well as tires and other 
automotive equipment.

In buying new highways, a 
community can best serve itself 
by ordering roads thoroughly in 
keeping with its current traffic 
needs, and o f even greater im­
portance, its potential needs. 
There is no way of definitely 
measuring tomorrow’s require­
ments, but it can be truthfully 
stated that not a single communi­
ty in this country has more well 
paved roads than it has good use 
for.

This matter of road building 
has its peculiarities. The criti­
cism has been levied that those 
making commercial use of the 
highways should be heavily taxed 
for the construction • and upkeep 
of the roads. Examination of 
state and loca.l records reveals 
that commercial car owners arc 
indeed paying their sharp, and 
sometimes perhaps more than 
their share, o f the road expense, 
('ommercial ears are nothing more 
than public servant . yet all too 
frequently heavy vehicles are un­
duly blamed for the excessive 
war and tear of the public high­
way. in ferior streets naturally 
deteriorate under heavy traffic 
and clearly the community must 
build subsatntial (lavements for 
this commercial travel.

Roads should be built that an- 
wide and smooth, continuous and 
direct. Ry so doing transporta­
tion is improved and its cost is 
lowered. By so doing transpor­
tation is improved and its cost is 
lowered. That means that the 
public is benefitting itself.

U. S. FARM POPULATION
LOWEST IN  20 YEARS

The farm population of the 
United States is now said to be 
the lowest in twenty years. The 
Bureau of Economics of the Agri­
cultural Department estimates our 
farm population January 1st last 
at 27,511,000 as compared with a 
peak of 32,000,000 in 1909. But 
for the fact that the birth rate on 
farms has been exceeding the 
death rate, the farm population 
would be much lower today than 
it is, since the trend has been 
from rural to urhah communities 
for some years. The Bureau 
states that 1,960,000 persons left 
the farm last year for the cities, 
while but 1,362,000 went from 
cities to farms. Improved trans­

portation facilities have enabled 
many actual farmers to reside in 
towns and cities, where they de­
sire to take advantage of the ed­
ucational facilities for their chil­
dren, and still operate their farms, 
but in these cases so living are 
no longer counted in the official 
statistics as farm residents, al­
though to all intent and purposes 
they are farmers.

A $150,000 poultry dressing and 
cold storage plant is to be built 
at Yoakum by outside capital. 
Half of the $200,000 milk plant at 
Tyler is furnished by outside cap­
ital.

THE PRO FIT 1.INE

APR IL  SETS NEW RECORD
IN CHARTERS G RANTED

Austin, Texas, May 20.— Estab­
lishing a new record for April, 
262 new corporations were grant­
ed charters by the Secretary of
State to operate in Texas, ac­
cording to Bervard Nichols, edi­
tor o f the Texas Business Review, 
issued monthly by the Bureau of 
Business Research at the Univer­
sity o f Texas.

“Ordinarily, a decline occurs 
from March to April in the num­
ber o f new companies formed, 
whereas there was a sharp gain 
between the two months just 
passed," Mr. Nichols said. “ Only 
247 charters were granted in 
April, 1028. Total capitalization 
o f the 262 companies chartered 
during last month amounted to 
$24,471,000, compared to the cap­
italization o f $8,748,000 in April 
of last year.

“ An interesting feature of the 
month's record is the large num­
ber of new manufacturing com­
panies, there being 53 in the
whole list,”

Everything that has been treat­
ed in this column for the past 
number of weeks is vital to the 
success of every person who’ raises 
any poultry, whether on a large or 
on a small scale. We are ap­
proaching the parting o f the 
ways, however, when those whose 
primary interest is in broilers and 
market poultry will want to start 
to develop their chicks along d if­
ferent lines than those whose 
bread and butter is in egg pro­
duction. O f course the first es­
sentials are that the chicks should 
live and grow along healthful 
normal lines. Poultry science in 
recent years however has taught 
us a great deal that ran and 
should be done to bring the poul­
try enterprise to the point of 
maximum profit, along either the 
market, or the egg production, 
line.

Most poultry raisers are inter­
ested primarily in egg production. 
In raising birds for egg produc­
tion, the government figures give 
us some interesting facts that in 
turn give each hen her quota, a 
kind of “ budeet”  idea applied to 
poultry profits.

