HOOVER OPERATES
FARM FOR PROFIT

PRESIDENT ELECT OPERATES
LARGE ESTABLISHMENT
IN CALIFORNIA,

Herbert Hoover, president-elect
of the United States, will not be
without practical farming experi-
ence when he comes to work out
farm relief measures during his
term of office. Although little
was said about it during the re-
cent campaign, he has owned a
1313 acre farm in California since
1920 and he has operated it, not
only as a business enterprise, but
also as a base for practical agri-
cultural experiments.

Diversified farming is a funda-
mental part of the Hoover pro-
gram, Here is how the Hoover
farm operations are divided:

Vineyards, 435 acres producing
10 varieties of table grapes with
a yearly output of about 600,000
pounds; between 160 and 320 acres
in cotton; 200 acres in alfalfa,
yielding seven tons to the acre,
and cut seven times a year; 150
acres in potatoes; 130 acres in
peaches producing 16,000 pounds
to the acre; 80 to 120 acres in
corn; 90 or more acres in water-
melons and muskmelons; 90 acres
in Spanish onions; 40 to 80 acres
in spinach producing about 960,-
000 pounds a season; 40 to 60

acres of sweet potatoes; 70 acres
in apricots.
In addition there are about

2500 laying hens, 200 sows and
1560 cows. As many as 200 em
ployes are at work during peak
harvesting seasons, and the annu-
al pay roll is about $75,000.
Considerable experimental work
is done on the farm, and a good
part of this has been in connec-
tion with poultry work. In ac-
cordance with the most modern
farm poultry methods and in the
interests of economy and profits,
the Hoover stock is replenished
each year with baby chicks secur-
ed from hatcheries. Eggs are
marketed regularly, the income
from this source proving consid-
erable, since only the best of high
egglaying stock is used to make

up the laying flock, The usual
culling, and marketing of broilers
adds another source of Proﬁt, and
removes the “loafer hen” from the
flock, thus giving increased egg
production at less feed cost.

Purchase of chicks from laying
stock of proved quality is funda-
mental in profitable farm poultry
work, and has resulted, during the
ast year, in the formation of
eading hatcheries of the country
into an organization which has as
its identifying slogan, “Hatchery
Chicks For Greater Profits.”
These hatcheries are pledged to
fair dealing with customers, and
the production of quality chicks
from stock of known profit-pro-
ducing ability.

Most recent experimenting on
the Hoover farm has to do with
the hog-raising industry, the pres-
ent herd of 200 sows being the
nucleus for further expansion and
experimental work.

President-elect Hoover owns this
farm jointly with Ralph Merritt,
The farm is located about 280
miles south of San Francisco and
150 miles north of Lost Angeles,
on the main line of the Santa Fe
railway. It is three miles south
of the little town of Wasco, and
is one of the largest cultivated
ranches in that vicinity.

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A CATECHISM ON THE
PULLMAN SURCHARGE

Much has been said and written,
pro and con, about the Pullman
surcharge. The following cate-
chism on the surcharge recently
issued in phlet form by the
Western Railways Committee on
Public Relations, contains authen-
tie facts about the subject,

1. Question: What is the Pull-
man surcharge ?

Answer: The Pullman sur-
charge is a charge for extra ser-
vice performed by the railroad.
It is 50 per cent of the charge
made by the Pullman Company
for Pullman service, and is collect-
od by the Pullman Company for
the railroads.

2. Question: What does this
surcharge pay for?
Answer: Special and expensive

services which Pullman passengers
require, but which railroads are
not called upon to perform for
day-coach passengers. They may
be enumcrated as follows:

(a) The railroads have to haul
over twice as many pounds of
equipment per Pullman passenger
as per day-coach passenger,
cause a smaller number of persons
can be accommodated in a Pull-
man car. According to latest of-
ficial statistics, the actual average
weight of a Pullman car per pas-
senger carried is 12,264 pounds.
The actual average weight of a
day coach per passenger carried
is 5,681 pounds.

(b) Sleeping cars must be
parked at stations for occupancy
by passengers prioy to departure
and subsequent arrival. This
greatly increases the track space

uired, involves additional
switching, requires heating facil-
ities, and other extra services.

(¢) In order that the traveler
may not be forced to change cars,
many Pullmans go through to the

senger’s final destination.

ch an accommodation involves
extra switching at junction points,
so that through cars may be tak-
en out of one train and trans-
ferred to another, frequently on a
different road.

(d) The volume of Pullman
traffic fluctuates widely and on
short notice. This forces the
railroads to move many empty

cars to points where they are
needed.
3. Could the railroads stand

the abolition of this surcharge?

Answer: In no year since the
passage of the Transportation
Act of 1920 have the railroads
earned the fair return of 5 3-4
per cent fixed by the Interstate
Commerce Commission. In the
seven years up to January 1, 1928,
the railroads have earned an av-
erage of less than 4.2 per cent on
invested capital; and this show-
ing—which is far from adequate !
—was made possible only by the,
steady application of more eco-
nomical and efficient methods of !
operation.

4. uestion: How much are
the railwavs short of this fair re-
#urn established by the Transpor-
tation act?

Answer: More than 2 1-2 bil-
lion dollars. To abolish the Pull-
man surcharge would add some 40
million dollars annual to this de-
ficiency of return.

