With collection of used fats on 
the upgrade in Tea as, E C Mun- 
ro, acting district representative, 
WFA's office of supply outlined 
today simple procedure for house­
wives turning In fau to mral 
dealer*

Through Office of Price Ad­
ministration. meat dealer* pay 
two red ration points and up to 
four cenU In cash for every pound 
turned in. The red points supple­
ment ration books and may be 
exchanged st any place selling 
mral*. butter, fats and oils and 
other similarly rationed commod­
ities.

Whenever possible. faU should 
be taken to dealer* In tin cans, 
since they are more easily hand­
led than glass jars They also are 
less hasardous and require less 
labor and more simple process to 
empty.

The dealer weighs both the can 
and the fat. subtracting thr 
weight of the ran to determine 
the amount of used fats. Sines 
housewives and dealer* have re­
quested It. Munro outlined stand­
ard wrighU of containers mint 
commonly used in turning in used 
futs. Among them are: sue I.
