that it is probably the most beau-

__| tiful single spot I have ever seen.

If you ean imagine a combination
of all the grandeur of Yosemite;
the general atmosphere of Cata-
lina Island, (which incidentally
now stands revealed to me as an
intentional, though not a com-
pletely successful imitation of
Capri); all of the much-advertised
charm of the so-called *“Old
‘Norld"”; water of an indescribable
shade of blue, so clear that you
can see the bottom hundreds of
yards out, as warm as tub-water,
and at times as calm as a swim-
ming pool; a distinctive race of
care-free, happy, friendly, clean
people, in contrast to the filth of
the Arabs and lower-class Italians
to which I have grown accustom-
ed; and a night life similar to
what the Mardi Gras must be like,
—all that crammed together on a
little island about a mile wide and
six miles long is why song-writers
and poets séeem to go a little goofy
when they start writing about
Capri. Gosh, what a place. 1 had
only two days and three nights on
the island, which was about the
equivalent of taking a day-trip to
Catalina, but being non-combat-
ant, I was lucky to ever get there

at all,

Among other things, it was the
first time I had suffered the lux-
ury of sleeping on an inner-spring
mattress since I left home, and I
must admit that I will probably
have to put up an army cot in my
rcom and break myself in gradu-
ally to the finer of life
when I finally do get home, I had
a beautiful double room with a
fellow from the Headquarters
Squadron with beautifully polish-
ed blue tile floor, lavatory, and a
large terrace overlooking a large
part of the island and the sea. In-
cidentally, the moon was full
while I was there, so everything
was just about perfect.

I took a two-hour motor-launch
trip around the island the first
morning I was there, and I don't
know when I have ever seen so
much magnificent scenery in so
short a time.

stench and the Arabs.

I spent both afternoons at the
beach, which was a little disap-
pointing as a beach, for there was
no sand and it was very small, but
the water was perfect.. I rented a
wooden kayak to get out beyond
the rocks for swimming, and I had
a marvelous time paddling around

in it and trying to keep it from
turning over. It's the ideal boat,
for it is unsinkable, and you can
even bring it in with the compart-
ment you sit in completely full of
water, 2

There are a number of interest-
ing old Roman ruins on the island,
for it was also a pleasure resort
for the ancient Romans, but 1
didn’t take time to make the spec-
ial trips necessary to see them at
close range since my time was so
limited, but I did take one trip by
horse and carriage up a wonder-
ful switchback road to the little
town of Anacapri, which is locat-
ed on top of the highest mass of
rocks on the island and saw a very
famous little chapel which has a
painting of the garden of Eden
glazed into its floor.

I almost forgot to mention the
famous blue Grotto, which I saw

island. As a cave it isn’t much, for
it is very small and has but few
stalactite formations, but its claim
to fame is the manner in which
the light of the sun reflects

through an underwater opening
coloring the water and even the
walls an unbelievably beautiful
shade of blue. To get in, you must
transfer from the motor launch to
a snfall rowboat, and it is neces-
sary to lie flat in the ‘boat while
it is pulled by a chain through a
little opening about three feet in
diameter.

How much and what to feed dry
cows probably is something you are
studying at this time.

Feeding during the time a cow is
dry is just as important as is
proper feeding while the cow is pro-
ducing milk. She should have good
pasture or be fed hay and silage at
approximately the same rate as a
cow being milked, Missouri Circu-
lar 405 says,

Nebraska covers the same subject
in Circular 627, pointing out that
any additional fat that a cow adds to
her body while dry is a reserve upon
which she will draw after freshening.
Nebraska says just before calving a
cow should weigh 100 to 200 poinds
more than during lactation.

Better Inspection
Of Truck Tires

Better inspection of truck tires
to make sure that no tire goes out
of service before it has given its
last mile of wear was announced
today by the District Office of
Price Administration in an action
restricting authority for inspec-
tions to stations having facilities
and personnel capable of doing a
thorough, specialized job.

Effactive July 25, this provision
became necessary because the
truck tire situation is extremely
¢ritical and is becoming more so,
District Rationing Executive J.
Doyle Settle said. Ti.res now in
use must be given every care, in-
cluding expert insgpection and
servicing, and replacements can
be permitted only when absolute-
ly necessary, he said,

Officials from the District Of-
fice have been inspecting stations
to see which are qualified for of-
ficial inspection ' stations under
this provision.

By this new action, two types of
tire inspections — official truck
and passenger tire inspection sta-
tions and official passenger tire
inspection stations—will be desig-
nated. The District' Office, Fon-
ville said, must be satistied the
prémises are operategd by a person
who wili comply with instructions
for making proper inspections,
The stations must have qualified
persons experienced in servicing
the tires inspected, the necessary

er tire inspection stations, space
to store tires for a 30-day period.

Official passenger tire inspec-
tion stations will inspect only
tires of relatively small sizes, in-
cluding those for farm tractors
and wagons, and unplements, pas-
sengers automobiles and passeng-
er tires used on equipment.

Official truck and passenger
tire inspection stations will in-
spect all types of tires for replace-
ments. In addition, they will make
periodic inspections of commercial
motor vehicles and trucks requir-
ed by ODT.

The Texas spring pig crop, rep-
resenting the period December 1,
1943 to June 1, 1944, nosed dived
from the high total of 1943. As
forecast by the Bureau of Agricul-
tural Economics, USDA, Austin, it
is 35 per cent less than the record
number in the corresponding per-
iod one year ago.

Specifically, the Texas spring
crop is estimated at 1,392,000 head
compared to 2,148,000 in the pre-
ceding year, yetis 22 per cent
greater than the 1933-1942 ten
year average.
an estimated 240,000 sows farrow-
ing with an average of 5.8 pigs
saved per litter, Comparatively,
the record number of 364,000 sows
farrowing in the preceding spring
saved 5.9 pigs per litter,

This heavy reduction suggests
to E. M. Regenbrecht, swine spec-
jalist for the A&M College Exten-
sion Service, that many growers
were stampeded into reducing the
1944 production far below the
goals asked by the government. A
further reduction is foreshadowed,
according to the Crop Reporting
Board of the U, S. Department of
Agriculture. The number of sows
to farrow in Texas during the fall
period was indicated by breeding

This would represent a decrease
of 40 per cent from farrowings in
the similar period one year ago.
The War Food Administration
asked the producers of the nation
for not less than 95,000,000 hogs
this year. If production is below
this figure the quotas for the com-
bined needs of the armed forces,
lend-lease and home consumption
will not be reached. Regenbrecht
believes that the feed outlook is |
sufficiently encouraging to make |
unnecessary further drastic reduc-
tion in hog production.
Although the expected
crop will be one of the smallest in
Texas' history, other grain yields
will be of record proportions. The
yields of oats and barley were
double those of 1943, and the pro-
| duction of grain sorghums is ex-
pected to be wunusually large.
Much of the land normally plant-
ed to cotton is growing sorghums.
Regenbrecht recommends that
each farmer survey his available
feed supplies and the facilities he
has for efficient hog production,
and then plan to produce as many
hogs as he can feed and care for
properly within those limitations.