State figures vary slightly, but 
in the state o f Washington, the 
feeding cost per bird is the equi­
valent o f the price of 130 eggs and 
this is a pretty representative 
figure. The United States gov­
ernment tells us that the average 
American hen lays a total o f less 
than 100 eggs a year. From this 
we easily gather that there are a 
lot of poultry flocks operating at 
a net loss to the owner and by 
totalling up the average yearly 
lay o f all birds maintained, anyone 
can easily calculate, roughly, the 
number of eggs his average hen 
is either above, or below, the prof­
it line o f 130 eggs.

The problem o f every egg-far­
mer is to get his average yearly 
egg lay per hen, above and well 
above the 130 egg mark. As it 
costs as much to feed a poor pro­
ducer as a high producer, we can 
calculate, roughly, that a 150 hen, 
laying 20 eggs above the profit 
line, is twice as profitable and 
twice as valuable, as the 140 egg 
hen, laying only 10 eggs above tne 
profit line.

So it is frequently by narrow 
margins that victories are won 
even in the humdrum o f everyday 
work. The breeding o f course is 
of the primary importance in egg 
production because “ like begets 
like,”  but a great deal can be 
done by scientific and conscienti­
ous care and it will be our pur­
pose in this column for several 
weeks to point out some o f the 
best principles of development of 
both market, and egg production, 
poultry.

A Thrift campaign, laid out on 
the same extensive plan as its 
large scale manufacturing opera­
tions, is now in progress at the 
Oakland Motor Car Company, at 
Pontiac, Michigan.

Since the modern plant of the 
company is now being operated in 
a highly efficient manner, the 
campaign is designed primarily 
to discover new ways or processes 
to eliminate waste of time or ma­
terials in the building of Oakland 
and Pontiac Sixes.

To enlist the aid o f the work­
man in the campaign, the com­
pany management has offered, 
for suggestions which out line 
practical means for cutting the 
costs o f production, prizes total­
ing more than $1,200.

Daily bulletins issued to the 
plant workers, exhibit boards 
mounted in the plant displaying 
items which may inspire prize 
plans and other features nave 
been arranged to keep the work­
ers’ interest in the campaign.

While special inducements have 
been offered to plant foremen su-1 
perintendents who offer plans t o , 
cut waste for some time past, the 
present campaign is directed to 
the workers because their proxi­
mity to the job places them in a 
particularly favorable position for 
seeing how the job might be done 
more simply or economically. Sev­
eral other large manufacturers 

: who have conducted ^imilar cam­
paigns huve effected annual sav­
ings o f thousands o f dollars—sav­
ings brought about by cutting 
waste which was not known to ex­
ist until a special campaign 
brought it to the attention of the 
Management. The Oakland cam­
paign ties in with the industrial 
elimination plan sponsored annu­
ally by the Government, which 
had its inception during PresidentI 
Herbert Hoover’s active connec- | 
tion with the department of Com- j 
merce.

PA R T  TIM E  STUDENTS
FOURTH OF ENGINEERS

Austin, Texas, May 8.— Part- 
time jobs are being held by ap­
proximately one-fourth o f the stu­
dents in the College of Engineer­
ing at the University o f Texas, 
according to Dean T. U. Taylor. 
One hundred and seventy-one of 
the 769 students enrolled in the 
College are engaged in work that 
pays part o f their expenses while 
they are in school. Salaries paid 
these boys range from $3 to $150 
per rflonth.

Among the students who are 
working their way through school 
are 47 employed as waiters, 27 
as student assistants in the Uni­
versity, 19 a clerks, 11 in draft­
ing offices, 8 as janitors, 7 as 
newspaper carriers and 52 holding 
miscellaneous jobs. Insurance 
agents, radio operators, highway 
engineers meter inspectors and 
house managers are numbered 
among the workers. Dean Taylor 
said.

Texas stands seventh in auto­
mobile registrations with 1,214,297 
motor vehicles licensed to use its 
roads.

FU EL PRICES PLUS TAXKN 
S T ILL  LESS TH AN  GAS 
COST IN 1920.