5. Question: Is the surcharge
a ‘““‘war measure?”

Answer: No. At the begin-
ning of the Federal-control period
the United States Rail road Ad-
ministration was confronted with
the task of meeting increased
costs. Being familiar with the
fact that sleeping and parlor car
travel was the class of passenger
traffic yielding the lowest revenue
per car-mile and incurring the
mighest operating costs, the ad-
ministration decided that this traf-
fic should contribute additional
revenue. Therefore, an additional
passage charge” was established
to apply to all travel in sleeping
and parlor cars. This was a per
capita charge of one-sixth of th:
ticket fare. The “additional pas-
sage charge” took effect June 10,
1918. The plan never worked
successfully because of the num-
arous complications in the method
of collecting the charge. It was
abolished by the Railroad Com-
mission late in the same year.

6. Question: Why was the
surcharge establis ?

Answer: When the railroads
were returned to private opera-
tion in 1920, they were incurring
a deficit at the rate of approxi-
mately one billion dollars per
year. The Transportation Act of

1920-—which prescribed the condi-
tions under which the roads were
returned to their owners—charged
the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion with the duty of fixing such
freight and passenger rates as
would enable the carriers to earn
a fair return, in order that they
might provide the public with ad-
equate and efficient transporta-
tion. It was out of this condition
that the Pullman surcharge grew.

7. 'Question: What revenue
does the surcharge provide?

Answer.:About 40 million dol-
lars a year.

8. Question: What portion of
this, in the year 1927, went to
roads earning less than 5 per cent
on their capital investment?

Answer: About 30,365,000 dol-
lars, or more than 75 1-2 per cént
of the total.

9. Question: Has the Com-
mission ever made a careful anal-
ysis of the economic factors en-
tering into the Pullman sur-
charge ?

Answer: Yes. After a thor-
ough investigation—following the
attempts of various organizations
to get the surcharge abolished—
the Commission declared this
charge just and reasonable.

10. uestion: What did the
Commission say?

Answer: In its decision, which
was rendered January 26, 1925,
refusing to eliminate the sur-
charge the Commission said in
part:

“At a time when whatever ca-
pacity the railroads may have for
rate reductions should be utilized
for the benefit of other forms of
traffic we ought to scrutinize with
great care any proposal to collect
less revenue from those who ride
in sleeping cars or from those
who are able to afford the luxury
of parlor cars. They ought to
meet the full cost and value of
the service furnished and a rea-
sonable return on property value.
This record does not show that
they are paying any more.”

11. Question: Does the Com-
mission think that Pullman pas-
sengers are economically justified
in trying to abolish the sur-
charge?

Answer: No. The Commission
continued in its decision:

“When the time comes for re-
guiring the railroads to accept less
passenger revenues than they now
receive, those who experience the
relative discomforts of ordinary
coach travel; many of them be-
cause they must count the pen-
nies, rather than those who select
the most expensive and luxurious
form of transportation which

modern railroads afford, are clear-
ly entitled to prior consideration.”
12. Question:

What other us-

the surcharge revenues if this
charge is to be revoked?

Answer: Let those who seek
its abolition try to supply an an-
swer., The facts in the matter
are plain. If the carriers lose 40
fillion dollars a year, coach pas-
sengers or freight shippers will
have to make it up. Or if this
is not done the efficiency of the
transportation facilities of the
country is bound to be affected.

13. Does the country want this
to happen?

Answer: All the evidence points
emphatically to the contrary. It
is recognized that the carriers are
rendering the best service ever
furnished the public. This rapid
and efficient service has enabled
business men to reduce the total
amount of inventories carried,
with a resultant release of enor-
mous funds for other purposes.

14. Question: Has Congress
ever been asked to pass legisla-

tion which would abolish the
Pullman surcharge?
Answer: Yes. Several efforts

have been made at special legis-
lation of this character.

15. Question: Can such a de-
velopment be considered construc-
tive?

Answer: No, because such ac-
tivities would open the way for
congressional legislation on all
rate questions without regard to
their merits as determined by ex-
pert investigation on the part of
the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion. This body is appointed ex-
pressly for such work. The Pull-
man surcharge is an economic
matter and not a political ques-
tion,

16: Question: Should

politics

be the governing factor in rail-
road legislation?

Answer: Commissioner B, H.
Meyer’s view on this matter—as
stated in an address before the
University of Wisconsin Chapter
of Phi Beta Kappa, Madison, Wis-
consin, May 17, 1928—follows:

“Qeccasionally attempts  have
been made to nibble politically at
the Commission. In the past these
nibbles were sonietimes annoying
but never harmful. It has remain-
ed for recent times to attempt to
control Commission action through
political channels. These attempts
were made boldly and at times
with fury. Every one of them
has failed. I do not believe they
ever will succeed, but it will be a
sorry day for government if they
ever should succeed.”

17. Question: Shall
override facts?

Answer: Commissioner Meyer
answer this question by pro-
pounding another:

“After we have conscientiously
gone through every stage of a
proceeding according to our rules
of practice and in consequence
with the law, after parties in a
case have aided us through the
presentation of evidence under the
guidance of able counsel; after
elaborating briefs have been filed
and arguments had; after all these
things have been done, are the
members of the Commission to
throw their conscience and oath
of office, the Interstate Commerce

litical or other improper demands?

But as the
fall months approached, many
new fields were opened and old
ones were extended, thus increas-

ing production. Daily average
flow in Texas reached the low
point in June; since that time
output has been steadily mount-
ing. |

“Daily average flow amounted |
to 739,000 barrels in December, a
new high record. This compares
with 721,000 barrels in November
and 670,000 barrels in December,
1927. During the month a total
of 22909,000 barrels were pro-
duced, against 20,775,000 barrels
in December a year ago. For the
entire year 259,279,000 Dbarrels
were produced, whereas 227,843, |
000 barrels were produced during |
1927.”