By E. E. Duffy.

Although gasoline taxes vary­
ing from two to six cents are now 
collected in all hut two states, the 
motorist of today is paying less 
for fuel than he did nine years 
ago.

Then, when he purchased gaso­
line only; today he gets a full 
measure o f gasoline and in addi­
tion he buys good roads.

The retail price o f gasoline in j 
Illinois nine years ago was 25 
cents; after Illinois’ new three- 
cent gas tax becomes effective in 
August motorists in that state 
will pay no more than 18 or 19 
cents.

California has a three-cent tax, 
yet there the gasoline price of 
23 1-2 cents is one-haif cent less 
than in 1920.

Louisiana paid about 28 cents a 
gallon in 1920; today gasoline 
sells for 19 1-2 cents a gallon and 
that price includes a four-rent 
tax. Similar comparison^ may 
be made for other states.

The 
importance o f the gas tax is pic­
tured, for example, in the pave­
ment achievement of 1928. A l­
together, American motorists last 
year contributed *282,000,000 to 
state and county highway depart­
ments through the medium of the 
gas tax. During that same peri­
od approximately $300,000,000 
worth o f first class pavements 
were built.

A ll gasoiine tax money, of 
course, does not go directly to 
pavement construction. However, 
most all improvement programs 
are dependent in one way nr an­
other on funds derived from this 
source. For instance, three states 
last fall adopted highway bond 
issues totaling $N0,000,000 the 
retirement of which is largely de­
pendent upon gas tax income.

The gasoline tax has become 
increasingly popular o f late as a 
means for obtaining much needed 
road funds. The Oregon experi­
ment in 1919 has resulted in the 
adoption o f this form of taxation 
by all states for New Yorkers are 
to pay a 2-ccnt tax after April 
30th.

Gasoline tax rates have never 
been lessened; rather the tend­
ency is to increase them. Many 
tax rates have been adopted with 
the proviso that the tax would be 
lowered or dropped entirely when 
roads were improved to n point 
where such a tax was no longer 
needed. With automobile usage 
increasing rapidly, no state is 
within shouting distance e f such 
action.

Motorists will continue to pay 
this tax for some time to come, 
but with the comforting knowl­
edge that they are avoiding a 
much more costly had roads im­
post.

College Station, May 20. A 
peck o f garden stuff and a quart 
o f milk is the recipe for becoming 
beautiful given to Trxas 4-H club 
girls by Mrs. Dora R. Barnes, 
clothing specialist in the Exten­
sion Service. Asked what this has 
to do with clothing work, Mrs. 
Barnes replied, “ You must have 
a good looking clothes rack if you 
want clothes to look well. The 
slogan in club work this year is 
‘to be better looking’ but we can't 
make elothes ‘do their stuff’ for 
girls with had complexion a.id 
poor posture.

“ Complexion and posture come 
with health, and that comes from 
right diet, hence the recipe. To 
—-

be an all-around good looking giri 
she must develop physically, men­
tally, morally and spiritually, ll , 
may sound funny but there is the 
foundation for good dress, and 
that is one reason why home 
demonstration agents are getting 
the girls to grow garden plots; to 
properly can and cook the pro­
ducts; and to learn the essentials 
of a healthful diet.”

More than 15,000 club girls are 
making part or all o f their own 

- clothes this year in Texas, and 
hundreds o f them are doing the 
family sewing besides. The ap­
propriateness of- dress to the 
wearer is emphasized in this work 
and girls are learning that sim­
plicity o f design and choice o f col­
or and line have much to do with 
good looking clothes.

The cost of the clothes made 
by club girls is only nominal, for 
home agents everywhere stress 
the point that taste and work­
manship count more than money. 
Last year the average cost o f 
school dresses made by girl con 
testants in the 4-H Appropriate 
Dress Contest was only $1.90 and 
the complete school costumes only 
$9.48. The more elaborate party 
gowns averaged $2.85 and the en­
tire costume $5.91.

This year nearly 2,000 girls are 
entered in the contest in about 100 
counties. Local winners will bring 
their costumes to A. and M. Col­
lege this summer to enter the 
state-wide contest directed by 
Mrs. Barnes.
